In accordance with your letter of November 1L, I have
discussed the examination of the Ura Group with Mr. Alvord, with
particular respect to the allegations made by Mr. Freese regarding
the unauthorized disclosure of information.

There were several unusual features about this examina-
tion. The first is that Mr., Freese stated that he would be unable
to finance his share of the cost of a DMEA contract, if granted,
but hoped to lease the property and assign the DMEA contract to
the lessee. The other is that at Mr. Freese's invitation two
engineers from the Triumph Mining Company Were on the . property
during the time of the examination and accompanied Mr. Freese and
the examlners. Also, Mr. Freese requested that we give informa-
tion to Sunshine Minlng Company concerning his property. Thus,
it is evident that Mr. Freese does not regard information coneern-
ing his property as confidential; on the contrary, he was apparently
eager to have it disseminated.

Regarding the allegation that the property would be |
recommended Wif it went 1%} Alvord informs me that this is probably
a misunderstanding or mis-interpretation on Mr. Freese's parts
Alvord thinks he may have said that he would recommend.the
property if the assays were high enough, or some similar generality;
he does not recall making the specific statement attributed to him
by Mr. Freese,

Alvord states that he may have told Mr. Freese that he
would send him a copy of the map. He did not do so because he
found that this is contrary to our practice. Not uncommonly it
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is necessary to show an operator our map of his property in order
 to discuss the proposed exploration program with him, and it is
not unusual that our map forms one of the exhibits in the contract
and thus becomes a part of the contract itself.

I regret to state that Alvord tells me that he did give g%
a copy of the Freese map to Mr. J. E. Gilbert of Cordero Mining X )
Company. The circumstances, however, are far different from those ' @Lc ¢

Mr. Freese implies. Mr. Gilbert is not a %good friend" of Alvord; oy
in fact, Alvord had never seen him until Gilbert visited this office ‘%@
on other business. On talking with Gilbert, Alvord learned that >§;
Gilbert was interested in tungsten, and he or one of his men would <

be in the vicinity of Mr. Freese's property. Knowing that Mr. Freese e
wanted assistance, and believing, despite the impending DMEA denial,
that the property might merit further prospecting, he suggested to
Gilbert that he get in touch with Mr. Freese. Unfortunately, he

also gave Gilbert a copy of the map. This action was taken in what
appears to have been a sincere desire to help Mr. Freese. It was

not taken because Gilbert was Ma good friend" nor did Alvord per-
sonally benefit in any way. This action was. contrary to instructions, .
it was injudicious, and cannot be justified, but there is nothing to
indicate that there was an ulterior intent. It seems to have been,
rather, a misguided attempt to help Mr. Freese.

As far as the allegations that an incomplete examination
was made of the property is concerned, I have not seen the property
personally, but T think that the examiners' report speaks for itself.
The examiners mapped and sampled what Mr, Freese indicated to be his
most promising structures; if these were not good enough it is un~
likely that lesser showings would alter their opinion of the property.
The examiners found that the ore lenses are small in size, erratically
distributed and their average grade is only around 0.5 percent Wos3.
Also, the property is in difficult terrain, is snowbound for long
periods of time, and nearly three miles of road, costly to build
and maintain, would have to be constructed before any extensive
amount of exploration could even begine In view of these facts,

I see no reason to differ with the recommendation for denial made
in the examiners' report and concurred with in the Field Team's
letter of September 12, 1956, *
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Regarding Alvord's "loud, red sympathies," I do not know,
of course, what he may have.said in Mr. Freese's presence. I have
never seriously discussed politics with Alvord but such statements
as I have heard him make would suggest that he tends to be on the
conservqtive, not the radical, side in his political philosophy.

On reviewing- the situation, it is obvious that Alvord
erred seriously in giving a copy of the map to an outside person,
with or without Mr. Freese's permission, I think that it is clear —os
that this was a misguided attempt to aid Mr. Freese and can be quibed pmwﬁlj
attributed to Alvord's overenthusiasm and lack of experience rather
than to any intended.wrongful action on his part. It should be s
borne in mind that this was one of the first examinations that wd 20 yhga oK
Alvord made on his own. This does not absolve him from blame ° o
for there are clear instructions concerning such matters of which
he was aware, but I think it safe to say that Alvord now very
keenly realizes his mistake and is most unlikely to commit the
same error again,.

