One shallow bulldozed trench has been excavated and two 
small pits or trenches are nearby. Four pits have been dug by hand in the 
bulldozed trench, the deepest about 5 feet. 


The deposit occurs in a thin remnant of andesite that is underlain by 
phyllites and quartzite of the Pre-Carabrian Belt formation. The actual 
mineralized area is approcimately 50 feet in diameter, and it is believed 
the uranium (autumite) was derived from the weathering and leaching of the 
volcanic rock which at one time covered the area.

Autunite was visible in the samples that were cut. 


The Field Team notes that the occurrence is small and much below ore 
grade and evidence does not suggest that the grade will improve at depth, 
also, that this deposit is apparently similar to the one unsuccessfully 
explored by Bitterroot Uranium, Inc., Docket No. DNEA-31460. The Field 
Team recommends the.application should be denied. 


Note: Contract Idm-E7l6 has recently been terminated. The Field Team 
recommends the contract should not be certified. Assays values 
recorded in this docket are about the same or less than those 
quoted above. Under the contract Bitterroot Uranium, Inc., 
completed 799.3 feet of drifting and 287.8 feet of crosscutting.

Mr. Crawford agrees with the Field Team that there is little chance 
of a discovery of an economic deposit of uranium on the Dot group, and 
concurs in the denial recommendation. 


Rare & Miscellaneous Metals Div., F. N. Murphy, June 29, 1956: 


Visible autunite was noted in the trenches and pits dug by the 
Applicant, however, assay returns on the trench samples indicate that the 
material is below ore grade. The field examiners do not nEntion a vein, 
so apparently nor exists • The. Applicant will undoubtedly do more bull-
dozer work on its property before dropping the lease. Judging from 
DIVIEA results under the Bitterroot contract, similar occurrences of low-
grade u.raniuin-bearing rock may be disclosed by such work, but no significant 
ore deposit will be found in the PreCambrian Belt formation.

The applicant requested assistance in exploring, by 
bulldozing and diamond drilling, a small area, underlain by 
andesite which in turn rests on Precambrian Belt phyllite 
and qiiartzite. The andesite shows low radioactivity and auturdte 
is visible. Where opened by a bulldozer trench and pits, 5 
samples were taken by the examiners, only one of which showed 
cver 0.10% U3O. Other examiners took samples from which one 
slightly higher assay was obtained, 0.l27 U30g. 


The radioactivity is 1 iiidted to the small patch of 
andesite and as indicated by the sampling the uranium content 
is not such as to make ore.

Stripping by the bulldozer was undertaken 


over an area approximately 75 x 60 feet. A depth of 6 to 10 feet was reached 


in the bulldozing but the bottom was still in unconsolidated residual matter 


and actual bedrock was not reached. Two small pits were dug by hand' to a depth 


of 6 to 8 feet, 1 within dozed area and '1 on the area to the northwest. Approd.-


mately 100 feet north 'of the stripped area, and on the north slope of the ridge, 


a single cut was bulldozed across the north- .south centerline of the group of 


claims. At no point in any of these excavations was solid bedrock encountered.
