I have reviewed the application for assistance, DMEA
Docket 4291, Ralph E. Patten, et al., 'Foolproof Claims, Custer
County, Idaho, dated May 5, 1956, and received in this office May 15,
1956. I have also discussed it with Joseph 0. Hosted, Washington
representative of the Atomic Energy Commi ssione.

The applicant has requested Federal assistance to explore
for uranium on six claims located in the Stanley Mining district,
Section 21, 11 N., R. 14 E. B.M., Custer County, Idaho. The
exploration project will ineclude at least 200 feet of core drilling
at a unit cost of $6.00. A total estimated cost figure is not given.

Several mineralized stringers, each having an average width
of one inch have been found on the property, and from this the
applicant concludes that "an ore body of considerable size at undeter-
mined depth" exists on his claims.

It would be desirable to have the applicant submit maps
showing the exact location of the property and the proposed exploration
plan with relationship to the geology of the subject claims. A more
definite cost analysis and submitted bids on drilling costs would
be of material value to the application. Origin of samples should

‘be indicated, as well as exploration targets.

The application is not sufficiently complete. It is
recommended that additional information be requested of the applicant
and that the application be denied without prejudice if the data is not
