Mr. Kelluin has presented a good report on the Hall 
Mountain property in which he describes the thorite occurrences, 
while at the same time noting that although thorium mineralization 
is distributed over the property at no place is it present in 
sufficient amount to warrant an exploration project. He calls 
attention to the fact that the applicant wishes to withdraw his 
application. He also recommends that if additional prospecting 
discloses a target suitable for exploration, the application should 
be reconsidered. 


I recommend that the applicant be advised by letter that 
his application has been withdrawn. He might also be informed 
that if he should resubmit another application on the same property 
he should refer to the present docket number. Such reference would 
acquaint future commodity and DNEA reviewers with the evidence 
presented in Kellum's report.

Enclosed are four copies of a memorandum examination 
report by Donald F. Kellum of the Geological Survey, on the 
referenced application. 


On and near the applicant's claims are small areas of 
anomalous radioactivity. Most of these areas are covered by 
slide rock and, although they seemed to follow fairly definite 
lines, none of them could be traced for more than a few tens of 
feet. Only one outcrop on the applicant's claim showed any 
anomalous radioactivity and this was limited in areal extent. 
Therefore, Kellum concludes that no adequate target for explora-
tion has been shown to exist. 


On September 5, 1956, the applicant requested by letter 
that his request for DMEA assistance be withdrawn until completion 
of additional prospecting that might indicate the presence of a 
suitable target. 


Kellum recommends that this property be reconsidered 
should sufficient prospecting disclose a suitable target for 
exploration.

The applicant proposes to explore for thorite by a rather 
indefinitely proposed program, the estimated cost of which is 38,5OO. 


The applicant's property , and the nearby area has been the 
site of active exploration during recent years, all of it directed at 
searching for thorite or possible rare earth minerals. Little is 
known of the geology of the deposits except that they occur in ultra.-
basic sls (Purcell or Moyie sills), or in veins at the contact of 
these sills, with enclosing quartzite of the Aldridge-Prichard £orma-
tion, the lowermost formation of the Bolt Series. 


The writer examined the adjoining Golden Sceptre mine in 
1948, and again in 1953 when that property was referred tO the Spokane 
office as a possible DNEA cobalt application. The property had beeü 
explored as a gold mine prior to 1926 but had never been piyductive. 
Earlier exploration had been on a strong quartz vein that followed 
a contact with quartzite on the footwal.]. and diorite sill on the hang-
iriwall. There were trace amounts of galena, sphalerite, and chalco-
pyrite in the quartz, and parts of the vein were reported to contain 
some gold although 2 samples that we tOok were essentially barren. 
Cobalt bloom was to be seen on the outcrop but in minute amounts. No 
radioàtive studies were made on either of these examinations. 


The Field Team is known to have considerable information 
on this property and it is reconunended that the application be xef erred 
to them for further appraisa]..
