Mr. Leuzinger, in a poorly-prepared application, proposes
to explore his Clayton View property by driving 100 feet of crosscut
and 350 feet of drift. Based on the applicant's estimated cost per
foot, the project would cost about $15,300.00.

I became acquainted with Mr. Leuzinger in 1947. At that
time he ran a general delivery store at Clayton, dabbling in
mining in his spare time. While he has not described the location
.of his property in the present application I am sure it is the
same mine he was interested in when I first met him, in which case
it is immediately across the Salmon River from the town of Clayton,
‘only a couple of hundred feet above the river's edge. The mine
was not active when I worked in the area but apparently a small
shipment of ore was made by Dave Bell in 1948.

Ore from the mine is typical of other properties in the
Clayton and Bay Horse areas: it assays roughly two percent lead
to an ounce of silver. There is very little zinc. The ore
comnonly forms as blebs, bunches, or relatively small shoots that
are very high in grade, as is attested in the present instance by
" the shipping records.

The applicant's map shows no scale but is believed to be
drawn at a scale of 1 inch = 4O feet. Perusal of the map suggests
that the lower-level drift could actually be on “the vein, a fact
