Enclosed are three copies of an application from Idaho 
Goldfields, Inc. for DMEA aid to explore for lead-zinc-silver ore 
on the property of the Lost Cabin Mine, Kootenai County, Idaho. 
Only one copy of a map was presented with the application along with 
two settlement sheets and an engineer's report. The applicant re-
quests the return of the map, settlement sheets, and engineer's 
report.


A former application for aid to explore on this property, 
Docket DMEA_1485, was denied in the Administrator's letter of January 
20, 1954.


On the map accompanying this application, the applicant indi-
cates an area approximately 100 feet on a side which he wishes to 
exclude from the ground subject to royalty. During an interview in 
the Spokane office, Mr. Thompson intimated that, unless this area is 
excluded, Idaho Goldfields does not want assistance. He feels that, 
as this area is known to contain ore which is now being mined and 
which will be a source of funds for the company's share of the 
exploration cost, it would be unfair for the Government to claim 
royalty on that production. 


Apparently a limited amount of additional work has been done 
since the last DMEA examination. Whether or not this work has uncovered 
new information that might make an exploration project appear more 
favorable than it did in 1953, cannot be determined without making







o 


another field examination. We doubt that we would find the applicant's 
reasons for wishing to exclude the small area from royalty to be 
justified.

The cited application, dated March 19, 1957, was received 
by this office on March 25. On April t. we wrote to the Applicant 
requesting additional information. Some information was received 
on May 22. On May 31, the application was referred to the Field 
Team for their consideration, a field examination of the property 
if warranted and recommendation. 


The exploration proposed by the Applicant consisted of 
SOO feet of diamond drilling and 250 feet of drifting and cross-
cutting at a total estimated cost of 72 ,800 .00. The Applicant 
proposed to meet its share of the cost from the sale of stock, use 
of equipment and from ore found as the project proceeds. 


The Field Team attempted to examine the property on June 13, 
1957, but due to water fill within 30 feet of the top of the new winze 
a complete examination was not possible. On July 30, upon assurance 
by the Applicant that the water would be pumped out, the property was 
examined. Due to engine trouble, the incline still lacked about iS or 
20 feet of being free of water, and much slime and mud covered the upper 
part of the incline. 


A former application, Docket No. DMA-11485, dated May 29, 19513 
with a total estimated ,cost of 58,250.35 was denied on January 20, 19514.. 
During the interini,January 20, 1954, to March 19, 1957, the Applicant 
sank a 100-foot incline shaft along a slightly mineralized quartz vein 
and reported excellent showings of lead, zinc, and copper minerals. A 
re-examination of the property appeared justified.

The Field Team report that there is no record of production 
and that there is no evidence of significant past production in the 
existing workings, although it is possible that some placer gold out-
put may have been made in early operations. The veins have been 
prospected at the surface with pits and bulldozer and at minor depth 
with short adits and a 100-foot incline shaft. It is also reported 
that in 193, 5 diamond drill holes, totaling 768 feet were drilled. 
No ore bodies were indicated in the quartz vein matter intersected. 


The quartz vein exposed in the upper 80 feet of the inclined 
shaft and the Main adit varies from 3.5 to 7.0 feet in width, with 
values up to 1.4 ounces of silver, 1.75 per cent lead, 0.2 per cent 
zinc and 0.26 per cent copper. Southwestward from the Main adit portal 
and extending westward is another quartz outcrop which ranges from 1 to 
4 feet in width and contains very minor quantities of lead, copper and 
silver.


The Field Team conclude that the vein is very irregular in 
strike, dip, and mineralization. It pinches and swells within short 
distances and mineralization is not only spotty but below commercial 
grade. From the work already done, there is no ore in sight, nor are 
there any indications that further exploration will produce commercial 
ore.


We concur with the recommendations of the Field Team and 
the cornmodity.members of USGS and USBM that the application be denied.

Idaho Goldfields, Inc., have a leasehold on 80 acres of 
patented ground, 15 miles southeast of Coeur d'Alene, Idaho. The 
country rock is the Prichard formation which is cut by dikes and 
sills of igneous origin. Several iron-stained quartz veins traverse 
the property. At places, these carry iron, lead and zinc sulfides 
with minor amounts of gold and silver. The veins have been pros-
pected at the surface with pits and bulldozer cuts and at minor 
depth with short adits and a 100-foot inclined shaft. On the basis 
of these showings, the applicant proposes 500 feet of diamond drill-
ing and 250 feet of drifting and crosscutting to further explore the 
property.


The field examiners, R. D. Sample (USGS) and E. W. Parsons 
(USBM), report that there is no record of production and that there 
is no evidence of significant past production in the existing work-
ings, although it is possible that some placer gold output may have 
been made in early operations.

On the bases of these observations, the examiners and 
field team conclude that the mineralization is irregular and non-
commercial, and there is no geological or other evidence to indicate 
the liklihood of a significant mineral discovery on the 'property.
