The property contains small, below-ore-grade occurrences of uranophane and
meta-autunite in quartz latite. Exploration by the Apvlicant, consisting
chiefly of dozer trenching, has exposed 2 such occurrences about 800 yards
apart and apparently unrelated to a common structural element. Sampling
at these exposures indicates that one occurrence, the Mother Lode, contains
about 0,08% U308 and that the other occurence, the Donna Lou, contains as
much as 0.14% U308. Two samples, 3 feet and 5.5 feet, in length, were cut
across the most radioactive ore zone at the Mother Lode occurrence. One
sample, 5 feet in length, was cut across the best showing on the Donna Lou
occurrence. At both localities benches have been cut parallel to the hill
slopes. The uranium minerals are found along the bench walls for distances

of 35 to 50 feet. At neither locality could it be demonstrated that uranium
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minerals or radioactivity extend for more than a few inches into the bench

walls or out on the bench sills. The work done to date fails to demonstrate

continuity of mineralization or any controlling structural element or
distribution trend that could be tested by an exploration program. There
is no reason to believe that there would be.any appreciable tonnage of
material that would contain more than 0.06% U308. It is recommended that
the application be denied.
