L: PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION:

(a) Previous exploration has included the building
of access roads, trenching and some core drilling. 01d
workings are shallow pits and trenches and a few short
drifts, cross-cuts and shafts., The older workings are
mostly caved and very little geologic information could
be obtained from any of them. There are no existing mine
workings or production facilities.,

(b) No ore has been shipped from the property and
no ore.reserves have been determined,
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TIDAL WAVE MINING, INC.

(c) The country rock is mostly light to dark limestone
and light quartzite that has been intruded by dark granitit.
The mineralization is in the contact zones, in small veins in
the sedimentary rocks and in veins in the granite. Individual
are minerals are difficult to identify but apparently include
lead, silver,secondary copper minerals, some gold and Thorium
and urantum. Small amounts of scheelite and powellite have been
reported from the contact zones. The veins that could be seen
in the old workings trend northerly and have steep dips.

The applicant proposes to explore for lead, silver, thorium,
and uranium ore deposits on 22 unpatented mining cleims, This pro-
posed project would consist of sinking a 200-foot shaft, driving
a 500-foot drift, surface trenching, and "$22,750-worth" of drilling.

The application might be termed incomplete but , more
accurately, seems to be vague and lacking in essential detail. The
applicant mentions previously completed trenching, core drilling,
and old workings; but none of the work is shown on a map. Logs of
the core-drill holes are not given. It seems probable that at least
a few samples have been taken from the property, but no results have
been submitted. The proposed work is not indicated on a map. The
applicant wishes to do surface trenching but furnishes no estimate
of how much trenching would be required or its cost.

The applicant might properly be asked to supplement his
application. The alternative would be to refer the application to
the Field Team for further processing. The additional information
could be obtained either during the usual field examination or
through consultation with the applicant.
