Excerpts from Field Team' s Report of Examination, by Howard F. Albee, USGS, 
and William N. Roxnischer, USBYI: 


The property lies on the south-facing slope of Agency Creek 
canyon in the NcDevitt Mining District. The presence of thorium'.' 
bearing material in the district area a few miles east of the 
subject property has been known for many years and considerable
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exploration has been done. For example, at the Wonder Mine where 
inferred reserves include 17,293 tons of rock containing about 
l3S,LO0 pounds of equivalent thoria, but because of physical and - 
technical problems there has been no production from the district. 


The deposits consist of narrow and discontinuous quartz-
hematite veins emplaced as fracture fillings in quartzite, argillite, 
and siltstone of the Precambrian Belt series. The deposits appear to 
be controfled by two zones of fractures, one set striking northerly, 
the other northwesterly. The examiners could find no evidence of the 
3000-foot long fault zone mentioned in the application. 


Work on the claims consists of two handdug trenches showing I 
mineralized fracture systems. Several other smaller trenches show 
only country rock. One small trench shows a vein of galena 1" to 3k" 
thick. A grab sample of the galena vein tested spectrOgraphically 
showed 0.1S% Th and 7.0% Pb. 


Three other samples taken from places showing radioactivity 
ranging from 3 to 8 time a background count were also tested 
spectrographically. Results show 0.0 to 0 .]S% Th, with trace 
amounts of rare earths and columbium-tantalum. 


Since no evidence of ore-grade mineralization is present on the 
claims, the examiners and Field Team recommended the application 
be denied. 


Commodity Members' Comments: 


In memoranda, dated Nay 7 and 8, l98, T H. Kiilsgaard, USG&, 
and James Paone, USBM, respectively, concur in the . Field Teai 's 
recommendation.
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Division of Rare and Misc. Metals, F. N. Murphy, 


Radiometric readings up to 0.17% dJ can be obtained on 

selected specimens from the fracture zones, Using a factor of 


eU to eTh, indicates the best material would only be 
equivlent to 0. 7 eTh in grade. The deposits are thin arid 
scattered, hence, present no exploration target. 


Conclusions and Recommendations: 


This division agrees with the findings of the field examiners, 
and therefore, concurs in their recommendation that application 
ThV1EAi4932 should be denied.

Field Team reports that in the fall. of 1957 the applicant 
discovered and Staked some claims on which there are some discon-
tinuous quartz-hematite veins in metamorphosed. rocks of the Precam-
brian Belt series. Radioactivity in these quartz-hematite veins 
ranges from 3 to 8 times above background. Radioactive sections of 
the veins, however, are from 1 to 6 inches wide and. are discontizuous. 
No persistent and strongly mineralized. zone was found., as was claimed. 
to exist by the applicant. 


In view of the weakly mineralized and discontinuous nature 
of the deposits, Field Theni1ners recommend denial of the application. 
As there is no reason to e2cpect the proposed work to make a significant 
discovery, I concur with the Field Thcminers and recoiend. the appli-
cation be denied. 	 -.

EnUosed are three copies of a memorandum examination 
report on this property by Howard. F. Albee, Geologist, Geological 
Survey.


Although many occurrences of thorium and rare earths have 
been reported in the vicinity, of the property and considerable 	 .-.. 
exploratory work has been done, there has been little, if any, 
production from the district. 


On the Montana Special claims there are narrow discon-
tinuous veins of quartz and hematitefilling fractures in quart-
zite, argillite, and siltstone. Radioactivity ranges from 3 to 
8 times above background. No evidence could be found' to support 
the applicant t s contention that there is a vein in a 3,000-foot 
long fault zone. Four samples were taken, of which none contained 
uranium, 3 contained thorium ranging from 0.07 to 0.15 percent, 1 
contained 7 percent lead, but the other 3, only a trace, and none 
contained amounts of the rare earths. Albee therefore considers 
that the chance of making a significant discovery is poor and recoin-
mends that the application be denied. 


We concur with this recoimnendation.
