Rocks in the area traversed by the examiners consist
essentially of imtrastratified bands of quartz-blotite schist and
quartzites imtruded legally by coarse-grainsd to pegmatitic leuco=
ocrdatic granites, The area examined consists @asemiallsf of a2 gully
and two ridges, all of which tremd about S, 20° B, The rldge to the





east appears 1o be made up dominantly of quartzites, whereas the
rocks underlying the gully and the ridge to the west are made up
deminantly of quartz<biotite schists, Figure 1 shows the axis of
the gully amnd the applicant's roadside adit which was driven im the
qQuartz=blotite unit close to its conbact with the quartzite unit.

The quartz-bistite schist unit ehiefly consists of mediuvm=

- and coarse-grained quartz-bietite sechist, which lecally becomss

very fine-grainedg in places, it contains bands of quartzite and
tremolite schist, Dikelike and irregular-shaped masses of leuccsratie
granitic rocks intrude this unit lecally., The quartz<blotite schist
ranges Lrom dark-gray to graylsh brown in color and is made up chiefly
of quarts with 5 to 10 percent bioctite and much smaller amounts o

the feldspars, pyroboles, sericite, and garmst. Small clusters and
disgeminated grains of pyrrhotite and pyrite are present lesally,

In a few places the pyrcboele has segregated to form basic stringers
and clets, Some of these apparently consist largely of an amphibele
but others consist largely of epidote with minor amounts of quarts
and iron sulfides,

The tremolite schist, confined largely to the quartz-bletite
schist wnit, is essentially white in celor contrasting strongly with
the more common dark-gray o grayish-brown rocks of the unit, It
ocecurs as distinctive bands, varying from inches to 2 or 3 fest in
width and ranging in leagth from ebout 10 to 100 or meore feet, The
terminations, though lenticular, are gensrally abrupt, The tremelite
schist is matted in texture, being made up of very fine-graimsd
aclcular crystals with marked parallelism, rosette and stellate
groups being a rarity, Extremely fine~-grained crystals of megnetite
are gparsely bui widely dissemimated throughout the tremolite schist,

The quartzite unit, making up the east ridge, comsists
dominantly of mediuvm-and @garsemgrainedi quartzite containing a few
wisps, stringers, and bands of biotite schist. Locally the quartzite
becomss very fine=grained and even locses its granularity entirely,
where it resembles bull quartz, - Feldspars are essentially lacking
but muscovits, while lecally absent, is gemerally present in sparse
to mederate amounts and in a few places the quartzite grades to a
muscovite schiet comsisting almost entirsly of muscovite, A very
few erystals and aggregates of hormblende crystals were noted in ths
quartzite but otherwise mafics appsar to be absent, Only a trace of
very fine-grained magnetite was noted and no sulfides were observed,
A fev needleliks crystals of tourmaline wers alsc noted,

Both the guartz-=bilctite schigt unit amd the quartzite unit
m@lud@ stringers, lenses and bands of granitic rocks, These rangs
from coarse-grained to pegmatitic aggregatioms of qQuartz, orthoclass,

plagicclase, biotite amd muscovite, Biotite, and poseibly h@mblend%,

are present but are very much on the sparse side, the rocks being
essentially leucocratic, Magnetic blacks and a trace of pyrite are
present but these appear to be very erratically distributed,

A rubble of talus and soil covers most of the lower portions
or reaches of the gully but only thin patches of soil are preseamt
along the ridges, No terrace gravels are present in the lesality
examined,

. The schistosity and the apparent bedding of the meta-
mogphle rocks striks between N, 5° E. and N, 20° W,, and dip between
75° and 85° E, Linsar elements, such as the acicular crystals of
tremolite in the tremolite schist, are also aligned more or less
parallel %o the schistosity. The rocks are tight and no faulting of
consequence was noted, Differemtial movement or slippage 2long the
planes of schistesity, particularly where the rocks are highly
micaceous, was noted, but otherwise ths rocks are essentially un-
fractured, In general, the leucocratic imtrusives conform to the
schigtosity, but lecally they follew ecxoss fractures and becoms
quite irregular in shape, Minerals within the quartz<biotite schist
had, in a few rare localities, segretated imto thin bands %o produce
a gneigsic facies within the generally schistose rock, ~

RADIOACTIVITY AND SAMPLING

Mp, Campbell has submitted two samples to the Atomlc Energy
Commisgion £isld offices for radiometivity analysis and ths results
are included with the application. These samples were taken from a
band of tremolite schist, one from near the face of the rozdeide
adit and one from an exposure on the surface a few feet to ths west
of the adit, Thsse samples assayed 0,32 percent and 0,082 percent
ely0g, respectively. It is Mr, Campbell's belief that all of the
significant radicactivity lilely to be found om his propsrty is
aggociated with the tremolite schists, which apparently comstitute
the ledge referred to in the application, During the examinabion,
scintillator readings were taken at all of the localities Mr, Cempbell
considered as targets meriting exploration, In addition, scintillater
readings wers taken at numercus lecelities away from ths ¢remclite
schist and over both quartez<biotite schist and guartzite, AlL of the
tremolite schist and the biotite facies of the quarts=bioctite schist
gave geinbillater readings 2 to 3 times the backgrownd reading of
the quartzite; however, ne concentrations of high radiometric count
was faund, Careful examination with both white and witravieclet
light of the lescalities sampled by Mr, Campbell failed to detect
any urenium minsrals, Insofar as the examiners were concernmed,
nothing on the property warranted sampling, However, samples
were taken from epproximately the same places that Mr, Campbell
obtained the spscimens which he sent to the Atomlc Energy Commission,
The results of these ars tebulated as follevs:

From the sbove, it is obwious that the presemt etposures
on the area examined do not comtain ore-grade material, At the com=
clusion of the examination, Mr, Campbell showed vs a box of Samples
that he obtainsd while prospecting the property, principelly from the
roadside adit and immediate vicinity., These wers chiefly of twemolite
schist and a few of the pieses did contain very fine crystals at
least one secondary uranium mineral, probably autunite, " Eye=ball®
exemination and scintillator reading indicated that soms of these
probably contained on the order of 0,10 percent U308, Undoubbedly
these samples were obtained from the ILucky Win property and undcubtedly
further work would discover other minor showings of sscendary and
perhaps even primary uranium mingrals, On the basis of ths examinae
tion, however, it is extremely unlikely that conditions weuld be ene
countered that localized a deposit of economic significanse,

to the north., As thsre is no reason to expect better mineralizabica
at depth than has been found on the surface, a discussion of the
