To make & thorough examination of the area would require
at least three days on the property and possibly more, as the area to
be examined is one of considerable size. The applicant is vague in
presenting his program in that he states Stage I work is expected to
uncover five favorable areas but does not indicate very clearly even
where Stage I work will be done. Most of the preliminary prospecting l
has apparently been done in the area of the East Fork 1 and 2 claims. |
From the data submitted with the application, it is probable that any
project will first require considerable geochemical work, which the
applicant has not proposed, in order to locate to best advantage the
surface trenching and drilling. Geochemical work has proved its
value under similar conditions in the Blackbird area.
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As soon as practicable we will send examiners to look at
this property and possibly we can recommend some work on the East

~ Fork claims. However, although we will do our best, it is very

doubtful that we can submit our report in time for a contract to
be prepared before June 30. ‘

to verify the occurrence of cobalt mineralization in the district
rather than.at a speéific location.

The applicant!s proposal pertains to a loan of $438,100
to explore for cobalt and nickel on several claims in the Indian
Creek district, Lemhi County, Idaho.

According to A, E. Welssenborn, Executive Officer, DMEA
Field Team, Region I, the geologic enviromment of the area in which
the applicant proposes to explore is favorable for the formation of
cobalt ore bodies and is similar to that of the Blackbird district.
However, only two of the assays submitted with the application
showed cobalt of commercisl value,

Mr. Weissenborn has advised that it is doubtful the
property can be examined and a report submitted in time for a con-
tract to be prepared before June 30, He also states that, in
contrast to the recent applications from Capital Seaboard Corp.
and Celera Mining Co., not enough information is available to make
an office evaluation of the property. Mr. Weissenborn further stated
that as soon as practicable examiners will look at the property and
possibly recommend some work on the East Fork claims.
