ARTICLE 1. Authority _and scope.--(a) This contract, entered into under the authority, of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. § 611 - 616), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 
shall begin the work on or before August 1_1962, and, subject to the provisions of Article 9

and Exhibit A, shall either have completed the work within 10 months from the date of the contract 


or shall have incurred allowable costs (see Article 6) in a sum not lessthan the total cost set forth 
in Exhibit A. 


(b) The total allowable cost of the work set forth in Exhibit A is $i8,5i0.00. The Govern-
ment will contribute 50 percent of the allowab.Le costs as they are incurred, in a total sum not in 


excess of $9,255 .00 in accordance with the provisions of Articles 3, 4, 5, and 6. "'.osts incurred' 
means costs that have been paid or have become due and payable, or that the Government determines have 
become obligations.	 - 


(c) Interest computation.--Simple interest computed annually at the rate of (	 pe.rcent shall 


accrue from the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of 
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator'srightsinland.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such 
right, title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the lien agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his 
'right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, 
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right; to a royaj.ty.. pnpioduction and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable. 


ARTICLE 3 . Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The 'work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently,., in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment,. facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work as specified in Arti.cle 1(a). 


(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit A 
with express reference to 'performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such. as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), Category (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all ofthe pertinent terms and conditions 
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its 
rights under this- contract, including the right to terminate its contributions ,, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable. 


(e) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases -or the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for 
such inspections.	 . 


ARTICLE i. Contribution b y the Government.--(a) The Government will make Its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect its interests. The Government m.y make payments fbr 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. 


ARTICLE 5 . Reports, accounts, aud2ts..--'(a)"Operatorèords-- 'The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts öt' the work performed and of any production in which the Government may have an 
interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to. the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and àcoithts Lat any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, thecosts 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are-satisfactory 
to and approved by the. Government.  


(b)' '14onth1y report--The Operator shall provide the Government wit'hfive coi-es of monthly 
reports in three sections as follows: 	 .	 . 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work

(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including" 


adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay 
reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(c) Final report.--Upon corirpletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies 
of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient orinconplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex- 
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
payment of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs of the work to which the Government 
will, contribute are limited to: 


(1) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Exhibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and 


(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lieu of actual costs and set forth in Exhibit A. 


The Government will not contribute to costs under any category or sübcategory omitted from the 
estimate of costs in Exhibit A. Any excess over any estimate 4hichls irILileated as the maximum of any 
category, subcategory, or item, either as to 'requirement or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit 
cost; and any excess over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall 
incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work. 


Any category or subcategory or element thereof not designated 'as a maximum in this article or in 
Exhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is' a maximum, is 
not exceeded, 


CATEGORY (l)--INDENDENr CONTRACTS.--(See Article 3(b )J . The total of this category and the aver- 
age unit cost estimated for each type of work to be performed under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATEGORY (2)--PERSONAL SERVICES. 
Subcategory (a)--pervision and Technical Services--All elements of this subcategory (number 


of supervisors, technicians, outside consultants, periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are 
maximums.


Subcategory (b)--Labor. 


CATEGORY (3)--OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.--Includes such items as drill bits and steel, explo-
sives, fuel, pipe, power, timber, rail, and small tools. costing less than $50 each. 


CATEGORY (4)--OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 
Subcategory (a--Renta1. --The number of each rented item ffi mine cars, 1 truc7, the rate of rental jlOO per month, $5 per hou!7, and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)--Purchases.--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c--Depreciation. --All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 


CATEGORY (5)--INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.--Costs of items listed under this category include 
all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher thah 
provided fr1n C4tegory (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The total of this 
category is a maximum. 


Subcategory (a)--Initial - rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and in-
stallations (exclusive of mine workings).--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.--The total of this 
subcategory is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (6 )--NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF NINE WORKINGS)' .--Costs of 
items listed under this category include all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and 
supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under 
any other category. The total of this category is a maximum.







CATEGORY (7)--NIsCELLANE0uS. --Includes requirements and costs that do not fall within any of the 
first six categories, such as repairs other than initial and maintenance of operating equipment, an-
alytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, and communications. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.--The Government will not contribute to the following costs: 
TIT -Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs of acquiring, 


owning, or holding possession; 
(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other 


than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), 
damages to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equip-
ment or other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments. --Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the 
provisions of w1ch payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the 
delivery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 
(c) Reductions in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 


incidental, benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the 
work (as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power 
or services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the 
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so 
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions 
of Article 7. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.-- (a) Certification.--If the Government considers that mineral 
or metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the explora-
tion work, it shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after 
a sufficient final report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 


(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if-the Opera- 
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(i) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or 


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government 
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the) C 
gross proceeds (including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production 
sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of del1very,(the 
f.o.b. point); except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and 
shown as deductions on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by 
tne buyer, sampling and assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable 
by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the 
"gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator are deductible in arriving 
at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, or 
used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(a) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the 
Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its 
royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, 
the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which 
and at the time it is so used "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income froi mining 
operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination or the market value, 
whichever is greater.

( j Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator 


hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse' oi ime or is fully 
paid.


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any prOduction and sales or other.disposition of production, whether .the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may 
be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be constiued as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production 
operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing 
any obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8.	 Interests in, purchased property. --(a) 	 Title and ownership.--All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account; 
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator 
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions 	 although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b)	 Preservation of property. --Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, 
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration. 
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when 
such property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall rot use it elsewhere without the 
written consent of the Government and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its proportionate interest. 


(c)	 Disposal of property.--Upon the completion of the work, termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-, 
tor' shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has a4 interest 
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, sale to 
others,	 purchase' by the Operator, or sale or transfer to the-Government at a price at least as high 
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such 
property.	 Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell 
at any price any item-of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less.	 The Government, in lieu of approv 
ingthe sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the 
Operator is able to obtain or offers, 	 Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be 
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the 
Government waives its interest therein. , If necessary to' accomplish the disposal of any item, the 
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the 
exploration 


(d)	 Default of the Operator re disposal.--If within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no 
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any 
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may: 


(1)	 in writing extend the time within which the Operator-must dispose of or liquidate the 
property; 


(2)	 by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a 
fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date 
such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and 
such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the 
Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and 


(3)	 enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and 
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties.


ARTICLE 9. Termination of the Government's obligations.--(a) If the Government determines 
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work Is not 
justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(i) the Government shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred 
other than such as may be allowable under the provisions of the contract as necessary and inci-
dental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to , prosecute the work other than such , as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 







(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not incurred 
when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract as 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may Drovide for breach of contract, 
including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the 
Government under the contract. 


(&) The giving of 'any nottcé by the iovernment Under the provisions of thi' Article 9 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


'(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 13. 


ARTICLE 10. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by certified mall addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have. been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE U. Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extendto this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit.

ARTICLE 13,. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision 
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The'decision of the Director, 
Office of Minerals Exploration,shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise. furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals 
Exploration,a written appeal addressed to the Secretary. The decision of the Secretary or his duly 
authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive unless 
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious, or arbitrary, 
or so grossly erroneous as necessarily 'to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial evidence. 


The term "Director, Office of Minerals Exploration," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 14. Eight-Hour Law of 1912--Overtime compensation. --This contract, to the extent that it 
is of a character specified in the Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended (4o U. S. Code 324-36) and is 
not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (41 U. S. Code 35-45), is subject to the follow-
ing provisions and exceptions of said Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended, and to all other provisions 
and exceptions of said Law: 
No laborer or mechanic doing any part of the work contemlated by this contract, in the employ of 
the Operator or any independent contractor contracting for any part of said work contemplated., 
shall be required or permitted to work more than eight hours in any one calendar day upon such work, 
except upon the condition that compensation is paid to such laborer or mechanic in accordance with 
the provisions of this clause. The wages of every laborer and mechanic employed by the Operator or 
any independent contractor engaged in the performance of this contract shall be computed on a basic 
day rate of eight hours per day; and work in excess of eight hours per day is permitted only upon 
the condition that every such laborer and mechanic shall be compensated for all hours worked in 
excess of eight hours per day at not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay. For 
each violation of the requirements of this clause a penalty of five dollars shall be imposed for 
each laborer or mechanic for every calendar day in which such employee is required or permitted to 
labor more than eight hours upon said work without receiving compensation computed in accordance 
with this clause, and all penalties thus imposed shall be withheld for the use and benefit Of 
the Government.
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ARTICLE 15. Copeland. (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 


of Labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copéland 
Act, as amended (40 U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
874) are made a part of this contract by reference. The Operator will comply with these regulations 
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary 
of Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions. 


