It lies East ef Quartzburg and
just East ef the Geld Hill Greup eof claims. It was erigimally
lecated by Perry Fairchild amd was called the Flerence, but
several years age wae relecated amd called the Hildamae.

GEOLOGY :

1 will met ge imte & discussioen ef the general geelegy of
the district, as. this subject is cevered. by goevernment
bulletirs, but will cemfine myself te the geelegy of this
claim and the immediate vicimity.

Teder 'Geelegy' ¥r. ¥cLeed speaks of the 'slide ledge' amd
dhe ome he calls the 'Oregon' as beimg twe separate ledges.
