(f) Notice: to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty to any 
purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty directly to 
the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the records of any 
production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the Operator or by 
others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be estimated by the Govern-
ment, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

EXHIBIT A 


The purpose of this project is to explore for copperbearing 
contact metamorphic ore bodies by extending the eastern branch of the 
1100 level adit of the Ehnpire Copper Mine by drifting in a southerly 
direction and by diamond core and long-hole percussion drilling from 
the extended portion of the adit. The potential ore bodies occur in 
xnetasomatic tactite near the contact of Mackay granite with limestone 
of Mississippian age or within an intrusive granite porphyry. 


Genera]. Provisions 


All significantly mineralized areas traversed by the drift 
shall be sampled by cutting channels, norma]. to the trend of mineral-
ization, at intervals of not more than 10 feet. Long-hole cuttings 
showing significant mineralization shall be recovered and sampled; 
each such sample shall represent not more than a 5-foot length of a 
long hole. Drift and. long-hole samples shall be divided and one split 
shall be assayed for copper. The remaining split of each drift or 
long-hole sample shall be stored in a suitable container properly 
identified as to location. Diamond drill core showing significant 
mineralization shall be divided and one split assayed for copper; each 
such core sample shall represent not more than a 5-foot length of hole. 
The remaining split of each core sample shall be placed in a core box 
with the other core recovered. The core boxes shall be identified as 
to hole number, and markers shall be placed in the core sections to 
indicate the depths represented. 


The stored drift and long-hole samples and the drill core 
shall be made available for Government inspection and possible use. 
With prior Government approval the Operator may dispose of the stored 
samples and core. 


True copies of assay certificates of all samples shall be 
submitted with the Operator's monthly report which shall also include 
a map or sketch showing the work completed during the reporting period. 
The map or sketch should show the general geological formations and 
structures traversed by the drift, long holes, and. diamond drill holes, 
and. the location and assay value of the samples..







The Operator shall provide such supervisory and technical 
services as may be required to complete the work in a satisfactory 
manner. -


The location, direction, and. extent of each work item shall 
be subject to Government approval. 


The Government will not participate in the cost of work done 
at locations within 100 feet of any land. not presently subject to this 
contract..


Description of the Work 


From the face of the existing ad.it on the 1100 level' of the 
Empire Copper mine, at approximately coordinates. 25, lOON and 26, 51i.OE 
as shown on Figure 1, continue the aclit 600 feet on a bearing approximately 
S. 10°' E. and from that point drive the adit an additional 1 0O feet on 
a bearing approximately S. 25° W. It is anticipated that the first lIiO 
feet o the new adit will be in trachyte dike rock. In the ad.lt south 
of the dike, 12 diamond drill stations shall be excavated and diamond 
core holes ranging from 100 to 200 feet in lenth shall be 'drilled from 
these stations to explore the east and west walls of the adit. The 
holes shall be inclined about 14. degrees above horizontal. The tentative 
location, direction, and. depth of the diamond drill holes are shown 
on Figure 1; however, the location and direction of the holes may be 
changed with prior Government approval. 


To the east of the adit the drill holes shall be stopped 
after penetrating a few feet into uxmietainorphosed limestone, 1t is 
anticipated that the drill holes to the west of the ad.it will bei1tered.. 
granite porphyries in which should be inclusions of tactite and, possibly, 
of marble. These holes shall be stopped about 25 feet west of any 
tactite-granite porphyry contact traversed. 


From the ad.it a series of percussion drill long holes shall 
be drilled into either wall to further explore' favorable areas. The 
holes shall be inclined about 14 . degrees above horizontal and drilled 
to an estimate depth of 100 feet. Long holes shall bottom not closer 
than 50 feet to any other long hole or diamond drill hole.

Title 3—THE PRESIDENT 
Executive Order 10925 


ESTABLISHING T H E PRESIDENT'S 
COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EM-
PLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY 


WHEREAS discrimination because of 
race, creed, color, or national origin is 
contrary to the Constitutional principles 
and policies Of the United States; and 


WHEREAS It is the plain and positive 
obligation of the United States Govern-
ment to promote and ensure equal 
opportunity for all qualified persons, 
without regard to race, creed, color, or 
national origin, employed or seeking em-
ployment with the Federal Government 
and on government contracts; and 


WHEREAS it is the policy of the ex-
ecutive branOh of the Government to 
encourage by positive measures equal 
opportunity for all qualified persons 
within the Government; and 


WHEREAS it Is in the general interest 
and welfare of the United States to pro-
mote Its economy, security, and national 
defense through the most efficient and 
effective utilization of all available man-
power; and 


WHEREAS a review and analysis of 
existing Executive orders, practices, and 
government agency procedures relating 
to government employment and com-
pliance with existing non-discrimination 
contract provisions reveal an urgent 
need for expansion and strengthening of 
efforts to promote full equality of em-
ployment opportunity; and. 


WHEREAS a single governmental 
committee should be charged with re-
sponsibility for accomplishing these ob-
jectives: 


NOW, THEREFORE, by virtue of the 
authority vested in me. as President of 
the United States by the Constitution 
and statutes of the United States, It is 
ordered as follows: 
PART I—ESTABLISHMENT OF THE PRESI-


DENT'S COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EMPLOY-
MENT OPPORTUNITY 
SECTION 101. There is hereby estab-


lished the President's Committee on 
Equal Employment Opportunity. 


SEC. 102. The Committee shall be com-
posed as follows: 


(a) The Vice President of the United 
States, who is hereby designated Chair-
man of the 'Committee and who, shall 
preside at meetings of the Commiftee. 


(b) The Secretary of Labor, who is 
hereby designated Vice Chairman of the 
Committee and who shall act as'Chair-
man In the absence of the . Chairman. 
The Vice Chairman shall have general 
supervision and' direction of the work of 
the Committee and of ' the execution and 
Implementation of'the policies and pur-
poses Of this order. 


