We examined the cash receipts record in the Branch of Budget arid 


Finance, Administration Division, Geological Survey, and reviewed 


the contract files of the Office of Minerals Exploration (OME) 


pertaining to royalty due the Government on he value of produc-


tion from the property included in Contract 2l9 with.Beardsley 


Gulch Mining Company, Inc. (Operator). The review was made during 


June 1971 at Washington,. D.C. 


The contract, as amended, provides that the Operator shall pay the 


Government a 5 percent royalty on the value of any production from 


the property specified in this contract for a period of 12 years 


from the date of the amended contract, July 1966, or until the 


Government's participation in the exploration costs, $33,324, is 


repaid with simple interest at 6 3/4 percent, whichever occurs first. 


Two royalty reviews were made on this contract, one completed in 


January 1969 and the other in February . 1970 covering the period 


October 26, 1968, through December 12, 1969. Royalty payments 


of $3,343 were received by OME on production, valued at $66,862. 


The present review covers production from January 22 through 


September 28, 1970, the date of the last royalty payment received 


by a4E. No ore production reports or royalty payments were received 


from September 28, 1970, through May 31, l971 . The value of produc-


tion reported during this period was $55,207 with royalty payments 


received by OME of $2,760.

The OMI Field Officer, Region I, noted in his November 10, 1970 


inspection report that the mining operations were continuing on 


a very restricted basis and that only two men were working under-


ground. OME has received no royalty payments since the settlement 


for ore sold in late September 1970. 


•	 An Agreement of Merger, dated December 1, 1970 between Beardsley 


Gulch Mining Company and Bayhorse Minerals, Inc., took effect on 


December 30, 1970. The two corporations were combined into one 


and hereafter the corporation is known as the Bayhorse Minerals 


Inc. The Agreement of Merger states inpart: 


"....all debts, liabilities, and duties ; of the respective 
constitutent corporation.. . . shall thenceforth attach to the 
surviving corporation and may be enforced against it to the 
same extent as if said debts, liabilities, obligations and 
duties had been incurred or contracted by jt...."

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We examined the cash receipts records in the Branch of Budget and 


Finance, Administrative Division, Geological Survey, and reviewed 


the contract files of the Office of Minerals Exploration (OME) 


pertaining to royalty due to the Government on the value of production 


from the property included in Contract 2219 with Beardsley Gulch 


Mining Company, Inc. (Operator). The review was made during February 


1970 at Wasington, D.C. 


Under the terms of this contract, the Operator is obligated to pay 


the Government a 5-percent royalty on the value of any production from 


the land specified in this contract for a period of 12 years from the 


date of the contract (July 14, 1966), or until the total net amount 


($33,324)'contributed by the Government to the exploration costs, with 


simple interest at 6-3/4 percent, shall have been repaid, whichever 


occurs first. 


A prior review completed January 1969, reported that , during the period 


October 26, 1968, to'. January 14, 1969, the value , of production was 


$20,824 and that royalty payments of $1,041 had been received by OME. 


The present review covers production from January 22 to December 12, 


1969, the date of the last royalty payment received by 01€ from the 


Operator. During this period the value of production was $46,038 


and royalty payments received by 01€ were $2,302; 


A royalty inspection made by 01€, Region I, Field officer on September 4, 


1969, revealed that mining was being done in the Beardsley Gulch mine 
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and a new stope had been driven above the main level. The field 


officer' also stated that most of the high-grade shipping ore that was 


stockpiled at the mine in June had been sold and only a few tons 


remain. Smelter settlement sheets show that this ore contains about 


20 percent lead and about 45 ounces silver per ton.

We reviewed the contract files of the Of fice of Minerals Exploration 


(OME) pertaining to their minerals exploration Contract No. 2219 


with Beardsley Gulch Mining Company, Inc. (Operator), and examined 


the records in the Branch of Budget and Finance, Administrative 


Division, Geological Survey. This review made at Washington, D. C. 


during January 1969, covered the nine months extension to October 14, 


1968, granted by Amendments Nos. 5 and 6. 


The contract was awarded July 14, 1966, for $44,680, the total 


estimated cost of the contract, with ONE participation on a 75 percent 


basis. The contract provided for certain exploratory mining opera-


tions to be performed by the Operator on land consisting of three 


patented claims and three unpatented claims in the Bayhorse District, 


Custer County, Idaho. The exploration was to be performed by trench-


in&, drifting, and crosscutting, long-hole drilling, and raising for 


silver-bearing ore bodies in or near the Hoffman shear zone and the 


K-7 vein in the Bayhorse Dolomite of Cambrian Age underlying the 


Ramshore s,jiate of. Ordovician Age. 


Repayment of disbursed Federal funds plus simple interest at 6-3/4 


percent was to be made on the basis of established royalties of all 


minerals and metals produced from the land during the exploratory 


operation and for a period of 12 years from the date of the contract 


1
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should a certificate of possible productionbe-tnade byONE. Work 


under the contract started August 15, 1966, and was completed on 


October l4,l968. 


Amendment No. 6 divided the work under this contract into three 


stages, established that the total costs of Stage I and II be limited 


to those accepted through January 31, 1968, and that the balance of 


the funds, $14,263, remaining under the contract was to be applied 


to the costs of Stage III. 


The units of work authorized and paid under this contract are summa-


rized on Exhibit I. We believe that the claimed and accepted costs 


for $44,432, and the ONE participation on the 75 percent basis for 


$33,324, were proper under the terms of the contract. 


The ONE inspector, in his final inspection report of November 19, 


1968, recommended that a certificate of possible production be issued. 


The ONE contract files do not indicate that this certificate was 


issued. The Operator in his final report of December 3, 1968, 


stated that they were producing 15 to 20 tons per day of ore 


averagingabout 32.5 ounces of silver and 10 percent lead, and that 


they hoped to produce at least 700 tons of such ore during the last 


quarter of 1968. 


The ONE contract files contained evidence of nine ore shipments from 


October 1968 to January 1969. Eight of these shipments were 
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sold to. American Smelting and Refining Company, and one to Inter-


national Smelting and Refining Company. Royalties earned.and 


paid 'were ç 24 , and Ti,respectively.

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Report of Review-Contract 2219

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We examined the disbursement records in the Branch of Budget and 


Finance, Administrative Division, Geological Survey, and reviewed 


the contract files of the Office of Minerals Exploration (OM), per-


taining to the subject minerals exploration contract. The review 


was made at Washington, D. C. on March 18, and 19, 1968. 


This contract contemplated certain exploration to be performed by 


the Operator at a total estimated actual cost of $L iii, 68O , with 


Government participation, on a 75 percent basis, amounting to $33,510. 


The contract has been amended five times, principally to allow for 


changes mutually agreed upon as desirable in furthering the explo-


ration. None of these amendments changed the total estimated actual 


cost of the project or the amount of the Government's participation. 


Amendment No. 5 provided for a suspension in the work for a period 


ending not later than April 1, 1968. 


The purpose of the present audit review is to determine the propriety 


of settlements already made with the Operator for acceptable explo-


ration work performed prior to the current recess in the work and 


to establish the balance that may be expended, within the contract 


terms, for conducting certain exploration work now deemed to be 


desirable based on information obtained as a result of the work already 


accomplished.
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The Operator has claimed costs on vouchers submitted for work performed 


through January 1968, aggregating $32,2L16.97. OME has disallowed 


$1,829.97, of claimed costs as not proper under the contract, has 


approved costs aggregating $3O,L17.2O, and has determined the amount 


payable to the Operator to be $22,812.89. The latter amount, less 


$200 withheld from settlement pending resumption of exploration work, 


has been paid to the Operator. 


We find the settlements made by OM to date to be proper and in con-


formity with the contract as amehded by Amendments Nos. 1 through 5. 


We further find that the unexpended estimated actual costs amount 


to $11i-,262.8O of which the Government's proportion, on the 75 percent 


basis, amounts to $10,697.11. 


Exhibit I of this audit report summarizes the amended contract terms, 


accepted costs, and the unexpended balance.

EXPLORATION CONTRACT 
BEARDSLEY GULCH MINING CO., INC. 


OME-6495 


Amendment No. 6 


It.is agreed this	 8th day of April, 1968, between the 
United States of America, acting through the Department of the 
Interior, U. S. Geological Survey, hereinafter called the 
"Government," and Beardsley Gulch Mining Co., Inc., herein-
after called the "Operator," that Exploration Contract 2219 (OME-6495), 
dated July 14, 1966, as amended, is further amended effective 
April 1, 1968, as follows: 


1. The time fixed by Article 1 (a) of the contract as amended by 
Amendments Nos. 2 and 5 for completion of the work is extended 
from twenty-four (24) to twenty-seven (27) months from the date of 
the contract, or until October 14, 1968. 


2.	 (a) Work under the contract may be suspended during 
the period beginning April 1, 1968, and ending not later than July 1, 
1968.


(b) The Government shall not contribute to any costs of 
rehabilitation or repair which in its opinion would not have occurred 
had there been no suspension of the work. 


(c) The Operator, at its own cost and expense, without 
contribution 'by the Government during the period of suspension, 
shall preserve and protect the project work. 


3. In Exhibit A under the heading General Provisions: 


(a) The eighth paragraph is revised to read as follows: 


"The work shall be divided into three stages. 
No work shall be performed under Stages I and II 
after January 31, 1968. The Operator shall perform 
as much of the Stage Ill work as has the prior 
approval of the Government."

(b) A new paragraph is added reading as follows: 


'Slusher drifts and slusher raises shall be not 
less than 35 square feet in cross section area. 


4. Under the heading Description of the Work five new paragraphs 
comprising Stage III are added reading as follows: 


Stage III 


(a) Extend K-7 tunnel level by drifting and crosscutting 
in the vicinity of Raise 1 to further explore the Hoffman shear zone 
and K-7 vein. Approximately 100 feet of drift and crosscut may be 
required of which about 15 feet may require timber support. Long-
holes may be drilled to test the area prior to drifting and cross-
cutting. Any footage allowed for slusher drifts remaining after 
slusher drifting is completed in Raise 1 may be applied to slusher 
drifting on the K-? tunnel level to explore the Hoffman shear zone 
and K-7 vein.


(b) Test by long-hole drilling the direction and extent 
of mineralized structures exposed in Raise 1 at about the 145-foot 
or Upper Adit level, the 95- to 105-foot interval, and the 65- to 
72-foot interval. 


(c) If the long-hole drill cuttings indicate continuity of 
mineralized material extending at least 25 feet beyond the outline 
of the raise, slusher drifts or slusher raises not exceeding 50 feet 
in length may be driven on the structure. 


(d) Not more than two slusher drifts or slusher raises 
may be driven at each of the three levels described above. 


(e) A long-hole extending at least 25 feet beyond the 
outline of Raise 1 shall be drilled into each of the walls where no 
mineralized structure is exposed to explore for unknown ore 
bodies at or near each of the levels described. A slusher drift 
may be driven to explore any ore bodies found by drilling. 
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5. Under the heading Estimated Costs of the Project, the 
following new paragraphs are added: 


The total costs of Stages I and II are limited to those 
accepted through January 31, 1968. These were $4, 106. 00 and 
$26, 311. 20, respectively, for a total of $30, 417. 20 as determined 
by audit completed in March 1968. The balance of funds, 
$14, 262. 80, remaining under the contract shall be applied to the 
costs of Stage III.

Justification for Amendment No. 6 


This amendment was prp*ed in response to written requests from, the 
Operator's General Manager dated February 7 and March 5, 1968, a 
conference with the General Manager in Washington, D. C., on March 1, 
and a review and reconunendation by the Field Officer, Region I 
dated February 23, 1968. 


The amendment allows an additional 3-months recesé in order that 
operations can await possible settlement of a labor strike at the 
smelter where the Operator sells his ore. The strike has been in 
force since July 1967 and the Operator's cash' reserve is too low 
to risk resumption of work until ore shipments can be reäumed.

The Operator in a letter dated December 11, 1967 to the Field Officer, 
Region I) points out three reasons why it is unlikely that the raise

The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods,-sha-ll haye access to and the fright. to exndne al pertinetook, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. If work under this ontract is carried on In conjunction with any—other 
operations, or If labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly re-
ports in three sectionsas follows: 	 C	 -. 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work per-


formed; and 
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate 


engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance In mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government; however, the original of 
the Operator's Monthly Voucher shall be supported by documentary evidence, such as certified copies or 
transcripts of payrolls and invoices, for all costs claimed under Article 6 (a) (1).) 
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(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 


contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two 
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e. ) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
payment of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs, of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(1) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Echibit A by

producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
No costs of the Operator or Producer are deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is 
here used.


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or other 
production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon' each lot sold, held, or 
used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold. production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 'lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Government, at its 
option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on the value of 
such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Government elects 
to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufacturing or fabricating 
operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on such production shall be 
computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so used. "Value" as here used 
means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal 
income tax determination or the market value, whichever is greater.
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liquidated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each individual lab-
orer or mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, 
in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in 
excess of eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the over-
time wages required by the. clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. --The U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or subcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARPICLE 15. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 
of labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, rt 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (1O U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
871 ) are made a part of this .contract by reference. The Operator will comply with these regulations 
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary 
of labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions.

EXHIBIT A 


The purpose of this project is to explore by. trenching, 
drifting, crosscutting, and raising for'silver-bearing ore bodies 
occurring in or near the Hoffman shear zone and the K-7 vein in the 
Bayhorse Dolomite of Cambrian age underlying the Ramshorn slate of 
Ordovician age.


General Provisions 


A bulldozer no smaller than an International TD 18-181 or - 
equivalent unit of any other make shall be used for trenching. 


All significantly mineralized areas exposed by the trenching 
and by underground exploratory workings shall be sampled. A repre-
sentative bulk sample shall be collected from each round broken in 
mineralized rock. Channel samples shall be cut normal to the trends 
of the deposits at intervals of not more than 5 feet. 


Samples shall be split as necessary and assayed for gold, 
silver, lead, and zinc. Assays for copper shall be made if samples 
indicate significant copper mineralization. The Operator shall store 
one split of each sample in a suitable container properly identified as 
to source and location for Government inspection and possible use. 
With prior Government approval, the Operator may dispose of the stored 


samples.


True copies of assay certificates of all samples shall be 
submitted with the Operator t s monthly reports, which shall also 
include maps or sketches showing the work completed during the 
reporting period, the location, width, and assay values of the samples, 
and the general geologic formations and structures traversed by the 
workings or exposed in the trenches. 


The Operator shall provide such supervision, labor, and 
technical services as may be required to complete the work ma 


satisfactory manner. 


No trenching or underground work shall be done within 100 
feet of the exterior boundaries of the land indicated by heavy outline 
on the map showing the Operator's property rights (Figure 1).

The locati.n, direction, and extent of each work item shall 
be subject to Government approval. 


The work shall be divided into two stages. The Operator 
shall complete all of Stage I or as much as is necessary to explore the 
projected trace of the Hoffman shear zone and intersecting K-7 vein. 
Approval of Stage II shall be dependent upon favorable geological 
evidence and assay results having been obtained in Stage I, and shall 
have prior written authorization of the Government. 


