Differences in strikes and dips are small enough to be correlated,
but since the Barl Waite Tunnel is about 200 feet higher than the
Cabin Tunmel, the latier would have to be between 120 and 170 feet
farther north relative to the forwmer before any correlsation could
be made. The error could be this much since Green and Kapp stated
that they made thelr measurements wostily parallel to the surface
without correcting for wvertiecal angles, but I am wwilling te make
such e correlation without more accurate maps.

Umpleby (1913) says on page 15k: “In general these deposits are
poorly defined, withinm them scattered bunches end £ilms of chaleos
pyrite, in mony places changed %o bornite, malachite, or szurite,
constitute the principal mineralization.”
