1. No letters to banks or repliesyfrom banks accompanied the appli- -~
cation., '

2. The applicant, Muldoon Barium Co., states that he controls 55
unpatented mining claims, a mill site, and an easement for an access
road through the J. E. Peterson ranch, Only the possession of the
easement and of two mill sites is supported by documentation. Of
the 55 claims listed in Exhibit 2(a)(l), only 2 claims, High Ore 50
and 51, appear to have been located by the applicant and they are
not identified on the claim map. Possibly, they are the 2 unidenti-
fied claims between 5 and 7. Of the other claims, 1l were located
by Muldoon Barite Co., and 42 were located by Z. A. Fransciskovic.
High Ore Claim 48 was apparently located by the Muldoon Barite Co.
October 23, 1958, and again by Franscigkovic September 6, 1966. Thus,
there appear to be only 54 unpatented claims accounted for in this
Exhibit, of which Muldoon Barium Co. has rights to only 2.

3. On the claim map, in addition to 2 unidentified claims mentioned
above, High Ore 17 is not identified; perhaps it is 1 of the 2 claims
identified as No. 7. Also, shown on the claim map is No. 49, but
this is not included in Exhibit 2(a)(1). Perhaps, this is one of
the locations shown as 48 in the Exhibit, which would account for

the 55 claims listed.

4, The map identified as Development Map, 1" = 50', shows a section
line A-A', but no such section is included. Also, this map lacks a

legend identifying the colors.

The map identified as High Ore 30 Claim and 39, 1" = 50', has a
Legend that would identify the colors, but there are no colors on

the map.

The Corta Tunnel map includes location, width, and assays of 6
samples, 3 taken from the surface about 140 feet westerly from the
tunnel portal and 3 taken from the tunnel from about 20 to 40 feet
in, The average width and grade of the surface samples is 1.72
ounce silver per ton, 7.03 percent lead and 1l.1l4 percent zinc. At
the above prices, silver comprises only about 22 percent of the
total dollar value. The average width and grade of the three tunnel
samples is 0.61 ounce silver per ton, 0.79 percent lead and 2.2L
percent zinc, with silver comprising but 11.5 percent of the total
value, No assay certificates are presented to confirm these values,
but they support the question raised in the. first paragraph as to
whether this application can qualify as a silver project.

INTRODUCTION

The Muldoon Barium Company applied for OME assistance on December 8,
1967, to explore a silver-lead-zinc vein on the High Ore claims. A
field examination of the property was made on April 18, 1968, and

the resulting application examination report recommended that the
application be denied as the project proposed by the applicant had

a less than fair chance of finding a significant amount of lead-silver

ore.

The applicant continued work on his property during the summer of
1968 and found what he considered to be significantly new evidence
for reopening the consideration by OME of his original application
for assistance. Accordingly, he requested that OME officials revisit

his property to appraise the nevw evidence.-

I visited the High Ore claims on Thursday, October 24, 1968. Mr.

and Mrs. Laverty, officials of the Blaine County Economic Development
Committee, met me at Bellevue, Idaho, and accompanied me to the
property. Mr. Zdravko A. Franciskovic was at the property with two
miners and directed me through part of the mine workings and to
prospects on the surface. I spent about 2% hours at the property.

NEW WORK

The new work completed at the mine since April 18, 1968, consisted
of extending the drift at the end of the Barrett Tunnel for 90 feet.
About 10 feet east from the face of this drift a raise had followed
the vein for 10 feet. In the raise there is exposed an oxidized,
mineralized zone about 45 inches thick that consists of several thin
high-grade stringers. A sample cut across this vein assayed 0.03
ounce per ton gold, 3.2 ounces per ton silver, 2.2 percent lead,
2.9 percent zinc, and a trace of copper. A high-grade pod about 8
inches thick and 14 inches long and composed mainly of slightly

wexd
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oxidized galens and sphalerite occurs about midway between the
hanging wall and footwall of the vein. A selected sample of this
material assayed 0.04 ounce per ton gold, 29.2 ounces per ton silver,
28.3 percent lead, 3.8 percent zinc, and trace of copper. In the
face of the drift is a near vertical quartz-rich zone containing
rather sparse galena and sphalerite. The vein exposed in the raise
apparently thinned and turned slightly to the southwest and only
part of it is exposed near the sill of the drift at the face.

Mr. Franciskovic gave me & copy of a report made by a geologist of
a private company in the area (Security Mining Company?). This re-
port, dated October 9, 1968, described the mineralized vein near the
face of the drift in the Barrett Tunnel. The sampling done by this
company indicated ore reserves of 66 tons between the raise and the
face of the drift. Their assay data indicated 3.0 ounces per ton
silver, 3.1 percent lead, 1.5 percent zinc.

Other assay data that Mr, Franciskovic had were obtained by repre-
sentatives of J. R. Simplot Company and were from the Union Assay
Office, Inc., dated September 10, 1968. These show that a sample
of the high grade in the raise assayed 24.6 ounces per ton silver
and 25.6 percent lead. A L4-foot cut across the vein in the raise
assayed 1.3 ounces per ton silver and 1.5 percent lead. A 5-foot
sample across the face of the tunnel (exact location not known)
yielded 2.7 percent zinc, but no silver or lead.

Mr. Franciskovic accompanied me to a small prospect on the hillslope
east of the Barrett and Corta Tunnels., He had uncovered a lead-

- bearing gossan in a bulldozer cut he had made ‘in exploring for
barite. A grab sample of the gossan assayed trace gold, 0.4 ounce
per ton silver, 6.5 percent lead and 33.0 percent zinc. Agsay data
of J. R. Simplot Company of this zone (called the Maggie Vein by

Mr. Franciskovic) show 1.3 ounces per ton silver, 10.5 percent lead,
and 32.1 percent zinc.

CONCLUSIONS

The nevw vork completed by the applicant since the examination in
April 1968 has been successful in proving that the mineralized vein
persists to the west or northwest in thé Barrett Tunnel. Parts of
the vein contain fairly rich silver-lead ore, but-the full width of
- the vein is low grade and silver values constitute less than half
the dollar value of the ore, Continued drifting to the west along
the vein very probably can find a modest quantity of lead-silver ore
and possibly a lead-silver-zinc ore body can be outlined. However,
because lead and zinc are not on the list of commodities to be ex-
plored for by OME funds,exploration of the vein does not qualify for
OME assistance.

