"5 on the southern slope of copper mountain, Challls National

Forest, Idaho.

A brief review of pertinent facts shows that we have five
valid claims with no counter-claims (see Attachment #1) in
the Challis National Forest, located approximately as shown
by “the X on the attached map of the Challis National Forest
‘(see Attachment #2). Claim Passover #1 has an adit of
approximately 136 feet depth, located on center claim. This
adit cuts a mineralized zone of approximately 25 feet thickness,
dip 60°, about 30 feet from the adit entg¢rance. This zone '
assays 1.28% copper, 0.06% molybdenum and 0.008% silver, with
.a specific gravity of 3.1 (see Attachment #3, sample #1535,
report from Southern Spectrographic Laboratory). The sample

‘was taken from three locations along ‘the mineralized zone and

cut to average. Workings within the zone prove that it extends
at least 25 feet perpendicular to the adit on the west side of.
the adit. There are no workings to the east. Outcrops
