It is recommended that this application for exploration aid be
turned down for the following reasons:

The property is located in Pope County on the northwest
rargin of the Illinois-Kentucky field. Generally less than
5 percent of the fluorspar production of Illinois comes from
Pope County. The nearest fluorspar mine to the applicant's
property is more than 5 miles away.

No fluorspar has been produced anywhere along the fault
proposed for drilling. Hundreds of barren faults with similar
trend are known in the Illinois~Kentucky field.

Furthermore, this property is not regarded as favorable for
exploration by shallow drilling because:

(1) The bedrock exposed here along the fault is
the Kinkaid formation (Mississippian), which is immediately
below Pennsylvanian rocks; the Pennsylvanian rocks and the
upper part of the Mississippian section have not been found
to be favorable host rocks for vein deposits in this fluorspar
field,

(2) The thickness to possible bedding-replacement
deposits in the Renault or Ste. Genevieve formations,
favorable host rocks for deposits of this type elsewhere
in the Illinois-Kentucky fluorspar field, is about 1,000
feet s






(3) Geologic investigation of some properties
along adjacent faults and shallow drilling of some of
them,during the wartime program of the I1linois Geological
Survey and the U. S. Bureau of Mines did not result in
the discovery of any workable deposits in this part of the
field.

Descriptions of the fluorspar or zinc showings mentioned by
the applicant are not given. In summary, the applicant has not shown
justification for the government tc grant any money to drill this pro-
perty, even though the amount applied for is small, other than the
presence of a fault near the margin of an important fluorspar field.

It is recommended that this application for exploration aid be

turned down for the following reasons:

The property is located in Pope County on the northwest
margin of the Illinois-Kentucky field. Generally less than
5 percent of the fluorspar production of Illinois comes from
Pope County. The nearest fluorspar mine to the applicant's
property is more than 5 miles away.

No fluorspar has been produced anywhere along the fault
proposed for drilling. Hundreds of barren faults with similar
trend are known in the IllinoisséKentucky field.

Furthermore, this property is not regarded as favorable for

exploration by shallow drilling because:

(1) The bedrock exposed here along the fault is
the Kinkaid formation (Mississippian); which is immediately
below Pennsylvanian rocks; the Pennsylvanian rocks and the
upper part of the Mississippian section have not been found
to be favorable host rocks for vein deposits in this fluorspar
field,

(2) The thickness to possible bedding-replacement
