Rare & Miscellaneous Metals Division, F. M. Murphy, March L, 1957:

The Applicant's property appears to be on the south bank
of the Desplaines River west of Chicago. As Mr. Nelson mentions
it is quite possible that uranium minerals carried by glaciers
or the river could occur in the overburden. A study of reports
covering the occurrence of uranium in the region of the proposed
project discloses that the closest known deposits occur in
asphaltic material in M1s51ssiﬁian Pitkin limestone and Pennsylvania
Atoka formation in northern Arkansas, and also in Spergen limestone
(Mississippian) in St. Genevieve County, Missouri. As no report is
available on production from the above areas it is presumed that
the deposits are not commercially exploitable.

Conclusion and Recormendations:

The proposed drilling of one hole based on slight radio-
activity noted in the area is considered prospecting.. There
is little possibility that a significant deposit of uranium
ore would be found in the consolidated sediments below the
overburden., Therefore this Division concurs in the recommenda-
tions of the Commodity Members that the application should be
