I am unable to approve the proposed exploration contract in 
this case, submitted by your memo of September 27, 1951. The follow-
ing change and additions are recommended: 


1. Deletion in the first line of sub-article 2(b) of 
the word, "lessor" and in the second insertion in that line 
of the words, "of the" and the substitution for the latter 
words of the words, "the guaranty of the sub-lessee." 


2. The obtaining of the subordination agreement of 
the primary lessees upon the landlord form, with appro-
priate alterations, rather than upon the mortgagee form 
which has been used in the attached agreement. 


3. The map referred to in Exhibit "A" should be 
attached. 


You enquire as to the circumstances under which an Applicant's 
guarantee may be accepted in lieu of a landlord's subordination agree-
ment. The guarantee should be accepted only in those cases where the 
applicant's financial responsibility is reasonably well established and 
known. Often this will not be true in the case of an individual, and 
clearly is not true in the present case. I. would reject this applica-
tion for lack of the subordination agreement. The decision, however, 
is essentially administrative rather than legal.

Please find enclosed six co pies of the Lessee's subordination agreement 
and six copies of a guaranty signed by me in lieu of the land-owner's 
subordination agreement. The land-owner has refused to sign these for 
fear that there will be a lien or incumbrance on her property which she 
has worked so many years to clear. After the first refusal the local 
DMA office and myself spent several days re-writing the subordination 
agreements so that there were no vague clauses which referred to anything 
but the ore body dri	 d delineated by the exploration contract. 
When we finished we 


ed 
hat the revised form of MF-202 would be 


preferable for exploration projects in the Mississippi Valley, the 
mines of which often lie under productive farms. We were, however, 
unsuccessful in getting the land-owner to sign this form but she may 
change her mind at a later date. 


I trust that the guarantee enclosed in consideration of the waiver of the 
subordination agreement will be sufficient. The land-owner did cooperate 
in reducing the royalty on the original lease to 6% instead of 7-% and 
I have persuaded the Lessee's to reduce their over-riding royalty from 


to l%, which royalty reductions serve to make this project more 
attractive. 


Please find enclosed a sample of the revised subordination agreement 
which might be valuable to you for other projects.

I received your letter dated September 10, 1951 in which you forwarded to me 
copies of MF-200 and NF-201 to be executed by the land owner and the lessees. 
Thank you very much for your kind and prompt consideration in this matter for 
which I am very grateful. 


May I point out the reason for the inclusion of the extra geophysical work 
which I included In my application. Since the use of geophysics of this type 
on lead-zinc ore bodies in the district Is relatively new, several engineers 
from the DMA and the Bureau of Mines requested unofficially that if we were 
successful in the discovery of commercial ore by the methods used that we de-
tail the sink hole to find out If there were some pecularity visible In the 
detailed geophysics which would indicate why this sink hole contained an ore 
body and why other sink holes did not. They have cooperated with me in this 
work with the hope that we would be able to devise a field procedure which 
would be applicable to the vast territory along the Cherokee shale shield which 
extends between Waco and the Picher field. As you might have guessed, this 
application Is somewhat of a "guinea pig" from several standpoints. 


1. Is it possible to obtain government aid In a reasonable time? 


2. I have run into one quite serious bug in the program; that Is the wording 
of the subordination agreement which scares a poor farmer to death the minute 
he reads it. Since the ore deposits in this area are normally under land-owned 
by farmers, it is to be expected that they have not the legal trained mind to 
see the reasoning behind the wording of the agreement. I have asked point blank 
questions to nearly every member of the Bureau of Mines and the DMA offices here 
and their private unofficial opinion was that If they owned a farm they wouldn't 
sign the - - I thing either. So, you see it is very difficult for we who 
are seeking this- ,exploration aid to obtain the subordination agreement. If 
this agreement could be reworded to explain (1)- its purpose; (2)- exactly 
under what conditions the land-owner Is liable; (3)- to provide language which 
Is a little more mild ,. I'm sure that we would have a great deal more success 
in speeding up the exploration for new ore bodies In the tn-state district. 
These ore bodies are particularly productive since the recent use of open pit 
mining to exploit them. We have adequate labor, power, transportation, plus 
reasonably good milling facilities here and any ore bodies found In the area 
are particularly valuable • to the national defense.

The uncertainty 
will be resolved, however, by the subordination agreement which must be 
obtained in any case from the owner of the property, because that in-
strument will set forth the date, or effective date, of the lease over 
the owner's signature. 


As far as our requirements are concerned then, we need only 
obtain the warranty of the -applicant as to his rights in the property, 
through the proper filling out of paragraph 2 of the contract form, and 
the attachment of the appropriate subordination agreements.

lii . There are no existing usable facilities, nor are any thought necessary for 


the drilling program. 


