5. Party of the second part shall, on or before the 


10th day of each calendar month, pay to parties of the first part, 


as rent or royalty, eight percent (8) of the market value of the 


recoverable lead and zinc concentrates contained in the ores 


mined and milled and sold on the promises, or taken therefrom 


for milling, during the preceeding calendar month, with a state-


ment showing the amount, quantity, kind and weight, and the value 


thereof. Concentrates is hereby defined to mean the saleable

Gentlemen: 


The purpose of this application is to obtain Govern-
ment aid in financing an "Exploration Project" under the 
provisions of the Defense Production Act of 1950. This 
project to consist of drilling ten prospect holes to a 
minimum depth of 450 feet at a cost not to exceed 12,000.00. 
The principal reason for the project is to check already ex-
isting drilling. 


Several competent private and government engineers 
have considered the Garrett ore-body already proven as evi-
denced in Government department docket files RFC ND-6151 and 
DMA-408. However, it will be noted that the DMA engineer who 
examined and reported on docket DMA-408 considered the lead-
ore holes drilled in the South ore-body by one John Green in 
1924 to be unreliable. We propose to check-drill this doubt-
ful area. The drilling to be carried on by an independent 
drilling contractor under our supervision and paid for on an 
agreed footage basis. 


We call attention to the attached copy of the Garrett 
ining Lease from which it will be noted that there are six-


teen co-owners. These people reside in points from Ohio to 
California. To explain and obtain signatures on Owner's 
Consent to Lien Agreements' in this case would be excessively 
burdensome. In lieu of this procedure, we propose that the 
exploration project contract shall provide for a lien upon 
the operator's interest in the land, precedent for which 
has been set by DMEA in other contracts.
