The denial of the subject application by this Division is 
based on the following information: 


1. The applicant proposed to explore for manganese by 
stripping four areas along Tolon Branch, a tributary of Beaver 
Creek, southeast of Frenchburg, Kentucky. No data were con-
tained in the application to substantiate the occurrence of 
sufficient manganese to warrant investigation by the Government, 
and only minor amounts of manganese are known to be contained 
in the formations exposed in this region. 


2. In one of the areas to be explored, Area No. 14, old 
world.ngs had exposed showings of zinc and lead. Assay sheets 
were attached to the application to support the occurrence of 
these metals. Nodules containing the suiphides of lead, zinc, 
and iron are found in the shales and residual clays of the 
Carboniferous formations • However the nodules are mainly of 
pyrite and those containing galena and sphalerite do not occur 
in sufficient quantities to be economic. 


3. While the subject application is not being denied 
for any questions of ownership, the applicant holds only a 
1/2 interest in a mining lease on the mineral rights on 16S 
acres, the NcGlothen lease, and the other interested parties 
are said to be unwilling to execute Owner's Consent to Lien. 


4. Both of the interested Commodity Divisions of the 
Geological Survey and of the Bureau of Mires concur in this 
denial.
