SAIGON P - American irfantrymen baited North Viet-

The North Vietnamese were
overpowered by troops of the
U.S. 25th Infantry Division wait-

WASHINGTON — The Atom-
ic Energy Commission is pre-
paring’ the largest under-
ground nuclear explosions in
history to test the Spartan
anti-ballistic missile warhead.

It is readying a series of
three tests next fall that will

‘include full-scale trial of the

big warhead — around. two
megatons — for the Spartan
missle, the long-range -inter-
ceptor in the ABM system.
The tests are to be ‘con-
ducted on Amchitka Island

in the Aleutians, at a new nu- .

The Amchitka tests® would
about double the force of any
previous underground test by
the United States. There have
been two 1-megaton detona-
tions at the Nevada test site.

The ~Amchitka blasts also
would be more than twice the
size of two Soviet underground
tests — in 1965 and 1966 —

A one megaton blast is 50
times more powerful than the
20-kiloton atom bomb exploded
over Hiroshima.

“The Amchitka tests are

As a result of World War I,
which made obvious the impor-
tarice of oil to the nation, and
because mequltles had de-
veloped, Congress, in 1918, acted
to permit every dxscoverer of
mineral resources’ o write off
the value of the minerals in the
ground. He was permxtted to
establish the trie market value
of a depasit (including oil) with-
in-30 ‘days after its discovery.
Obviously, 'the method was
clumsy and did not nge a fair
market price or true value for
the  entire deposxt The new
method - was™ calléd  “discovery
value depletlon.” It worked as
a temporary expedient, but was
very. complicated, resultmg in
endless’ arguments as to what
the réserves in the ground ac-

petroleum is not: dxscovered on
the surface of the ground or at
shallow\ depths; as is sand and

gravel “coal,” for mstance. Per-
centage depletion wag designed
to give the same result as dis-
covery value depletion: a re-
turn of a portion of the income
from production, to be used in
the search for more of thé nat-
tral mineral resource.