I might add that this Cordero ¥ng. Co. with lots of very good ore is oper-
ating as tho to be on a shut-down basis by July 1856,says the manager, and not
attempting to develop reserves.

Resolution 143 on the A ccessibility of Strategic and Critical Materials to
the U.S. in Time of War and for our Bxpanding Bconomy that official interest
is expressed in the problem. "It is hoped that the industry will not be per-
mitted to die, as it has twice before, after termination of the program". Etc.

The sketches are enclosed, but I might underscore that a certain latitude
is essential in how much work needs to be dune, as no one can tell exactly how
far it will be necessary to go into the mountainside to pick up the vein,
which sometimes but not always runs conveniently true in direction - strike
and dip.

More than half the fires on the Sawtooth National
Forest are caused by human carelessness — mostly by
unextinguished campfires and cigarettes discarded
while still burning, ’

The war on fire demands first of all the whole-
hearted cooperation of every visitor of the forest
to prevent fires,

Once they start, there must be quick detection
and prompt attack, The construction of lookout stations,
telephone lines, roads, trails, airplane landing fields,
and radio communication facilities aid the ranger in
his fight, The development of new and better fire-
fighting equipment, and devising improved methods of
fire fighting are never-ending tasks,

You can help in the war against fire. Do these .

SAWIOOTHE NATIONAL FOREST

The Sawtooth National Forest was established to
protect the resources of the area from destruction
and depletion, and to insure that its resources
would bring to the people of the area the greatest
good for the longest period of time, Proper use,
coupled with protection from fire and other destroy-
ing agents, gives us assurance the Sawtooth will
continue indefinitely to supply the water, the timber,
and the forage upon which our economy depends, It
will always contribute to the recreational needs of
the people, both local and from other parts of the
Nation,

The Sawtooth National Forest was created May 29,
1905, by proclamation of President Theodore Roosevelt,
It was then called the Sawtooth Forest Reserve, and
covered an area of 1,945,520 acres, Since then the
boundaries have been changed several times, with the
last important change being made in-1913, It now
contains a little less than one and one-quarter millicdn
acres, - :

The name was taken from the Sawtooth Mountains, so

“ecalléd by early travelers and settlers because of

the Jagged peaks along the range, which, when observed
along the sky line, resemble a huge saw blade lying
on its back,

WATER CONSERVATION

Raindrops and swirling snowflakes falling on the
mountainsg of the Sawtooth National Forest restore
the life-giving streams which water the fertile
valleys below, Without a steady flow of irrigation
water, the preduction of crops on these lands would
be severely limited. Magle Reservoir, Arrowrock Dam,
Anderson Dam, and other smaller reservoirs are partially
or fully dependent upon the forest watersheds, It is
of vital importance, therefore, that the watershed
cover, whether timber, brush, or grass, be maintained
in satisfactory condition, This faect guides the forest
ranger in managing hid timber stands and ranges, and
in forest and range fire preventlon and suppression,

FORAGE FOR LIVESTOCK

One of the major activitiea of the Sawtooth National
Forest rangers is management of extensive sheep and
cattle ranges, The primary objective is twofold -~
(1) to retain the watershed cover and soil in good
condition, and (2) to provide the maximum smount of
forage for livestock,

The relatively steep mountain slopes of the Sawtooth
National Forest are more suitable to sheep grazing end
permits for sheep greatly exceed those for cattle, In
rough country cattle tend to hang in the bottom lands
and thus overuse them, It is possible to obtain a
higher utilization of the forage by sheep because a
herder who is with them at all times can herd them
over the slopes and keep them constantly on fresh
range, Approximately 125,000 sheep and 5,000 cattle
graze on the forest each year under a regulated allot-
ment system, During June and July, when the bulk of
the lambs are being finished, the weeds, grass, and
shrubs of the.Sawbooth are being turned into prime
lamb at the rate of nearly 75,000 pounds per day - a
vital contribution to the local economy,