ATICLE 16. Changes and added provisions.--

The purpose of the project is to explore for ores of mercury 
occurring as cinnabar and meta-cinnaba.rite in replacement deposits and 
fracture fillings in strongly altered dolomitic limestone, by means 
of diamond drilling from the surface of the Fern group of claims. 


Diamond drilling shall be done with AX or larger sizes of 
coring bits. Holes shall be reamed and cased or cemented and redrilled 
where necessary. All cores shall be properly boxed and stored and made 
available to the Government for examination. All core sections showing 
significant mineralization shall be properly sampled and the samples 
shall be assayed for mercury. 


Sludge samples shall be taken during the diamond drilling. In 
significantly mineralized sections where the core recovery is less than 
60 percent, the sludges shall be assayed as above in addition to assaying 
the corresponding core segments which have been recovered.

Title 3—THE PRESIDENT 
Executive Order 10925 


ESTABLISHING T H E PRESIDENT'S 
COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EM-
PLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY 


WHEREAS discrimination because of 
race, creed, color, or national origin is 
contrary to the Constitutional principles 
and policies Of the United States; and 


WHEREAS it is the plain and positive 
obligation of the United States Govern-
ment to promote and ensure equal 
opportunity for all qualified persons, 
without regard to race, creed, color, or 
national origin, employed or seeking em-
ployment with the Federal Government 
and on government contracts; and 


WHEREAS it is the policy of the ex-
ecutive branch of the Government to 
encourage by positive measures equal 
opportunity for all qualified persons 
within the Government; and 


WHEREAS it is in the general interest 
and welfare of the United States to pro-
mote Its economy, security, and national 
defense through the most efficient and 
effective utilization of all available man-
power; and 


WHEREAS a review and analysis of 
existing Executive orders, practices, and 
government agency procedures relating 
to government employment and com-
pliance with existing non-discrimination 
contract provisions reveal an urgent 
need for expansion and strengthening of 
efforts to promote full equality of em-
ployment opportunity; and. 


WHEREAS a single governmental 
committee should be charged with re-
sponsibility for accomplishing these ob-
jectives: 


NOW, THEREFORE, by virtue of the 
authority vested in me. as President of 
the United States by the Constitution 
and statutes of the United States, It is 
ordered as follows: 


PART I—ESTABLISHMENT OF THE PRESI-
DENT'S COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EMPLOY-
MENT OPPORTUNITY 


SECTION 101. There is hereby estab-
lished the President's Committee on 
Equal Employment Opportunity. 


SEC. 102. The Committee shall be com-
posed as follows: 


(a) The Vice President of the United 
States, who is hereby designated Chair-
man of. the 'Committee and who, shall 
preside at meetings of the Commiftee. 


(b) The Secretary of Labor, who is 
hereby designated Vice Chairman of the 
Committee and who shall act as' Chair-
man in the absence of the . Chairman. 
The Vice Chairman shall have general 
supervision and direction of the work of 
the Committee and of' the execution and 
Implementation of the policies and pur-
poses of this order, 


(C) The Chairman of the Atomic En-
ergy Commission, the Secretary of Com-


merce, the Attorney General, the Sec-
retary of Defense, the Secretaries of the 
Army, Navy and Air Force, the Admin-
istrator of General Services, the Chair-
man of the Civil Service CommissiOn, 
and the Administrator of the National 
Aeronautics and Space Administration. 
Each such member may designáté an 'al-
ternate to represent 'him in his absence. 


(d) Such other members as thePresi-
dent may from time to time appOint: 


(e) An Executive Vice Chairman, 
designated by the President, who shall 
be ex officio a member'of. the Committee. 
The Executive Vice Chairman shall as-
sist the Chairman, the Vice Chairman 
and the Committee. Between meetings 
of the Committee he shall be primarily 
responsible for carrying out the func-
tions of the Committee and may act for 
the Committee pursuant to its rules, dele-
gations, and other, directives. Final ac-
tion in individual cases or classes of cases 
may be taken and final orders may be 
entered on behalf of the Committee by 
the Executive Vice Chairman when the 
Committee so authorizes. 


SEc. 103. The Committee shall 'meet 
upon the call of the Chairman and at 
such other times , as may be provided by 
its rules and regulations. It shall (a). 
consider and adopt rules and regulations 
to govern its proceedings; (b) provide 
generally for the procedures and policies 
to implement this order; (c) consider 
reports as to progress under this order; 
(d) consider and act, where necessary or 
appropriate, upon matters whiôh may be 
presented to it by any of its members; 
and (e) make such reports to the Presi-
dent as he may require or the Committee 
shall deem. appropriate. Such reports 
shall be made at least once annually and 
shall include specific references to the 
actions taken and results achieved by 
each department and agency. The 
Chairman may appoint sub-cOmmittees 
to make special studies on a continuing 
basis. 


PART II—NONDISCRIMINATION IN

GOVERNMENT EMPLOYMENT 


SECTION 201. The President's Commit-
tee on Equal Employment Opportunity 
established by this order is directed Im-
mediately to scrutinize and study em-
ployment practices of the Government of 
the United States, and to consider and 
recommend additional affirmative steps 
which should be taken by executive de-
partments and agencies 'to realize more 
fully the national policy' of nondiscrimi-
nation within the executive branch of 
the Government. 


SEC. 202. All executive departments 
and agencies are' directed, to initiate 
forthwith studies of current government 
employment practices within their re-
sponsibility. The studies shall be in such 
form as the Committee may prescribe 
and shall include statistics oncurrent 
employment patterns, a review of ' cur-


rent procedures, and the recommenda-
tion of positive measures for the elim-
ination of any discrimination, direct or 
indirect, which now exists. Reports and 
recommendations shall be submitted to 
the Executive Vice Chairman of the 
Committee no later than sixty days from 
the effective date of this order, and the 
Committee, after considering such re-
ports and recommedations, shall report 
to the President on the current situation 
and recommend positive measures to ac-
complish the objectives of this order. 


SEC. 203. The policy expressed in 
Executive Order No. 10590 of January 18, 
1955 (20 F.R. 409), with respect to the 
exclusion and prohibition of discrimina-
tion against any employee or applicant 
for employment in the Federal Govern-
ment because of race, color, religion, or 
national origin is hereby reaffirmed. 


SEC. 204. The President's Committee on 
Government Employment Policy, es-
tablished by Executive Order No. 10590 
of January 18, 1955 (20 F.R. 409), as 
amended by Executive Order No. 10722 
of August 5, 1957 (22 F.R. 6287) , Is hereby 
abolished, and the powers, functions, 
and duties of that Committee are hereby 
transferred to, and henceforth shall be 
vested in, and exercised by, the Presi-
dent's Committee on Equal Employment 
Opportunity in addition to the powers 
conferred by this order. 


PART Ill—OBLIGATIONS OF GOVERNMENT

They are further directed to 
appoint or designate, from among the 
agency's personnel, compliance officers. 
It shall be the duty of such officers to 
seek compliance with the objectives of 
this order by conference, conciliation, 
mediation, or persuasion. 


SEC. 308. The Committee Is authorized 
to delegate to any officer, agency, or em-
ployee in the executive branch of the 
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Government any' function• of the. Com-
mittee. under, .tiiis 'order,: except the au-
thority 'to promulgate rules and regula-
tions of a general nature. 


SEC. .309. (a) The Committee may it-
self investigate the employment prac- 
tices of any government contractor or 
subcontractor, or initiate such investiga-
tion by the appropriate contracting 
agency or through the Secretary of 
Labor, to determine whether or not the 
contractual provisions specified in 'sec- 
tion 301 of this order have been violated. 
Such Investigation shall be . conducted 
in accordance with the procedures es- 
tablished by the Commitee, and the in-
vestigating agency shall report to 
the Committee any action taken or 
recommended. 