(C) The Chairman of the Atomlé En-
ergy Commission, the Secretary of Com-


merce, the Attorney General, the Sec-
retary of Defense, the Secretaries of the 
Army, Navy and Air Force, the Admin-
istrator of General Services, the Chair-
man of the Civil Service CommissiOn, 
and the Administrator of the National 
Aeronautics and Space Administration.

(e) An Executive Vice Chairman, 
designated by the President, who shall 
be ex officio a member'of the Committee. 
The Executive Vice Chairman shall as-
sist the Chairman, the Vice Chairman 
and the Committee. Between meetings 
of the Committee he shall be primarily 
responsible for carrying out the func-
tions of the Committee and may act for 
the Committee pursuant to its rules, dele-
gations, and other directives. Final' ac-
tion in individual cases or classes of cases 
may be taken and final orders may be 
entered on behalf of the Committee: by 
the Ececutive Vice Chairman when the 
Committee so authorizes. 


Ssc. 103. The Committee shall 'meet 
upon the call of the Chairman and at 
such other times as may be provided by 
its rules and regulations. It shall (a) 
consider and adopt rules and regulations 
to govern its proceedings; (b) provide 
generally for the procedures and policies 
to Implement this order; (C)' consider 
reports as to progress under this order; 
(d) consider and act, where necessary or 
appropriate, upon matters which may be 
presented to" it by any of its members; 
and (e) make such reports to the Presi-
dent as he may require or the Committee 
shall deem appropriate. Such reports 
shall be made at least once annually and 
shall include specific references to the 
actions taken and results achieved by 
each department and agency. The 
Chairman may appoint sub-cOmmittees 
to make special studies on a continuing 
basis. 


PART II—NoNDxscIaMxNATIoI IN

GOVERNMENT EMPLOYMENT 


'SECTION 201. The President's Commit-
tee on Equal Employment Opportunity 
established by this order is directed Im-
mediately to scrutinize and study em-
ployment practices of the Government of 
the United States, and to consider and 
recommend additional affirmative steps 
which should be taken by executive de-
partments and agencies 'to realize more 
fully the national policy' of nondiscrimi-
nation within the executive branch of 
the Government. 


SEC. 202. All executive departments 
and agencies are' directed, to initiate 
forthwith studies of current government 
employment practices within their re-
sponsibility. The studies shall be n such 
form as the Committee may prescribe 
and 'shall Include statistics on Cu rent 
employment patterns, a revies of cur-


rent procedures, and the recommenda-
tion of positive measures for the elim-
ination of any discrimination, direct or 
indirect, which now exists.

complish the objectives of this order. 


SEC. 203. The policy expressed in 
Executive Order No. 10590 of January 18, 
1955 (20 F.R. 409), with respect to the 
exclusion and prohibition : of discrimina-
tion against any employee or applicant 
for employment in the' Federal Govern-
ment because of race, color, religion,, or 
national origin is hereby reaffirmed. 


SEC. 204. The President's Committee on 
Government Employment Policy, es-
tablished by Executive Order No. 10590 
of January 18, 1955 (20 F.R. 409), as 
amended by 'Executive Order No. 10722 
of August 5, 1957 (22 F.R. 6287), is hereby 
abolished, and the powers, functions, 
and duties of that Committee are,hereby 
transferred to, and henceforth shall' be 
vested in, and exercised by, the Presi-
dent's Committee on Equal Employment 
Opportunity in addition to the powers 
conferred by'. this order.

The contractor will' take such 
action with respect to any subcontract 
or purchase order as the contracting 
agency may direct as a means of en-
forcing such provisions, including sanc-
tions for non-compliance ,: Provided, 
however, that in the event the contrac-
tor becomes involved in, or is threatened 
with, litigation with a subcontractor or 
vendor as a result of such direction by 
the contracting agency, the contractor 
may request the United States to enter 
into such litigation to protect the inter-
ests of the United States." 


Szc. 302. (a) Each contractor having 
a contract containing the provisions pre-
scribed in section 301 shall file, and shall 
cause each of its subcontractors to file, 
Compliance Reports with the contracting 
agency, which will be subject to review 
by the Committee upon its request.


ComplianceReporté shall ëfliedwihth 
such tlines: and 'shall contain such infOr-
mation as to the practices policies' pro-
grams, and employment statistióof the 
contractor and each subcontractor 'and 
'hall i':in such. form; 'as the'Conmiittee 
may prescribe' 


(b) Bidders or prospective contractors 
or subcontractors may be required to 


• state whether they: have participated in 
any previous contract subject to the pro-


'vislo'n of this order, and in that event to 
submit, on behalf of themselves and 
their proposed subcontractors, Compli-
ance Reports prior to or as an initial 
part 'of their, "bid or' negotiation of a 
contract. 


(c) Whenever the contractor or sub-
contractor has a collective bargaining 
agreement or other contract or under-
standing with a labor union or other 
representative of workers, the Compli-
ance Report shall include such infor-
mation as to the labor union's or other 
representative's practices and policies 
affecting compliance' as the Committee 
may prescribe: Provided, that to the 
extOnt such information is within the 
exclusive possession of a labor union or 
other workers' representative and the 
labor union or representative shall refuse 
to furnish such information to the con-
tractor, the contractor shall' so certify 
to the contracting agency as part of its 
Compliance Report and shall set forth 
what efforts he has made to obtain such 
information. 