New and rehabilitated drifts and crosscuts shall be not less 
than 5 by 7 feet in cross section and shall be timbered as necessary 
using standard 8- by 8-inch drift sets or equivalent round timber. In 
rehabilitated workings and in new workings, mine rails shall be not 
less than 15-pound size, air lines not less than 2-inch diameter, water 
lines not less than 1-inch diameter, and ventilation pipe not less than 
14-inch diameter. 


Raises shall be 5 by 7 feet in cross section, and be 
divided into a manway and chute by a row of. 8- by 8-inch stulls with 
3-inch lagging nailed to the stulls on the chute side. Slusher drifts 
and raises shall be timbered as necessary for ground support. 


Description of the Work 


The approximate locations of the work described are shown 
in yellow for Stage I and in green for Stage ii on Figure 2, entitled 
"Map Showing Proposed Trenching and Underground Exploration, Beardsley 
Gulch Mining Co., Inc., Custer County, Idaho" which is attached hereto 
and made part hereof.


Stage I 


West of Beardsley Gulch On the terrace in the slope east 
of the road and starting from a point not less than 100 feet from the 
Hood claim, bulldoze a trench in a northeasterly direction to locate 
and expose the Hoffman shear zone and possibly the K-7 vein at the 
intersection with the Hoffman shear zone, Approximately 300 feet of 
trenching may be required. The rock formations, veins, shear zones 
and mineralized material shall be mapped and the mineralized material 
sampled and assayed. 


If the intersection of Hoffman shear zone with K-7 •vein is 
not exposed in the trenches, and if geological evidence warrants, a 
slusher drift shall be driven on a grade approximately parallel to 
the slate-dolomite contact in a westerly direction on the best 
mineralized structure in Hoffman shear zone in the Bayhorse Dolomite 
for not more than 75 feet or to K-7 vein, whichever is the shorter 
distance.
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Stage II 


•	 The start of Stage II shall be dependent upon the presence 
of geological structures and mineralized material warranting additional 
exploration as disclosed by bulldozing and slusher drifting in Stage I, 
and is subject to prior written approval by the Government. 


•	 Before drifting, crosscutting, and raising can be started 
under Stage II, approximately 790 feet of K-7 tunnel shall be 
rehabilitated from the portal to the face at approximately 325 feet 
northeast of the Hood claims as indicated on Figure 2. 


To further explore K-7 vein and the Hoffman shear zone at 
depth, extend K-7 tunnel as adrift or crosscut in a southwesterly 
direction to the Hoffman shear zone but not closer than 100 feet to 
the Hood claim. 


If the Hoffman structure is intersected in K-7 tunnel and 
is significantly mineralized, or if results of Stage I exploration 
warrant driving a raise on a predetermined bearing toward a target 
area, a raise totalling not more than 200 feet shall be driven on or 
toward the Hoffman structure starting at approximately the position 
indicated for Raise 1, Stage II on Figure 2. 


If K-7 tunnel is rehabilitated in order to explore the 
primary target area, the Hoffman shear zone, a secondary target may 
be explored from a point in K-7 tunnel about 300 feet from the portal 
indicated for Raise 2, Stage II on Figure 2. A raise not exceeding 
50 feet may be driven from this point along a mineralized easterly-
striking vein or to the contact of the Bayhorse Dolomite with the 
overlying Ramshorn Slate, whichever is reached first.

The claim map requested in our letter of February 214. , 1966, to Mr. 
Wheeler was received this morning. As Wheeler has advised me that 
he expects to call on you after March 6, which I presume will be 
on Monday, the 7th, I hope the enclosed Washington docket copy 
will reach you in time. Also refer to Exhibit C-11 with the appli-
cation. 


In area 5 a 1 on the enclosed map, I am recommending drilling from 
the road just west of the old ore bin (Exhibit C_ Il), and, if success-


2 ful, some winzing. I lack time now to make a geometric determination 
of whether the winze . will cross into the Mable claim, but in case 
it should, that claim will have to be included. Exploratory work 
will also be recommended in area 5 a 2 involving possible extension 
of the K-ij.evel to the southwest. Therefore, the Clarklaim will 
also be necessary. 


I recall many cases in the past where the inclusion of parts of 
claims has not been accepted and that is what concerns me. Wheeler 
is aware of my concern and will probably wish to discuss this matter 
with you. The question of property will be covered in my report 
which is about completed, but for discussion with Wheeler, it can 
be si.mmarized as follows: No work within 100 feet of an exterior 
boundary will be recommended, and none will be recommended on any 
of the overlapping claims. However, the Hood 1160 patented claim 
overlaps part of the unpatented. Clark claim and the Excelsior 1414 
and Beard.sley Extension 145 patented claims overlie parts of the 
unpatented Mable claim.

3. Physical Description 


(a) The old Beardsley orebody outcrops near the SE corner of Beardsley 
#38 patented claim. It is formed as a dolomite wall rock replace-
ment on top of a thin interbedded shale unit at the base of the 
Pacific ore horizon along the NE, striking essentially vertical 
Beardsley fissure. The ore was up to 20 feet wide at the shale 
dolomite contact but gradually pinched out upward in 75 to 100 
feet.

Thus','the ore is at the top of 
the Pacific ore horizon whereas the ore itt the Bayhorse dolomite 
is else!here essentially exclusively in the lower half of the Pacific 
ore horizon. The Pacific ore horizon is about 200 feet of the 
Bayhorse dolomite between the underlying interbedded slate (shale) 
and the Ordovican Ramshorn slate caprock. Mines in the lower 
half of the Pacific ore horizon are the Pacific, Old Beardsley, 
Riverview, Forest Rose and' probably Silver Brick. The position of 
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the ore in the Keno is not known. Production from the lower 
half of the Pacific ore horizon was about $5,000,000 at present 
metal prices, whereas production from the upper half or top of 
the horizon is no more than $250,000 and came essentially 
exclusively from the Hoffman workings. 


The new Beardsley (Hoffman) workings rakes essentially due east 
down under the Rainshorn slate caprock. Many small but rich 
north and northeast striking veins with only a few feet.of displace-
ment cross the orebody. It appears that the ore fluids were fed 
into an east trending shatter zone by the small veins and spread 
out and filled in the shatter zone between veins. 


Umont conducted induced polarization surveys in the Beardsley 
area, but could get no response fimi the highly oxidized ore 
remnants in the Hoffman stope. IP anomalies to the north and 
northwest of the Hoffman stope were explored and were found to be 
caused by pyrite in slate which was unoxidized because of the dense 
impermeable nature of the slate. 


The Hoffman workings, on the basis of a composite sample cut 
from ore left in pillars and edges of the stope, yielded ore 
assaying about 42 àunces of silver per ton, 17.0 percent Pb and 
5.0 percent zinc. The ore is oxidized and zinc is not recoverable. 


The old Beardaley orebody, judging by court records, yielded ore 
assaying about 76.5 ozs. of silver per ton and 25.9 percent Pb. 
Zinc and copper were undoubtedly present in small amounts, but 
since the ore is oxidized and selective flotation was not used, no 
credit was given for either. 


(b) Production from the old Beardsley stope and the Hoffman stope was 
long before Umont appeared on the scene. Umont in a joint venture 
with Sidney Mining Company in 1958 to 1962 tried to revive the mines 
after they were closed. Umont is now associated with Beardsley 
Gulch Mining Co., Inc. 


(c) We do not have complete production figures for the Beardsley and 
Hoffman orebodies. Bunker:Uull Company estimated the production 
at $3,000,000 to $3,500,000. We believe the Beardsley mine yielded 
about 30,000 tons of ore worth about $100 per ton in the mine. We 
believe the Hoffman. orebody yielded about 4,500 tons of ore worth 
about $60.00 per ton in the mine. In-mine value of ore is the value 
of ore in place after deducting freight and smelter charges. 
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Cd) Thereare no blockable ore reserves, but there are a few tons of 
pillar and remnant ore in both the Beardsley and Hoffman stopes. 


(e) The geologic setting of the Beardsley and Hoffman ore is described 
under (a) above. Both orebodies are highly oxidized. Galena and 
straw-colored sphalerite are rare. Sand carbonate (cerussits) 
as well as the more massive cerussite are common. Smithsonite 
is present but not easily recognized. Green and yellow copper 
stains are common as an oxidation product of argentian-tetrahedite. 
Fine grained quartz of white to colorless variety is found in both 
mines, but is far more abundant in the Hoffman mine than in the 
Beardsley mine. 


(f) We expect to fin2ore in the following places for the following reasons: 


(1) In the basal part of the Pacific Ore Horizon under the west 
projection of the Hoffman orebody because the Hoffman ore-
body environment, the top of the Pacific Ore Horizon, is 
thought to be only about 1/20th as good an environment for 
ore as the basal part of the Pacific Ore Horizon. See Exhibit 
ç2. If the ore is found at C2, exploration will be triggered in 
C3 environments. See plate 21 for detail. 


(2) In the Hoffman ore horizon, at the top of the Pacific ore 
horizon, on the west side of Beardsley Gulch. We expect 
ore there because there is no evidence that the Hoffman 
orebody does not project across to the west side of the canyon. 
Talus covers the contact where the ore should be, and relatively 
inexpensive bulldozer work will expose the ore if it is present. 
See the lii = 500 foot scale Exhibit Bi and Exhibit C4, a 1" = 
100 foot scale map. 


(3) In the cave, which is 150 feet in from the portal if K7 adit 
on the west side of the workings. We suspect that the cave 
could be the result of oxidation slumpage over an orebody. 
Relatively inexpensive excavation in the cave should test 
the possibility. See the map of K7 adit and Anomaly D Area, 
Exhibit C4. We found so much scattered mineralization in our 
drilling from the road 150 feet east that we feel the cave should 
be checked for an orebody that we might have missed. 


(4) Above the workings over the showing of rich silver-lead-copper 
ore which is 300 feet in from the portal of K7 Adit. We 
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attempted to drift along the mineralization, but we ran out of 
mineralization in a few feet. It now appears that the ore, if 
present, develops upward and may be capped by Rainshorn 
slate and be a spur off of a Hoffman-type orebody. An orebody, 
if it does exist, may be a continuation of the one expected in 
the cave described under item #3 above. Refer to the map 
of the K7 Adit and Anomaly D Area, Exhibit C4. 


(g) The maps and exhibits referred to above are enclosed in duplicate. 
In addition there are two 1" = 500 ft. scale geologic and claim maps 
of the area. 


4. Accessibility of Property 


(a) Dooley P • Wheeler, Jr., will meet the ONE representative at the 
Challis Transportation Office, Challis, Idaho, on the date set 
f or the examination of the proposed ONE projects. The project 
area is 11 miles by road from Challis up the Salmon River, thence 
3 miles west up Bayhorse Canyon, thence 3/4 of a mile south up 
Beardsley Gulch. The first 11 miles are paved. All mine workings 
are easily accessible. 


(b) The project area is about 65 miles from the railhead at Mackay, 
Idaho. 


Most of the supplies for small mining operations are available at 
Bayhorse or Challis. 


5. Exploration Work 


(a) (1) Exploration of the Lower Pacific Ore Horizon west of and 
under the Hoffman stope, described under 3 (f) (1) above, 
will be done by bulldozer or loader and truck as illustrated 
in Plate 21; if the bulldozer cannot get to bedrock and explore 
the area expected to have ore, a N-S fence of short diamond 
drill holes will be used to complete the exploration. We estimate 
that 20 days of bulldozer, truck and loader work and four short 
drill holes will accomplish our preliminary objectives. If ore 
is encountered 100 linear feet of inclined shaft or winzing 
will be needed to explore same. 


(2) Exploration of the extension of the Hoffman orebody on the 
west side of Beardsley Gulch. See Exhibit Bi and C4. This, 
we estimate, will require 15 days of bulldozer work in order to 
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expose ore, if it exists. Discovery of a showing of ore will 
require 100 linear feet of raising to explore the ore, and 
extension of K7 adit and a raise therefrom may be needed. 


(3) Exploration of the cavern (part 3 (f) (3) above), we estimate, 
will require no more than 30 linear feet of excavation 
essentially on the level in order to break into ore if it 
exists. The work will be accomplished by slusher drifting 
or inclined winzing or raising, in the beginning. If an 
orebody is encountered raise on ore for 100 feet to explore 
same. 


(4) Exploration of the showing of silver-lead-copper ore 300 
feet in from the portal of K7 adit will require up to 30 
feet or raising. If an orebody is found 100 feet of exploratory 
raising along it will be required. Exhibit C4. 


Note: All maps referred to under 3 (f) and (g) above apply 
to 5 (a) (1), (2), (3) and (4). 


(b) Short access roads will be required but they are allowed for in the 
estimation of bulldozer exploration costs. The roads are shown 
on the 1" = 500' geologic map. 


(c) If the ONE loan is approved by September 15, 1965, work will be started 
by September 25, 1965, and will be finished by December 15, 1965, 
except for the 100 foot long winzes and/or raises on ore. The 
winzes and raises should be finished by early 1966. 


6. Experience 


Dooley P. Wheeler, Jr., who will be directly in charge of the work 
has had two years' experience as a miner and mill operator, seven years 
of engineering and geological training culminating in a masters degree 
from UC Beriteley and 25 years of experience as a resident and 
exploration geologist. 


During the last 25 years geological work in the USA, Mexico, Canada, 
Alaska, Peru, Venezuela, Spanish Morocco, Spain and Nigeria has 
occupied most. of Wheeler's time, but he has' been in charge of mining 
operations in Butte (Norwich), Montana and Durango and Copala, Mexico. 
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R. H. Wadhams and L. P. Evans, Jr., who are officers of the company, 
are experienced in the legal and accounting phases of mining and have 
far more than average experience.in.the general. problems of mining. 
Theywere both educated at Yale in the Sheffield Scientific School.

The Beardsley Gulch mine was idle when I stopped there briefly on 
Thursday, Sept. l, 1972 . Mr. Mathew J. Hrebar, Mining Engineer for 
NL Industries, Inc. was at the offices, however, and told me of recent 
developments in the area. NL Industries, Inc. has control of both 
the Beardsley Gulch and the Pacific mines. They are exploring the 
Pacific mine by diamond drilling and apparently have delineated a minable 
fluorite ore body. Mr. Hrebar said that they were starting a short adit 
and planned to begin mining. The ore averages about 25 percent CaF2 and 
is in a relatively flat-dipping zone. At one or two places there is 
base-metal and silver ore beneath the fluorspar. The ore will have to 
be up-graded prior to selling; a concentrator will be built and will be 
located in such a place that the nearby mountain streams will not be 
polluted. 


Apparently NL Industries, Inc. does not plan to mine ore from the Beardsley 
Gulch mine in the near future.

We examined the cash receipts record in the Branch of Budget and 


Finance, Administration Division, Geological Survey, and reviewed 


the contract files of the Office of Minerals Exploration (OME) 


pertaining to royalty due the Government on the value of produc-


tion from the property included in Contract 2219 with Beardsley 


Gulch Mining Company, Inc. (Operator). The review was made during 


June 1971 at Washington, D..C, 


The contract, as amended, provides that the Operator shall pay the 


Government a 5 percent royalty on the value of any production from 


the property specified in this contract for a period of 12 years 


from the date of the amended contract, July 1966, or until the 


Government's participation in the exploration costs, $33,324, is 


repaid with simple interest at 6 3/4 percent, whichever occurs first. 