Justification for Denial of Application

The High Ore claims were visited April 18, 1968, in the company of
Z2dravko A. Franciskovic, general partner of the applicant company. Due S
to overburden outcrops were said to be wirtually non-existent. Therefore
the examination was limited to a few rock exposures along road .cuts, and
to the Corta and Barrett adits; sloughing of the walls of a shallow bull-
dozed trench above the Corta adit obscured any croppings there. About

3% hours were spent at the property.

It is concluded that the chance of this property qualifying as a legitimate
silver project and of the proposed work resulting in a significant
discovery are both less.than fair and it is.-recommended that- the
application be denied.

LOCATION

The claims involved are in sec. 12, T3N, R21E about 3,000 feet nearly

due west from the now caved portals of the old Muldoon mine. Some 1,800
feet northeasterly is the Idaho Maldoon mine and about 2.5 miles northerly
is the Garfield Mine (DMEA-L370).

These sources have supplied much of the general discussion, are grades,
and production figures used in this report.

Rocks in the area are described by Umpleby (1917, Pl, 1) as comprising
"Cambrian(?) quartzite, Ordovician dolomite, Devonian dolomite, shale and
limestone, in all more than 20,000 feet of stratan, Anderson, (1947,

fig. 2) describes the rocks as being "thick massive quartzitic breccia

and graywacke above light gray limestone and thick succession of calcareous,
shaley, and quartzitic beds" of the Wood River formation, Carboniferous

in age. These rocks have been intruded by two quartz monzonite porphyry
stocks of Tertiar¥ age, one about a mile north of the High Ore claims,

the other about 25 miles north. Numerous dikes of quartz diorite porphyry,
granite porphyry, and aplite also cut the sedimentary rocks, particularly
to the north of the property.

The beds are cut by bedding plane faults and high angle strike-slip
faults., At the Garfield (Eagle Bird) mine bedding plane faults strike
N15°-L0% and dip 35°-550NE; one at the Idaho Muldoon mine strikes N2OOW
and dips 35°NE. At the Idaho Muldoon mine strike-slip faults show

~ variations in strike from N30°E to N70CE in less than LO feet (Anderson,
1946, p. 12). They dip from 80° to the vertical .

The ore bodies at the old Muldoon mine are mostly-replacements by _galena,
pyrite, lesser amounts of sphalerite and chalcopyrite of a .dike.and:
sedimértary beds along the contact walls. Gangue minerals are sericitized
feldspar and small amounts of iron oxide. In general the replacement
bodies are small, In the Idaho Muldoon mine bedded sulfide replacement .
may be traced for as much as 100 feet at the surface and are up to 3 feet
wide but in most places the ore-grade shoots are spotty and within short
distances pinch out from widths of 10 inches. Replacement bodies along
strike-slip faults are also limited in size. One has been found to be
about 20 feet long and has been followed by a raise to a height of

about LO feet before it pinched out; another was found to be abart LO feet
long and 2 to 3 feet thick. The main ore body at the Garfield mine is only
a little lager than these.

On the High Ore claims the only rocks exposed in road cuts were quartzite
and, at one exposure, a thin-bedded shale(?). In general the beds strike
N70°-800W and dip L5°-SO0°NE. However, at one rather poor exposure of
quartzite, about 130 feet easterly from the portal of the Barrett tunnel,
the beds appear to strike N6OCE and dip 450S. Planes of similar attitude
were seen in the crosscut section of the Barrett tunnel where they were
definitely cleavage planes.

The Corta tunnel has been driven for about 230 feet along a quartzite=-
shale contact bearing about N75°%,., Some brecciated guartzite and
considerable clay gouge occupy the contact. From about 15 feet to 25
feet in from the portal the contact is heavily stained by iron oxides
and contains occasional cubes of galena. A similar zone is exposed from
about 130 to 14O feet in. Material from both zones was sorted and put
in a storage bin,

The Barrett tunnel, about 90 feet below the Corta has been driven N22°W
as a crosscut for 170 feet. Here it was turned to N58%W and followed a
shear zore for 85 feet to the mineralized bedding contact which it then
followed for 75 feet., The only mineralization seen by the examiner was
some iron axide staining, for the most part weak. A raise has been
driven for some 20 feet at about 260 feet from the portal. It was
inaccessible as no ladder was available. The applicant described a
small pod of galena and iron oxide, about 10 feet above the drift back,
which he said assayed 26.2 ounces silver per ton, 27.6 percent lead, and
3.1 percent zinc over an average width of 2 inches, This considered to
be the downward continuation of the first lense seen in the Corta tunnel ,

PRODUCTION AND GRADE OF THE ORE

Production figures are somewhat lacking in meaningful detail, but swh

~as are available considered along with sample assays in the docket files

give a reasonably consistent idea as to the grade that may be expected,

The most favorable price figures that can be used for value determinations are
$2.50 per ounce for silver, and $0.13 per pound for lead and zinc.

At the Garfield mine, 6 samplés taken by the DMEA examiners and 7 samples
taken by Viking Mine personnel average, respectively:

An unpublished War Minerals Memorandum states that on the Gray Eagle
(Garfield) mine dump about 850 tons had an average grade of 10 ounces
per ton silver, 11 percent lead, and 1 percent zinc., This would indicate
a total value of $56.20 per ton of which silver comprises only L percent.

The ore tenor at the Idaho-Muldoon mine is indicated by only one sample
described in an unpublished War Minerals Memorandum to contain 9.15
ounces silver per ton, 8.5 percent lead, and 1lli.l percent zinc. This
would indicate a total value of $82.42 per ton of which silver comprises
only 28 percent.,

Production figures from the old Muldoon mine are even more sketchy.
Umpleby (1917, p. 100 ) says that during the years 1907-1919 inclusive
shipping ore "was reported to run L2 percent lead and L8 ounces silver
per ton". These figures indicate a total value of $205.20 per ton of
which silver comprised L7 percent. Between 1881, the year of discovery,
and 1910, the last year of known production "this mine produced about
$200,000 most of which came from the silver in the lead orest®. In view
of the foregoing this is difficult to accept unless there was little
market for lead and zinc or unless the prices for these commodities were
very low compared to the price for silver.