150 The ore is contained in the overlying shale and in the underlying flint and 


lime. It is probably too muddy for a custom mill and will have to be milled 


or at least preconcentrated on the ground. Therefore if an orebody is found 


on this land, the construction of a mill will	 necessary, and the 


concentrates sold to either local ore buyers or a preconcentrated product 


shipped to the Eagle Picher Central Mill at Cardin, Oklahoma. 


16. (a) Little is known concerning this property other than the meager informa-


tion supplied by men who worked there In the early days. The following 


information is only hearsay evidence and may or may not be accurate. 


Typical of many properties in the early part of the century, there 


was a shallow discovery of lead in the shale in the banks of the creek 


which flows through the middle of the south 80 acres. The "shale shaft" 


so marked in Exhibit I was dug to 30' deep In the west bank of the creek 


and several timbered drifts were driven northeast into the shale for a 


distance of 20 or 30 ft.

Men who worked on the property believe that Inadequate financing 


plus worn out, second-band equipment was responsible for the properties failure 


since they are In agreement that the mill feed contained from 3% to 6% zinc, 


a value which should be sufficient to provide a profit In this operation. 


THE EXPLORATION 


20. The object of exploration will be the discovery of lead and zinc ores, pre-


ferably those which can be mined at a profit by open pit methods.

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21. The proposed work will consist of the drilling of at least 20 churn drill 


holes within the area inside the sink-hole structure as delineated by the 


electrical resistivity survey of the property and marked by a blue line on 


the map marked Exhibit I, plus the necessary supervision, assaying, logging, 


detailed resistivity and engineering necessary to arrive at a comprehensive 


estimate of the ore reserves. 


22. The geological reasoning behind this project is explained as follows: 


This property is located in the Tri-State District in which many of the 


ore deposits consist of mineralized sink holes, fractures and shear zones in 


the Boone Formation of upper Mississippian Age. It is characteristic of these 


ore deposits with very few exceptions, that the development of caverns and 


sink-holes in the Boone limestone caused a roof coflapse so that the overlying 


shales and sandstones of Pennsylvanian Age slumped into the depression. From 


the standpoint of Geophysics, the overlying shales and sandstones have a low 


resistivity in contrast to the high resistivity of the underlying lime, thus 


the electrical picture of a sink hole structure on a peneplained surface would 


be evidenced by an area of low resistivity in the surrounding resistivity high. 


Since not all sink-hole structures are mineralized, it follows that not all 


resistivity lows viU contain orebodies, and the probability of finding ore 


by indescriminate geophysical prospecting is much less than if the geophysics 


is guided by indications of mineralization.

Several thousand tons of ore were mined by the John Hall Mining Company 


on the edge of the sink-hole structure. Two men who worked the ground independ-


ently stated that the southeast heading on the 140 ft. level broke Into much


better ore just before the mine shut down. Both Mun Jones and Carl Stotts 


stated that their drill holes so marked. on Exhibit I were excellent holes. 


An electrical resistivity survey has been run by the use of a "Megger" 


ground resistance tester.

7. Title to and disposition of prey. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equip	 or other items costing more than $50 
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Go	 ment, shall belong to the Operator and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its intere 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of 'the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes (miners, muckers, milimen, etc.) , and of 
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the 
project is set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto.	 •.	 . 


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. A statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put existing facilities, 
buildings, installations, and fixtures into useful and operable condition and which are to be allowed as costs of the project is 
included in Exhibit "A." 


10. Allowable costs of the project. The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited to the 
necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineering, 
power, water, analytical work, accounting, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each; and the costs 
referred to in Articles 5, 6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in this contract. Although the Government may 
pay part of the cost of new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, 
computed as indicated in Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate 
management, interest, taxes, or any other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these provisions, or work performed or costs 
incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. 


11. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a 
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least .3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. 


12. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of work performed under the con-
tract upon forms to be provided by the Government. Each monthly progress report shall bear the certification of the Operator 
and shall constitute the Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report. 


13. Payment to the Operator. The monthly progress report (invoice), to the extent approved by the Government, shall be 
processed for payment by the Government. Payment shall be made in the amount of	 percent of the approved costs incurred; 
Provided, That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Government under this agreement shall not exceed

14. Final reports by Operator. Upon completion of the project or termination of this contract, the Operator shall provide 
the Government with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his 
ability. Four copies of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its e 
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the Ar 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half 
(1) percent. 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (11k) 
percent, plus one-half (%) percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of 
ore, but not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent. 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the mineral deposit which is the 
subject of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Gov-
ernment, until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repay-
ment shall survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article 
is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery' 
or development. 


16. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 


17. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.