JIMBER MANAGEMENT

Ripe timber and thinnings from overcrowded stands
are marketed vith benefit to the forest and the sur-
rounding communities., Wlse selection of the trees to
be cut prevents harm to the watershed and provides
room for new trees and accelerated growth for older
ories, The annual cut should not exceed the annual
growth, In this way, a "sustained yleld" is attained
which will insure timber supplies for future gener-
ations as well as for today's needs, )

Douglas fir is the most important timber tree on
the Sawtooth from the standpoint of volume available,
Next in order are ponderosa pine, lodgepole pine, and
spruce, It is estimated that the total timber volume
on the Sawtooth National Forest 1s 800 million board
feet, with about 640 million board feet of commercisl
sawtimber, The harvesting of this timber plays an-
important role in the economy of the local people.
Fourteen local sawmills manufacture timber from the
Sawtooth National Forest, In addition, large amounts
of both green and dead timber are supplied for use
on farms and ranches in the surrounding countryside,
and for mining in the Wood River ares,

When timber for manufacture and resale is desired
in relatively large quantities, it is sold by the
Government to the highest bidder, thus assuring the
public the greatest return for its timber crop.
Recelpts from the sale of timber and from all other
sources 1s paid into the United States Treasury, but
twenty-five percent of the net is returned to the
countles in which the forest 1s located to be used
for schools and roads,

WINTER SPORTS

The Big Wood River area is a mecca for the winter
sports enthslasts from all over the Nation., The
development of Sun Valley has emphasized the advantages
of the undulating and often treeless slopes and the
ideal snow conditions on the Sawtooth National Forest
and related areas, Excellent snow cover for winter
sports is avallable from about December 1 to April 1,

“with spring skling possible at higher elevations

until about May 15,

Sun Valley village is located outside the national
forest boundary, but some of its best downhill, cross—
country, and slalom courses are located within the
Forest, About two and three-fourths miles of ski
lifts located on Bald Mountain and operated by Sun

* Valley meke all these runs readily accessible, Many

miles of ski trails meander through the mountainous
winter wonderland of the Sawtooth National Forest,

WILDLIFE AND FISH

The Sawtooth mountains are the home of a variety
of blg game - - elk, deer, goat, bear, cougar, and
mountain sheep, Many smaller animals also inhabit
the forest,

Two state game preserves have been established
in the forest + - the Warm Springs Creek Preserve,
west of Ketehum, and the Soldier Mt, Preserve, dorth
of Fairfield, ‘

Fishing streams and lakes abound in the Sawtooth
mountains, Plantings have been made in many of the
high lakes, and several of these now provide good
fishing in magnificent surroundings.

The rangers give careful consideraticn in their
management plans to the protection use, and develop~
ment of the wildlife resources of their districts.
They also cooperate with the State Conservation
Officers in the enforcement of fish and game laws,

RECREATION

The Sawtooth National Forest 1s nationally recog~
nized as a scenlc and recreational area of unusnal
appeal, Roads lead to several beautiful lskes,
through wooded canyons and along clear streama,
and over scenic summita, The panoramic view of
almost endless mountains from the top of Bald
Mountain or Dollarhyde Summit is awe-inspiring,
the sight of the Sawtooth peaks from Galena Summit,
entraneing,

Camping facilitles are located close to nearly
all of the roads. Horses and pack outfits are
available near the prineipal points of interest,
and there are hotel accommodations at Hailey,
Ketchum, Alturas Lake, the Rocky Mountain Club,
Redfish Lake, Stanley, and Fairfield, The normal
vacation season is from June to October,

Ag a visitor, we urge you to stop at regular
campgrounds, Camping facilities are available and
restrictions are as limited as possible, Please
be careful with fire, leave a clean campj prevent
damage to green trees and plants, and to signs and
to improvements placed there for your convenience,
You can prevent unnecessary expenditure of public
funds by observing these courtesies and suggestions,
Your stay and the vacation of others will be more
enjoyable because you have done your part, We
invite you to stop at the Ranger Stations or the
supervisor's office for information or assistance.