(b) The Committee may receive and 
cause to be Investigated complaints by 
employees or prospective em ployees of 
a government contractor or subcontrac-
tor which allege discrimination contrary 
to the contractual provisions specified in 
section 301 of this Order. The appro-
priate contracting agency or the Secre-
tary of Labor, as the case may be, shall 
report to the Committee what action has 
been taken or Is recommended with re-
gard to such complaints. 


SEC. 310. (a) The Committee, or any 
agency or officer of the United States 
designated by rule, regulation, or order 
of the Committee, may hold such hear-
ings, public or private, as the Committee 
may deem advisable for compliance, en-
forcement, or educational purposes. 


(b) The Committee may hold,'or cause 
to be held, hearings In accordance with 
subsection (a) of this section prior to 
imposing, ordering, or recommending the 
Imposition of penalties and sanctions 
under this order, except that no order 
for debarment of any contractor from 
further government contracts shall be 
made without a hearing. 


SEC. 311. The Committee shall. en-
courage the furtherance of an educa-
'tional program by employer, labor, civic, 
educational, religious, and other non-
governmental groups In order. to elimi-
nate or reduce the basic causes of dis-
crimination In employment ..on the 
ground of race, creed; color, or national 
origin. 


SUBPART, D—SANCTIONS AND PENALTIES 
SEC. 312. In accordance with . such 


rules, regulations or orders as the Com-
mittee may issue or adopt, the Commit-
tee or the appropriate contracting 
agency may: 


(a) Publish, or cause to be published, 
the names . of contractors or unions 
which it has concluded have complied or 
have failed to comply with the provisions 
of this order or of the rules, regulations, 
and orders of the Committee. 


(b) Recommend to the Department of 
Justice that, in cases where there Is sub-
stantial or material violation . . or the 
threat of substantial or material viola-
tion of the contractual provisions set 
forth in section 301 of this order, ap-
propriate proceedings be brought to en-
force those provisions, including the en-
joining, within the limitations of 
applicable law, of organizations, individ-


uais or groups who prevent directly or 
Indirectly, or seek to prevent directly or 
Indirectly, compliance lti' the aforesaid 
provisions. ., . ., . ..... 


(c) R,éconunend ,to the Department of 
Justice that criminal proceedings be 
'brought' for' the furnishing, of , fls'e In- 
formation, to any contraCting agency or 
to the Committee as the case may be. 
• (d) TCrminate,'or cause to be termi-
nated, any contract, or any, portion or 
portions thereof, for failure of the con-
tractor or' subcontractor to comply with 
ther nondiscrimination provisions of the 
contract. Contracts may be terminated 
absolutely or continuance of contracts 
may be conditioned upon a program for 
future compliance approved by the con-
tracting agency. 


(e) Provide that any contracting 
agency shall refrain from entering into 
further contracts, or extensions or other 
modifications of existing contracts, with 
any non-complying contractor, until 
such contractor has satisfied the Com-
mittee that he has established and will 
carry out personnel and employment 
policies in 'compliance with the' provi-
sions of this order.

order. 


SEC. 313. Any contracting agency tak-
ing any action authorized by this sec-
tion, whether on its own motion, or , as 
directed by the Committee, or under the 
Committee's rules and regulations, shall 
promptly notify. the Committee of such 
actionor reasons for not acting.. Where 
the Committee itself makes a determina- 
tion under this section, It shall promptly 
notify the appropriate . contracting 
agency of the, action recommended. . The 
agency shall take such action and shall 
report the results'thereof.to the Commit-
tee within such time as the Committee 
shall provide. 


SEC.' 314. If the Committee shall so 
direct, contracting agencies shall not 
enter into contracts with any bidder or 
prospective contractor unless the bidder 
or prospective contractor has satisfac-
torily complied with the provisions of 
this order or submits a . program for 
compliance acceptable to the Committee 
or, if the Committee so authorizes, to 
the contracting agency.

SECTION 401. Each contracting agency

INTRQDU,CTION	 f 


This summary of the geology of the Fern Mine was 


compiled at the request of Mr. Trevor Baugh, b" 37 of 
the Serrano Mercury Mine.'The writer has spent consider-
able time studying and working in the general area of 


the mine over the past 2. 0 years, and has visited the 


Fern group of patented claims many times, both.,'before 
and after Mr. Baugh leased the 'property. 


Property and Ownership The Fern Mine ccnists of 
6 pa1t6nted lode mining claims, Fern, Fern No. 2, No. 40 
Bucks Bed NO. 1, and Bucks Be. nd Spruce Grove. 


The claims are owned by an estate in Pocatello, 
Idaho, but are under lease and option to Serrano Mercury 
Mine, 3620 Sycamore Drive, Bb-is"e, Idaho. 


Location and Accessibilit3. The Fern Mine 'is in 
T.18W, R.lO E. (unsurveyed) inthe Yellow p ine Mining 


District, approximately 15 miles east of the settlement 
of Yellow Pine, Valley County, Idaho. The min'e is near 
the top-. 62 Mdnumental Summit about 3 miles east of, the. 


old mine camp of Stibnite. 


County and U.S. Forest Service roads extend: from 
McCall, Idaho, a distance of 80 miles, and;'frorn Cascade, 
Idaho, a distance of 86 miles-,,'to Stibnite (See highway 


map, next page). The road from Stibnite to Thnder 
Mountain area passes within a few hundred wards of the 
property. 


A there is no active mining operation in the g-eneral 
area at present, much of the road into the Yellow Pine 
area is closed by snow during winter months.
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An airport, now maintained by the U.S. Forst Service 


is located at Stibnite; it is open about 8 months each year. 


Ski equipped planes can use the airport during winter months. 


Both the roads and airport could be maintained on a 


year a round basis should mining actity warrant. 


Climate, Vegetation, Drainage: Severe winters are 


the rule in the area. Heavy snows require tha;t all buildings 


be well constructed. Temperatures ranges are from well 


below zero to an exceptional 90 or so degrees insummer. 


It is estimated that a schedule of 260 working days could 


be maintained should one decide to operate on a seasonal 


basis. 


The area is covered with thick stands of fir and pine. 


There is sufficient timber on the property for all mine 


and building requirements. 


Fern Creek, a small stream, tributary to the East 
Pork of the Salmon River heads above the property and 


flows through it(See Topographic Map, in back). It is 


a permanent stream and can supply all water needs for 


an operation. 


Previous Gologic Work: There seem to be no recent 


publications on the Fern Mine. In the past a number of 


reports dealing with the Fern have been published. Some 


of these are:

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History and Production: The Fern Claims were located 


in 1917 by E.H. Van Meter and some production was obtained 


from the upper tunnels. 


In 1918 and 1920, D.C. Livingston (ref. 2. and 3, be) 
published reports on the mine. 


The mine was ,apparently closed fron about 1 .920 until 
1926 when Schrader and Ross (No. 1, above) visited the 
property. In 1928, a Mr. Smith is reported to have worked 
the mine for a short time. 	 -. 


Total production apparently comes toabout 35 or 40 
flaskes of mercury. 


The mine was idle from 1928 until leased by Serrano 


in 1956. 


Mine Workings and Plant: The old mine workings 
(pre-Serrano) consist of a number of shallow cuts on and 
near the quartzite-dolomite contact, 3 or 4 tunnels on 


the Fern Claim not far below the summit and one tunnel 
on the Bucks Bed Claim, just below the new work done 
by Serrano, near the southeast corner of the property. 


An old style, mostly wrecked retort is. located on 
the Bucks Bed Claim not far from the mouth of 'the tunnel 
on that claim. 


Most of the tunnels are open and maps of them are 
included under descriptions of ore deposits or on the 
geology map in back of the report. 


GEOLOGY 


Geologically the !ern Mine is situated along the 
eastern side of a small roof pendant of highly altered and 
metamorphosed, early Paleozoic sedimentary rocks. The roof 
pendant is almost entirely surrounded by granitic rock of the 
Idaho batholi th.
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The mercury mineralization occurs in dolomite or 


dolomitic marble near its contact with q ,uartzitiC material. 


The quartzite is gray to dark gray, often conglomeratic and 
somewhat schistose., The marble or dolomite is white to 
buff in color with here and there a deep yellow-brown zone 


due to iron staining. The dolomite is considdrablY altered 


or "sanded" near ore. At places along or near" the quartzite-


dolomite,fair sized ledges of gray to brownish ohert outcrop. 