(d) ,The Committee may direct that 
any bidder or prospective contractor' 
or subcontractor shall submit, as part 
of his Compliance Report, a statement 
in writing, signed by an authorized 
officer or agent of any labor union or 
other workers' representative with which 
the 'bidder or prospective contractor 
deals, 'together with supporting infor-
mation, to the effect that the' said labor 
union's or representative's practices and 
policies do not discriminate on the' 
grounds of race, color, creed, or national 
origin, and that the labor union or rep-
resentative 'either will affirmatively co-
operate, within the limits of his legal 
and contractual authority, in the imple-
mentation of the policy and provisions 
of this order or that it consents and 
agrees that 'recruitment, employment, 
and the terms and conditions of employ-
ment under the proposed, contract shall 
be in accordance with the purposes and 
provisions of the , order. In the event 
that the union or representative shall 
refuse to execute such a statement, the 
Compliance Report, shall so certify and 
set forth what efforts have been made 
to secure such a statement. 


SEC. 303. The Committee may, when 
it deems that special circumstances ,in 
the national interest so require, exempt 
a contracting agency from the require-
ment of including the provisions of sec-
tion 301 of this order in any specific 
contract, subcontract, or purchase order. 
The Committee may, by rule or regula-
tion, also exempt ,certain classes of con-

SEC. 304. The Cóiniiitte'. shall use 
its best efforts, directly and' through 
contracting agencies, 'contractors, state 
and local officials and public and 'private 
agencies, and all other available instru-
mentalities, to cause any labor. union, 
recruiting agency or other representative 
of workers who is or may be engaged in 
work under government contracts to co-
operate with, and to comply in the im-
plementation of, the purposes of this 
order. 


SEC. 305. The Committee may, to ef-
fectuate the 'purposes of section 304 of 
this order, hold hearings, public or pri-
vate, with respect to the practices and 
policies of any .,such labor organization. 
It shall from time to time submit special 
reports to the President concerning dis-
criminatory practices and policies of any 
such labor organization; and may recom-
mend remedial action if, in its judgment, 
such action Is necessary or appropriate. 
It may also notify any 'Federal, state, or 
local agency of its conclusions and rec-
ommendations with respect to any such 
labor. organization which in its ,judg-
ment has failed to cooperate with the 
Committee, contracting agencies, con-
tractors, or subcontractors In carrying 
out the purposes of this order. 
SUBPART C—POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE 


PRESIDENT'S COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EM-
PLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY AND OF CON-
TRACTING AGENCIES 


SEC. 306. The Committee shall adopt 
such rules and regulations and issue such 
orders as it deems necessary and appro-
priate 'to achieve th'e purposes of this 
order, including the purposes of Part II 
hereof relating to discrimlnation'in gov-
ernment employment. 


SEC. 307. Each contracting agency 
shall be primarily responsible for obtain-
ing compliance with the rules, regul-
tions, and orders of the Committee with 
respect to contracts entered Into by such 
agency or its contractors, or affecting 
its own employment practies. All con-
tracting agencies shall comply with the 
Committee's rules in discharging their 
primary responsibility for securing 
compliance with the provisions of con-
tracts and otherwise with' the terms of 
this Executive order and of the rules, 
regulations; and orders of the Committee 
pursuant hereto. They are directed to 
coopeiate with the Committee, ' and to 
furnish the Committee such informa-
tion and assistance as it may require in 
the performance of its functions , under 
this order. They are further directed to 
appoint or designate, from among the 
agency's personnel, compliance officers. 
It shall be the duty, of such officers to 
seek compliance with the objectives of 
this order by conference, conciliation, 
mediation, or persuasion. ' 


SEC. 308. The Committee is authorized 
to delegate to any officer, agency, or em-
ployee in the executive branch of the
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Government any. function of the CQrn-
mittee under thjs order, except the: au-
thority to promulgate rules and, egula-
tions of a general nature. 


SEC. :309.: (a); : irhe Cpmmittee may it-
self investigate employment prac-
tices of any : government contractor or 
subcontractor, or initiate such investiga-
'tion by the appropriate contracting 
agency or through the Secretary of 
Labor, to determine whether or not the 
contractual provisions specified in sec-
tion 301 of this order have been violated. 
Such Investigation shall be conducted 
in accordance with the procedures es-
tablished by the Commitee, ancj the in-
vestigating agency shall report to 
the Committee any action taken or 
recommended. 


(b) The Committee may receive and 
cause to be investigated complaints by 
employees or prospective employees of 
a government contractor or subcontrac-
tor which allege discrimination contrary 
to the contractual provisions specified in 
section 301 of this Order. The appro-
priate contracting agency or the Secre-
tary of Labor, as the case may be, shall 
report to the Committee what action has 
been taken or Is recommended with re-
gard to such complaints. 


SEC. 310. (a) The Committee, or any 
agency or officer of the United States 
designated by rule, regulation, or order 
of the Committee, may hold such hear-
ings, public or private, as the Committee 
may deem advisable for compliance, en-
forcement, or educational purposes. 


(b) The Committee may hold, or cause 
to be held, hearings in accordance with 
subsection (a) of this section prior to 
imposing, ordering, or recommending the 
Imposition of penalties and 'sanctions 
under this order, except that , no order 
for debarment of any contractor from 
further government contracts shall be 
made without a hearing. 


SEC. 311. The Committee shall. en-
courage the furtherance of an educa-
tional program by employer, labor, civic, 
educational,' religious, and other non-
governmental' groups , in order., to elimi-
nate or reduce the basic 'causes of dis-
crimination In employment , on 'the 
ground of race, creed; color, or national 
origin. 


SUBPART, D—SANCTIONS AND PENALTIES 


SEC. 312. In accordance with such 
rules, regulations or orders as the Com-
mittee may Issue or adopt, the Commit-
tee or the appropriate contracting 
agency may: 


(a) Publlsh, : or cause to be published, 
the names .of contractors or unions 
which it has concluded have complied or 
have failed to comply with the provisions 
of this order or of the rules, regulations, 
and orders of the Committee. 