Two royalty reviews were made on this contract, one completed in 


January 1969 and the other in February 1970 covering the period 


October 26, 1968, through December 12, 1969. Royalty payments 


of $3,343 were received by OME on production, valued at $66,862. 


The present review covers production from January 22 through 


September 28, 1970, the date of the last royalty payment received 


by	 No ore production reports or royalty payments were received 


from September 28, 1970, through May 31, 1971. The value of produc-


tion reported during this period was $55,207 with royalty payments 


reived by 0MB of $2,760.

he OME Field OEficer, Region I, noted in his November .10, 1970 


LflSpCCtlOfl report that the mining operations were continuing on 


a Very restricted basis and that only two men were working under-


ground. ONE has received no royalty payments since the settlement 


Eor ore sold in late September 1970. 


An Agreement of Merger, dated December 1, 1970 between Beardsley 


Gulch Mining Company and Bayhorse Minerals, Inc., took effect on 


December 30, 1970. The two corporations were combined into one 


and hereafter the corporation is known as the Bayhorse Minerals 


Inc. The Agreement of Merger states inpart: 


"....all debts, liabilities, and duties of the respective 


constituteflt corporation.1 ... shall thenceforth attach to the 


surviving corporation and may be enforced against it to the 
same extent as if said debts, liabilities, obligations and 
duties had been incurred or contracted by it... ."

I stopped briefly at Bayhorse, Idaho, on Wednesday afternoon, 
June 9, 1971, to learn the current status of the Beardsley 
Gulch Mine. Bayhorse Minerals, Inc. merged with Beardsley 
Gulch Mining Company, Inc., on December 21, 1970. Later, 
sometime in March 1917, National Lead Company made an agree-
ment with Bayhorse Minerals Inc. to explore certain properties 
which included the Beardsley group of claims. 


Mrs. Margie Broderick, wife of Jon P. Broderick, Senior Geologist, 
National Lead Company, was staying in the house adjacent to 
the old mill in Bayhorse and gave me some information concerning 
current developments. The Beardsley Gulch mine is idlè (our 
records show that the last ore was shipped Sept. 12, 1970).

I apologize for .the lengthy delay in replying to your letter of 
March 3l but our lawyers have .been somewhat slow in . responding 
to our request for comments on the letter. 


I believe your question as to ultimate responsibility for ONE 
royalties is answered by the enclosed two photocopies of the 


/ Agreement of Merger between Bayhorse Minerals, Inc., and 
c,4tJY Beardsley Gulch Mining Co., Inc., dated December 1, 1970, which 


took effect on December 30, 1970, upon filing in the office of 
the Vermont Secretary of State. Under Article IV of the Agreement, 
Bayhorse took over all of Beardsley's assets and liabilities, which 
would include the federal government's rights to royalties on the 
land previously held by Beardsley under the ONE lien. You will 
note the language "that all rights of creditors and all liens 
upon the property of either of the constituent corporations shall 
be preserved unimpaired, and all debts, liabilities, obligations 
and duties of the respective constituent corporations, . . 
shall thenceforth attach to the surviving corporation and may be 
enforced against it to the same extent as if said debts, liabilities, 
obligations and duties had been incurred or contracted by it." Thus, 
in sum, Beardsley no longer exists but Bayhorse has assumed all of 
Beardsley's ONE obligations. 


I am also enclosing a copy of Umont's letter to Bayhorse, dated 
December 21, 1970, prior to the merger, advising Bayhorse of the 
existence of the ONE lien as required by the lien and subordination 
agreement.

INTRODUCTION 


This report summarizes an ONE exploratiOn project for silver ore bodies 
in Cambrian dolomite on the west side of Beardsley Creek about 1/2 mile 
north of Bayhorse, Idaho. The contract, dated July 14, 1966, for a 
total of $44,680 of which the Government would contribute 75 percent or 
$33,510, was amended 6 times. Work started in August 1966 and completed 
in October 1968, consisted of 63 hours bulldozing, 193 feet slusher 
drifts and raises, 153.5 feet timbered raises, 225 feet regular drifts 
and crosscuts, 784 feet longhole drilling, and 49 feet timbering in drifts 
and crosscuts. Total cost was $44,432, of which the Government contributed 
$33,324. Three small ore bodies were found; indicated reserves are 6700 
tons averaging 0.02 ounces gold and 3-35 ounces silver per ton, 2-10 percent 
lead, and 2-8 percent zinc. Additional inferred reserves are about equal 
to the indicated reserves. The Government issued a Certification of 
Possible Production on February 14, 1969, under which royalties are due to 
the Government on all production from the land described in the contract 
until July 14, 1978, or until the total amount contributed by the Government 
is fully repaid with interest at the rate of 6-3/4 percent per annum, which-
ever occurs first. 


Crude ore sales between October 11, 1968 and February 12, 1970, totalled 
1679.113 tons that averaged 0.026 ounces gold and 32.58 ounces silver per 
ton, 10.83 percent lead, 8.31 percent zinc, and 0.73 percent copper. In 	 \\\ 


April 1970 small scale mining continued and diamond drilling was searching 
for extensions of known ore at the property.

The Operator was in possession of the Beardsley, Beardsley N. Extension, 
Beardsley Extension Fraction, Mabel, and Clark claims by virtue of a 
Lease Agreement dated August 20, 1965, between Umont Mining, Inc., and 
Beardsley Gulch Mining Co., Inc., whereby Umont Mining, Inc., assigned 
its Option Agreement dated June 1, 1964, with Bayhorse Mines, Inc., 
including underlying leases, to Beardsley Gulch Mining Co., Inc. An 
amendment to Lease Agreement dated May 13, 1966, added the Butte unpatented 
claim to the original group of five claims. 
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The property can be reached by driving 11 miles south from Challis, Idaho 
on U. S. Highway 93, thence cross the Salmon River and continue west 3 
miles on a dirt road to the old settlement of Bayhorse, thence uphill to 
the north on a switchback road for about 1/2 mile. Altitudes at the mine 
range from 6400 to 7000 feet; tops of surrounding hills are at altitudes 
of more than 10,000 feet. 


Extensive underground workings are on both sides of Beards ley Gulch 
(Figure 1), and date back to the earliest days of mining in the area 
(1880-1890). The workings on the east side of the Gulch for the most 
part are inaccessible; the K-7 and connected working on the west side 
of the. gulch have been rehabilitated. 


GEOLOGY 


Silver-lead-zinc ore bodies in the Beardsley Gulch area are replacements 
in the upper 200 feet of theBayhorse Dolomite of Cambrian age (Ross, 
1937, p. 125-129). The ore bodies occur parallel to bedding near to the 
overlying Ramshorn Slate of Ordovician age and also adjacent to steeply 
dipping faults. The slate and dolomite are part of the faulted east limb 
of an anticline that plunges gently to the north. 


The Beardsley and Excelsior ore bodies are credited with a production of 
1,500,000 ounces of silver and 15,000 tons of lead from ore averaging 
60 percent lead and 60 ounces silver per ton.. (Ross, 1937, p. 128). 
The ore body is reported to have been 100-200 feet long, 1-20 feet wide 
and to have been followed to a depth of 500 feet. 


The Hoffman stope (figure 1) lies immediately below the Ramshorn Slate, 
has been mined to widths of 10-40 feet, and followed to a distance of 
320 feet down an average dip of about 20°E. (Ross, 1937, p. 129). 


The ore is a mixture of argentiferous lead, zinc carbonates, and tetrahedrite. 


According to the Operator, there are two main ore zones in the area. One 
referred to as the Hoffman ore zone,, is at the very top of the Bayhorse 
Dolomite, and contains tabular or mantolike ore bodies whose long dimen-
sions are parallel to the dolomite-slate contact. The other referred to 
as the Pacific ore zone, is in dolomite above interbedded slate that is 
about 200 feet below the top of the Bayhorse Dolomite. 


The ore bodies are elongate along steeply dipping faults that my have 
acted as feeders for the mineralizing solutions. The Hoffman and Beardsley 
stopes trend at nearly right angles to the axis of the north-plunging 
anticline, and this might reflect the orientation of extension faults that 
formed during the folding. The ore bodies discovered by the ONE work are 
elongate along the northeast-trending K-7 fault, which also might be an 
extension fault subparallel to the plunge of the fold. 
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The source for the ore is unknown. Deep diamond drillitig by a former 
lessee of the property discovered thick quartz porphyry that might be 
part of a sill. •The Operator reported, however, that no skarn had 
formed adjacent to the igneous rock and it seems improbable that the 
ore minerals originated from the intrusive. 


Several north-trending faults have offset the contact between the 
Bayhorse Dolomite and Ramshorn Slate. The Operator's mapping indicated 
to him that the slate has been downdropped along Beardsley Gulch; if 
true, the western extension of the Hoffman ore body could be underneath 
slate exposed near the portal of the K-7 adit. Diamond drilling to 
test this possibility was part of the Operator's originally proposed 
explorat.ion, but was not included in the ONE contract. 


Another objective of the Operator's, and one that was included in the 
contract, was to explore the intersection of the westward projection 
of the Hoffman ore body with the northeast-trending K-7 fault. 


PURPOSE OF PROJECT 


The purpose of the project was to explore by trenching, drifting, cross-
cutting, and raising for silver-bearing ore bodies occurring in or near 
the Hoffman shear zone and the K-7 vein in the Bayhorse Dolomite of 
Cambrian age underlying the Ramshorn Slate of Ordovician age. 


CONTRACT 


The contract, No. 2219, dated July 14, 1966, required that work start on 
or before August 15, 1966, and be completed within 12 months from the 
date of the contract. The work was to be divided into two stages as 
follows: 


Stage_I 


Bulldoze a trench in a northeasterly direction on the west side of 
Beardsley Gulch to expose the Hoffman shear zone and possibly the K-7 
vein at the intersection with the Hoffman shear zone. 


If conditions warrant it, a slusher drift shall be driven for not more 
than 75 feet in a westerly direction to the K-7 vein. 


Stage II 


Rehabilitate approximately 790 feet of the K-7 tunnel. 


Extend the K-7 tunnel as a drift or crosscut in a southwesterly direction 
to further explore the K-7 vein and Hoffman shear zone at depth, to not 
closer than 100 feet from the Hood claim. 
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Raise not more than . 200 feet on the Hoffman structure. 


Raise not more than 50 feet to explore a secondary target about 300 feet 
from the portal of the K-7 adit. If an ore body is find, explore it an 
additional 100 feet with a slusher drift or inclined raise.

Amendment No. 6, dated April 8, 1968, made major modifications in the 
contract and provided for Stage III work, as follows: 


1. Extended time for ôomfletion of the work from 24 to 27 months. 


2. Permitted suspension of contract work during the period 
beginning April 1, 1968, and ending not later than July 1, 1968. 


3. Revised paragraph 8 under General Provisions to read as follows: 


"The work shall be divided into three stages. No work 
• shall be performed under Stages I and II after January 31, 1968. 
The Operator shall perform as much of the Stage III work as has 
the prior approval of the Government." 


A new paragraph was added reading as follows: 


"Slusher drifts and slusher raises shall be not less 
than 35 square feet in cross section area." 


4. Under the heading 1iescription of the Work fiVe new paragraphs 
comprising Stage III were added reading as follows: 


Stage III 


(a) Extend K-7 tunnel level by drifting and crosscutting in the 
vicinity of Raise 1 to further explore the Hoffman shear zone and 
the K-7 vein. Approximately '100 feet of. drift and crosscut may be 
required of which about 15 feet may require timber support. Long-
holes may be drilled to test 'the area prior to drifting and cross-
cutting. Any footage allowed for slusher drifts remaining after 
slusher drifting is completed in Raise 1 may be applied to slusher 
drifting on the K-7 tunnel level to explore the Hoffman shear zone 
and K-7 vein. 


(b) Test by 'long-hole 'drilling the direction and extent of 
mineralized structures exposed in Raise 1 at about the 145-foot 
or Upper Adit level, the 95- to 105-foot' interval, and the 65- to 
72-foot interval. 


(c) If the long-hole drill cuttings indicate continuity of 
mineralized material extending at least 25 feet beyond the outline 
of the raise, slusher drifts or slusher raises not exceeding 50 
feet in length may be driven on the structure. 
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(d) Not more than two slusher drifts or slusher raises may 


be driven at each of the three levels described above. 


(e) A long-hole extending at least 25 feet beyond the outline 
of Raise 1 shall be drilled into each of the walls where no mineralized 
structure is exposed to explore for unknown ore bodies at or near each 
of the levels described. A slusher drift may be driven to explore any 
ore bodies found by drilling. 


5. Under the head Estimated Costs of the Project, the following new 
paragraphs were added: 


The total costs of Stages I and II are limited to those 
accepted through January 31, 1968. These were $4,106.00 and 
$26,311.20, respectively, for a total of $30,417.20 as determined 
by audit completed in March 1968. The balance of funds, $14,262.80, 
remaining under the contract shall be applied to the costs of Stage III.

PROJECT WORK 


Bulldozer work started August 15, 1966, and continued intermittently until 
October 22, 1966. By Amendment No. 2, the contract work was suspended until 
not later than April 22, 1967. A slusher adit, started on April 21, 1967, 
crosscut the K-7 zone of mineralization (figure 2); assay data from samples 
across a width of 12 feet, averaged 0.O06ounces gold, and 5.01 ounces silver 
per ton, 3.65 percent i.le.d, 0.67 percent zinc, and 0.11 percent copper. The 
faulted contact between B'ayhorse Dolomite and Ramshorn Slate was exposed near 
the end of the adit. 


The K-7 adit was rehabilitated during June, '1967. 


Raise II was driven for 9 feet on a small vein approximately 300 feet from 
the portal of K-7 adit in July. The vein pinched out, and there was no vein, 
mineralization, or fault structure to follow upward. 


Drifting southwestward from the face of the K-7 adit started on September 2, 
1967. Rich but narrow silver-copper-lead mineralization was followed from 
38 to 65 feet; wall rock was badly broken and required timbering. The drift 
was extended 61 feet and there were 55 feet of crosscutting in, October. 
Several long-holes tested the walls of the workings. 
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Raise I was advance 40 feet, 39 feet of drift were timbered, and several 
long-holes were drilled in November, .1967. The raise started on afoot 
of rich ore that thickened to 2 feet within 5 feet, but pinched out at 
8 feet. Sample of the ore assayed 0.01 ounces gold and 54.9 ounces 
silver, 9.8 percent lead, 1.44 percent copper, and 5.3 percent zinc. 


The raise was extended 80 feet in December 1967. The best mineralization 
was from 60 to 75 feet (figure 2). On.Januaryl2, the raise holed through 
to the slusher adit that had been driven under Stage I of the contract. 
Drifting and crosscutting on the K-7 adit level had exposed good ore near 
the intersection of the 1XC crosscut and 117 drift. Work as interrupted 
after January 15, for the miners wanted a couple months off, weather condi-
tions were miserable, and the compressor needed an overhaul. 