0f all the sample data available whether from the High Ore claims or from
neighboring mines, in no case does silver comprise more than L7 percent
of the total value based on $2.50 per ounce for silver and as little as
$0.13 per pound for lead and for zinc,

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDAT IONS

It is concluded that in the nearby mines ore bodies have tended to be small,
Tt is further concluded that on the High Ore claims there was no evidence
to indicate that the project proposed by the applicant has a better than
fair chance of finding a significant amount of lead-silver ore. Finally,

it is concluded that in any ore that might be found 511ver values will
comprise less than L7 percent of the total.

It is therefore recommended that the application be denied.

(a) Exploration of the argentiferous lead-zinc vein is
planned in three phases,

Phase 1 - It is proposed to physically explore and sample
the vein with a 7' x 8' timbered drift by advancing the
Barrett tunnel 300 feet westward from the present face.

PBRPOSE OF THE FCONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTER

"Progress" and "success" might be called the keywords of the United
States! economy, with their aptness becoming particularly apparent as a

result of the new information available from the 19460 census.

Unfortunately, this same census pointed to an economic devression in
Blaine County. While the national economy is in a boom era, the county
economy has not remained static, fut has regressed. Young adults have
been forced to leave the area to seek employment elsewhere. The growth

of recreation and tourism had not been enough to take up the slack.

Fortunately, Blaine County's residents have become more and more aware

of the problem, and more aqd more concerned. And now the Blaine County
Fconemic Development Committee has heen appointed by the County Commissioners
to investigate the causes of the economic depression, and to make

recommendations.

It is the intention of this committee to recommend and promote projects

that will allevizte the nresent economic problems, and to develop Blaine
Counbtv's great potential for the greatest benefit of the present and

futvre population.

INTRODUCTION AND AREA TCPOGRAPHY

Blaine Ccunty is in the south-central ssction of Idahc, with Hailey, the
county seat, heing approximately one hundred miles north of the Nevada
horder. The county had a 1950 pooulation cf 4,598. Its total area of
2,448 square miles includes soproximately 20 square miles of navigahle
water. The average orecipitation is 15.1 inches. Januery's average
temperature is 19.2 degrees Fahrenheit, July's is 57.0. Low and high

g3

tenperatures range between -35 degrees to 105 degrees Fahrenheit.

The county's economy has been based primarily on agriculture and mining,
with recreation and tourism supplementing this to an increasing degree.
But the recreational market could be developed much more extensively than
it is, thanks to a varied and changing topography; the land changes
rapidly from a semi-arid region, with lava beds, to high mountain country

of fering sn zbundance of forests, lakes, streams, and wildlife.

Technically, Blaine County is near the southern margin of central Idsho's
great mountain mess. The Wood River nortion of the county is a rugged

region in which the only level tracts are the terraces and 2lluvial fleats

along the larger streams. The lowest part of this area is near Bellevue,
with an elevation of about 5,000 feet. The contrast or relief hetween the
mountains and the valleys in the area between Bellevue and Ketchum ranges
between 2,000 and 2,500 feet. But further north this relief becomes greater,
with many summits along the main divide rising as high as 3.000 o» L,000
feet above the valley floors, and with many of these summits attaining
elevations in excess of 10,000 feet. The county!s highest point is near

Hyndman Peak, which towers to 12,078 feet.

Blaine County contains 1,695,360 acres, of which L0,000 are cultivated.

The halance of the land is in grazing, forestry or mining overations, or

waste land.

The town of Ketchum and its famous neighbor, Sun Valley, is at the edge of

one of the nation’s greatest recreation areas - the.Sawtooth Mountain region.
The county's more southerly communities of Bellevue, Gannett, Picabo, and
Carey are primarily agricultural. In addition, there is a mine operating near

Bellevue.

There are two well-known attractions located within Rlaine County's rorders:
the aforementioned winter and summer resort of Sun Valley in the central
portion, and Craters of the Moon National Monument in the southeastern

section.

AREA POPULATION

During the past ten years Blaine County has had a ponulation denression,
not a population explosion. The State of Idaho, durirg the 1850 to 1960
period, had a 13.4% population increase, hut Blaine Ccunty had a 14.6%
decrease. Out of forty-four counties in the state, only three suffered a
greater population loss than Blaine: Camss, 15.0%; Teton, 17.6%; and
Oneida, 17.9%.

County region to become that ares's first white visitor. The earliest
mining claims were filed in 1845 for the county. hut Dermangnt settlers
didn't arrive until 1879 saw the Indians driven out. Then in 189% a
remnant of Alturas County, formerly Idaho's largest and wealthiest county,
hecame Blaine County, and in 1880 the great Wood River mining hoom hegan.
with gold, lead, and silver being mined. Smelting began early, and there

were stamp mills. Industrial mining followed quickly.

Blaine County had many firsts: the first electric light vlant in the
then Territory of Idaho; the first territorial town with electric lights;
and the territory's first telephone system. The "Wood River Daily Times"

was the state's second daily newspaper.

The Oregon Short Line Railroad, later to be part of Union Pacific, built

the first railroad track into the region in 1883. Agriculture started in
1679 with the first farming community being on Spring Creek near Carey. BRut
hy 1900 the mining boom was over, and Blaine County went into a decline.

And from 1900 up to the present, the county's pvopulation has fluctuated with
the rise and decline of the mining industry, and because of an unstebhilized

agricultural situation due to weather conditions.

But in 1935 a vital new resource was added to the county: tourism and
recreation. And with this opening up of the Wood River Valley, fishing
and hunting turned from a necessity into a sport, and 2 new future was in

sight for the area.

AGRICULTURE

Blaine County's 40,000 acres of cultivated land are used primarily for
grazing, forestry or mining, or waste land. The cultivated land, according
to A.S.C.S.-determined classifications, includes: Class I ~ 260 acres;

Class II - 5,090 acres; Class III - 18,390 acres; and Class IV - 13,890 acres.
The average-size farm is 875 acres, with 220 acres of crop land. There are |
265 farms within the county, a reduction of nearly 60 operating units during
the last ten years .

SOILS

Soile in Blaine County vary from those with a high gravel content with high

water penetrability, to heavy clay soils with low water penetrability. Most

of the soils in the Big and Little Wood River drainages are classified as
Little Wood soils, which are characterized hy a high gravel content, mzking
good Water utilization very difficult. Soils in the Silver Creek drainage
carry a high salt content, limiting their capabilities for production.
ELEVATIONS

Most general farming is at elevations of L,,500 to 5,500 feet. Livestock
grazing continues to about 9,000 feet for high canvon and meadow grazing,
ANNUAL PRECIPITATION

Precipitation averages from nearly LO years show 15.1 inches of orecipitation
annually, with October through May contributing nearly €5% of this amount,
primarily as snow. The summer months normally are very dry.