You will render a valuable service by telephon-
ing promptly the location of any uncontrolled fires
discovered,

The Blg Wood River area 1s one of the most popular
for camping, picnicking, and fishing, The river is
accessible through its entire length via U, S, High-
way 93, The main campgrounds are concentrated in
the area between the North Fork of Wood River and
the Russian Johm Ranger Station, An open-air,
natural hd}?ﬁgter plunge at Easley Springs makes

this area Very popular,

Warm Springs Creek, one of the principal branches
of the Big Wood, has excellent camping facilities,
while Deer Creek, East Fork, Trail Creek, North Fork
Baker Creek, and Prairie Creek afford interesting
side trips and good camps,

The Pioneer Mountaina provide abundant opportunity
for mountain elimbing, Towering Mt, Hyndman, the
highest peak in this range, reaches an elevation of
12,078 feet, .

The Salmon River area provides good fishing and
camping amid magnificent scenery. Camps at Alturas,Big
Redfish, and Little Redfish Lakes are very popular,
Hotel accommodations are available both at Alturas
and Big Redfish,

The South Boise River region is rich in recreation
attractions. The plcturesque Yellow Pine, clear figh~
ing streams, and the occasional glimpse of rugged
peaks make a pleasing scenic pattern, A natural hot-
water plunge at Price's Ranch is a popular feature,
Above Featherville,\along the river for some twenty
miles 1s a series of inviting campgrounds, the largeat
and most beautiful being located at Baumgartner Park,
where a natural hot springs and bathing pool add to
the campers' comfort and enjoyment, Further up, along
Big Smoky and Little Smoky Creeks, are additional good
camping spots,

You may leave this area by way of Fairfield or by
driving over the Warm Springs Creeck Summit to Ketchum,
a delightful and scenic drive,

THE SAWTOOTH PRIMITIVE AREA

The Sawtooth Primitive Area, an undeveloped empire
of over 200,000 acres, 1s Located partly on the Saw~
tooth and partly on the Boise National Forest. It
includes the high summit and lakes region and extends
from Stenley Lake south nearly to Alturas Leke Creek,

Established to preserve the unique natural values
and beauties of the area and to keep them free for
all time from human alteration, the Sawtooth Wilderness
provides visitors with pleasure, education, inaspiration
and outdoor relaxation in a setting as it existed be-
fore white man set foot on American shores, It has
no roads, just sufficlent trail for administration
and protection and no human hablitations, Horse and
foot are the only means of travel permitted,

Some of the better kmown and most used camping
locations are Toxaway Lske, Lake Imogene, Hell Roaring
Lake, Redfish Lake, Sawtooth Lake and Deadman Cabin,
There are numerous other camping areas along Queens
River and at the mouth of Mattingly Creek where shade,
pure water, fuel and forage are in abundance,

Trips into this area are taken annually by the
Trail Riders of the Wilderness under the direction
of the American Forestry Association, Privately
sponsored trips may also be arranged with local
packers and guides,

MINERALS

Many famous old mining camps — Galena, Sawbooth
City, Carrietown, Spanishtown, Happy Camps, Junction
Bar, Emerald Bar, and Deer Creek - are located in
the national forest area, The present mining centers,
such as Triumph, Garfield, Vienna, Washington Basin,
and Bear Creek attest the rich mineral resources.,
Silver-lead ores predominate, though several gold
mines exist and placer mining has been common, par-
ticularly on the South Boise River,

YOUR NATIONAL FOREST

The Sawtooth is your National Forest. It is an
important national possesasion, The Job of the Forest
Service is to insure its resocurces sgainst loss, to
provide for wise use to the safe limit of its capacity,
and, if pessible, to increase its production of water,
timber, forage, minerals, fish, gams, and recreation