The chert usually contains some cinnabar. 


The meta-sediments are folded and contorted. 'Near 


the upper Fern Workings, the beds strike N. 35°W. and dip 
steeply N.W. whereas, near the lower workings, faulted 


beds trend N. 35°E. and dip 30-35° S.  


The most prominent structural features are the quartzit-


dolomite contact that trends N.35-40°W and dips 4050 N.E., 
and the jointing and fault pattern in the dolomite. 


The geology and structure of the Fern Mine is much like' 


that of the Hermes Mine about 1 mile to the north. The 


Hermes Mine, now idle, has a past production of over 20,000 


flasks of mercury. 


ORE DEPOSIT 


Mercury (cinnabar) deposition is confined almost entirely 
to the dolomitic marble beds and related chert. Joint 


systems, fractures and faults control the ore sho,otB (see 


Plate I t in back). Vertical to steeply dippin

0E, N.35°W.,N.25 0E . and E-W. Intersec tiflg of the 


joint sets with one another or with fractures 'and faults 


form breocia or fracture zones that control or localize 


the ore. (See geology map, in back). 
Size and ShaPeof ore Bodies: Ore shoots at the Fern 


mine are small, irregular in shape but high grade. The 


largest body was in the uppermost tunnel on the Fern Claim; 


here an, old stope measures 60 feet long, by 10 feet high by 
4 feet wide. The vein pinches to almost nothing in all 


directions from the stops. (See underground maps, next pages).
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	 The ore shoots uncoveredduring Serrano's exploration 
during the last two seasons range in size from those containing 
a few pounds of highgrade mercury ore up to about 5 tone 
of 'air grade ore. None 6f .the ehots are clearly outlined, 
but consist of irregular deposition of mercury along fractures 
or in fractured zones. 


To the writer's knowledge, the greatest dpth reached 


on theproperty is about 60 feet below the surface. 


Tenor or Grade Selected samples from smal1 areas lon 
the property have run as high as 500 pounds of mercury per 
ton. Nothing is known concerning the grade of ore mined 
in the early operations.- Serraro's exploration work un-


covered shoots ranging in grade from 2-3 pounds of mercury 
per ton to over 100 pounds per ton. Several Zones that 
will average from 3 to 7 pounds per ton are ndw 'exposed 
in the Serrano cuts on the Bucks Bed Claim. 


Mineralogy: Cinnabar is ':the chief ore mineral. A 
very minor amount of black metacinnabarite (metacinnabar)' 


is present. 


The cinnabar occurs either as red, irregular masses 
in the dolomite and chert or as dark purplish-red cryàtalB 
(hetagonal rhornbohedral-trapezohedral) in cavities and 
along open fractures. 


CONCLUSIONS 


Widespread, though erratic mercury mineralization at 
the Fern Mine is certainly chaLLenging. The remoteness of 
the district, plus severe winters handicap an operation 
but do not prohibit one. 


Location of the Peru Mine, about 1 mile south of the 
Hermes Mine, formerly a large mercury producer, and adjacent 
to the west end of the promising United Mercury Mining 
Company claims, indicates a favorable envoronmmit. The 
geology and structure at the Fern is much like that at the 
Hermes and is the same as that on the United Mercury groind 
to the east.

During an inspection loop, I spent the night of November 12, 1962, 
in Boise. The subject property, which is now also known as the 
Serrano Mercury Mine, was inaccessible because of heavy snow in the 
high country along the route. T. H. Baugh called at the motel late 
In the afternoon to discuss the drilling results--and vouchering 
problems. He showed me several assays of core samples from DDH No. 2, 
one of which showed 20 pounds and another ii. pounds mercury per ton. 
The other samples were one pound or less. 


When Baugh told me the core was at his home, we went there so I 
could look at the more promising sections, but by that time daylight 
was fading rapidly and there was no satisfactory outside light. 
Also, Baugh was not then sure of the locations of the sample inter-
cepts. He has since submitted a corrected voucher for July and 
August and a final voucher for September, with which be included an 
apparently excellent set of logs. I have returned the logs for the 
addition of the assays, which he had omitted. 


Accompanying the vouchers as support of a claim for rental of a 
pickup truck are invoices from Baugh Insulation Company to T. R. Baugh. 
Although Baugh Insulation Company as an entity owns the pickup, 
T. R. Baugh is in fact most of Baugh Insulation Company. The matter 
of Baugh Insulation Company renting the pickup to T. R. Baugh was 
discussed in Boise. I expressed doubt, that this could be approved. 
as .a valid cost'of the contract, since he was claiming rental on a 
pickup which he in effect already owns • The pickup is a.1960 Chev-
rolet T vehicle, which Baugh estimates as having a present market 
value of $1,800. Please advise me whether the rental can be allowed 
or, if not, whether the contract can be amended to allow depreciation 
for the use of the pickup.

700; 30 U.S.C. § 641 - 646), consists. of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed.

(c) The OperatoIshà.1l preserve'and maintain his rightJti1', or interest in the land and his 
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title,: 
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right to aroyalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficient.ly,,in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete-the work as specified in ArtJ.cle 1(a). 


(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated. in Exhibit A 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such. as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a); Category (i)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all ofthe pertinent terms and conditions 
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its 
rights under this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable. 


(.e) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases -or the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for 
such inspections. 


ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.-- (a) The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect its interests. The Government m.y make payments fbr 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. 


ARTICLE 5 . Reports, accounts, aüdits..--(a) Opeator'srëcdrds.-The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts bf the work performed and of any production in which the Government may have an 
interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods, shall have access to and the right to, examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the,-Government.  


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of monthly 
reports in three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work 


performed; and 
(3) a narrative report of the 'work performed during the reporting period, including 


adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay 
reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (i) and' (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

Enclosed are the original and four copies of a proposed contract 
for the subject property which the applicant has returned unsigned. 
Also enclosed are two Thermofax copies of a letter dated January 23, 
1962, with enclosures. 


Although the applicant is not a graduate engineer, he can locate 
the drill sites which were tentatively selected by mutual agree-
ment during the examination. Also, he is sufficiently familiar 
with the rocks and the mercury occurrence on the Fern property, 
from several years of intermittent work on the claims and discus-
sions with engineers and geologists who have from time-to-time 
visited the property with him, so that he can log the holes and 
take samples where they should be taken. I had expected him to 
supervise the project. Since receiving his enclosed letter,.I 
have talked with him On the telephone primarily to learn why he 
felt that he was not qualified, 


Under Category (2), Subcategory (a), the term-"Engineer-Supervisor" 
meant to him that the supervisor had to be a qualified engineer. 
He approached the Boise firm of Barton, Stoddard, and Milhollin 
who told him they had done work for several DMEA contractors and 
apparently showed him a large display of maps which they said DMEA 
had required, Mr. Baugh is not qualified to survey or prepare 
involved surface or underground maps or to do any detailed geologic 
mapping, a fact which he realizes. In view of this inability on 
his part and what Barton, Stoddard., and Mllhollin implied to him 
would be required, he felt that he would not be qualified to super-
vise this project and requested a bid from the firm to supply an 
engineer. The sum of $ 1 , 500 per month for an engineer-supervisor 
is high for a job involving only 1,500 feet of diamond drilling, 
but except for the $50 for radio communication ,, I doubt that any
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reputable consultant, unless he had been out of work for some time, 
could be obtained for much less. The contract price for salary 
plus insurance is $847.50 per month. Baugh planned to use his own 
camp gear and provide his own subsistence. Possibly, an undergraduate 
or a young unemployed engineer might accept the same conditions, 
but I do not believe the results of their work would be any more 
reliable or satisfactory than Baugh's for this job. Mr. Baugh 
stated that he believed that he was competent enough to locate the 
drill holes .,-log the core and take the samples. I advised him that 
Category (2), Subcategory (a), meant that a maximum of $600 per 
month and a maximum of $1,500 would be allowed for engineering and 
supervision, that the responsibility for the proper execution of 
these two jobs was his, and that as long as the project was carried 
out according to specifications in the contract, who did the work 
was not material. 