(b) Recommend to the Department of 
Justice that, in cases where there Is sub-
stantial or material violation , .or the 
threat of substantial or material viola-
tion of the contractual provisions set 
forth in section 301 of this order, ap-
propriate proceedings be brought to en-
force those provisions,' including the en-
joining, within the limitations of 
applicable law, of organizations, individ-


uals or.groups who prevent directly or 
indirectly, or. seek to prevent irectl,or 
indirectly, compliance with théaIorsaid 
provisions 


(c) Recommend to the pertmentof 
Justice that criminal proceedings be 
brought for the furnishing of fáls 'in-
formation to any contracting agency or 
to the Committee as the case. thay. be . 


(d) Terminate,'or cause 'to be termi-
nated,' any': contraCt, oi any, portiOn or 
portions thereof, for failure , of the con-
tractor or subcontractor to comply with 
the' nondiscrimination provisions of the 
contract.' Contr'acts may be terminated 
absolutely or continuance of contracts 
may be conditioned upon a program for 
future compliance approved by the con-
tracting agency. 


(e) Provide that any contracting 
agency shall refrain from entering Into 
further contracts, or extensions or other 
modifications of existing contracts, with 
any non-complying contractor, until 
such contractor has satisfied the 'Com-
mittee that he has established and, will 
carry' out personnel and employment 
policies in compliance with the • provi-
sions of this order. 


(f) Under rules and regulations pre-
scribed by the committee, each contract-
ing agency shall make reasonable efforts 
within a reasonable time limitation to 
secure compliance with the contract pro-
visions of this order by methods of con-' 
ference, conciliation, mediation,' and' per-
suasion before proceedings shall be In-
stituted under paragraph (b) of this 
section, or before a contract shall be 
terminated in whole or In part under 
paragraph' (d) of this section fOr' failure 
of a contractor or subcontractor to' com-
ply with the' contract provisions of this 
order. 


SEC. 313. Any contracting agency tak-
Ing any action authorized by this sec-
tion, whether on its own motion, or as 
directed by the Committee, or under the 
Committee's rules and regulations, shall 
promptly 'notify, the Committee of such 
actionor reasons for not acting. Where 
the Committee itself makes a determina-
tion under this section, it shall promptly 
notify the 'appropriate' contracting' 
agency of the, action recommended. The 
agency shall take such action and shall 
report the resultsthereof.to the Commit-
tee within 'such time as the Committee 
shall provide.' 


SEC.' 314. If the Committee shall so 
direct, contracting agencies shall not 
enter into contracts with any bidder or 
prospective contractor unless the bidder 
or prospective contractor has' satisfac-
torily complied with the provisions of 
this order or submits a 'program for 
compliance acceptable to the Committee 
or, if the Committee so authorizes, to 
the contracting agency. 


SEC. 315. Whenever a contracting 
agency terminates a contract, or when-
ever a contractor has been debarred 
from further government contracts, be-
cause of noncompliance with the con-
tractor provisions with regard to non-
discrimination, the Committee,,' or the 
contracting agency Involved, 'shall 
promptly notLfy the Comptroller Gen-
eral of the United States.


SUBPART E—CERTIFICATES OF MERIT 


SEC; 316.. me Committee may provide 
.for issuance Of a United' States Govern-
ment Certificate of Merit 'to employers 
or:employee organizations which are or 
may, hereafter 'be engaged in work un-


. der government 'contracts, if the Corn-
,mittee is satisfied that the personnel 
and employment practices of the em-
.ployer, or that the personnel, training, 
apprenticeship, membership, grievance 
and representation, upgrading and other 
practices and policies of the employee 
organization, conform to the purposes 
and provisions of this order. 


SEC. 317. Any Certificate of Merit 
may at any time be suspended or re-
voked by the Committee if the holder 
thereof, in the judgment of the Com-
mittee, has failed to comply with the 
provisions of this order. 


SEC. 318. The Committee may provide 
for the exemption of any employer or 
employee organization from any require-
ment .for furnishing Information as to 
compliance, if such employer or employee 
organization has been awarded a Certifi-
cate of Merit which has not been sus-
pended or revoked. 


PART Ill—MISCELLANEOUS 
SECTION 401. Each contracting agency 


(except the Department of Justice) shall 
defray such necessary expenses of the 
Committee as may be authorized by 
law, including section 214 of the Act of 
May 3, 1945, 59 Stat. 134 (31 U.S.C. 691): 
Provided, that no agency shall supply 
more than fifty per cent of the funds 
necessary to carry out the purposes of 
this order. The Department of Labor 
shall provide necessary space and facili-
ties for the Committee. In the case of 
the Department of Justice, the contribu-
tion shall be limited to furnishing legal 
services. 


SEC. 402. This order shall become 
effective thirty days after its execution. 
The General Services Administration 
shall, take appropriate action to revise 
the' standard 'Government contract 
forms to accord with the, provisions of 
this' order and of the rules and regula-
tions of the Committee. 


SEC. 403. Executive'Order No. .10479 of 
August 13, 1953 (18 F.R. 4899), together 
with . Executive, Orders Nos. 10482 of 
August l5 1953' (18 F.R:4944), and 10733 
of October 10, 1957 (22 F.R. 8135), 
amending . that order, and Executive 
Order No. 10557 of September 3,. 1954 
(19 F.R.. 5655); are hereby revoked, and 
the Government Contract Committee 
established by Executive Order No. 
10479 is abolished. All records and prop-
erty of or In the custody of the said 
Committee are hereby transferred to the 
President's Committee on Equal Employ-
ment Opportunity, which shall wind up 
the outstanding affairs of the Govern-
ment Contract Committee.

ITEM 3. ACCESSIBILITY OF THE PROPERTY 


a. The Empire Copper Mine, chief producer of the Alder 


Creek Mining District, is situated in the White Knob 


Range. It is approximately- seven miles southwest of 


Mackay, Custer County, Idaho. Mackay is the terminus 


of a branch of the Union Pacific Railroad and is also 


accessible from the north or south by U. S. Highway 


93-A. The 11OOevelis easily-accessible by conventional 


vehicle.