Work resumed in April, 1968. The ll7.drift SW was extended from 43 to 49 
feet. Slusher drift 148 was driven 10 feet northeast and 4 feet southwest 
(figure 2). In May, the 117 drift SW was extended to 55 feet, the 148 
drift was extended 30 feet southwest and 28 feet northeast, and long-hole 
drilling continued. In June and July, 1968, the 117 drift was extended to 
107 feet, and nine long-holes were drilled, totalling 260 feet, 


During August and September the 1XC crosscut was driven 32 feet west-northwest, 
and then turned into a drift following stratiform ore that strikes northerly 
and dips 25-35 degrees easterly. The 65 level slusher drift-raise was 
advanced 32 feet northeasterly (figure 2). 


Contract work was completed by October 14, 1968. Slusher drift-raises on 
the 65 level explored mineralized rock and the. drift at the end of 1XC 
crosscut continued in ore (figure 2). Exploration work continued after 
October 14, 1968 for the sole account of the Operator as all of the funds 
allowed under the contract had been used.

The Government retains no equity in any equipment or supplies at the property. 
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REPORTS 


The Operator submitted an acceptable final report on December 3, 1968. In 
a letter dated December 2, 1968, he compared the actual costs of the explora-
tion work with the costs allowable under the contract. He concluded that the 
actual cost of the exploration was $74,965.47, whereas the contract allowed 
only $44,680.00. The higher actual costs were because supervision, engineering, 
and geology were about twice what the contract allowed, and the time required 
to do the exploration work in an isolated area such as Bayhorse, Idaho, was 
twice the original estimate. The Operator calculated that the contract price 
for drifting should have been at least $100 per foot and that for slusher 
drifts should have been $60 per foot. 


The Report of Review for Stages I and II of the contract was prepared in 
March, 1968, and the Report of Review for the entire contract was prepared 
in January 1969.

A Royalty Review, for production from January 22 to December 12, 1969, was 
issued in February, 1970.


PROJECT RESULTS 


The exploration work discovered three separate ore bodies. The slusher adit 
and 148 slusher drift explored an ore body at the top of the Bayhorse Dolomite 
and aligned along the northeast-trending K-7 fault. The ore is in several 
faulted segments (see cross section through raise, figure 2). This ore is in 
the same relative position, geologically, as the mineralized zone in the K-7 
adit, 200-250 feet northwest of the portal. 


The 65 level explored an ore body that, too, apparently is aligned along the 
K-7 fault but at an altitude 40-60 feet below the slusher drift ore body. More 
exploration is necessary to fully define its limits. 


The third, and richest, ore body is exposed on the K-7 adit level near the 
intersection between 1XC crosscut and 117 drift. Here 1S a partially oxidized, 
high grade silver-lead ore body that is subparallel to bedding in the dolomite, 
and only a few tens of feet, stratigraphically, above the interbedded slate. 
The lateral limits have not been defined and perhaps it is part of a mineralized 
zone that is west of and parallel to the K-7 fault.

CERTIFICATION 


The Governments issued a Certification of Possible Production on February 14, 
1969, according to which royalty shall be paid to the Government as provided 
in the contract on all production from the land described in the contract 
from July 14, 1966, to July 14, 1978, or until the total amount contributed 
by the Government is fully repaid with interest at the rate of 6-3/4 percent 
per annum, whichever occurs first. 


"A Special Agreement Concerning Land" in Annex I of the contract provides that 
any land situate within 1,500 feet of the southern boundary of the Clark claim 
which is acquired by the Operator or any subsidiary or successor thereof at 
any time during the royalty period is subject to the royalty provisions described 
above.


PRODUCTION AND ROYALTIES 


Small scale mining has been continuous at. the property since the completion of 
the contract. Crude ore is sold to the American Smelting and Refining Company 
smelter at East Helena, Montana, Or to the International Smelting and Refining 
Company at Tooele, Utah. Table I lists the produétion sold through February, 
1970. 


Total royalties paid through February 12, 1970, are $4,112.44. There are no 
unpaid royalties due to the Government.

The Beardsley Gulch mine was visited briefly on Wednesday, August 27, 
1969 . No one was presentin the mine; however, a new single drum hoist 
and a new scraper were on the sill level below a stoped area and 
appearances suggest that mining had been interrupted for only a short 
time. 


Since my last visit on June 21, 1969, a new stope had been driven 
above the main level; it was nearly, parallel to another smaller stope 
that had been excavated earlier. I estimate that the top of the stope 
is at least 4O feet above the level; the horizontal dimensions are 8 
to 15 feet. There are a few horizontal wood stulls in the stope, but 
I did not think it wise to attempt to climb to the uppermost part of 
the stope. Very rich ore is exposed in some of the walls of the stope. 


Most of the high-grade shipping ore that was stockpiled near the portal 
in June had been sold and only a few tons remain. Smelter settlement 
sheets ahow that this ore contains about 20 percent lead and about )45 


ounces silver per ton.

I visited the Beardsley Gulch mine on Saturday morning, June 21, 
1969, accompanied by Mr. B. C. Peterson. We talked to a miner at 
Bay Horse who told us that the mine was being operated 5 days a 
week and was not being worked on Saturday. Mr. Thomas Q. Morris, 
Jr., former Supervisor, was no longer working at the mine and now 
only a foreman is retained. 


Mr. Peterson and I went underground and inspected the stopes that 
had been enlarged since the conclusion of the 0MB work. Work had 
been successful in proving that the ore extends both above and 
below the level of the lower adit. An underhand stope had. followed 
the ore to an inclined distance of about 20 feet below the adit 
and a raiáe had followed ore to about 25 feet above the adit. 
Apparently, the upper limits of the ore had been reached, but rich 
ore was still in the walls of the underhand stope. 


When we returned to the surface, we met Mr. Dooley P. Wheeler, Jr.'s 
son, who was visiting the property briefly. He said that they had 
hoped to Increase the work force from 3 to 5 men. If future work 
merited it, they planned on driving a new adit at a lower level 
to intersect the ore body; this adit will be about 600 feet long. 
It will be so located to give the Operator greater dump room for 
waste and ore at the surface. 


The high-grade ore is being stockpiled near the portal of the lower 
adit and our records indicate that several shipments have been made. 
There are no signs that the mill is being reactivated.

3. The project was directed towards the discovery of ore in the westward. 
ojection of the Hoffman ore shatter zone which trends east-west and projects 


westward through the K7 Vein area where the 117 drift SW and Crosscut ff1 
(ix-C) ore body was found. The 117 - 1X- ore body may trend westward up 
under thewest edge ..ofBeardsley Gulch . and represent the ore expected under 
the Hoffman stope in the more productive baa a], one-third of the Pacific 
ore horizon. If this happens ore may also be expected to plunge parallel 
to bedding eastward from 117 - 1X-C under the Stage II raise one and emerge 
under the talus on the west wall of Beardsley Gulch. On the other hand the 
ore may trend. NW and NNW in strike and rise to the SW and plunge to the N F pkfr. 1 


• strike of NE veins. Finally the ore may tend to • follow both controls, 
namely bed and vein as. well as bed and shatter-zone. 


The exact equivalent of the Hoffman ore body has not yet been found 
although Stage I slusher drift and Stage II raise -I found mineralization 
which is probably'e1ated to it. Stage II raise I at 6S and 105 feet have 
probably encountered -the northern edge of the Hoffman ore body component 
that is related to, the top of the Pacific ore horizon. 65 sins her raise 
SW out of raise I Stage U appears to be improving upward and to the SW 
as though it were appzching the westward continuation of the Hoffman ore 
body as shown in Figure 1 and 2 • If this proves to be true, we may expect 
the westward exten1on of .the Hoffman ore body .to t*e. westward in the 
shatter zone up under the west side of the canyon anato extend eastward 
down under the west side of the canyon, emerging above creek level under 
the deep talus to the east but never emerging to the west because of the 
Raznshorri slate cap rock between the ore horizon and the surface.

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Raise IT of Stage II shown in the plan of the 1" • O' K7 mine 
demonstrated that high grade mineralization (approximating 10O ounce 
silver per toni 140% .lead and 10% copper) died out upward. Previous 
work demonstrated that 'the mineralization died out ThW and SSE so we 
might assume. thatthe".rich mineralization will improve in oriy. one di-
rection—name1y, ' downward under the K? track level----if it is not an 
isolated pod. Since ' the rich occurrence still has a chance to improve 
downward and since' itis 130 feet west of a stalactite-stalagmite cave 
that may represent oxidation-collapse. Over an ore body, this occurrence 
needs further exploration. It also." aligns up with another. 'oze occurrence 
between survey station 19 and 20 which did not improve upward. Thus it 
is suggested by occurrence and herein that another eastwest Hoffman-type 
ore trend may exist close below the K? level for a strike length of 1400 
or 500 feet. 


Since October 114, 1968 Beardsley Gulch Mining Company has explored' 
the rich silver-lead-copper lens shown in Figure .3, sample 720 area, at 
the bottom of Stage II raise I. This lens died out in five feet of ad-
van to the SW but the ground was very cavernous and sporadic4ly miner-
alized. Considering the above, and considering the fact that there is a 
cavern extending at least 20 feet eastiard from the raise near track level, 
I believe that thêi'é"is a good chance that we have an oxidized ore body 
under K? level inthis vicinity and ; that. it, could represent the, eastward 
projection of the 117 - 1X-Q ore body---espe,cially if 117 - lX-C' ore body 
is in fact the lower zone of the Hoffman ore body in the Hoffman shatter 
zone which trends E-W.	 .

This zone, if it is like the Pacific mine strati-. 
foDm ore 2500 feet northwest and 1250 feet above 
this zone C ore, will be a series of high grade rooms;

Rock between rooms and runs may range from barren to 
mill grade as it does at the Pacific mine.

NE or NW striking break, that 
appeared to be locally mineralized, the Pacific mine 
ore., generally is controlled by bedding which control-
led quartz, galena, tetrahedrite and sphalerite deposi-
tión. Massive and stockwork fluorspar generally lies 
between the silver-'ead ore horizon and the interbedded 
shal.é, but it. some times comes up into said ore hori-
zon Since f]uorspar mineralization appears to be re-
stFictéd in important occurrences to the Pacific mine 
horèt and its boundary faults, we do not expect fluor-


1< ?	 spar other than minor spotty occurrences in the Kr.. 
mine hich is in a graben between the Pacific mine 
horst to the west and the old Hoffnian and Beardsley 
mine horst to the east.	 . 


In. the K7 mine area, because of known ore controls in 
the Hoffman and Beardsley mines nearby, we can expect 
the prominent feeder veins to be north to northeast 
in strike, but the bulk of the ore will be roughly
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pai'allel to bedding and lithólogica]. changes and may 
actually trend E-W along a shatter zone connecting 
cloSely spaced small feeder veins. 


We- can not block much ore ahead in an environment 
such as the Ore Zone C. It is, we believe, more risky 
to do so in Ore Zone C than it is in 	 zones A 
and B We have, however, blocked some ore in the 1X-C 
and 117 SW area because of the relatively high grade 
of the ore and because we have produced about 200 tons 
of ore of the grade blocked in exploring this part of 
ZoneC In spite of said production we are hesitant 
to blOck more than 3200 tons of ore of all classes in 
all. categories. 


The- 1X_C and 117 SW ore body is in a change of bedding 
dip-environment, and a major change of bedding strike 
probably is a short distance ahead of the ore body to 
theNNW of our present ore. Because of this, and, be-
cause the present occurrence resembles the Pacific 
mine öre body, we may expect ore on to the north and 
northwest of 1X-C ore body and we might expect the 
present ore to improve either above the K? level or 
below it or be best at about the K7 level. 


As we expected in the K? area1 the silver content in 
relation to lead is about three times the ratio that 
its in Pacific mine. K? ore is similar to that in 
the Hoffman and Beardsley mines insofar as the silver-
le.dratio is concerned. Ore Zone C appears to more 
cloely resemble Beardsley ore mineralogically than 
"ore" ZOnes A and B mineralization which is very much 
like -the Hoffman mine • The Hoffman mine is high in 
quartz and has occasional high pyrite aontent as do 
"o." gones A and 13. The similarity between Hoffman 
ore and zones A and B "ore" causes us to still have 
hope-that, if or when we can mill the "ore" blocked 
in them, we will in the process of mining said ore 
find the continuation of the Hoffman manto on the K? 
stde-(west side) of Beardsley Gulch which will be a 
west trending manto.-like ore body going up grade 
westward under the Ramshorn slate contact, in pore" 
Zone B, and going downgrade eastward in 'ore Zone 
A towards the talus in the slot west of the Hoffman 
mine on the west side. of Beardsley Gulch. 	 - 


L. General Comments 


The above ore estimates show that Zóze C is the only one that can 
be said to have yielded ore • -Zones £ and B have "ore" blocked, but we 
are quite certain that the grade is too low to classify as ore for the 
type of ore and operation involved. We estimate that a break-even grade,







for such oxide. ore, treated on a 100 ton per day basis with diesel-electric 
powered gravity mill, would be 10 ounces silver per ton and .O% lead with 
silver selling at 3l,90 per ounce and lead at 13 cents per pound. 


The 117 1X-.0 ore body in Zone C is a.cothp1ete]y blind ore body and 
Zones A and B were also blind. All, zones have a potential to . open up the 
down dropped K7 block (graben) between the Pacific mine horst d the Beards-. 
ley-.Hoffman horat. The K? graben starts in the creek bottom in front of 
K? adit or about 2 feet east of the .adit portal. The graben is about l6o 
feet wide at the latitude of K? adit, and its width is probably about the 
same northward for several thousand feet. The graben may be explored with 
potential for abundant ore above K?: adit level for 20,00 feet north and 1000 
feet south of the latitude of K7 adit portal. The potential for ore below 
the adit level in' 'K? graben is much less; limited north of K? adit for an 
unknown but muck greater distance than 2000 feet. 


On the basis of production per foot . of rake of ore in the present pro-. 
je Ct as indicated' by ore zones A, B and C, plus a otentiá1 Hoffman ore 
body going west and east out of raise #1, Stage II; distribution of' north 
to northeast veins and prémineral faults as indicated by the Beardeley, 
Hoffman,, K7,' and Pacific minea' arid the ore characteristics of the various 
mines we may, I believe, assume that the potential of K7 workings, as indi-
cated by the 4E project now being . terminated, may be duplicated twice again 
in the next 1OQ feet of exploration NNW to NW of K? vein in K7 graben on 
the present .K7 level, The potential of the K? project as thus amplified' 
would be 120,000 tons of ore averaging 32 ounces silver per ton and 10%; 
lead plus 6,000 'tons of low grade averaging 6 ounces silver and 3% lead 
The 120,000 tons of 'high grade ore would 'have a net smelter return value at 
the mine of $3,8140,000 at $1.90 per ounce silver and 13 cent lead. 


The, above estimate of potential stops arbitrarily l00 feet NW' although 
the' potential in' that direction goes on at the same rate and may even im-
prove when the 'óss over into the Pacific ore horizon in the Pacific horet 
is made. No allowance is made above for low grade ore development in Zone 
C or high grade' ore development in Zones A and B other than the per 
projection of the' old Hoffman ore body.. No allowance is made for' ore below 
K? level. No allowance in the estimate of potential is made for a substan-
•tial strike 1enth' of stratiform ore between veins although structural and 
stratigraphic cOnditions are very favorable for such ore. 