TEMPERATURES

January's average is 19.2 degrees Fahrenheit; July's, 7.0 degrees Fahrenheit.
Recorded temperatures range from -35 to 105 degrees Fahrenheit.

GROWING PERIOD

The average frost-free growing period is 109 days. In an average year,
spring's last killing frost arrives on June 2, the fall's first on September 19.
CROPS

Because of a short frost-free growing period, crops which have some frost
tolerance are grown by necessity, as well as crops having a short growing
season. The area's more common crops include alfalfa, wheat, oats, barley,
red clover seed, potatoes, and pasture. In the extreme southern tip of the

county, near the Snake River, some sugar beets and beans are grown.

Occasionally corn crops are grown for silage. Alfalfa constitutes nearly

50% of the irrigated production land crop.

LIVESTOCK

Because of the short growing season, the livestock system of farming is
followed. All classes of livestock are raised, including beef, sheep,

and dairy, which are best adapted to this area.

UTILIZATION OF CROPS AND LIVESTOCK

Nearly all the county's surplus grain and forage crops are utilized elsewhere.
Recause of their high quality, the hay and grain crops are economically
important as feedstuffs to areas with less severe conditions. Blaine County
is serviced by two grain recgiving stations which also provide a place

where farmers can purchase crop seeds.

Within the county there is no local livestock marketing center as such.
Livestock is sold by direct contract in the field, or is hauled to local
marketing centers many miles distant.

Dairy production fluctuates from year to year and is stabilized only by a
milk receiving station at Carey. Prices received for milk make it difficult
for dairymen to stay in business.

SUMMARY OF SITUATION

The limitine factors of temperature, a short grdwing season, and long winters,
comhined with several years of depressed production caused by drought, frost.
and erratic wéter supplies, have severely depressed the county's agricultural

economy. The number of young farmers who start into business is very limited
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because of poor economic farm conditions, and farm population has dropped
due to the merging of units for increased efficiency. Factors creating
larger volumes, higher orices, or a stabilizing effect are desperately
needed. The greatest good would come from a stabilization of irrigation

water supplies during late summer.

BURFAU OF LAND MANAGEMENT LANDS

Public domain lands not controlled by other agencies are managed by the
Rureau of Land Management, with district of fices at Shoshone, Lincoln county.
In Blaine County 769,975 acres are under BIM management. Generally, the
land is low and non-forested, and is used for livestock grazing. Wi th sheep
and cattle oroduction constituting one of the county's key industries, the
RBRLM grazing lands and their programs of range management contribute much

to the economy.

The range management work prosrammed oy BLM for Blaine County for the fiscal
years 1964 and 1967 includes:

STATE LANDS

State of Idaho land in Blaine County now amounts to about 72,222 acres. It

is leased, or sometimes. sold, to stockmen for grazing.
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NATIONAL FOREST LANDS

National Forests established in 190%, and generally characterized hy steen,
rough topogranhy, rugged mountain peaks, sizeable streams, and steen-walled

canyons, occupy 496,946 acres of land in Blaine County.

The region's economic development and growth has come largely from the
development and use of the forests! renewable resources--water, timber,
forage, an outdoor recreation area, and a habitat for wildlife--and from
mineral resource development. DMoreover, future development economic
stability will devend, to a large degree, on the utilization of the resources
at 2 higb, sustaineqvlevel of productivity, with each factor in harmonious
relationship with the others.. This is the manage@enf poliéy for these lands

as directed by Congress under the Multiple Use - Sustained Yield Act.

The headwaters of the county's major streams are in National Forests,
including the Salmon River, the Big and Little Wood Rivers, and their major

trihutaries.

Althouzh the county economy is most directly linked with stock raising, mining,
cutdoor recreation, and lumbhering, the water supply from the high mountain
snowpacks is a limiting factor in this region's continued development, as it
is in much of the West. Becezuase of the great value of wafer, all National
Forest uses or activities are geared to maintaining watersheds in zood
condition so that adequate usable water is produced. Outdoor recreation,

with its exceptional potential inu the area and its compatibility with
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good management of other resources, is expected to expand greatly in the

near future.

One of the county's major employers is the Sawtooth National Forest. In
1965, 93 Forest Service employees, with L2 of them at Hailey, were engaged

in forest administration and the improvement and development of its resources.

Substantial progress is being made in multiple use menegement and development
of the Sawtooth and Challis National Forests. Moreover, this land, with its
resources, has great potential for further development, thus serving increasing

national and local needs in a growing economy.

NATIONAL FOREST ROADS AND TRAILS

The road and trail system which serves National Forest lands is essential for
the protection, development, and use of the forest resources. This includes

both the forest highways, and the development road-and-trail system.,

Currently included in the forest highway system are portions of Highway 933
the Ketchum-Featherville road which connects with Mountain Home and Boise;
and the Trail Creek highway connecting Highway 93 and Highway 93A between
Kétchum and Chilly. These major access routes, when completed, will he a

significant factor in the growth and development of Blaine County's economy.

The forest development road-and-trail system includes 248 miles of roads and
62l miles of trails. Much of this is constructed to standards inadequate to
serve current and anticipated needs; additional new road and trail mileage is

needed; and annual maintenance should be more timely and frequent.
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Improvement of hignways, roads, and trails consisten® with the protection of
watershed, wildlife, and scenic values should be given high priority. Full

develooment and use of the :zlmbar rasours2 is perticularly dependent upon an

adequate access road system. Scenic loop roads can he a tourist attraction

with the county. Creation of scenic roadside zones will also be of venefit

in attracting and holding tourists. An expanded trail system will encourage 1

hikers, trail riders, hunters, and fishermen to enjoy the excellent high

mountain scenery, fine fishing, and high-quality hunting for extended periods.

Acquiring rights-of-way along existing and needed new roads, and trails across
intervening lands to public lands, is of immediate importance. The Blaine

County Commissioners, and other responsible agencies, should acquire these
rights-of-way for permanent public use without delay. If this is not done,
access could become a limiting factor in future use and develooment. In addi-
tion to resolving access problems, the concerned agencies should plan and develop

a coordinated transportation system meeting present and future access needs.