Regarding costs, as stated in my report, I had not received any 
bids up to that time and made a stab based on those of a prior 
contract. I was way off the mark, particularly with respect to 
transporting equipment or drill mobilization. From Boise to Cas-
cade the road is paved; from Cascade to Yellow Pine there is 62 miles 
of graded road that timber trucks keep pretty well filled with chuck 
holes; and from Yellow Pine to Stibnite, a distance of 18 miles the 
road becomes progressively poorer, the final 6 miles from Stibnite 
to the property being about the same. Nichols' bid of $850--$425 
each way-for mobilization and demobilization is equivalent to 
$4 .95 per mile. Considering loading and unloading time, time for 
setting up camp, travel time, and moving time from station-to-station, 
this rate is probably not too far out of line. The average bid 
price to a depth 300 feet for NX size bit is $8.75 per foot. No 
quotation is given for BX or AX size. The total bid price for 
reaming and casing is $3.70 per foot, This is also probably close 
to the cost of cement,. setting of it, and redrilling. 


The bid submitted by Selby Drilling Corporation is not worth 
further attention, and Barton, Stoddard, and Milhollln declined to 
bid. Thus, the applicant is faced with the prices bid by Nichols.

Idaho 
hereinafter called the "Operator, as follows: 


ARTICLE 1. Authority and scope.--(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d.sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. 9 641 - 646), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work Is a search for new or unexplored depbsits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 
shall begin the work on or before 	 __ _, and, subject to the provisions of Article 9

and Exhibit A, shall either have . completed the work within 	 4 months from the date of the contract 


or shall have incurred allowable costs (see Article 6) in a sum not less.than the total cost set forth 
in Exhibit A. 


(b) The total allowable cost of the work set forth In Exhibit A is s 16,400.00 . The Govern-
ment will contribute 50 percent of the allowabie costs as they are incurred, in a total sum not in 


excess of $ 8,200.00 in accordance with the provisions of Articles 3, 1, 5, and 6. "coats incurred' 
means costs that have been paid or have become due and payable, or that the Government determines have 
become obligations. 


(c) Interest computation.--Simple interest computed annually at the rate of 	 - , pe.rcent shall 


accrue from the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of 
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed Is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which Is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such 
right, title, or Interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances: 


Interest of Lessors 


(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the lien agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, 'seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows: 


Lien and Subordination Mteenients of Lessor-8







(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his 
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, 
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right to a royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies.of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently,, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities,' materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work as specified in Article 1(a). 


(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit A 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such. as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), Category (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of-the pertinent terms and conditions 
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its 
rights under this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable.  


(c) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases o$f the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for 
such inspections. 


ARTICLE i. Contribution by the Government.--(a) The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect its interests. The Government m.y make payments fbr 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. 


ARTICLE 5 . Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts 6f the work performed and of any production in which the Government may have an 
interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and adcourits at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of monthly 
reports in three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number Of units of the various types of work 


performed; and  
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including 


adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay 
reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1.) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 
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(c) Final report.--Upon cothpletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies 
of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
paypient of any vouchers relating to insufficient or inomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(1) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Exhibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and 


(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lieu of actual costs and set forth in Exhibit A. 


The Government will not contribute to costs under any categor y or su'bcategory omitted from the 
estimate of costs in Exhibit A. Any excess over any estimaie which is iriuicated as the maxiixiüm 6f -any 
category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit 
cost; and any excess over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall 
incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work.. 


Any category or subcategory or element thereof not designated as a maximum in this article or in 
Exhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is a maximum, is 
not exceeded, 


CATEGORY (l)--IND pENDEir CONTRACTS.--(See Article 3(b)J. The total of this category and the aver-
age unit cost estimated for each type of work to be performed under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATEGORY (2)--PERSONAL SERVICES. 
Subcategory (a)--Supervision and Technical Services--All elements of this subcategory (number 


of supervisors, technicians, outside consultants, periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are 
maximums.


Subcategory (b)--Labor. 


CATEGORY (3)--OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.--Includes such items as drill bits and steel, explo-
sives, fuel, pipe, power, timber, rail, and small tools costing less than $50 each. 


CATEGORY ( 1 )--OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 
Subcategory (a?--Rental.--The number of each rented item Lf6 mine cars, 1 truc7, the rate of 


rental jlOO per month, $5 per, hou7, and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)--Purchases.--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c)--Depreciation.--All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre- 


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 


CATEGORY (5)--INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.--Costs of items listed under this category include 
all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than 
provided for In Ctegory (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The total of this 
category is a maximum. 


Subcategory (a)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and in-
stallations (exclusive of mine workings).--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.--The total of this 
subcategory is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (6)--NEw BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF NINE WORKINGS). --Costs of 
items listed under this category include all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and 
supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under 
any other category. The total of this category is a maximum. 
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CATEGORY (7)--MISCELLANEOUS. --Includes requirements and costs that do not fall within any of the 
first six categories, such as repairs other than initial and maintenance of operating equipment, an-
alytical work, prints 'and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, and communications. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.--The Government will not contribute to the following costs: 
(i) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs of acquiring, 


owning, or holding possession; 
(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other 


than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), 
damages to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equip-
ment or other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments. --Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the 
provisions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the 
delivery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 
(c) Reductions in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 


incidentaJi benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the 
work (as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power 
or services to third persons, re btes or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the 
GovernmOnt contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so 
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions 
of Article 7. 


ARTICLE 7 . Repayment by Operator. --(a) Certification.--If the Government considers that mineral 
or metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the explora-
tion work, it shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after 
a sufficient final report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 


(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall-pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government 
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the 0p
gross proceeds (including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production 
sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the 
f.o.b. point); except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and 
shown as deductions on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by 
the buyer, sampling and assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable 
by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the 
"gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator are deductible in arriving 
at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each , lot sold, held, or 
used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, métal,or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, , if it is stockpiled), the 
Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its 
royalty on the value of such production in the 'form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in Integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, 
the Government's royalty on such production shall be cOmputed'on the value thereof in the form in which 
and at the time it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income froi mining 
operations for percentage depltion purposes-in-Federal income tax determination or the market value, 
whichever is greater.
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() Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator 
hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse oi ttme or is fully 
paid.


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any production and sales or other .disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may 
be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production 
operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing 
any obligation on the Government to'purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Interests in . purchased property. --(a) Title and ownership. --All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account; 
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator 
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property. --Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has


'
ri interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, 


and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration. 
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when 
such property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall not use it elsewhere without the 
written consent of the Government and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its proportionate interest. 


(c) Disposal of propery.--Upon the completion of the work, termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest 
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, sale to 
others,	 purchase by the Operator, or sale or transfer to the-Government at a price at least as high 
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such 
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell 
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Governm'e'nt, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the 
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be 
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the 
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the 
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the 
exploration. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.--If within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no 
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any 
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may: 


(1) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the 
property;


(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a 
fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date 
such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and 
such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the 
Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and 


(3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and 
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 9 . Termination of the Government's obligations. --(a) If the Government determines 
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not 
justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred

The Operator, under an Office of Minerals Explor-
ation contract, is required to report monthly to the 
Government. The report consists of three parts. 


FIRST, the Operator's Monthly Voucher on MME 
Form 60 listing the project costs incurred and claimed 
by the Operator is the voucher basis for payment of 
the Government's share of the cost. 


SECOND, the Operator's Progress Report on MME 
Form 61 is a statistical report of the units and cost of 
of work performed under the contract.


THIRD, the Operator's Narrative Report is a'con-
cise description of the work performed, results accom-
plished, and any unusual situations encountered, 
illustrated and supported by engineering-geological 
maps or sketches, drill hole logs, assay reports, etc., 
as pertinent. 


The Operator submits the original and four copies 
of each of the three sections of this report to the OME 
regional Executive Officer at the end of each month 
during the life of the contract.

After all applicable spaces are filled in, the 
Operator or his agent must sign the certification in the 
lower left corner. Categories (2) through (7) apply to

under contract provisions for contribution by the Gov-
ernment on a basis of "fixed unit costs"; and (b) the 
claimed costs of work performed on a unit-price basis 
by independent contractors.