ITEM I. PITYSICAL DESCRIPTION 


The Empire Mine was first operated in 18814. and all production 


above the 1100 level may be found in the latest U. .8. Geological 


Survey Open Report. Reports fron the mining of the 1100 level indicate 


that this portion of the mine has yielded approximatelyj,9OO,SOO 


pounds of copper. Several million pounds of lead have been produced 


from adjacent lead-zinc deposits. 


The workings of the Empire Nine are distributed along a north 


trending zone approximately 30O feet in length and 14.00 feet wide • The 


vertical extent of . penetration has been • through levels about 100 feet• 


apart from the glory hole at. the surface to the 1100 level and then 


again at the 1600 level. The large ore zones near the southern end of 


the property were mined in the early days and much of the information 


concerning these ore zones is no longer available. The workings of 


the mine have been divided into a northernzone and southernzone by a large 


porphyritic granodiorite (trachyte) dike. The deeperlevels to!the 


Ic north were discontinued when contact was made with this dike. Ten 


major levels now exist although those above the 700 level are not 


readily accessible. The production of recent years including that by 


the present management has been throughthe 1100 level in the north 


ore zone • The deepest penetration of the south zone was the 800_level. 


Much of the mining done in recent years was by leasors who 


mined the easiest way possible without regard for exploration or 


development work until each minable zone became exhausted. This 


method of mining also resulted in many stopes having been stripped of 


the high grade or "shipping ore with no record kept of possible mill 


ore.
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A 10-ton mill was erected at the 1100. level ih early 1961 arid ore 


for the mill has been supplied from the lower grade ore left by the 


leasors in the stopes between the 1000 and 1100 levels. In recent 


months an exploration program was initiated to determine the reserves 


of millable ore above the 1100 level with the first target areas on 


the 1100 level to help provide the immediate needs of the mill. As 


a result of this exploration program in an area already exploited of 


the high grade ore it became apparent that a long range program of 


exploration to open up new ore zones was necessary to prolong the life 


of the mine. The logical place for this new exploration is the south 


('.	 ore zone from the 1100 level, This zone has barely been penetrated ' 


below the 700 level although the greater proportion of the early day 


production was from this south zone on the upper levels. 


Predicting ore reserves with any- degree of accuracy is very difficult 


because of the irregularity of the ore pods.. Leasors have repeatedly 


found substantial pods of high grade ore within a few yards of lean pillars 


that were left by their predecessors. An excellent • stope on the 1100 


level does not project to the 1900 level although a parallel pod extents 


from the 800 to the 1100 level without diminishing in size or grade. 


Geologic inferrence strongly suggests that there are many thousands of 


tons of ore still. unexplored in both ore zones and still other thousands• 


of tons that require further development. A systematic exploration 


program based upon geologic information is being initiated.. 


In Summary, possible and probable ore reserves above the 1100 are 


in the order of several tens of thousands of tons, •The south ore zone 


between the 700 level and the 1100 level could contain ore reserves 


sufficient to sustain the mine f or many years.

Farweli and Full as well as other geologists have described this 


property as an extensive zone of contact metamorphism in limestone 


adjacent to a granite stock. Within a marginal facies of granite 


porphyry lie irregular masses of tactite. The oreodies are pipe-. 


like bodies which lie along the contact between the tactite and 


marble or • entirely within . the tactite. The. copper ores are composed 


of chalcopyrite, pyrite and pyrrhotite in granular garnet, diopside 


and calcite. Magnetite, fluorite, sphalerite, molybdenite and scheelite 


also occur less abundantly. The copper ores have been deeply oxidized 


and the principal supergene mineral is chrysocpla, The apparent 


potential of this contact metamorphic zone certaInly merits exploration. 
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ITEM . EXPLORA.TION' WORK

This' footage 


is estimated from projected zones and may need to be revised when the geo-


logy exposed by the proposed drifting ha been studied. 


d. If an O contract is executed, work on the project will start	 ' , , 


immediately. Working 2 shifts the drifting will progress. at the

rate of S feet per day. It is estimated that about one fourth of the 


drift will requa.retrnbering. The work should be accomplished in 300 


working days after the signing of the contract.

On page 3, Exhibit A of the subject contract, the second paragraph 
states in part, "Mine rails shall be not less than 30-pound size, 
air lines not less than 1i inches in diameter. . . ," and the third 
paragraph states in part, "Diamond. drill holes shall be started not 
less than BX standard core size ( 1-5/8 inch); . 


Before signing the contract, Mr. Lloyd voiced reluctance at the 
minima set for the respective sizes of rail, pipe, and initial dia-
mond drill holes and requested that the contract be amended to - 
provide that:

1. Mine rails shall be not less than 214.-pound size. .7 - 


2. The first 600 feet of air lines be not less than 3 ('

Three-inch air line is installed almost to the heading from which 
ONE work will start, and by installing a receiver tank Mr. Lloyd 
believes that if 3-inch line is used for the first 600 feet of the 
ONE drifting a second receiver tank and 2-inch line for the remain-
ing 200 feet will supply ample air. 


The company has diamond drilled many holes entirely with AX coring 
bits, getting about 95 percent core recovery. It is believed that 
AX size will be successful in most of the ONE holes, but that pos-
sibly some of the deeper holes should be started with BX coring bits. 
Provision for drilling holes' of each size should therefore remain in 
the allowable cost section of Exhibit A. 


I concur with Mr. Lloyd's request and recommend that it be approved.

I agree with the recommendation of Thor Kiilsgaard that exploration 
should be confined to extending the 1100 level southerly and further 
exploring the tactite zone by percussion and core drill holes and 
recommend that any program he presents be approved. 