The K? graben is sliced longitudinally by the 6887 fault an . probably 
others some or all. of which may be partly pre-ore as is K? vein. 'The' 6887 
fault, shown in" the plan and Figures 1 'and 2, has no ore in it in the one 
spot where it is" exposed, but it can not be ruled as totally post-mineral, 
for it has about the same strike and dip' as three of the mineralized feeder 
veins of the Hoffman ore body. 


The above estimate of potential for this project goes far beyond accept-
ed: ore estimation procedures, but we believe both types of estimates are 
justified in order to show the short-range and long-range potential import. 
ance of this ONE project, We appreciate the vital assistance from the Of-
fice of Minerals Exploration, and as soon as 'we learn more about the ore

assistance in exploring for new ore deposits in K7 graben. 


We are now producing l to 20 tons per day of ore averaging about 
32. ounces silver and 10% lead, and we hope to produce at least 700 tons 
of such ore during the last quarter of 1968. The enclosed estimate of 
positive ore has already been proven too conservative,, for where 200 tons 
of ore was estimated above K7 level we have already mined O0 tons, and 
we are still in ore. Smelter settlements are extremely slow in coming in, 
but they will be promptly forwarded along with % royalty to ONE when re 
ceived.

The big reasons for underestimating costs are that aupOrvis ton, eng$n-eering, and gology costs twice what the • government allows per month and 
the time required to do a. job in an environment of isolation from a center 
of supply and miiiere, such as Bayhorse, is twice what we estimated and the 
cost of miners, supervision and most supplies were, therefore, almost dou-
bled.


Less serious costs in excess of estimates are those for assays which 
• are $7.00 for gold, silver, lead and zinc instead of the allowed $6.00, and 
failure to allow for non-resident management costs and field expenses rela-
ted to the project. 


Waste, mill ore, and smelter ore disposal trestles, road clearing and 
repair, water supp development and maintenance, tempor shelters, and 
independent (outside 'consultant) surveys are all directly related to conduc. 
ting such an exploration program as thi3 and should have been included in 
the cost of the program, but they were not. 


Swigert Mine' a accountant said that Swigert Mines lost money on their 
independent contract work for Beardsley Gulch Mining Company during Stage II, 
but I did not find how much was lost. 


We expect to make a detailed breakdown of costs for our own Information 
• at a later date, and will be'glad to supply you a copy.

I made a final inspection of the Beardsley Gulch mine on Friday, 
October 25, 1968. I went to the mine from Challis, Idaho, with 
Mr. Dooley P. Wheeler, Jr., general manager of the mine • He accom-
panied me through the new mine workings and later the two of us 
visited the inactive Pacifiè mine which is on the hillslope above 
the. Beardsley Gulch mine. Mr. T. Q. Morris, mine superintendent, 
was at the mine along with three miners. 


The new work examined was the extension of the 117 drift on the K-7 
adit level and. the slusher drifts and raises that have been driven 
off the 6 foot level of the Stage II raise. I made no maps of 
these new workings but did inspect the well prepared maps of the 
Operator. The Operator's maps have been submitted with his voucher 
for the period ending October lii, 1958. 


The new work completed is in excess of that allowed under terms of 
the contract and, hence, sufficient work has been done to f,ttlf ill 
the terms of the contract • Rather low-grade ore is exposed in the 
slusher drifts and raises on the 6 foot level. Shipping-grade ore 
is exposed in the 117 drift on the K-7 adit level. 


is recommended that a discovery be certified for the contract\\ 
work. The ore shoot on the K-7 level is about 70 feet long, 3-5 \ 
feet thick, and can be reasonably projected up and down dip for a 
total of 100 feet. A total of,QO_tons can be assigned this 
ore shoot, assuming a tonnage factor of 10 cubic feet per ton. 
Some 180 tons of ore from this shoot has been shipped to the smelter 
at Helena, Montana. Smelter settlement sheets indicate that 60 
tons of the ore contains 0.015 ounce per ton gold, 23.35 ounce per 
ton silver, 5.0 percent lead, 6.9 percent zinc, O.5 percent copper, 
0.20 percent arsenic and 0.57 percent antimony.

Another ore body is projected between the 1118 slusher drift from 
near the head of the raise and the 65 level northeast slusher 
drift and raise. In the 1118 slusher drift the ore is 3' feet thick 
and 53 feet long; in the 65 foot NE. slusher drift and raise the 
ore is 35 feet long and 5 feet wide. Average of muck car samples 
in the i118 slusher drift is trace gold, 3.55 ounces per ton silver, 
1.83 percent lead, and 1.73 percent zinc. - The average of muck car 
samples from the 6 foot NE. slusher drift and raise is 0.011i ounce 
per ton gold, .6 ounces per. ton silver, 1.3 percent lead and 3.6 
percent zinc. This ore zone, which is conservatively measured as / 
100 feet high, contains about 1,500 tons, using a tonnage factor 
of 12 cubic feet per ton. 


A small, pencil-like ore zone is exposed in the slusher raise and 
drift southwest of the raise on the 65 foot level and is about 
3X 5 feet in cross section. This mineralized zone isapparently 
confined to the crest of a drag fold adjacent to a fault; the fold 
plunges flatly to the northeast. This ore zone cannot now be cor-
related with other mineralized zones in the mine and few, if any, 
reserves, can be assigned to it.	 . 


Mr. Wheeler indicated that the company's plans are to mine the 
shipping-grade ore on the K-7 level and to map accurately the ore 
boundaries in an effort to learn its size, shape, and extensions. 
Hopefully, this work will lead to a much better understanding of the 
localization of 'the ore than has been obtained to date.

I made an interim inspection of the ONE work at the Beardsley Gulch 
mine on Thursday morning, September 12, 1968. Mr. T. Morris, Sr., 
accompanied me through the mine. 


Since the last inspection on August 16, the DCC has been driven to 
the west for about 32 feet and a slusher drift has been driven 31 
feet to the north from the 65-foot level in the raise. A sketch of 
the new and old work in and near the DCC is shown in figure 1. 
Additional details of the geology are shown on maps that accompany 
the Operator's monthly reports. 


The DCC has cut through a layer of rich ore that apparently strikes 
about due N. and dips 2O0300 B. Parts of this ore had been cut 
earlier, but its trend was indefinite. The sketch of the north wall 
of DCC on figure 1 shows that the layer of ore dips rather irregularly 
and is not of uniform thickness. It is composed of rather porous 
material containing much galena. Thin layers of white and greenish 
gray carbonate(?) coat ma1y of the openings. Material similar to 
this was sampled on the last inspection report and assayed 56.8 
ounces per ton silver and 1i6 percent lead. 


The trend of the ore 7one suggests that it dips below the main K-7 
adit to the east. Long holing to test its presence below the 'adit 
will not be feasible; Mr. Morris thinks that possibly a slusher-type 
winze can follow the ore down dip. 


Long hole 22i. has cut ore at a slightly higher elevation than the 
ore exposed in DCC. Possibly, there is another mineralized layer 
parallel to that exposed on the K-7 level. More long holing will be 
necessary to test this possibility.







The slusher drift north from the 65-foot level in the raise followed 
low-grade ore that is similar to that exposed in the ])48 slusher 
drift. The full width of the zone has not been completely tested. 
The ore apparently is localized near a near-vertical fracture- - 
total width is more than 3 feet. The ore in this drift is not 
nearly as rich as that on the K-7 level, although it is certainly 
rich enough for mill feed. 


The contract work is to be completed by October hi, 1968. It is 
hoped that drifting north on the K-7 level from DCC will determine 
the strike length of the ore. If this ore is found to persist 
far along strike, the work will have been successful in finding an 
important new ore body.

The Beardsley Gulch mine was inspected on Friday afternoon, August 
16, 1968. Mr. T. Q. Morris, Sr., Supervisor-Engineer-Geologist, 
accompanied the examiner. The length of the 1148 slusher drift was 
measured and samples were taken of the ore zone in the slusher 
drift and in the 117 drift on the K7 level. About 2 hours were 
spent on the inspection. 


The 11i8 slusher drift has been extended 28 feet northeast and 25 
feet southwest of the raise that had been driven under Stage II of 
the contract. At the southwest end of the drift, an incline about 
10 feet long had followed the ore to about 10 feet above the drift 
level. A sample was cut across the mineralized zone in the face 
of the incline. The assay of this sample is compared with arithmetic 
averages of assays submitted by the Operator for ore in the 1148 
drift:

Brightly colored yellow and bluish-green pigments in the somewhat 
oxidized ore suggested, the presence, of . copper or antimony. The 
assay data shows that little of these two metals are present; 
possibly the bright colored pigments are silver salts. 


The ore is exposed for about 50 feet along the northwest wall of 
the 117 drift. The ore pinches out to the southwest, but the north-
west limits have not been exposed. Some long holes to the west 
found' ore that is probably the extension of that in the drift. The 
Operator plans to drift or crosscut to the northwest to expose the 
limits of the ore in that direction. 


Mr. Morris thinks that there are both manto and vein type ore in 
the 117 drift • The actual shape or the geologic controls of the ore 
were difficult to determine and possibly the planned drifting and 
crosscutting will more clearly define the shape of the ore body. 


Some ore had been found In the 65-70-foot interval in the raise 
driven under Stage II of the contract. Long holes had proved exten-
sion of this ore outside the raise walls. The Operator plans to 
drive slusher drifts from the raise to explore this ore. 


Seemingly there is no obvious connection between the , ore in the 1148 
slusher drift, that at the 65-foot level, and that in the 117 drift 
on the K7 level. Possibly, the ore at each of these levels is 
replacement along bedding and represents separate ore bodies. If 
so, it is going to be difficult to calculate ore reserves that are 
a result of the exploration. Nonetheless, some very good looking 
ore has been found and in this respect the exploration has been 
successful..	 '. 


Mr. Morris was' not certain if he could go ahead with the drift on 
the K7 level and the slusher drift from the 65-foot level in the 
raise without QME approval. According to Amendment No. 6, this work 
is authorized. Mr. Morris was advised by telephone on Monday, 
August 19, 1968, that he had approval to do the exploration as he 
had planned and discussed with the examiner at the mine.

Dear Mr. Kirkemo:


It was good to have a conference with you and Mr. Johnson regardixig.. 
the Beardsley project. There is no evident difference of opinion regarding 
the most promising showings of xninera].ization in the workings to date, but 
there is a difference in emphasis on the potential of showings of minerali-
zation and ore in the raise. 


• I shall herein re-emphasize n points of view regarding the potential 
importance of the showings and thereby attempt to maintain flexibility in 
how we explore, where we explore, and when we explore the various places. 


On the matter of how we explore out of the raise I can only say that 
we want to do it by s1usher, drifts and raises whose cross ction will be 
no less than 3 square feet and no more than bS square feet. We will also 
want to follow all ore and/or the best ore-type mineralization from the 
raise regardless of the direction it goes • At I1&S feet the slusher workings 
will go,. we believe, southwesterly and northeasterly, but since the fault 
z:one is or may be lo feet wide we can not be sure that the direction of a 
relatively short slusher wOrkings will remain approximately SW or NE. At 
9 to lO feet the first two rounds may expose mineralization that cause.s 
the elusher workings to end up going more nearly west in a Hoffman-type ore 
body. At 6 feet it looks like we probably will drift northerly out of the 
rais after short rounds south, east and north to establish the limits of 
good mineralization on the 6 to 72 foot interval of the raise, but the mini-
eralization may end sooner than expected especially in a northerly direction 
and actually require a sIusher drift SW from the 68 to 7S foot level (See 
longitudinal projection with report #16). Such a slusher drift or raise SW' 
could abruptly turn westerly and become a drift or raise on Hoffman-type ore 
in' the Hoffman shatter z;one 


At the foot level in the raise, where a two foot width of ore assayed 
S1i.9 ounces silver, we may, after the first slusher round southwest, find 
that the ore goes into the wall and trends east or west in the Hoffman shat-
ter zone • It could pinch out abruptly, but then again it may increase in 
dimension, in the plane of the vein, upward and to the southwest. We know it 
pinches out downward and to the northeast as well as up the raise. 


Longhole probes not totalling more than 200 feet may be drilled where 
we believe they are necessary, but they wil]. not exceed 20 feet in length 
and may be as short as feet in length. . Since longholes in oxIde ore areas 
are very inconclusive and even misleading, we will use them sparingly.

Targets

Wó tried to trench down through .the slate in the fault zone and in 
the footwifl side of thefoótwail strand, in trench two of the work in 1966, 
we found pods of ole-type mterial one of which was assayed and assayed 
ounces Ag P/T, ..2% Pb, 0.36% Cu, and 21.% Zn. Thus, the K? fault zone from 
K? level up to HOd claim where capped bT slate could have ore and especially 
in the Hoffman shatter zone. Such ore could at best be to 20 feet wide and 
20 to hO feet in vertical extent. Thus Ore Zbne A could have 10 to 7 tons 
per linear foot in it but a lot of the ore would be low grade mill ore. The 
OME ground Zone A could have from h,000 to 30,000 tons of such ore above the 
adit level, Siusher drifting and raising from lh feet up the raise would ex-
plore that possibility. 


Figure 1 and 2, Ore Zone B, could have been nicked by the raise in the 
60 to 7S foot interval and again on the 9 to 10 foot interval and their 
relation might be roughly as shown in both figures. Zone B would be expec-
ted, however, to have its long axis trending north to west and. c1ibing gently 
north or west. Ore ZOne B has the best chance of having the westward exten-
sion of the Hoffman Ore Body and it now looks like it will take off from the 
K? fault zone west, or centers, southwest of the raise. This ore zone if it 
develops Will have a magnitude similar to Ore Zone A, but will trend roughly 
ñormalto Zone A. It should be explored with that in mind. 


•	 Ore Zone C in figures 1 and 2, while it is, high grade, does. not:have 
enough structural punch or demonstrated cOntinuity to really- be labelled an 
oreS zone, but -since I am dealing more with potential than actual ore the desig-
nation will be used. The ore has a chance of developing upward and to the 
søuthwest into an ore body and it could conceivably be related to a potential 
ore zone in the Hoffman Shatter ZOne near the interbedded slate, Historically, 
in Bàyhorse, this lower part of the Pacific Ore Horizon has the ,+ 'best ore bodies, 
but the small "1ens' near the bottom of the raise, the cave southeast and in 
the floor of the drift under the raise (see figure 3), and related intense eli-
icification are all that would weakly suggest any such possibility. 


The 117 drift SW to NW was discussed and its objectives illustrated in 
Washington, D.. C.., March 1, 1968. The southwest component of 117 drift could 
improve in ore grade and yield a high grade replacement fissure vein ore body 
like the Beardsley mine, and from that type of minerallzation we may be able 
to drift northwest on stratiform ore and/or mineralization of the Pacific mine 
type The Pacific mine is a perched erosion remnant about a mile west-north-
west and lSoO feet above 117 drift SW. Beardsley, according to research by 
Bunker Hill Company, yielded approximately 3 . million dollars worth of ore at 
l9S6 prices. Umont's check assays and measurements indicate production of at 
least lS,000 tons of ore containing at least 7 ounces silver per ton and 25% 
lead. The Pacific stratiform ore environment has relatively large tonnage 
pose ibil-ities (o,000 - 100,000 tons), but if the grade is comparable to Pap' 
cific mine it will be mainly mill ore averaging perhaps l ounces silver per 
ton and to; IO%1 combined 1ead-inc.
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usDens ion Period 


We sbuld like to have an extra month in which we do not have to wrk at 
Beardsley, if possible, but this is largely to avoid being muck-bound in the 
event the steelworker's strike is still unsettled. Since we intend to explore 
ur best exposures of. mineralization in all work between now and July 114, 1968, 


we hope to have a high proportion of mill or direct shipping ore to dispose of 
somewhere.