Investment in an adequate and coordinated system of roads and trails will

result in a favorable cost-benefit return.

TIMBER

Timber from the county's National Forest lands supplies the raw materials for
several sawmills, posts and poles for ranchess, and a limited supply for fuel.
Saw timber is processed into lumber by five sawmills at Bellevue, Hailey,
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Ketchum, and Smiley Creek, with 196l production approximating 2,700,000 bhoard

feet of saw timber and 600,000 board feet of small products.

The volume of commercial saw timber available in the county on an annual cut
basis is between L and 5 million board feet per year, with additional volume

coming from adjacent counties for Blaine County processing.

Timber and wood processing operations are economically feasible, but logging
ard milling costs have increased due to small-sized trees and low acre volume.
Freight rates and distances to markets outside the Intermountain Region are

high, with road and other developmental costs increasing.

The full allowable timber cut from county National Forest land isnt't being
made, but this potential's complete development awaits demands for poorer
quality timber species. The major species of commercial saw timber is
Douglas Fir (59%), with lesser amoqnts of Lodgepole Pine (10%), Englemann
Spruce (6%), and Sub-Alpine Fir (9%); river-bottom cottonwood timber is a

largely unused timber resource.

Logging probably will remain seasonal due to operating difficulties from severe
winters. Ih the development of wood manufacturing facilities, full utilization
of available timber resources should be sought, and the stabilization of employ-
ment. Local manufacture of finished products would help stabilize year-round
employment, and would place local products in a better position, in spite of
high developmental, manufacturing, and transportation costs. Also, the climate
favors establishment of Christmas tree plantations, a neglected phase of the

timber business that warrants investigation.
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WATER RESOURCES

Water is the most important natural resource produced in Blaine County.
The deen snow packs and heavy precipitation from the high mountains are the

prime water source for the Bi

jed

and Little Wood rivers. Silver Creek, on the
other hand, comes from springs and from a high water tahle resulting from
irrigation at higher farming elevations.

BIG WOOD RIVER

Further study should re-evaluate the possibility of building a Boulder Flats
reservoir, twelve miles north of Ketchum on Big Wocd River. A dam would
hold spring run-off waters for irrigation, and would create a recreational
area for tourist and sportsman, thus contributing to the economy.

Flood Contpol: The 1965 floods caused about $127,000 worth of damage to

bridges, headgate structures, farmland, and residences, and the badly washed-
out river channel now plugs up with driftwqod and gravel bars. The estimated
cost of preparing the channel to carry next year's run-off is between $2,500
and $3,000 per mile, with 30 miles to work on, or ahout $80,000, However,
this would be a temporary measure and might have to bhe done each flood season.

Lack of Water: Area farmers lose $7.25 per acre per year due to lack of water

to mature the crops; this figure is from a 1953 Bureau of Reclamation study.
This is for 15,000 acres, or a total annual income loss of atout $108,750.
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In 1965, Big Wood River sent 529,820 acre feet of water into Snake River

which was carried out to sea. Boulder Flat reservoir site run-off is:

Canal Lining: Study should be made of another irrigation project, lining

irrigation canals to stop seepage water loss. The Big Wood River Irrigation
Company canal averages a 5% per mile loss; the cost of lining this 7-mile-long

canal would be about $190,000 per mile. Several other valley canals have about

the same amount of seepage.

Users: There are 142 water users on Big Wood River.

LITTLE WOOD RIVER

Carey Valley's Litﬁle Wood River drainage covers 312 square miles, with an
estimated water bearing averaging 132,000 acre feet. Total storage rights

by Little Wood River reservoir impoundment is 30,000 acre feet.

Users: There are 50 users of the Little Wood Irrigation Disfrict storage rights,
and Little Wood Canal Company Has 1LO users. Incidentally, Carey Valley's canals
also need lining to prevent high rates of water seepage.

Fish Creek: Fish‘Creek reservolir, originally built in 1917 and badly in need of
repair, is supplied by Fish Creek and Iron Mine Springs with a flow of 1L,411
acre feet. It irrigates 1,760 acres, with S0 fafms benefitting from.this water

source; if enlarged, it could serve 2,950 acres of farmland.

MINING

Blaine County's mountain slopes rise steeply from valley bottoms to narrow

interstream divides. The larger streams have flood plains well up in the
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S tmear iy

mountains. The breaks in the sides of the valleys probably are due to
interruptions in the continuity of erosion. There are no level or gently-
sloping summits, or other high-level tracts.

The Wood River region has several mining districts. The iailey Gold Relt
lies south and west of Hailey within the Idaho batholith; the Mineral Hill

district bounds both sides of Wood River near Bellevue and lHeziley; the Warm

Springs district, near Ketchum, includes Warm Sorings Creek, Trail Creek, the

east fork of Wood River, and Galena; and the Little Wood River district takes 2
in eastern Blaine County and part of Custer County.

MINING HISTORY

Ore was discovered in this region in 1864 by W. P. Callahan, but the area
remained inactive until 1878. By 1680 hundreds of claims were located, and

in 1883 four smelters with a daily output of 50 tons of bullion were operating
on ore containing ;0% to 80% lead and 100 oz. to 300 oz. silver per ton. Some
ore contained over 1,000 oz. of silver per ton!

Prosperity reigned until 1887, with 20 to 30 mines operating successfully.

Then the known ore shoots began to be exhausted much more ranidly than new
ones were found, and a sharp production decline lasted until 1895. After that,
production varied with fluctuations of mineral content; labor relations also
have affected production.

A famous early-day mine, the Silver Star Queen, is now operated by Federal
Resources Corporation and is producing about 100 tons of ore ver day. Federal
Resources also operstes a 250-ton flotation mill, and, during the summer, a

1,000 ton per day upgrading plant at Triumph Mine, with the dumps being

running parallel with the gravity jigs.

Federal Resources employs about 100 men, with a monthly payroll of $50,000.
Also, local contractors are awarded more than $200,000 annually, and hoth
large and small quantities of custom ore is purchased.

GENERAL CHARACTER OF THE ORE DEPOSITS

The region's deposits comprise lodes along shear zones in the sedimentary
and granitic rocks, contact metamorphic replacement deposits in calcareous
strate, and veins with hydrothermal deposition.