ARTICLE 1. Authority and scope.--(a) This contract, entered into under the authority, of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. 9 641 - 646), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 
shall begin the work on or before August 1 1962 , and., subject to the provisions of Article 9 


(DateS 


and Exhibit A, shall either have completed the work within 10 	 months from the date of the contract 


or shall have incurred allowable costs (see Article 6). in a sum not less.than the total cost set forth 
in Exhibit A. 


(b) The total allowable cost of the work set forth in Exhibit A Is $ 18jiO.O0 . The Govern-


ment will contribute 50 percent of the allowabie costs as they are incurred, in a total sum not in 


excess of $	 in accordance with the provisions of Articles 3, 4, 5 and 6. "osts i n  


means costs that have been paid or have become due and payable, or that the Government determines have 
become obligations. 


(c) Interest computation. --Simple interest computed annually at the rate of_6 pe.rcent shall 


accrue from the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of 
royalty expires, or' until the amount of Federal funds, contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there- 
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such 
right, title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the lien agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, 'seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall pi'esé eard maintain his' right, title, or interest in the land and his 
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, 
or interest therein,' nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right . to,a, 'oy.ty , on. , production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies-of such instrument 'shill be furnishd to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable'.  


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The-work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently,, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work as specified. in Article 1(a). 


(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit A 
with express reference to 'performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such, as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed. (see Article 6(a); Categqry (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of'the pertinent terms and conditions 
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its 
rights under this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable. 


(,e) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases ot the work as it progresses. ,The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for 
such Inspections. 


ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.--(a) The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect its interests. The Government may make payments fbr 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. 


ARTICLE 5 . Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts öf the work performed and of any production In which the Government may have an 
interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall. provide the Government with 'five copies of monthly 
reports in three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work 


performed; and 
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including 


adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay 
reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (i) and' (2) above will be provided by the Government.)







(c) Final report.--Upon corbpletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological, and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies 
of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
aynent of any vouchers relating to insufficient or inbomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(1) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Exhibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and 


(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lieu of actual costs and set forth in Exhibit A. 


The Government will not contribute zo costs under any category or siibcategory omitted from the 
estimate of costs in Exhibit A. Any excess over any estimai.e which is iriieated as the maximum of any 
category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit 
cost; and any excess over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall 
incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work. 


Any category or subcategory or element thereo not designated as a maximum in this article or in 
Exhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is a maximum, is 
not exceeded, 


CATEGORY (l)--IN)PENDENT CONTRACTS.--(See Article 3(b)J. The total of this category and the aver-
age unit cost estimated for each type of work to b performed under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATEGORY (2)--PERSONAL SERVICES. 
Subcategory (a)--supervision and Technical Services--All elements of this subcategory (number 


of supervisors, technicians, outside consultants, periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are 
maximums.


Subcategory (b)--Labor. 


CATEGORY (3)--OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.--Includes such items as drill bits and steel, explo-
sives, fuel, pipe, power, timber, rail, and small tools costing less than $50 each. 


CATEGORY (4)--OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 
Subcategory (a)--Rental,.--The number of each rented item 5 mine cars, 1 truc7, the rate of rental J100 per month, $5 per houü, and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)--Purchases.--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c)--Depreciation.--Ml elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 


CATEGORY (5)--INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.--Costs of items listed under this category include 
all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than 
provided for in C4tegory (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The total of this 
category is a maximum. 


Subcategory (a)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and in-
stallations (exclusive of mine workings).--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)-- .Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.--The total of this 
subcategory is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (6)--NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF NINE WORKINGS) ,costs --Costs of 
items listed under this category include all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and 
supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under 
any other category. The total of this category is a maximum.







CATEGORY (7)--MISCELLANEOUS. --Includes requirements and costs that do not fall within any of the 
first six categories, such as repairs other than initial and maintenance of operating equipment, an-
alytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, and communications. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.--The Government will not contribute to the following costs: 
(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs of acquiring, 


owning, or holding possession; 
(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other 


than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), 
damages to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equip-
ment or other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments.--Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the 
provisions of w1ch payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the 
delivery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 
(c) Reductio!ns in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 


incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the 
work (as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power 
or services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the 
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so 
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions 
of Article 7. 


ARTICLE 7 . Repayment by Operator. --(a) Certification.--If the Government considers that mineral 
or metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the explora-
tion work, it shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after 
a sufficient final report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 


(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the' Government 
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the 
gross proceeds (including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production 
sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the 
f.o.b. point); except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and 
shown as deductions on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by 
tne buyer, sampling and assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable 
by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the 
"gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator are deductible in arriving 
at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, or 
used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, inétal,or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the 
Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its 
royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, 
the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which 
and at the time it is so used "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income froi mining 
operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination or the market value, 
whichever is greater.

() Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator 
hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse' oi' t.me or is fully 
paid.


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any production and sales or otherdisposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may 
be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production 
operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing 
any obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Interests in purchased property.--(a) Title and 'ownership.--All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account; 
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator 
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property. --Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, 
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration. 
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when 
such property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall xaot use it elsewhere without the 
written consent of the Government and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its 'proportionate interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.--Upon the completion of the work, termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has a interest 
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, sale to 
others,, purchase by the Operator, or sale or transfer to the-Government at a price at least as high 
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such 
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell 
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the 
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be 
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the 
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the 
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the 
exploration- 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.--If within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no 
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any 
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may: 


(1) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the 
property;


(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a 
fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date 
such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period.; and 
such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the 
Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and 


(3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and 
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 9 . Termination of the Government's obligations. --(a) If the Government determines 
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not 
justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(i) the Government shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred 
other than such as may be allowable under the provisions of the contract as necessary and inci -
dental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.







(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(i) the Government shall be relieved of 'all obligation to contribute to costs not incurred 
when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract as 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may Drovide for breach of contract, 
including the right to rescind, the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the 
Government under the contract. 


('e)' The g±vlñgof'anynot±eé by the overnnient1znder the provisions of thisArticle 9 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(ci) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 13. 


ARTICLE 10. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed,' notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE ll. Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-' 
sioner shall be admitted to any 'share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed t9 extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit.

ARTICLE 13,. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision 
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The'decision of the Director, 
Office of Minerals Exploration,shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such, ;copy, the Operator mails or otherwise. furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals 
Exploration,a written appeal addressed to the Secretary. The decision of the Secretary or his duly 
authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive unless 
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious, or arbitrary, 
or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial evidence.

Eight-Hour Law of 1912--Overtime compensation. --This contract, to the extent that it 
is of a character specified in the Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended (40 U. S. Code 324-326) and is 
not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (41 U. S. Code 35_14.5), is subject to the follow- 
ing provisions and exceptions of said Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended, and to all other provisions 
and exceptions of said Law:	 . 


No laborer or mechanic doing any part of the work contemplated' by this contract, in the employ of 
the Operator or any independent contractor contracting for any part of said. work contemplated, 
shall be required or permitted to work more than eight hours in any one calendar day upon such work, 
except upon the condition that compensation is paid to such laborer or mechanic in accordance with 
the provisions of this clause.

Title 3—THE PRESIDENT 
Executive Order 10925 


ESTABLISHING T H E PRESIDENT'S 
COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EM-
PLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY 


WHREAS discrimination because of 
race, creed, color, or national origin is 
contrary to the Constitutional principles 
and policies Of the United States; and 


WHEREAS it is the plain and positive 
obligation of the United States Govern-
ment to promote and ensure equal 


•	 opportunity for all qualified persons, 
• without regard to race, creed, color, or 


national origin, employed or seeking em-
ployment with the Federal Government 
and on government contracts; and 


WHEREAS it is the policy of the ex-
ecutive branôh of the Government to 
encourage by positive measures equal 
opportunity for all qualified persons 
within the Government; and 


WHEREAS it Is in the general interest 
and welfare of the United States to pro-
mote Its economy, security, and national 
defense through the most efficient and 
effective utilization of all available man-
power; and 


WHEREAS a review and analysis of 
existing Executive orders, practices, and 
government agency procedures relating 
to government employment and com-
pliance with existing non-discrimination 
contract provisions reveal an urgent 
need for expansion and strengthening of 
efforts to promote full equality of em-
ployment opportunity; and. 