The applicant, in a letter dated May 22, 1962, expressed a desire 
that his application' be processed in accordance with the changes and 
limitations outlined in the Director's letter of May 17, 1962. 


.1 do not know the amount of drifting and drilling that Killsgaard 
may recommend, but as a working guide I have prepared cost estimates 
based on 1,500 feet of drifting and 375 feet of timbering. Percussion 


Hdri1ling at about $1 00/foot and diamond drilling based on the lowest 
bid submitted , by the applicant are recommended. 'Drill bids have not 
been received here, but the applicant may have sent them to your 
office. 


Because of the long haulage involved, I have assumed an average ad-
vance of 14. feet per shift. Apparently all operating equipment is 
owned by the applicant. It is assumed that 1,100 feet of 12" blower 
pipe is already installed, and the cost is amortized over a 5-year 
piod; an additional 1,11.50 feet of ventube will have to be bought 
and is included in item 3--Operating Materials and Supplies. The 
applicant lists as owned six mine cars valued at $3,000.00. I doubt 
that the cars are worth $500.00 each unless they are new, which, of 
course, they may be; the applicant's stated value is used.

1RECOWENDATIONS 


It is recommended that R. V. Lloyd and Co. be granted an ONE. contract to -. 
explore for deposits d copper ore at the Empire mine, Custer County, 
Idaho; the exploration work to be done on/or from the 1100 level of the 
mine.


INTRODUCTION 


The Empire copper mine, sometimes called the White Knob mine,4s in the 
Alder Creek mining district, Custer County, Idaho, about 5 miles west of 
the town of Mackay. The mine has been operated intermittantly since the 
1880's; the period of , most intense mining activity extending from abóüt. 
l90 + to 1930 . . At one time, the mine was the largest öopper producer in 
Idaho. Most of the ore has been 1nned by lessees, who have robbed the 
deposit of the higher-grade and more accessible ore shoots, leaving 
behind a hodge-podge of rambling mine workings and lower grade ore, much::' 
of which cannot now be recovered. 


The geology of the deposit and much information on mining is described. 
by Umpleby in U, S. Geological Survey Prof. Paper 97. During World War II 
a resumption of mining activity led to another study by the U. S. Geol. 
Survey, . the results of which were released in l9, in an Open File 
report and in two folios of maps and geologic sections, all by F. W. 
Farwell and R: P. Full. Accompanying this study was a diamond drilling 
program from the 1000 level by the U. S. Bureau of Mines. This work is 
described in U • S. Bureau of Mines War Mineral Reports No. 's 68 and 267. 


indicated 23,000 tons of ore averaging 2.67 percent copper was esti-
mated from the study and the drilling program.


M t2y 
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In 1955, the Idaho Alta Metal Corp. submitted an application to DMEA 
(Docket No. DMEA-386+) to explore the Empire mine by driving an adit 
on the 1100 level to intersect the ore outlined by the Bureau of Mines 
drilling. The late Mr. E. G. Bowen, representing the applicant, called 
at my office to discuss this proposed work and I tried to discourage 
him from doing the work by pointing out that about 2200 feet of adit 
would be needed to develop the 100 feet c3f "backs tt , and that indicated 
ore reserves did not justify the cost of the proposed work. Mr. Bowen, 
however, was not to be dissuaded and subsequently drove the adit. A 
Field Team report by J. S. Vhay recommended approval of the Idaho Alta 
project, but a DMEA contract never was negotiated. The Idaho Alta Corp. 
drove the 1100 adit approximately 2000 feet to the projected ore body 
and mined some ore during 1957 and 1958, following which the corporation 
went broke. Following a short period when the mine was worked by lessees, 
the property came under control of R. V. Lloyd and Co. Under management 
of that company the 1100 level was extended, a 150 ton floatation mill 
was constructed at the portal of the 1100 level, and ore shoots were 
stoped from the 1100 to and above the 1000 level. 


During the suxrnner of 1961, I visited the Empire mine to update the mapping 
of Farwell and Full. Parts of their' Open File Report and of my work are 
to be included in a U. S. Geological Survey bulletin now being prepared 
on the geology of the Mackay quadrangle. I had free access. to the mine 
and to the files of the Lloyd Company. I discussed various targets that 
warranted exploration with mine officials, but at that time neither 
Mr. Lloyd or members of his staff expressed any interest in an ONE project, 
or in long range exploration of the type now .proposed. 


APPLICANT 


Mr. R. V. Lloyd is the principal party of the applicant corporation. He 
is a rather elderly man who has made a fortune as a general contractor 
but who has limited mining experience. For operations at the mie he 
relies_entirely on Mr. Jim Salyer, a very able miner who formerly was a 
shift boss at the Calera mine at Cobalt, Idaho. For technical advice he 
has engaged part-time help of Mr. W. P. Barnes, formerly geologist at the 
Calera mine, but, who in 1961, was working at the AEC plant at Arco, Idaho. 


The mining operation was said to be making a slight profit in 1961, but 
only enough to allow a very limited amount of needed mine development and 
exploration. Presumably the mine is still producing and income from this 
operation plus Mr. Lloyd's other income should be adequate to pay the 
operator's share of the proposed ONE exploration. Mr. Barnes and Mr. Salyer 
are capable of directing the proposed work. 
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PROPERTY 


The applicant proposes that the Sultan, Sultana, and Eastern patented 
claims be subject to terms of the proposed OME contract. The proposed 
work, however, very likely• will extend beyond the southern limits of 
these claims and most certainly would benefit ore bodies that might 
exist in these southern areas. To give adequate protection toproposed 
government expenditures it is recommended that the following claims 	 -i 
alsoesubject9to terms of the proposed contract: Atlantic 1272 A, 
Remonitization, and Leslie W. No work is proposed at the northern end 
of the 1100 level, but, there is ore being mined from that area and 
there are targets there that warrant exploration. Therefore, to insure 
a better chance of the government being repaid for exploration expenses 
and to cover northern areas that may be explored by amendment it is 
recommended that the Copper Bullion, Washington, and Pasha claims also. 
be made subject to terms of the contract. 