Proposed Amendment 


In letters dated January 4, 6, and 20, 1968, copies of which have been 
sent to you, and in a letter dated February 7, 1968, copy enclosed, the 
Operator requests and modifies his request to: 


1. From the Stage II, K-7 raise, drive 500 feet of slusher drifts 
and/or raises to explore ore type mineralization in the areas of sample 742, 
sample 755, and the 125-foot to 160-foot interval of the raise. 


2. Drive up to 100 feet of drift and crosscut, starting at the face 
of the 117. drift, to explore the Pacific ore horizon on the hanging wall 
side of the K-7 fault. 


3. To use the balance of funds remaining in Stages I and II to do 
this work. In his letter of February 7, 1968, he greatly modifies this 
request by asking that he be authorized to spend the balance of the funds 
at his discretion, listing his proposed expenditures in 9 items of work. 
Under this proposal he could arbitrarily shift funds from one category to 
another, with no single item either a maximum or a minimum. From an 
Operator's standpoint, this would be a delightful arrangement, but from 
the Government's view it is completely unfeasible. For one thing, his 
vouchers would become so confusing that processing would require a vastly 
disproportionate amount of time. 


Appraisal of Stage II results 


K-7 Raise 


In the raise the most encouraging sample assays are between 62-feet to 
77-feet above the sill. In this interval 3 channel samples and 3 muck 
samples assayed:

Five and one-half feet of ore worth $31.00 per ton would appear to be worth 
further exploration. 


Two car samples and one channel sample taken from the sample 755 area are 
much lower in indicated grade in the raise, averaging 0.83 ounce silver 
per ton, 0.2 percent lead and 1.3 percent zinc. The total value in the 
raise is $5.75 per ton of which zinc accounts for $3.51 or 61 percent. 
However, in this type deposit values can change rapidly and for that reason, 
possibly a small amount of initial "gophering" from the raise might be 
worth considering. 


In the 125-foot to 160-foot interval of the raise 6 channel samples and 6 car 
samples have an average grade of 2.75 ounces silver per ton, 1.01 percent 
lead and 1.33 percent zinc. The total indicated value of this interval is 
$11.88 per ton of which value lead and zinc combined make up $6.38 or 
53.7 percent. Five feet above and about 7 feet northeast of the highest 
raise sample, a sample in the Stage I slusher drift assayed 12.4 ounces 
silver per ton, 13.3 percent lead, 1.07 percent copper and 1.0 percent 
zinc with a value of $64.39 per ton of which lead and zinc combined comprise 
$39.59 or 61.5 percent. Because the values change so rapidly and in short 
distances, possibly a small amount of initial "gophering" in this horizon 
might be worth considering. 


K-7 level, 117 Drift 


From 26-40 feet ih-l-X-C, 4 channel samples and one sludge (?) sample taken 
from a burn hole at the NW corner or 40 feet indicate a zone 14 feet wide 
with an average grade of 7.09 ounces silver per ton, 5.87 percent lead, and 
2.06 percent zinc worth $35.94 per ton of which the combined lead-zinc is 
worth $21.76 per ton or 60.5 percent of the total. 
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In 117 drift 5 channel and 3 car samples representing 42 feet of drift have 
an average grade of 7.79 ounces silver per ton, 3.29 percent lead, and 
1.60 percent zinc worth $28.98 per ton of which silver is worth $15.58 
per ton or 53.8 percent of the total. The rapid change in grade is well 
illustrated in the 117 drift where the first 19 feet represented by 3 car 
and 3 channel samples have an average grade of 3.23 ounces silver per ton, 
1.16 percent lead, and l.76 percent zinc worth $14.41 of which lead-zinc 
combined is worth $7.95 per ton or 55.2 percent of the total value. By 


contrast, the last 10 to 12, feet represented by 2 channel samples, one at 


34 feet and one at 42 feet, have an average grade of 38.5 ounces silver per 
ton, 17.56 percent lead, and 0.88 percent zinc worth $127.84 per ton of 


which silver is worth $77.00 per ton or 60.2, percent of the total value. 


Conclus ions' 


In 5 sample groupings,, lead-zinc combined make up an average of 58.3 percent 
of the indicated total values; in 3 sample groupings, silver makes up an 
average of 56.9 percent of the total values. In view of this and the 
contrast between the first 19 feet and the last 10 to 12 feet in the 117 
drift, it is concluded that there is an equal chance that either silver or 
lead-zinc combined will be the predominant coirnd'ity in any ore that might be 
found. 


Based on presently available assay and structural data it is concluded that 
additional exploration on the K-7 level by crosscutting, drifting and long-
hole drilling and in the 62-foot to 77-foot interval in the raise by slusher 
drifts, raises, and/br winzes and by' long-hole drilling offer the best 
chance of making a significant discovery. 


Although additional "gophering" might encounter ore bodies in the vicinity 
of sample 755 and in the 125-foot to 160-foot interval in the raise, it is 
concluded that this should be done only if the work on the K-7 level and 
in the 62 foot to 77-foot interval result in significant discoveries. 


Finally, it is concluded that the request to leave the location, type, and 
extent of the work to the sole discretion of the Operator is unfeasible 
and should not be considered. 


Source of Available Funds 


With his letter of February 7, 1968, the Operator encloses a tabulation 
showing his record of funds allowed,' funds used, and funds available for 
additional work. A review of the voucher records in the Spokane office 
indicates differences in certain items. These are due, in part, to some 
of the Operator's claims being disallowed, in part to his disregard to 
category and to Amendment No. 4. Table 1, I have shown under "Total 
Claimed to Date" the figures from my records except when they are less 
than the amount shown in the Operator's table; in these cases I have used 
his larger figure indicating it by an asterisk. This should avoid a 
subsequent audit disclosing reclaimable sums that might exceed the maximum 
allowable totals.

In letters dated September 11 and 19, 1967, copies of which have been 
forwarded, and one dated September 28, 1967, copies of which are 
enclosed, the Operator has stressed the need for additional drift 
timbering, for an unstated amount of complete raise timbering, and 
for long hole drilling. The situation was clarified by Wheeler 
during a telephone conversation October 3, 1967. 


In the narrative accompanying his June 1967 Progress Report, Wheeler 
stated that before starting to drift on the K'7 structure the company 
at their expense would long hole the walls at the face to be sure 
they would be following the best mineralized strand of the vein. 
The long holes indicated a fault or crushed zone 10 to 33 feet wide 
and that the IC.-7 drift was on the only mineralized strand. It Is 
advisable that a fault or crushed zone of this width should be 
tested by long hole drilling as both the drift and the raise are 
advanced. 


Drift timber. --Drifting started September 3, 1967, and by the 19th 
bad been advanced 8 feet. As the drift advanced the dolomite be-
came increasingly more broken, suggesting the need for more timber 
than the 30 feet allowed in Stage Ii. As the newly opened ground 
dries, it appears tà. be standing better and Wheeler is not as con-
cerned as he was. He now thinks the transfer of the unused 30 feet 
of slusher drift timber from Stage I to Stage II, as recommended in 
my memorandum of September 13, 19 67, may be enough to meet the re-
quirements for this item. 


Timbered raise.--Based upon the width of the heavily crushed ground 
directly below the ore found in the Surface slusher drift which is 
the best site for the raise, It is certain that at least part if 
not all of the raise will require full timbering; how much cannot 
be estimated. 
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During August Hammond and Everly Engineering Co. of Butte, Montana, 
made a transit survey tying in the 1(7 workings with the Stage I 
alusher drift One copy of their map baa been received and. a second 
copy has been promised. According to their station altitudes, 
about 150 feet of raise will be required here; the raise specified 
in the fifth paragraph of Exhibit A, page 3, has been driven only 9 
feet before the vein died out. Therefore, the total raising for 
which allowance must be made is.159 feet but to allow for inclined 
distance, say 170 feet. 


Exhibit A, at the top of page 5, provides for 350 feet of raising, 
including timber divider at an average coat of $li3.07 per foot 
totalling $15,075.00. Referring to Wheeler's letter of June 11i, 
1966, and to my memorandum of June 20, 1966, the prices for raising 
Include $5.00 per foot for the timbered dividers. For full timber-
ing, Wheeler's estimate of $15.00 per*in badly crushed ground is 
probably not too far out of line. However, this would include $5.00 7 
per foot already provided for the dividers; therefore, the fully 
timbered prices would be $10.00 per foot more than the present 
prices for raising with timber dividers. Provision must be made for 
either situation as It develops.

Long hole drilling. --Because of the width of the faulted and crushed 
zone, a situation that could not be foreseen, it is estimated that 
long holes should be driven 25 feet In the hanging wall and footwall 
at*25_foot Intervals along the K-7 drift and up the K-7 raise.

Enclosed are two copies of a request for an amendment to the subject 
contract to permit the Operator to choose whether the trench described 
in Exhibit A, Description of the Work, Stage I, first paragraph,, shall 
be started from the northeast or the southwest ends. His reason5for 
wishing to start at the northeast end. are given in the request. In 
discussing this matter by telephone he said that in case unforeseen 
difficulties later made it advisable, he wished to be able to move 
to the southwest end to complete the work. He also requests that 
the amendment permit part of the dozing time provided for trenching 
to be spent in dozing approximately 250 feet of access road to the 
northeast end of the trench at no additional cost. 


The Operator's reason for wishing to doze the trench from northeast 
to southwest is sound; permitting the trench to be finished, if 
necessary, from southwest to northeast might avoid the possible, 
though improbable, need for another amendment. If the access road 
can be bulldozed within the time and cost limits presently set up 
for bulldozing, it is recommended that it be permitted. 


A suggested revision for this paragraph is omething like: 


"West of Beardsley Gulch on the terrace' in the slope east 
of the road bulldoze a trench to locate and expose the 
Hoffman shear zone and possibly the K-7 vein at the inter-
section with the Hoffman shear zone. Approximately 300 
feet of trenching may be required. The bulldozing may be 
done either from the northeast or from , the southwest. 
Providing the trench is completed within a maximum of 62 
hours for an HD-2l dozer or of 91 hours with a TD-l8, and 
within a total cost .of $1,50.OQnot more than 8 hours of 
the remaining dozer work may be applied to the actual cost 
of any necessary access road work."

Samples shall be split as necessary and. assayed for gold, 
silver, lead, and zinc.

Enclosed are the orig,na1 and three copies of a proposed contract 
to explore on the subject claims which were sent to the company in 
care of Dooley P. Wheeler, Jr., at the latter's request, and an 
extra Field Office Copy of the contract. Also enclosed is a copy 
of a letter from Wheeler dated June 114, 1966, with which he returned 
the proposed contract unsigned and in which he requests certain 
changes. Each of the requested changes will be discussed in the 
order in which they appear in Wheeler's letter. Recomsendations 
will then be sunnnarized. 


1. Relative to the specification affecting rail size, substitution 
of the phrase "light weight" for "not less than 20-pound size," could 
result in confus ion and annoying difference of opinion between the 
Government and the Operator as to what weight should be considered 
"light weight." There would be no objection to decreasing the mini-
mum size rail to say 15 pounds and. reducing the unit prices accord-
ingly. Atlas Surplus and Machinery Sales Co. has advised me that a 
fair average price for used 15-pound. rail is $100 per ton. I do 
not know what part of the contract prices for rehabilitation and 
drifting is attributed. to the cost of 20-pound rail or whether the 
cost per ton used. was $190 per ton for 20-pound rail. I would guess 
that a reduction in unit price of $0.20 to $0.25 per foot would come 
close to a reasonable price adjustment for this item. 


Relative to the reduction in airline specifications from 3" to 2", 
if the Operator plans to put • in receiver tanks, should they be neces-
sary, then 2" air line should be large enough. The average cost per 
foot for new 3" galvanized pipe is about $1.20 per foot and for new 
2" galvanized pipe is about $0.70, both prices inàlude fittings. A 
fair value for one receiver tank is $100.00 for which a depreciation 
allowance would be $1.67 per month. Probably, two tanks will be 
required for an estimated 5.5, say 6 months drifting and raising or 
a total cost of $20,014, say $20.00 or $0.03 per foot. Thus, the net

•1 2. The application, on which the recommendation and contract pro-
visions are based, is somewhat misleading on the points raised here 
by Wheeler. Exhibit Cli indicates the presence of a fault along the 
bottom of Beardaley Gulch. Although the movement along this fault, 
if it exists, is not known, elsewhere in the district., similarly 
striking faults have been normal with little lateral movement. On 
the same Exhibit the applicant has sketched a trench some 14.80 feet 
long which seemed excessive. A 300-foot long trench centered on a 
straight projection of the Hoffman shear zone allows for a displace-
ment of at least ]AO feet either way although only 75 to 100 feet, 
at the southwest end, depending on the location of the trench, will 
be more than 100 feet from an exterior boundary (northeast end of 
the Hood claim). Therefore, I can see no justification for increas-
ing the length of the trench to 350 feet and recommend that this 
request be denied. 


The balance of this item I find confusing. If the Bayhorse dolo-
mite where it is capped. by Ramshorn slate should have ore in . the 
Hoffman shear or shatter zone, it seems reasonable that evidence of 
the probable occurrence of ore at. the Hoffman-K7 intersection would 
show up in the trench even though the contact is 14.0 to 50 feet from 
the K7 vein. This is discussed in the examination report dated 
March 9, 1966. The application states that the trenching "will re-
quire 15 days of bulldozer 'work in order to expose ore, if it ex1sts 
Discovery of a showing of ore will require 100 1inefeet of raising 
to explore the ore * * * 1 " Not being able to visualize a 100-foot 
raise from a surface trench I understood the raise was intended to 
be driven at the end of the K7 level and that the drifting and addi-
tional raising would start 100 feet above the K7 level although this 
did not make much sense either. It now appears that the application 
intended to propose a 50- to 75-foot slusher drift from the trench 
to the K7 vein intersection along the best showing, if any, in the 
Hoffman shear zone, the drift starting just below the Ramshorn-
Bayhorse contact. It also now appears that the applicant does not 
expect to "expose ore" by 15 days of trenching. Certainly, the most 
favorable environment for the formation of an ore body would be in 


limestone just below its cct with the overlying slate and 
átthé intersectIOn Oftütbres similar to the Hoffman shear zone 
and the K7 vein. If no ore can be found in this environment, then 
Stage II work would offer a less than fair chance of finding a 
significant ore body. Therefore, it is recommended that to Stage I

as now written there be added a provision for not more than 75 feet 
of slusher drift westerly along the best mineralization exposed in 
the Hoffman shear zone and below the Ramshorn slate, at the appli-
cant's requested price of $30.00 per foot. Probably, 2 or 3 drift 
sets will be needed at the adit portal and possiblØy 2 or 3 more sets 
or only stulls will be needed for the balance of the work; a total 
of 30 feet of t3.mber at $l0pe foot is recoimnended. -------_-


3. I can see no reason for the apparent concern that there will be 
no guide for raising from the 1(7 level as expressed in this item. 
Only if the near surface slusher drift locates ore will Stage II 
work be done in any case. If the Stage I slusher drift does expose 
ore, the location of the ore relative to the location of the 1(7-
Hoffman shear intersection and. to the north wall of the shear could 
easily be determined. If the K7 drift under Stage II follows the 
1(7 vein to the Hoffman shear, it would not be muôh of a job to run 
a transit survey from the ore found in Stage I to the 1(7-Hoffman 
intersection on the 1(7 tunnel level. Then, having determined the 
coordinates of the ore in thes1usher drift, its relation to the 
intersection of the 1(7 vein and the shear, and the corrdinates of the 
same intersection on the K? level, a starting point for raising and 
the bearing and pitch of the raièe could be calculated and the raise 
could be driven along a line that should represent the downward con-
tination of the ore. No change in these specifications is recommended. 