The lodes may be subdivided on the tasis of a number of variations, but the

different lodes possess sufficient fundamental characteristics in common to

indicate they are all genetically related. Most are characterized by
argentiferous galena with sphalerite, tetrahedrite, subordinate pyrite and
other sulphides in gangue consisting of altered. and crushed wall rock,
carbonates and some quartz. A few of the lodes contain notable quantities

of arseropyrite and a few of the lodes are characterized by ruby silver. All
contain some gold. Mineralization took place principally by replacement
rather than by fissure filling.

Lerge deposits of non-metallic minerals, such as the barite found in Deer
Creek and the pumice stone found near Magic Dam, could be of commercial

importance.
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RECREATION AND TOURISM

With moretnan $l§0 million’spentlannually in Idano on recreation and tourism,
it constitutes the third—ranking source of income in the state. Locally,

however, lt Ls a v1rtua11y untapped resource thanks to under-developed facili-
ties. About 300 000 tourists crossed county llnes in Idaho in 1965, and more
are expected‘in 1966, but Blaine_County tourism will depend directly upon the

amount-and. quality of planning and effort that is put forth by local residents.

A carefully planned program should be developed providing for (1) sound
immediate economic growth:and (2)‘protection and enhancement of the tremendous

future,recrestion'potential[of‘the county.

An ideally variedvtopogrsphy offers nearly every form of reore;t:%n, especially
fishing, hunting, and camping.. Sun Valley hosts an estimated 100,000 sklers
annually; and Craters of the Moon National Monument has over S0,000 annual
 visitors.: The Sawtooth National Forest lands, a spectacular asset, offer the
Sawtooth Mountains, the Boulder Mountains, the Smoky Mountaxns, and the Pioneer
Range, all withfmagnificent'recreational opportunities. An invigorating summer
climate, mountaln lakes and streams, and gorgeous scenery, alternate with

wonderful winter sports Opportunities and a braclng fall with great hunting

to make a year-round vacationerts paradise.

Well-constructed and well-maintained forest campgrounds, mostly along Wood River
or adjacent to Sawtooth Valley's gem-like lakes, provide picnic areas or camp
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sites for 219 family units, both local and tourist. An Additicnal 1,43% family
units are proposed for develonment. Twenty-nine other recreational sites, such
as organization camps, exist now, with 21 more slated for pocssible future

development, including areas suiteble for winter sports develorment.
! ’ X T

A nationally-known wilderness, the Sawtooth Primitive Area, is in the rugged
northern part of the county. Hiking clubs, family grouns, youth groups, and
individuals from all parts of the nation enjoy horseback trips, back packing,
mountain climbing, fishing, and the magnificent Sawtooth scenery. This is
part of what is probatly the finest wilderness area left in the United States,
with Blaine County being the gateway. A series of adjacent forest camps and
a good network of Forest Service trails help the tourist enjoy naturetls

irreplaceable handiwork.

In the waters at the foot of these majestic peaks, an aﬁnual salmon run takes
the Chinook to their spafining grounds in the Salmon River, and the Sockeye to
Redfish Lake. Because of the uniqueness and economic importance of these
ocean-run fish, the harvesting of natural resources becomes complex and most
important, with the necessity of insuring adequate watershed protection at

the Salmon River headwaters.
SUGGESTED PROGRAIMB

Because of the size of Blaine County and the disparate nature of its various
parts, a orogram for economic growth for one part wouldn't necessarily produce

the same results in another part. The mountainous north is very different
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from the agricultural south. So major programs for the north and south are
offered separately, with equally important other programs being listed
under "Goals" at the end of the report.

1. Development of a new Butterfield Creek drainage ski area (15 miles north
of Sun Valley). Studies should be made for other winter sports sites.

2. Adoption of a county-wide beautification and zoning program by the County
Commissioners.

3. Protection and development of county watersheds for full recreation potential.
a. More facilities at the Carey Valley reservoirs.
b. Prorer access and facilities on the Blaine portion of Magic Reservoir.

c. Establishment and protection of a "semi-wild" area in the bottom of
Trail Creek, ahove Sun Valley, from Antelope Creek upstream.

d. Development of Boulder Flat Reservoir north of Ketchum as a water
recreation area.

. Establishment of the Sawtooth region, partly encompassing the county's
northern border, as a "National Recreation Area."

5. Creation of a roadside tourist information and rest area at Bellevue junction.
. Sincerthere is a question as to whether further campground development on
the upper Wood River drainage adds to, or detracts from, the local economy,

the matter should be the subject of study.

7. There are two golf courses in the county, but there is need for another.

SUMMARY: With careful planning and coordinated effort, the unlimited recreation
potential of Blaine County can be a tremendous boon to economic prosperity. A
stepped-up development program must meet the future's expected heavy demands,
but, along with optimum public Benefits, there must also be preservation of the

area's natural beauty which can bring so much tenefit IF IT IS NOT DESTROYED.

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WILDLIFE

Wildlife production in Blaine County is of great economic importance since
nunting for deer, elk, antelope, and mountain goat; fishing for various
species of trout; and hunting numerous game tirds attracts many out-cf-the-
area hunters and fishermen. This has created an active interest in the
develooment of our wildlife, and now it is recognized.that all water and
transportation develcpment projects must consider their effect on all phases

cf wildlife production.

Any opportunity that presents itself to improve big game habitet and our
fishing streams, or that helps to assure optimum wildlife and fish production,
must be made maximum use of. Wildlife should be developed as much as possible,

and harvesting methods improved. This, of course, would help tourism.

Currently the state Fish and Game Department operates a large facility
hetween Gannett and Picabo which produces several million Rainbow trout

annually, which improves Blaine County fishing.

MEDICAL FACILITIES

Blaine County has two modern hospitals, Blaine County Hospital in Hailey

heving eleven beds, and the Sun Valley Village Hospital having eighteen beds.
The Sun Valley hospital servés the Ketchum - Sun Valley area and the surrounding
territory, especially to the north, while the Hailey hospital serves Hailey and

Bellevue and the area especially to the south.

Patients from thenneighbofing counties of Custer,:Camas, and Lincoln use both
hospitals freely. This is also true of a large transient population which relies

on both hospitals, winter and summer, but especially on the Sun Valley hbspital.
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Hospital utilization generally is short term, but, even so, hoth are over-
extended and both plan expansions of bted capacity in the near future. Plans
are nearly completed for expansion of the Sun Valley Village Hospital in 1966
to about 28 beds, with substantisl expansion of diagnostic facilities in both

the lakoratory and radiology departments.