WHEREAS a single governmental 
committee should be charged with re-
sponsibility for accomplishing these ob-
jectives: 


NOW, THEREFORE, by virtue of the 
authority vested in me. as President of 
the United States by the Constitution 
and statutes of the United States, It is 
ordered as follows: 
PART I—ESTABLISHMENT OF THE PRESI-


DENT'S COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EMPLOY-
MENT OPPORTUNITY 
SECTION 101. There is hereby estab-


lished the President's Committee on 
Equal Employment Opportunity. 


SEC. 102. The Committee shall be com-
posed as follows: 


(a) The Vice President of the United 
States, who is hereby designated Chair-
man of the 'Committee and who shall 
preside at meetings of the Committee. 


(b) The Secretary of Labor, who is 
hereby designated Vice Chairman of the 
Committee and who shall act as Chair-
man in the absence of the . Chairman. 
The Vice Chairman shall have general 
supervision and direction of the work of 
the Committee and of the execution and 
Implementation of :the policies and pur-
poses of this order. 


(c) The Chairman of the Atomic En-
ergy Commission, the Secretary of Com-


merce, the Attorney General, the Sec-
retary of Defense, the Secretaries of the 
Army, Navy and Air Force, the Admin-
istrator of General Services, the Chair-
man of the Civil Service CommissiOn, 
and the Administrator of the National 
Aeronautics and Space Administration. 
Each such member may designate an al-
ternate to represent him in his absence. 


(d) Such other members as thePresi-
dent may from time to time appOint; 


(e) An Executive Vice Chairman, 
designated by the President, who shall 
be ex officio a memberof the Committee. 
The Executive Vice Chairman shall as-
sist the Chairman, the Vice Chairman 
and the Committee. Between meetings 
of the Committee he shall be primarily 
responsible for carrying out the func-
tions of the Committee and may act for 
the Committee pursuant to its rules, dele-
gations, and other directives. Final ac-
tion in individual cases or classes of cases 
may be taken and final orders may be 
entered on behalf of the Committee: by. 
the Executive Vice Chairman when the 
Committee so authorizes. 


SEC.- 103. The Committee shall meet 
upon the call of the Chairman and at 
such other times as may be provided by 
its rules and regulations. It shall (a). 
consider and adopt rules and regulations 
to govern its proceedings; (b) provide 
generally for the procedures and policies 
to implement this order; (c) consider 
reports as to progress under this order; 
(d) consider and act, where necessary-or 
appropriate, upon matters whiCh may be 
presented to it by any of its members; 
and (e) make .such reports to the Presi-
dent as he may require or the Committee 
shall deem appropriate. Such reports 
shall be made at least once annually and 
shall include specific references to the 
actions taken and results achieved by 
each department and agency. The 
Chairman may appoint sub-cOnimittees 
to make special studies on a continuing 
basis. 


PART II—NONDISCRIMINATIO14 IN

GOVERNMENT EMPLOYMENT 


SECTION 201. The President's Commit-
tee on Equal Employment Opportunity 
established by this order is directed im-
mediately to scrutinize and study em-
ployment practices of the Government of 
the United States, and to consider and 
recommend additional affirmative steps 
which should be taken by executive de-
partments and agencies to realize more 
fully the national policy of nondiscrimi-
nation within the executive branch of 
the Government. 


SEC. 202. All executive departments 
and agencies are directed, to . initiate 
forthwith studies of current government 
employment practices within their re-
sponsibility. The studies shall be in such 
form as the Committee may prescribe 
and shall include statistics on current 
employment patterns, a review of cur-


rent procedures, and the recommenda-
tion of positive measures for the elim-
ination of any discrimination, direct or 
indirect, which now exists. Reports and 
recommendations shall be submitted to 
the Executive Vice Chairman of the 
Committee no later than sixty days from 
the effective date of this order, and the 
Committee, after considering such re-
ports and recommedations, shall report 
to the President on the current situation 
and recommend positive measures to ac-
complish the objectives of this order. 


SEC. 203. The policy expressed in 
Executive Order No. 10590 of January 18, 
1955 (20 F.R. 409), with respect to the 
exclusion and prohibition of discrimina-
tion against any employee or applicant 
for employment in the Federal Govern-
ment because äf race, color, religion, or 
national origin is hereby reaffirmed. 


SEC. 204. The President's Committee on 
Government Employment Policy, es-
tablished by Executive Order No. 10590 
of January 18, 1955 (20 F.R. 409), as 
amended by Executive Order No. 10722 
of August 5, 1957 (22 F.R. 6287), is hereby 
abolished, and the powers, functions, 
and duties of that Committee are hereby 
transferred to, and henceforth shall be 
vested in, and exercised by, the Presi-
dent's Committee on Equal Employment 
Opportunity in addition to the powers 
conferred by this order. 
PART 111—OBLIGATIONS OF GOVERNMENT



CONTRACTORS AND SUBCONTRACTORS 
SUBPART A—CONTRACTORS' AGREEMENTS 
SECTION 301. Except in contracts ex-


empted in accordance with section 303 
of this order, all government contracting 
agencies shall include in every govern-
ment contract hereafter entered Into, the 
following provisions: 


"In connection with the performance 
of work under this contract, the con-
tractor agrees as follows: 


"(1) The contractor will not discrim-
inate against any employee or applicant 
for employment because of race, creed, 
color, or national origin.. The contractor 
will take affirmative action to ensure 
that applicants are employed, and that 
employees are treated during employ-
ment, without regard to their race, 
creed, color, or national origin. Such 
action shall include, but not be limited 
to, the following: employment, upgrad-
ing, demotion or transfer; recruitment 
or recruitment advertising; layoff or 
termination; rates of pay or ether forms 
of compensation; and selection for train-
ing, including apprenticeship. The con-
tractor agrees to post in conspicuous 
places, available to employees and ap-
plicants for employment, notices to be 
provided by the contracting officer set-
ting forth the provisions of this non-
discrimination clause. 


"(2) The contractor will, In all solici-
tations or advertisements for employees 
placed by or on behalf of the contractor, 
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THE PRESIDENT 


stat' that all qualified applicants will 
receive consideration for: employment 
without regard to race creed color, or 
national origin.'. 


"(3) The cotraptoi will send tp, each 
labo,r . union; or representative, of1 work- 
ers with which he, has a cpilective bar-
gaining agreement or other contract or 
understanding, a , notice, to, be provided 
by the agency contracting officer, advis-
ing the' said labor union or workers' 
representative of the contractor's com-
mitments under this section, and shall 
post copies of the notice in conspicuous 
places available to employees and ap-
plicants for employment. 


(4) The contractor will comply with 
all provisions of Executive Order No. 
10925 of March 6, 1961, and of the.rUles, 
regulations, and relevant orders of the 
President's Committee on Equal Em-
ployment Opportunity created thereby. 


"(5) The contractor will furnish all 
information and reports required by 
Executive Order No. 10925 of March 6, 
1961, and by the rules, regulations, and 
orders of the said Committee, or pur-
suant thereto, and will permit access to 
his books, records, and accounts by the 
contracting agency and the Committee 
for purposes of investigation to ascertain 
compliance with such rules, regulations, 
and orders. 


"(6) In the event of the contractor's 
non-compliance with the nondiscrimi-
nation clauses of this contract or with 
any of the said rules, regulations, or or-
ders, this contract may be cancelled in 
whole or in part and the contractor may 
be declared ineligible for further gov-
ernment contracts in accordance with 
procedures authorized in Executive Or-
der No. 10925 of March 6, 1961, and such 
'other sanctions may be imposed and 
remedies invoked as provided in the said 
Executive order or by rule, regulation, 
or order of the President's Committee on 
Equal Employment Opportunity, or' as 
otherwise provided by law. 


"(7) The contractor will include the 
provisions of the foregoing paragraphs 
(1) through (6) in every subcontract or 
purchase order unless exempted by rules, 
regulations, or orders of the President's 
Committee on Equal, Employment Op-
portunity issued pursuant to section 303 
of Executive Order No. 10925 of March 
6. 1961, so that such provisions will be 
binding upon each subcontractor or 
vendor. The contractor will' take such 
action with respect to any subcontract 
or purchase order as the contracting 
agency may direct as a means of en-
forcing such provisions, including sanc-
tions for non-compliance: Provided, 
however, that in the event the contrac-
tor becomes involved in, or is threatened 
with, litigation with a subcontractor or 
vendor as a result of such direction by 
the contracting agency, the contractor 
may request the United States to enter 
into such litigation to protect the inter-
ests of the United States." 