HISTORY MID PRODUCTION 


The high lights of mine history are included in the introductory section. 
More historical information is contained in the referenced publications. 


Farwell and Full state that from 1901 to 19142 a total of 765, 087 tons of 
ore were produced from the mine, from which were recovered 55,630,14.93 
pounds of copper. To attain the total production of 57,531, 000 pounds 
of copper, reported . in the application, necessitates a production of 
1,909,557 pounds of copper since 19 .i.2, almost all of which has come from 
ore mined from the 1100 level. This recent production is of interest 
because it signifies that more copper has been produced from ore bodies 
indicated by the Bureau-Survey exploration program than these are bodies 
had been expected. to contain. It indicates that milling of lower grade 
ores has increased the tonnage of ore reserves and suggests that larger 
tonnages may be mined frmm the lower levels than was mined from upper, 
higher-grade stopes.


GEOLOGY 


Detailed descriptions of the geology are contained in the reference 
publications. Briefly, the mine area Ia underlain by thick-bedded, 
cherty limestone of Mississippian age. These ro.cks have been fblded 
into a broad rather complex northwest-trending anticline. Along the 
southwest limb of the anticline, the rocks have been intruded by granitic 
rocks, the Mackay granite	 which underlies the high ridge west of the 
mine. The granite-limestone contact within the mine area is not sharp 
but is masked by a third rock type, a granite porphyry. Along the 
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granite-limestone contacts and within the granite porphyry are bodies 
of contact metasomatic tactite, within which occur/ the ore bodies. 
Crossing the granitic rocks, the limestone, and t1e tactite is abbroad 
northeast-trending, southeast-dipping zone of faulting along which are 
countless dikes, some of which are post-mineral in age. One of the 
more prominent of these dikes, the Big Trachyte dike, cuts through the 
ore on several mine levels and has been, used to distinguish the northern 
from the southern ore bodies. This dike must be penetrated by the 
proposed O work bëf ore the exploration targets can be reached. 


The • ore bodies are controlled by the intersection of the northeast-
trending faults and the masses of tactite. In plan view, the ore bodies 
are arccuate around the northeast side of the granitic rocks, at or near 
the limestone contact. The ore bodies are steeply-plunging, irregular, 
pipe, like bodies that are discontious both in stre 	 dip (see 
Farwell and Full1s Folios 1 & 2, particularly Plates 2, Li., 	 and Li.5). 
The larger and. more productive of the ore bodies were at the southern 
end of the mine, above the 700 level, and it is the downward projection 
of these that are to be explored by the proposed program. Sulfide ore 
minerals are found along the northeast-trending faults especially at 
the granitic side of the tactit masses.. It appears that ore minerali 
zation moved along the : faults from the intrusive mass until it encountered 
the highly shattered and permeable tactite, which formed a suitable host 
rock for development of ore bodies. This interpretation of ore control 
is mentioned here because on it is based the entire proposed exploration 
program, which is, in effect, to search an unknown area for the inter-
section of projected mineralized faults and masses of tactite. 


Near the surface, the ore was highly oxidized. Ivch high-grade chrysocolla, 
assaying 7 percent copper or more, was mined. Below the 800 level most 
of the ore has been sulfides, chiefly chalcopyrite, although some oxidized' 
copper 6e was mined. on the 1100 level.' Zonal changes in the ore also 
are noted with increased depth. The ore contains increased amounts of 


. zinc • Veinlets of , almost pure sphalerite 2 to Li. inches in thickness were 
P	 n'ted in the southeast ore body on the 1100 level. Samples of ore assayed 


up to 2 percent zinc. Also noted in increased amounts was molybdenite. I 
estimated that ore from the 57 stope above the 1100 level might assay from' 
0.1 to 0.2 per cent M0S 2, and I recommended to' Mr. Lloyd. that he have the 
ore carefully sampled for molybdenum to determine if a molybd.enite concen-' 
trate could be recovered at the mill. I 'do not know if this was done. 
There are significant amounts of scheelite in some of the ore shoots. For 
example, during World War II, there were 2 carloads of copper-tungsten 
ore shipped from a sub-level stope, below the 1000 level, onearload of 
which is reported by Farwell and Full to have assayed 2.08 percent WO, 
2. Li.5 percent copper, 1.35 ozs. silver per ton and 0l05z. gold pr ton. 
I 'lamped" all of the working Taces 'last sunmier and found scheelite present 
everywhere, some of it in concentrations that warranted recovery. No 
scheelite concentrate, however, was produced at the mill. 
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MINING AND MILLING 


Ore mined during the summer of 1961 consisted entirely of chalcopyrite, 
spalerite, and trace amounts of galena in a gangue of pyrrhotite, pyrite, 
and. various silicates chief of which were garnet and diopside. Cut-off 
grade for mill heads was 1.80 percent copper and ore was averaging some-
where between that figure and 2 or 2.25 percent copper. A total of about 
150 tons of ore per day was being mined from 3 stopes above the 1100 
level, at the northern end of the mine. Miners were hard pressed to keep 
the mill in ore and no regular mining method or blasting cycle was used. 
in the stopes. Ore was shot from the walls or back and slushed to draw 
points, leaving the stopes open and untimbered. Fortunately, the ground 
stands well. Some stopes on upper levels- 	 are asch as 40 feet 
wide, 100 feet long, and 50 or more from sill to bac 1 are still open even 
though they were mined 140 or more years ago. 


On the 1100 level, ore is picked up either by mucking machine, from the 
57 stope draw hole, or drawn from the 58 chute and hauled by a battery-
powered moto± to the ore bin at the portal, from there it i fed directly 
to the mill. Electrical energy for the mine and mill is supplied through 
a power line connected to the main Idaho Power Company network. Water 
for the mill is supplied from nearby Cliff Creek, by ditch. 