Regarding the raise mentioned in the final paragraph of Wheeler's 
letter, the specifications do not limit this to a vertical raise and 
the examiner's report recommended a raise "along a mineral showing." 
The limitations in both cases are that a raise be driven along a 
spec if led mineralized vein for not to exceed 50 feet or to the con-
tact of the overlying slate.. The raise could be vertical or inclined 
in the plane of the vein. However, a spiral raise would appear to 
be desirable from the applicant's standpoint only if' the ore show-
ing on the structure, or the structure itself, were to die out and 
in this case, from the Government's standpoint, would be wild cat 
prospecting. No change in this specification is recommended. 	 /1 


In summary, the only requested changes that are recommended as 
reasonable are: 


Exhibit A, page 2, third paragraph, change "not less 
than 20-pound rail" to "not less than 15-pound rail" and 
change "not less than 3-inch diameter" to "not less than 
2-Inch diameter." Under Stage I, add a provision for driving 
a slusher drift not to exceed 75 feet in length or say 10 
feet beyond the 1(7 vein whichever is less, to follow the 
Beards ley fault westerly from the trench and. below the 
Raznahorn slate.

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Exhibit A, page 3, under Costs add "75 feet of drift at 
$30.00/foot" and "30 feet of drift timbering at $l0.35/foot."_' 
Exhibit A, page 1, under Stage II, reduce the unit cost per 
foot for 225 feet of untimbered drift and. crosscut to $1i.9.30/ 
foot.


Exhibit A, page 'f, change the following costs for timbered 
raising:


0 - 50 feet from $30.00/foot to $35.00/foot 
50 - 100 feet from $37.00/foot to $112.00/foot 
100 - 150 feet from $14.2.50/foot to $14.7.00/foot 
150 - 200 feet - no change 


Before undertaking the preparation of a new Exhibit A, if you con-
cur with these recommendations, It is suggested that Wheeler be 
advised as to what will and will not be changed, He should be asked 
if the changes, particularly those which may involve any decrease in 
unit price, will be acceptable.

AR1ICLE 2. Operator'srightinland. --(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and. possession therein whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and. that such 
right, title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and. 


(if the Operator does not hold the -legal title) the lien agreement of any bolder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and. maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his 
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, 
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right tba royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable. 


ARTICLE 3 . Prformance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work as specified in Article 1(a). 


(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in chibit A 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), category (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of. the pertinent terms and conditions 
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its 
rights under this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici -
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under the.. independent contract to be reasonable. 


(c) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for 
such inspections. 


ARTICLE	 Contribution by the Government.-- 	 The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator' s final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect it interests. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. 


ARTICLE 5 . Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may have an 
interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed. for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent ooks, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. . If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with anyother 
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Monthly reports . --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly re-
ports in three sections follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress 1port showing the number of units of the various types of work per-


formed; and 


(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate 
engineering_geological maps or sketches, drill hole . logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government; however, the original of 
the Operator's . Nonthly Voucher shall be supported by documentary e'idence, such as certified copies or 
transcripts of payrolls and invoices, for all costs claimed under Article 6 (a) (1).)

(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two 
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
payment of any vouchers relating to insufficient Or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs, of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(1) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in chibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and 


(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lieu of actualcosts and set forth in Ethib±t A. 


The Government will not contribute to costs under any category or subcategory omitted from the 
estimate of costs in chibit A. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as the maximum of any 
category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement .or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit 
cost; and any excess over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall 
incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work. 


Any category or subcategory or element thereof not designated as a maximum in this article, or in 
xhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is a maximum, is 


not exceeded

CAT3ORY (7)--MISCELIANEOUS. --Includes requirements and costs that do not fall within any of the 
first six categories, such as repairs other than initial and maintenance of operating equipment, analyti -
cal work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, liability in-
surance covering employment, travel, and communications. 


(b) Nonallowable costs. --In addition to the limitations imposed by paragraph (a) of this Article 6 
the Government will not contribute to the following costs: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs, of acquiring, 
owning, or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other 
than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), 
damages to persons, 'ds.mages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment 
or other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
( 1i) Deferred payments . --Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the pro-
visions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the de-
livery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 
(c) ductions in costs. --The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 


incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the 
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so 
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. The provision does not apply 
to receipts from produátion which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions of Article 
7.


A1rICLE 7 . 1payment by Operator. --(a) Certification. --If the Government considers that mineral 
or metal production from the land. covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration 
work, it shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a 
sufficient final report and, final Accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 


(b) Iyalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retains his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irràspective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government 
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Eyment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 


(including, any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrate, metal or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); ççpt, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to determine 
the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator or 
producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
No costs of the Operator or Producer are deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is 
here used.


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or other 
production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, or 
used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Government, at its 
option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on the value of 
such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it .is in when the Government elects 
to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufacturing or fabricating 
operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on such production shall be 
computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so used. "Value" as here used 
means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal 
income tax determination or the market value, whichever is greater. 
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(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator 


hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully 
paid.


(f) Notice to purchasers . --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Go nme's claim 
for royalty to any purchaser of the production, and. shall authorize and &irect such purchaser to pay 
the royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement 
sheets. If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the 
production is by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of 
the royalty may be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the 
Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production 
operations. 


(b) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARPICLE 8. Interests in purchased property.--(a) Title and ownership.--All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account; 
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator 
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property. --lAitil the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, 
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration. 
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to äontribute, or when 
suc'h property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall, not use it elsewhere without the 
written consent of the Government and. without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its proportionate interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.--Upon the completici of the work, termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest 
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, efther by return to the vendor, sale to 
others, purchase by the Operator, or sale or transfer to the Government at a price at least as high 
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such 
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell 
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the 
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be 
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the 
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the 
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the 
exploration. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal. --If within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no 
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed. to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any 
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may: 


(1) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the 
property;


(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a 
fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date 
such propert r was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and 
such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the 
Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and 


(3) enter and. take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and 
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARPICLE 9 . Termination of the Government's obligations.--(a) * If the Government determines 
that operations at any time h.ve failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not 


• justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 
(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred 


other than such as may be allowable under the provisions of the contract as necessary and inci-
dental to final accounting and reporting; and 


•	 (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.







(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in. default under the terms of the contratt, 
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as re-
quired, thereupon: 	 - 


(1) the Government shall be relieved of al,l obligation to contribute to costs not incurred 
when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, 
including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the 
Government under the contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 9 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 13. 


ARTICLE 10. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 11. Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but tb.ts provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corp-
oration for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 12. Nondiscrimination in Ehiployment. The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in 
employment which are required by section 301 of Ebcecutive Order 10925, dated rch 6, 1961 as amended 
and supplemented are attached hereto as chibit B and are hereby incOrporated in and made a part of 
this contract. 


ARTICLE 13. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this. contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, who shall reduce his decision 
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
U. S. Geological Survey, •shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise. furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, 
a written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his 
duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive 
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious, or 
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial 
evidence. 


The term "Director, U. S. Geological Survey," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE lli . Work Hours Act of 1962- Overtime Compensation.--This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (1l U.S.C. 3515) , is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements.--No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve . the employment of Laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may 
be.


(b) Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages.--In the event of any violation of 
the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for 
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liquidated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each indIvidual lab-
orer or mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, 
in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in 
excess of eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the over-
time wages required by the. clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated dainages.--The U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or subcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 15. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 
of labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, rt 3),' made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (1O U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback' Act (18 U. S. C. 
8711.) are made a part of this .contract by reference. The Operator will comply with these regulations 
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the , submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary 
of labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and. exemptions.

At the beginning of January the raise from .K7 level to the slusher 
drift, l53. feet above, slope distance, had advanced 11t4 feet timbered 
and on January .12'.at lOPit connected through to the slusher drift where 
expected. The raise was completely timbered, drawn dry, and cleaned clown 
by 6 PM January 1)4. As completed there are 153 feet of timbered raise. 
At the '.to 0.5 feet the raise	 left untimbered. Timbering means 3" x3" 
stulls spaced 'about, 5 feet apart up the raise ar 3" lagging between stul].s 
on the chute s ide, separating manway from chute side, plus ladders and 
timber slide and ''x 6" stuils for pipe and'safety platform supports. The 
8" x 8"•and,I"x 6tufls are spaced atthe same level every 5 feet th the 
raise and the safety platforms are spaced 20 feet apart. 


In January we drove two six foot rounds 'ahead on the best mineralized 
hanging wall' strand of K7 fault out of the west corner of the 117 drift 
spur going S out of, number one crosscut (U-c). This was done after prelim 
mary probe btirn rou'nds indicated the best structure to follow southwest. 


The 1" '?0' section of the raise shows the geology and'sample location 
of the completed raise and the 1" 50' plan and'. projection complete the 
picture. Please compare this with a preliminary vertical 'projection of K7 
vein drawn by me 5-15..67. The. 1967 projection and section is geolojically 
about right but appears to' be economically optimistic. If the raise went up 
on the SW or NE side of ore shoots in the vertical zone tbrouc rh'whjch the 
1967 section SS is drawn we could still have substantial'ore on one side 
or the other of the raise at the top, footwall contact, of the raise; 2/3rds 
of the way up the raise at the hanging wall contact; and 60 to 75 feet up 
te raise. Even the rich pod of ore in the ftrst'severi feet of the raise 
may be part of' an ore body under the track which hs formed an, oxidation-
collapse cave going southeast alonc the crestal' part of a roll in the beddin':.

Th the' slusher' drifts ';ie propce to fnllow ore mineralization as long as 
it remains as good as it was to start or' improves , and we propose to stop 
workings' if said mineralization pinches or dies out. • 1e propose to follow 
rnineralizat,ton in the above places as long as' it is ore grade unless 'we are 
confronted with the problem of wh e ther to follow' marginal ore or higher grade 
ore somewhere else, in which case'the h. ighei grade ore wiU' be followed, un-
til the balance of the OME contract fnd are used up.

It looks feasable to start on wide ore assaying 11.8 to l.9 on



silver per ton	 with 2.2 to 7.3% lead at the 60 to75 foot interval and 
narrow ore (2' wide) assaying 6.1 to 12.L ounces silver arid ) 	 to 13.7% 
lead at the Th0 to l53. foot interval.

Amendment S granted an extensicu to the OME contract time from January 
1) to July ltj, 1968, and permits suspension of work under the contract from 
January 1 t April 1. We have suspended work effective starting January 15 and expect to be working again on the project March 16, 1968. 


The attached Forms !1TE 60 and. 61 for January show a total of 2,2j6.97 
spent to date under this OME contract of which no more than 31,36.85 is payable because of an error in allocating superv1son and accounting costs, 
The Lalanne under the contract is therefore (I,68o lees 31,6fl.00) at least : 13,Ot3, which by separate letter we are pointing out where this money 
would come from and. where we would like to have it apply on a final and mrst Promising exploration effort to get this exploration project into silver pro-
ductiori through a development phase that would naturally follow, 


If this final part of Stae II exploration Indicates the advisability of 
a Stage 111 in order to find new reserves of silver ore beyond those that we 
believe Stages I arid II will have found s we will request that the contract sum he enlarged arid a Stage III added.

During the month of December the raise from K7 level to the slusher 
drift advanced from IO feet above the level to 120 feet slope distance 
above the level-'-'an advance of 80 feet for the month. Timbering waa corn.. 
pleted to Ub feet, linear' slope distance, above the level; so we are 
claiming only 7b feet in forms 60 and 61 attached. We also drove six long" 
holes out of the raise, numbers 9 through ]J., for a, total of 108 feet. 
Channel samples and car samples totalling 25 in number were ti.ken and ass 
eyed. The assay results for samples 730' 'to 7b3', inclusive, were submitted 
with the report for November and the assay results for 7W to 755, inclu'. 
sive, are enclosed. 


The enclosed 1" 20' section of the 'raise shows the raise complete 
as of the end of December including geology, samples, and longhole loca's 
tions. If our transit survey is cnrrect we have 37 feet, slope distance, 
to go in order to connect to the Stage I slushor drift. 


Our best mineralization to date is from 60 to 7 feet up the raise aa 
shown by channel samples 7I1 and Th2' and car (raise round) samples Th7,. 
7I8 and 7L9. Sample 755 which was cut in the back (hanging wi.11 side) of 
the raise at llt to U9 feet 18 across a manto1ike occurrence of milk quar. 
tz in the hanging wail of IC? fault'.vein under the Ramshorn slate cap rock. 
Both sample 71a and 755 occurrences are of the Hoffman stope type, but 7%: 
is where the best ore was expected instead of 7li2. Since our intercepts 
were essentially two dimentional we will not know whether we have a mine. 
able ore body without 25 to 50 feet of slu.sher drifting or raising on these 
showings. The same may be true of the known minsra.liration above us in the 
raise. 


During December Beardsley Gulch at its own expense 'ran dog hole burn 
cut rounds SW out of crosscut #1 and out of the face of 117 drift SW, out 
of crosscut #1, following the best mineralization. The 117 dog hole got 
out of encouiagirig mineralization, but the crosscut #1 dog hole got into 
greatly improved, mineralization of ore grade. This mineralization strikes 
about S 15° W and looks like an inverted trough which is rising and widen.

All four objectives would be accomplished within the contract price of 
$W,630 for I expect we will have about $12,000 left when the current raise 
is finished. This should allow for about iSO feet of slusher drifting and/or 
lateral raising out of the present raise and 100 feat of drifts and CrosaCuts 
out of the face of 117 drift M.' All of the proposed new work would be r 
etricted to following mineralization such as quartz ..galenaacoppar.zinc with 
its associated silver and gold. I say gold now because we are getting up to 
about $3.00 per ton gold content in some of our samples.

Operator's Report for November, .1967 


During the month of November 39 feet of drift was timbered, a raise chute put in 


and the Stage II raise to the slusher..drift was advanced 40 feet above the top of the drift 


sets in Stage II drift. Longholes 7 and 8 were driven 20 feet southeast and northwest, 


respectively, out of the raise 25 feet up the raise. 


Twenty feet of drift was timbered starting at the raise 20 feet southwest of survey 
point 18 and stopping 40 feet southwest of 18. Nine feet of drift was timbered under the 
Stage II raise and ten feet of drIft was timbered in the interval 10 to 20 feet southwest of 


Stage U raise. 