Eight physicians practice in Blaine County, six full-time and two part-time.
The latter two Specialize in radiology and pathology and do consultation
practice on a regularly scheduléd basis. Other medical and para-medical
personnel in the cocunty are one dentist, forty registered nurses, and five
pharmacists. Cne of ﬁhe nﬁrses is in Public Health, serving the county school

system.

Development plans call for a bio-medical research and communications institute
for which a prospectus has been written. This concept calls for investment of
substantial sums of money as grants, and for the attraction of substantial
numbers of scientific and supporfive persons to the area, with approximately

50 to 100 persons in the first three years of operation.

making it impossi*le tc hond again until property values increase.

If, as studies indicate, the school population continues to increase, it may-
be feasikle tc ask taxveyvers to”vote a plant-facilities levy, allowing the
district to bulld e cavitel fund which would draw interest and be avgilablev
for expansion of clént facilities. ’

s The courty's eoducation level is higher than the Idaho average for comparatle
schcols, but as trowth continues it is necessary to gain strength on both

the academic a2nd vocational levels.
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In six months the recently-founded College of Southern Idaho has increased
to nearly 1,000 enrollment, indiéating that a Blaine County junior collegev
would be a sound educational institution and an economic boon. - The closest

ECONOMICS AND EMPLOYMENT

Historically, Blaine County's basic economy and employment centers primarily

around recreation, agriculture, and mining.

Recreation has been a big employment factor since Sun Valley was built in 1937,
but the resort's complete shut-down for about 3 months annually, and teing only
partially staffed during several other months, has heen enough in itself to

vary county employment. The effect is also felt by the many population-supported
business in the Wocd River area. Recently, non-Sun Vzlley recreation has become

a2 factor warranting some consideration.

Agricultural activities are also seasonal, with workers increased during the

summer, but reduced after the completion of fall's haying operations.

Mining activity is less seasonal, but fluctuates with metal prices, which can

easily create significant increases in mining employment.

Sun Valley's purchase from the Union Pacific Railroad by the Janss Corvoration
on December 10, 196L began a period of increased economic activity in the entire
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Wood River area, and Janss! announcement that $30 million would ultimately be
spent contributed to an economic surge. During recent months between 2% and
3 million dollars was spent at Sun Valle& on remodeling, re-arranging, and new
construction. Resort officials plan to continue the facility expansion during
1966, and work is beginning on 50 condominium town houses, just a part of the

contemplated developments.

Other construction activity also increased with such projects as the building
and remodeling of schools, the remodeling of the county hospital, highway
construction, building a summer youth camp, new'government buildings, installation

of natural gas service, and construction of numerous residential buildings.

Construction of a new ski complex, apart from Sun Valley and including everything
necessary for an independent skiing facility, is tentatively scheduled for 1966.

Continued expansion of the residential building program is also expected.

Sun Valley is the most important fluctuating employment factor. No breakdown of
Sun Valley unemployment figures is available, but many of those involved, not
local residents, leave the county at the end of each season. To a large extent,
the workers in the summer and winter recreation occupations, some of those in
mining operations, the loggers, the forest workers, those in government service,
the agricultural workers, and most of the contract construction workers v« all
seasonal, and not permanent residents, though they may stay in the county for
several months. If they stayed in the county for the whole year the unemployment

figures would be still higher than they are in the accompanying tables.
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The solution to the unemployment problem, one of the Economic Development
Committee's majgr goals, would seem to center around providing off-season

employment for county residents.

1. Service & Miscellaneous: This Ls the largest segment on a year-round basis
and includes the resort of Sun Valley and mining. Mining employment has
increased approximately 1,000% since construction of the Bellevue concen=
trate mill. Service employment maintains a high level year-round in spite
of seasonal Sun Valley shut-downs which affect the magnitude of the segment.

2. Agriculture: Cattle and sheep raising is the predominant activity.

3. Trade: Wholesale and retail trade varies moderately because of the seasonal
nature of the recreational activity.

L. Government: The main employment in this section is the Forest Service, with
considerable seasonal variation,

C. Construction: This industry still has mid-winter reductions, but it has
undergone considerable growth during the summers of 196k and 1965.

4. Trangportation, Communication, Utilities

7. Manufacturing: Blaine County manufacturing is a fairly small part of the
labor force. Milk food products manufacturing makes up approximately
half of the employment within this segment. Other manufactured
products include watches and ski poles. The ski pole industry is
significant since it is oriented to a principal industry that offers
an opportunity for expansion.

8. Finance, Insurance and Real Estate: This segment has been insignificant,
hut has heen on the increase during the past year. Expected expansion
in the near future will further increase employment in this group.

Industgz: Most industries haven't found Blaine County satisfactory for factory
sites, nor has the county actively sought larger industry in the past, but Blaine
County is well geared to certain types of industries. Salt Lake City, the closest
major metropolitan center, is 300 miles south, so the industry must not require
close proximity to a metropolitan area.
But some industries must be removed from population centers, or at least maybe
removed, and many areas of the county are well adapted to this class of industry.
Manufacturers of ski equipment, clothing, or sporting goods would find the
Hailey - Ketchum - Sun Valley area a great boon in sales promotion.

Transportation facilities improve annually, and warehousing activities can be
. _— _
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expedited easily through Jerome, Idaho, a city of L,761 population located
60 miles south of Hailey. Jerome has excellent warehousing facilities, is
f well supplied with rail sidings, and there is an inter-state freeway within

one mile of the city center.

Research centers, and industry involved in natural resources, should be sought

for the county. Industries needing a labor force haven't increased, and, conse-

quently, population has decreased 1L4.6% from 1950 to 1960. An industry requiring
a greater number of employees would increase trade and local earning power.
Industry and businesses, as an added source, should consult the Idaho Economic

MARKETING -

The principal markets for Blaine County farm products and livestock are in
the Magic Valley region, where there are six livestock auction sales yards.
Although there are two grain marketing centers in Blaine County, at Picabo

and Carey, the products are ultimately shipped to the Twin Falls flour mills

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or directly to Portland. In the lower elevations and warmer climates of Magic
Valley and Boise Valley there are several feeding and dairy operations which
have become markets for the grains and high-protein-content alfalfa hay grown

in this county. Local clover and alfalfa seed products are hauled from the

fields to Gooding, Lincoln or Twin Falls County for processing. The potato
market is with processing plants in the Magic Valley. Seed potatoes are shipped

to western Idaho or sold locally.