SEC. 302. (a) Each contractor having 
a contract containing the provisions pre-
scribed in section 301 shall file, and shall 
cause each of its subcontractors to file, 
Compliance Reports with the contracting 
agency, which will be subject to review 
by the Committee upon its request.

(c) Whenever the contractor or, sub-
contractor has a collective bargaining 
agreement or other contract or under-
standing with a labor union or other 
representative of workers, the Compli-
ance Report shall include such infor-
mation as to the labor union's or other 
representative's practices and policies 
affecting complia'nce' as the Committee 
may prescribe: Provided, that to the 
extent such information is within the 
exclusive possession of a labor union or 
other workers' representative and the 
labor union or representative shall refuse 
to furnish such information to the con- 
tractor, the contractor shall so certify 
to the contracting agency as part of its 
Compliance Report and shall set forth 
what efforts he has made to obtain such 
information. 


(d) The Committee may direct that 
any bidder or prospective contractor 
or subcontractor shall submit, as part 
of his Compliance Report, a statement 
in writing, signed by an authorized 
officer or agent of any labor union or 
other workers' representative with which 
the 'bidder or prospective contractor 
deals, 'together with supporting infor-
mation, to the effect that the' said labor 
union's or representative's practices and 
policies do not discriminate on the 
grounds of race, color, creed, or national 
origin, and that the labor union or rep-
resentative 'either ' will affirmatively co-
operate, within the limits of his legal 
and contractual authority, in the imple-
mentation of the policy and provisions 
of this order or that it consents and 
agrees that ' recruitment, employment, 
and the terms and conditions of employ-
ment under the proposed contract shall 
be in accordance with the purposes and 
provisions of the order.

SEC. 303. The Committee may, when 
it deems that special circumstances in 
the national interest so require, exempt 
a contracting agency from the require-
ment of including the provisions of sec-
tion 301 of this order In any specific 
contract, subcontract, or purchase order.

SEC. 304 The' Cothinittee shall 'use 
Its best efforts, directly' 'and through 
contracting agencieè,' contractors, state 
and local officials and public and private 
agencies, , and all other available instru-
mentalities, to cause' any labor, union, 
recruiting agency or other representative 
of workers who is or may be' engaged in 
work under government contracts to co-
operate with, and to comply in the im-
plementation of, the purposes of this 
order. 


SEC. 305. The Committee may, to ef-
fectuate the 'purposes of section 304 of 
this order, hold hearings,public or pri- 
vate, with respect to the practices and 
policies of any such labor organization.

The Committee shall adopt 
such rules and regulations and issue such 
orders as it deems necessary and appro-
priate 'to achieve the purposes of this 
order, including the purposes of Part II 
hereof relating to discrimination in gov-
ernment employment. 


SEC. 307. Each contracting agency 
shall be primarily responsible for obtain-
ing compliance with the rules, regula-
tions, and orders of the Committee with 
respect to contracts entered into by such 
agency or its contractors, or affecting 
its own employment practies. All con-
tracting agencies shall comply with the 
Committee's rules in discharging their 
primary responsibility for securing 
compliance with the provisions of con-
tracts and otherwise with the terms of 
this Executive order and of the rules, 
regulations, and orders of the Committee 
pursuant hereto.

SEC. 317. Any Certificate of Merit 
may at any time be suspended or re-
voked by the Committee If the holder 
thereof, in the judgment of the Com-
mittee, has failed to comply with the 
provisions of this order. 


SEC. 318. The Committee may provide 
for the exemption of any employer or 
employee organization from any requlre-
ment ,for furnishing Information as to 
compliance, If such employer or employee 
organization has been awarded a Certifi-
cate of Merit which has not been sus-
pended or revoked. 


PART IV—MISCELLANEOUS 
SEC. 310. (a) The Committee, or any 


agency or officer of the United States 
designated by rule, regulation, or order 
of the Committee, may hold such hear- 
ings, public or private, as the Committee 
may deem advisable for compliance, en-
forcement, or educational purposes. 


(b) The Committee may hold, or cause 
to be held, hearings in accordance with

SUBPART, D--SANCTIONS AND PENALTIES 


SEC. 312. In accordance with such 
rules, regulations or orders as the Com-
mittee may Issue or adopt, the Commit-
tee or the appropriate contracting 
agency may: 


(a) Publish, 'or cause to be published, 
the names of contractors or unions 
which it has concluded have complied or 
have failed to comply with the provisions 
of this order or of the rules, regulations, 
and orders of the Committee. 


(b) Recommend to the Department of 
Justice that, in cases where there Is sub-
stantial or material violation , or the 
threat of substantial or material viola-
tion of the contractual provisions set 
forth In section 301 of this order, ap-
propriate proceedings be brought to en-
force those provisions, including the en-
joining, within the limitations 'of 
applicable law, of organizations, individ-


within a reasonable time limitation' to 
secure compliance with the contract pro-
visions of this order by methods of con-
ference, conciliation, mediation,' and' per-
suasion before proceedings shall be in-
stituted under paragraph (b) of this 
section, or before a contract shall be 
terminated in whole or In part under 
paragraph (d) of this section for failure 
of a contractor or subcontractor to' com-
ply with the contract provisions of this 
order. 


SEC. 313. Any contracting agency tak-
ing any action authorized by this sec-
tion, whether on its own motion, or- as 
directed by the Committee, or under the 
Committee's rules and regulations, shall 
promptly notify. the Committee of such 
actionor reasons for not acting.. 'Where 
the Committee Itself makes a determina-
tion under this section, it shall promptly 
notify the 'appropriate' contracting 
agency of the, action recommended. The 
agency shall take such action and shall 
report the results ' thereof.to the Commit-
tee within such time as the Committee 
shall provide. 


SEC.' 314. If the Committee shall so 
direct, contracting agencies shall not 
enter into contracts with any bidder or 
prospective contractor unless the bidder 
or prospective contractor has satisfac-
torily complied with the provisions of 
this order or submits a program for 
compliance acceptable to the Committee 
or, if the Committee so authorizes, to 
the contracting agency. 


SEC. 315. Whenever , a contracting 
agency terminates a contract, or when-
ever a contractor has been debarred 
from further government contracts, be- 
cause of noncompliance with the con-
tractor provisions with regard to non-
discrimination, the Committee, or the 
contracting agency Involved, 'shall 
promptly notify the Comptroller Gen-
eral of the United States.


SECTION 401. Each contracting agency 
(except the Department of Justice) shall' 
defray such necessary expenses of the 
Committee as may be authorized by 
law, including section 214 of the Act of 
May 3, 1945, 59 Stat. 134 (31 U.S.C. 691): 
Provided, that no agency shall supply 
more than fifty per cent of the funds 
necessary to carry out the purposes of 
this order. The Department of Labor 
shall provide necessary space and facili-
ties for the Committee. In the case of 
the Department of Justice, the contribu-
tion shall be limited to furnishing legal 
services. 


SEC. 402. This order , shall become 
effective thirty days after Its 'execution. 
The General Services Administration 
shall, take appropriate action to revise 
the' standard' 'Government. contract 
forms to accord with the , provisions of 
this' order and of the rules and regula-
tions of the Committee. 


SEC. 403. Executive'Order No. .10479 of 
August 13, 1953 (18 F.R. 4899), together 
-with Executive, Orders Nos. 10482 of 
August 15, 1953 (18 F.R:4944), and 10733 
of October 10, 1957 (22 F.R. 8135), 
amending that order, and Executive 
Order No. 10557 of September 3,. 1954 
(19 F.R. 5655); are hereby revoked, and 
the Government Contract Committee 
established by Executive Order No. 
10479 is abolished. 


All 
records and prop-


erty of or In the custody of the said 
Committee are hereby transferred to the 
President's Committee on Equal Employ-
ment Opportunity, which shall wind up 
the outstanding affairs of the Govern-
ment Contract Committee.