Ventilation in the stoped areas is excellent. On warm sunmier days there 
was almost gale-like down draft through the raises from overlying levels 
that were accessible from the surface, However, at the fate of the 
southern drift on the 1100 level, the one to be extended by the proposed 
exploration, there was very poor ventilation. I.notice the applicant-
intends to supply air to this face through a 12-inch fan line, and this 
should be adequate for exploration purposes. 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant has proposed: 


1) 720 feet of drift on the 1100 level 
2) 700 feet áf drift on the 900 level 
3) 500 feet of raise from the 1100 to 900 level 
Li. ) 1025 feet Of diamond drilling 
5) 21100 feet of long-hole drilling 


Estimated cost 6 the work totals $176,326.80. 


I recommend modifying the applicants proposal to include only drifting 
and drilling on the 1100 level. The large ore bodies south of the 
Big Trachyte dike were mined from open pits and through a maze of workings 
above the 700 level, all of which have long been inaccessible. It is the 
projection of these ore bodies for which the applicant is searching and 
if they are found on the 1100 level any additional work above the 1100 
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level would be chiefly development. If the orodies should not 
continue to the ll0Qlevel, the life of the mine çpuld be que limited 
for there is not adequate target area above the 900 level to warrant 
expenditure of funds needed to develop ore that might occur in that area. 


There are good reasons for expecting the Southern ore bodies to extend 
to the 1100 level. The northern and. smaller ore shoots have continued 
to the 1100 level and below to the 1600 level (see Plates 23, 36, &id 39). 
Data on the 1600 levelis)lacking as the level has long been inaccessible 
because of bad air. Un6fficial reports are that considerable low-grade - 
1 to 1.5 percent copper ore was found on the 1600 level. Geologically,' 
the southern tactite bodies also should extend downward and should be 
intersected by faults of the northeast-trending pattern, notably the No.'s 
8. 9, 10, 12, and 13 faults. At these fault-tactite intersections there 
could be ore shoots. 


It therefore is recommended that the southern drift on the 1100 level 
be driven S l0 E for 600 feet, and then turned and driven 400 feet on 
a S 25° W bearing. This course will not vary much from that proposed 
by theapplicant, but it should be in a better location to intersect 
the projected bodies of tactite. At appropriate intervals I have proposed 
diamond drill holes, most of which are 100 to 150 feet long, and all of 
which should be drilled nearly horizontal. Sites for these holes and theV 
bearing fthdri'±t could and should be changed depending on findings. 
The length to which the applicant can long-hole by percussion drilling 
also will affect location and spacing of the diamond drill holes. In 
this respect, it is assumed the long holes will not exceed 100 feet in 
length. The important factor is to probe the target area at least on 
100 foot centers for the plunging ore bodies, which should extenClnto 
or near the areas shown on my map. 


To the east the. drill holes should encounter limestone and they should 
be stopped when drilling has extended a few feet into the unmetamorphosed 


	


• T•	 limestone. Metamorphism should extend only a few feet from the granite-
porphyry-limestone contact. • Drill holes to the west should be in altered 
granite porphyries in which should be inclusions of tactite and, possibly, 
of marble. Holes should not extend more than 25 feet west of a tactite-
granite porphyry contact as there is little chance for ore away from 
the tactie host rock. Tactite found near faults may be expected to trend 
northeast; however, away, from faults itprobably will trend northwest. 
Therefore, if tactite is found by drilling, some distance from the cross-
cut, at least 2 holes shouldbe drilled into the taôtite to'determine the 
trend before a crosscut is turned toward it.' 


One disadvantage to my proposed drift is that it will cross the Big 
Trachyte dike at an acute angle, and the dike may present mining problems" 
which the operator might try and alleviate by crossing as quickly as 
possible, as he has proposed. If his course through the dike is followed, 
the drift should be turned southerly as soon as it is through the dike; 


	


•	 for the chances are that tactite masses will be west of the course proposed 
by the applicant.
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The modified program I have suggested would include: 


1) 1000 feet of drifting 
2) i800 feet of diamond drilling 


3) 21.O0 feet of long-hole drilling 


EXPLORATION COSTS 


I made no study of mine costs and am not qualified to judge the costs 
as estimated by the applicant. I also doubt if much additional cost 
data can be obtained from the applicant as I suspect he does not maintain 
detailed accounts. 


The drift will need to be timbered through the Big Trachyte dike, an 
estimated distari of 1 )-iQjeet.' Beyond the dike there might also be a 
need for timber ,throgh.some of the faults, an estimated total lengtho.f 
100 feet. The tactite and the silicated limestone is hard ground to 
drill and blast,, and it is a long tram to the 1100 dump. Except for these 
factors, exploratiOn costs should compare generally with those currently 
being incurred in other exploration projects in the western states. 


CONCLUSIONS 


1. The applicant, although not an experienced mining ., operator is making 
an earnest effort to work the Empire copper mine. He has invested large. 
sums of his own money in this venture, has procured capable supervisors 
f or the work, and has equipped the mine adequately for the proposed 
program. 


2. The proposed work is geologically warranted. There is good reason - 
to expect the target areasto contain mineable ore bodies. 


3. If expected amounts' of ore is found, the mine should be able to 
maintain production for many years, and could be developd into a substan-
tial producer as there are other target areas that also warrant exploration. 


14 • The prOposed work will be of definite economic aid to the Mackay area. 
Almost entirely a mining community, Mackay ha deteriorated during recent 
years as the many small mines in that part of Idaho have shut down. It 
was a depressed area during the summer of 1961 and the town',people were 
closely watching the Lloyd operations, hoping he would be successful and 
that local economic conditions consequently would be improved.