The raise started on rich ore about a foot wide. At 5 feet the ore had increased to 


two feet wIde and looked the same assaying 0.01 ounces Au per ton, 54.9 ounces Ag.per 


ton, 9.8% lead, 1.44% copper and 5.3% zinc. The ore pinched out entirely at 8 feet and 


from there on, up to 40 feet, or months end, K7 fault and its strands were essentially barren 
with little more than trace amounts of minerals except for iron stained, cheared, and brec-


dated tight dolomite. 


During the month of December as of the 8th the prospect for a commercial silver ore 
body to westward from 1X-C area has been improved by oversized burn rounds and six foot 


probes by drill steel into the wai1s. The ' aise at 50 feet above the sill got into highly 


siliceous shattered dolomite from barren rusty dolomite below. At 60 feet the silicification 
had increased in extent to include all of the 5' X 10' aise and twelve feet (8' on NE side 


and 4' on SE end) constituting about the ESE one-third of the raise was copper. stained and 
mineralized with silver, lead, zinc., coppei. That portion of the raise has whte to buff 
iron atained banded quartz whose bands strike N 20° E and dip vertically. This mineraliza-
tion increased in richness upward and extends an unknown distance into the footwoll of the 


raIse and NNE and SSW but at 75 feet it cut off abruptly upward and appeared to roll over 


and roughly parallel the bedding, as shown in the attached section. Channel samples eight 
and six feet long, respectively, cut horizontally in the ore at 65 and 70 feet average .08 oz 


Au, 15.4 oz Ag, 4.7%. Pb and 3.5% Zn. 


Longhole drilling at 76 feet into both walls failed to find the ore and longhole drill-
ing at 50 and 25 feet up the raise failed to detect ore. All the Iongholing has done to date 
is to establish that we are staying in the K7 fault zone and are probably near the center of 
it. The longholes are plotted on the attached section. The cuttings for each 5 foot interval 


are saved and a fraction of each interval has been restud led by panning and hand lens to 
make surethatote mineralization s not missed.

During the month of October Stage II drifting and. cross-
eitting was extended from 109 feet to 225.25 feet, for a month total of 116.25 feet. In this work there was 61.25 feet of 
arifting, and 55 feet of crosscutting on the K? vein and fault 
one0


The attached map shows crosscut #1 (1X ..C) going west-south-
west out of the original Stage II drift, at about 117 feet from 
the start, from the footwall strand of the K? fault zone. The 
main strand was cut by 11-C at 20 feet and the final strand (hang .


-ixig wall) strand was cut at 40 feet. From the main strand on for 
20 feet mineralization was good but below ore grade, unsorted. 
Drifting was resumed on the main strand of K?. This part of the 
drift is called 117 drift, and. measurements start at 117. This 
drift was driven 19.25 feet in the strongest mineralization to 
datee The attached map also shows crosscut #2 (2X-C) driven out 
along longhole #6 (LII #6) to explore showings of silver-copper 
ore, This crosscut was driven 14 feet and demonstrated that a 
pod. of partly oxidized tetrahedrite encOuntered at 3. feet bad. 
salted the hole for 10 feet. The main Strand of K? was cut at 
7.5 feet in 2X-C, but had only sparse blebs of steel galena in 
brown sheared dolomite. 


'On October 6 longhole #4 was deepened from 26 feet to 41 
feet, drilled westward plus 20 degrees; ionghole # was deepened 
from 10 to 26 feet S 5° E plus 20 degrees; and longhole #6 was 
drilled N 55° W plus 20 degrees 'for 26 feet. The longholing is 
plotted on the attached map and was done to double check the geo-
logic reasoning which dictated tbat'lX-C should go WNW where it 
is now shown. Hole #6 was also to make sure that the raise to 
the slusher drift could be started out of the original drift on 
the richest showing of silver ore. Longbole #6 indicated silver 
ore in the wall to the NW, but. 21-C demonstrated that the results 
were missleading. LII #6 plus 21-C fortified the reasoning behind 
the selection of the present raise location, and found the main.' 
trnd of K? which will be in the ' NW end of the raise. 


Assay sample numbers corresponding to the attached assay.re-
ceipts are plotted. on the attachedmap. and the locations are de-
scribed on the receipts. Car samples of each round have been 
taken for all rounds pulled whether drift Or crosscut, but not 


11' samples have been assayed because many were obviously barren. 
Dri'ft,car samples with prime numbers 1 to 19, inclusive, repro.-
senting every other drift round from 0 to 108.5 feet were assayed' 
for gold, silver., lead, and zinc just to make sure that we are 
missing nothing, especially gold and silver. Since then only ob-
vious potential silver mineralizatin is assayed.'

Samples #9 and #11 which are car samples taken in the vi 
cinity of the raise to the slusber drift above were surprisingly 
low grade considering the ore visible in the back of the drift. 
Evidently such ore did not extend down into the drift. The min-
eralization in the back at 56 to 65 feet is 1' to 2' wide and ob-
viously high grade over the 1' to 2' vein width. The channel 
samples in this area were not assayed but as the raise is driven 
channel samples will be taken every 5 feet over the best mineral-
ized strand of the vein. Car samples of the raise will indicate 
the effect of a known amount of dilution.. 


In 1X-C area the main strand of. K'1.ve .in.1 .;át .2.0 feet in l]C,. 
bad a formal narrow vein-like occurrence of silverleadzino.copper 
ore along it, but beyond there to the end of X. 0 strong minerali-
zation appeared to be bedded and dipping three degrees northea8t. 
The top of 1X-C is barren dolomite and mineralization extended up 
from the floor only 4 to 6 feet. The floor appears to be strongly 
mineralized. From 27.5 feet to 41 feet, as indicated by car sam-
pies 703 and ?iO, (sample measurements were from oeiter of the 
original drift and need 2.5 feet deducted from them) the drift 
rounds averaged 0.012 ounces Au, 5.5 ounces Ag, 3.8% Pb and 2$ 
in. Such rock wou.ld need be upgraded by a factor 6t three to 
make ore in this geographic setting. Selective blasting, in-stope 
sorting, and grizzly separation of tines and coarse material at 
the ore dump would probably be necessary to convert such material 
to ore. 


Channel sample 705 and car sample 711 demonstrate that the 
mineralization was improving SW along thematti strand of K?, but 
samples 713 and 714 tended to reverse the trend even though the 
present drift faces looked well mineralized. The last rou.nd in 
drift 11?, which is shown on the attaches map, looks better, lut 
is still far from direct shipping ore. 50 to 76% of such a face 
would need be sorted out as waste to make shipping ore. 


The work to date suggests that we may be getting into a mix-
gure of nianto (or bedded) and vein replacement type ore in the 
1X-C and drift 117 area. It looks like nianto or roughly strati-
form mineralization may predominate and that it will occur be-
tween iL-C and the downdropped interbedded Shale e8timated to be 
110 feet ahead. In the vicinity of longbo1#6, in the original 
drift we have the most formal vein ore and what tiere is is the 
richest material encountered to date, in the range of 50 ounces 
silver, 1% copper, and 10% lead. The raise to the slusher drift 
will therefore be started on this mineralization and the center. 
line of the raise to the slusher drift will' be as indicated on the 
attached map as " of raise". The long axis of the raise will, 
in plan, bear N 40° W andtapproximately 9 'feet long. The short 
axis will bear S 50°W and be 4 to 5 feet long. This will give 
us more room for longholing into the walls of the vein strands, 
including the main strand; give safer working . 'conditions; and ex-
plore a greater width of the K? vein zone. The manway will be the. 
NW half of the raise.
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The raise was already 20 feet above the drift as of November 
7. Before the raise started it was necessary to timber 40 feet of 
drift in order to support the ground around the raise and in other 
places. The timbered part 'will be plotted on the map for the Nov-
ember report. 


The raise to the slusher drift is going through the Hoffman 
shatter zone. It ±s starting on good mineralization and will end 
in better mineralization, but it has an excellent chance to inter-
sect the best raineralization in the vicinity of the Bayhorse dolo-
mite-Ramshorn. slate contact on the downdropped side of K? fault 
where we hope to find the westward continuation of the Hoffman ore 
body. Developments in the 1X-C and 117 drift area suggest that we 
may be getting into a stratiform ore area similar to the Pacific 
mine which is about a mile west-northwest and high up Ofl the moun-
tain. Judging by Ramshorn slate attitudes in the Beardsley Gulch 
area the slate dolomite contact should curve more westerly in 
strike a short distance northwest of the lX-C area as shown on the 
attached map. This change in strike could improve ground prepare-
tiori due to bedding plane adjustment caused by folding and jost-
ling of blocks between faults, which are numerous in the K? project 
area. Since ground preparation is a prerequisite for formation of 
Bayhorse-type ore, the change in curvature in the 1X-C area is a 
strong "plus factor" for the area. 


The K? project (OME 6495 Project) is in the East Mill fault 
zone which is a northerly striking fault zone which, in effect, is 
a graben containing many northerly faults, but the main. one. with 
1000 feet of throw is on the west side of the graben, and the next 
largest fault ha,s a little more than 100 feet of throw and is on 
the east side of the graben in the bottom of Beardsley Gulch in 
front of K? adit portal. The main fault on the west side of the 
graben drops the Ramshorn slate down so that it forms bedrock of 
considerable depth on the hill side east of the Pacific mine, and 
the slate covers any possible ore in the graben train the latitude 
of the Hood mine northward and for a width of 1600 feet in an 
east-west direction. The main west fault should be about 800 
feet due west of lX-C 9 but because the bedding which controls 
stratiforna ore should strike about N 35° W shortly northwest of 
1X-C the ore producing potential for stratiform ore is increased 
proportionate to the oblique distance across the graben. 


The graben has the most intense brecciation, pyritization 
nd rusty oxidation products in the lower half of the Pacific ore 


hrizon of any place in the Bayborse region that I have seen. 
.-early bent-cleavage recrystallization of this rusty dolomite 
might have been caused by the thermal metamorphism by an intru-
sive but the interbedded shale which was found at the end of 
the original Stage II drift was found to be finely calcareous 
and showing no contact metamorphic minerals0 Calcereous shales 
are very unstable in contact metamorphic environments; so it 







.
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became clearly evident that the intense iron-rich alteration, 
brecciation and recrystallization in the graben was due to some 
cause or causes other than an intrusion. The best remaining bet 
is that exceptionally intense hydrothermal action introduced the 
iron and recrystallized the dolomite. The brecciation probably 
is partly diagenetic; partly related to folding; and. finally re-
lated to the northerly and north-easterly faults that acted as 
conduits for hydrothermal fluids.

Enclosed is a copy of a self-explanatory letter dated September 11, 
1967, from Dooley P. Wheeler, Jr., general manager for the Operator. 


Stage I of the contract provides for 30 feet of drift timbering at 
$10.35 per foot. None of which has been used. There also remain 
unused 23 feet of slusher drift at $30.00 per foot. 


In his narrative report for August which accompanies his letter 
Wheeler says that "we may have underestimated" the amount of drift 
timbering required. Until it i more certain that there has indeed 
been an underestimation and, if so, that it has been a significant 
one, it is recommended that only the unused 30 feet of timbering 
provided under Stage I be transferred to Stage II. 


Should it develop that more than 60feet of drift timber is required, 
the unused 23 feet of slusher drift at $30.00 per foot can be trans-
ferred to Stage II permitting an additional 66 feet of timbering 
at $10.35 per foot.

My letters of May 18 and June 2, 1967, bring you up to date as of 
the end of May 1967 concerning Stage I of this contract which is now 
finished. 


The attached completed forms )1I'IK 60 and 61 for May, 1966, are I

trust now in order and properly vouciered 80 that Stag. I can be closed. 


The sluaher drift (adit) of Stage I intersected a true vein width 
Of slightly over 12 feet of mineralization in the interval 314 to 1*8 feet 
of the edit. This entire zone averaged 0.006 os. gold per ton, S.Ol oz. 
silver per ton, 3.6% lead, 0.67% zinc and 0.11% copper. The 314 to 36 
foote interval was yellowish green silver ore Mc1i, if 8ai)1ed separately, 
would very likely have given a sliver/lead ratio of the order of three 
ounces silver per unit of lead aixi a grade that would probably have been 
good enough for direct shipping ore. The last five feet of the minerali-
zation intercept which you sampled (14.3 - 148 feet) probably could be up-
graded to direct shipping ore with little sorting. 


The Stag. I work is very encouraging and it now looks like Stag. II 
will result in an ore discovery resembling the enclosed vertical projec-
tion and section 35'. Striae along Vein 7 suggest that the projection 
could have been more accurately drawn showing an ore rake of 60. degree. 
to the SW between the upper (footwail) contact of the Ramehorn slate and 
Bayhoree dolomite and the lower (hanging Wall) contact in the vertical 
projection. This was discussed in my letter of June 2 to you. 


We are eager to secure written authorization for Stage II so that 
we may continue exploration. I shall be at (ta1lis June 9 to 11, inclu-
sive, phone 879-2390 and wi]]. be back in Salt Lake Jun. 12 to lth. 


The 1" - 10' scale plan of the slusher drift which is one of three 
maps submitted to you was made before the last round was mucked out.

2 feet long from the reference plug instead of 0.8 feet' as mapped by 


ne and shown on the map that you have. Since the extra 1.2 feet were 
in elate I see no need at present to modify the l • 10' plan nap.

Beardslsy Gulch Minin€ Company has done all that it can do 
with the HD21 bulldozer and ripper. We expended 14.45 hours in 
October with such equipment and succeeded in clarifying the geo-
logic picture to the extent that Ramshorn dolomite was differen-
tiated from Bayhorse dolomite, and Bayhorse dolomite was positive.. 
ly exposed and identified on the southeast iide of K? vein in 
the upper part (SW part) of the bulldozer trench and under the 
Ramshorn slate in the anticlinal roll area near elevation 182' 
in the trench. 


Our letter of October 21, 1966, to Mr. MacLaren, described 
the findings as a result of the work in October and requested per-
mission to drive horizontally approximately N 600 W for up to 75 
feet in order to explore the Bayhorse doloLite close under the 
Ramsborn slate in. the anticlinal roll, which appears to be the 
western extension of the Hoffman shatter zone, until K? vein is 
intersected. Mr. MaoLaren approved this vvrk. 


The sketch map of lQ..fl-66 shows the work as completed for 
October and shows the proposed slusher drift along the axial plane 
of the anticlinal roll with respect to 1(7 vein, Ramshorn slate, 
Bayhorse dolomite and K? adit. 


Operating Report for April 1967 


In the work interval April 21 to 30, 1967, the slusher drift 
adit of stage I (amended) progressed 22 feet approximately N 600 W. 


In that interval the adit encountered blobs and pods of limon. 
ite and quartz in brown shattered dolomite. The quartz is the same 
variety as seen in the Hoffman stope directly east of the slusher 
adit across Beardsley Gulch, and this quartz has blebs of partly 
oxidized galena in it as it does in the Hoffman stope. 


General This report combines tbemotb of. October 1966 and April 
19?. Starting October 22 and ending April 21 the work on Stage I 
was suspended by authorization of Amendment #2. 


This report and accompanying voucher and progress report 
forms 60 and 61 attempts to conform exactly to OlE requirements atid 
reclaim unpaid supervision, insurance, FICA, etc., costs for August 
and September 1966.