T P

The lumber industry has declined sharply in recent years, but some of the local
product is still trucked from our sawmills to Heyburn or Fairfield, which are
in other counties, to planing mills, then to be retailed throughout southern

Idaho. A small amoung of rough lumber is sold locally.

A Ketchum fence-post treating plant sells locally and to the Magic Valley area.
Other posts are trucked to the Gooding County treating plant which has extensive

distribution throughout the southern part of the state and northern Nevada.

TRANSPORTATION

Highway Transportation

Blaine County's most important highway is US 93, a north-south highway connecting
Alaska with Mexico. It is improving slowly, but traffic warrants extensive road
work, including widening and re-surfacing from Timmerman Hill north to Ketchum,
and, scuth of Blaine County, from the inter-state in Jerome County to 7 miles
north of Shoshone in Lincoln County. In the future the unsurfaced 2l miles of

State Highway #75 over Trail Creek Summit, connecting the Sun Valley area with

V-l
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traffic coming from Montana and Canada to Alternate Highway #93 at Mackay,
should be surfaced. This improvement also would make the recreational aspects
of the Trail Creek area of the Sawtooth National Forest, and the Lost River serea

of the Challis National Forest, more readily accessible to tourists.

Completion of Sun Valley-to-Yellowstone State Highway #68 would greatly
encourage tourism; it would be the second east-west highway connecting Boise

with Yellowstone National Park, but this highway would pass through Blaine County.

Only 25 miles of unpaved road separates Hill City, in Camas County, and Mountain
Home, in Elmore County; when completed, this will greatly shorten the paved
distance to this area from Boise. On the east, only LO miles is unpaved, this
between Dubois and Mack's Inn., But average annual construction is a mere seven
miles, or less, and the greatly increased road traffic warrants completion now,

boosting tourism tremendously, and greatly helping farm-to-market transportation.
State Highway #93, from Bellevue to the Craters of the Moon and east, is adequate.

Active interest groups have recommended that an intensive study be initiated of
a highway from the Mini-Cassia area to Carey Valley!s Jjunction of 93A and
Highway #23 from Bellevue;'it would create an artery for increased tourism

and recfeation, broaden the county tfaffic flow, and be ef great agricultural

value by linking this area more directly to more markets.

There are LS4 miles of county roads in Blaine Connty; more funds are needed

to maintain them adequately.
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Air Transportation

Hailey'!s Friedman Memorial Airport is the sole méjor airport serving the
county's larger communities., A turf strip, it has a single runway that can
handle virtually all business aircraft up to Douglas.DC-B category. However,
since it can't handle the Fairchild F-27 operated by West Coast Airlines, it's
high probable that Viest Coast's Hailey air service will be discontinued

permanently in 1966 as the DC-3 is phased out of their flight operation.

Determined efforts at airport improvement are under way. A series cf meetings,
with state, county, city, and Sun Valley represented, are exploring (1) the
feasibility of instslling a surfaced runway, (2) the setting aside of areas
for improved aircraft tie-down, and (3) the improving of hangar facilities and
runway lighting. (No airport lighting exists, which creates a problem for the

airport's increased air traffic.)

In fact, no significent improvements to the county-city operated airport have
been made for several years, and airport development is essential if air

transportation is to keep up with demand.

In regard to the January 22, 1966 resclution of the Eastern Idaho Chamber of
Commerce regarding investigation éf Idaho's aviation needs, it is suggested
that speclsl emphasis be placed on Blaine County's pressing needs for improved
alr transpcrtation. We request a feasibility study of a new jet alrport near
the Jerome highway junction, just east of that city, serving several Magic
Valley counties, as well as Blaine, and only 60 miles, or 1% hours by bus,
away from Hailey and Ketchum - Sun Valley. Another advantage of this locaticn

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would be less winter fog hazard, a serious problem at most smaller airports
in this part of Idaho.

Rallroad Transportation

Union Pacific's branch line from Shoshone to Bellevue, Hailey, and Ketchum has
local freight service three times a week. Since the railroad handles no freight
shipments under 4,000 pounds, smaller shipments are handled by locel trucking
lines, but the steady increase in mining and tourist activity should also increase
future rail freight, meking this line of continuing importance.

Bus Transportation

Bus service connects with Shoshone'!s main-~line passenger trains, and also goes
to and from Magic Velley, connecting with Greyhound and Trailways busses.

Motor Freight

Garrett Freight Lines is the only line serving this area, and there is need

for additional freight service.

Summary

Transportation is one of Blaine County!s largest and most pressing problems,

and should be thoroughly studied while moving towards the earliest possible
sclution. If more tourists can get here, the economy will benefit tremendously.
But, still more important, the present transportation handicaps must bte overcome
if more industry and business is to come here. A study should be instituted

immediately.

2. Sponsor industries that will help alleviate the unemployment problem.

3. Recommend formation of a Blaine County Development Corporation.

L. Encourage cooperation and understanding among the county's communities as a
vital and indispensable ingredient for continued growth and economic
prosperity.

5. Give direction to economic -growth and to the development of county resources.

6. Provide for the maintenance, protection, and nurturing of the natural
beauty which is one of the greatest, and probably the greatest, of the
county's assets,

PROJECTS
The Committee hereby recommends the following‘projects, both immediate and long-

range. They are not necessarily in seguence or in order of importance.

Beautification and Rehabilitation Projects

Restore and mark the Hailey birthplace of Ezra Pound, the noted poet.

Establishment by the County Commissioners of a county-wide zoning board, and
development of a beautification program to retain the area's natural beauty.

Restore the ghost towns of Sawtooth City and Boulder City as tourist attractions.

Improvement to existing bridges, or construction of new bridges, across Wood
River: (a) to the Warm Springs section of Ketchum; (b) on US Highway 93 south
of Xetchum; and (c) to RotaRun ski area west of Hailey.

Creation of rural fire department serving the county's southern portion.
Construction of new meeting halls in Halley and Ketchum.

Establishment of a combined city dump for Hailey and Ketchum located away from
any stream or river or site of beauty. Investigation of better disposal

means throughout the county.

Establishment of a convention center in Ketchunm,
