The only exploratory work done on this property consists of one 


shallow open pit thich was opened in l93. From approxLxnately 60 tons of 


pegmatite mined there was recovered about 30 pounds of small beryl crystals 


and 6 tons of excellent perthite. 


Mr. essier stated that more was realized from the sale of perthite 


than was expended in ntLrtng and marketing. Present financial conuiri.tments 


make it inadvisable for the applicant to enter into an exploration contract 


but at a later date he expects to explore at his own expense. 


Conclusions 


Although the presently indicated beryl content of this pegniatLte 


is too low to support nrLnLng, the perthite should more than cover xnirzing 


costs, thus allowing the beryl to be recovered at very slight cost. 


Exploration will be carried ut by the applicant at a later date, 


probably for his own account. 


The Field Team representatives believe that the low bexyl content, 


p±ie sent finaneial conditions of the• applicant and his intention of exploring 


for Its own account at a later date, all indicate that the Government should 


not enter into a contract for exploration at this time.

This property was examined on April 17, 19SLi. by H. L. Burmeister, 


Bureau of Nines, who again consulted th the applicant on July 214, 19S14. 


John B. Hanley, Geological Survey, conducted his examination on July 2, 19S14. 


On each examination the Fie]4 Team representative was accompanied by the 


operator.

Name and Locati on of Property 


The Tessier pegmatite is located approximately in the center of 


the i6 acre farm owned by the applicant. The farm and farmhouse are reaOhed 


by leaving Livermore Falls, Maine, on Route Li. West. After crossing the 


Androscoggin river bridge, turn hard right off Route L and follow the t-grade 


surCaced road 1.9 miles to a fork. Take the main fork to right for 0.9 mile 


to the Tessier home. (Fig. 1). 


pplic ant's Competency and Property Rights 


The applicant states that he is the owner of both the surface and 


mineral rights on the land in which this pegmatite occurs and às further 


described in Owner' a Deed, recorded in Franklin, Maine, Book 2147, page 27. 


Mr. Tessier has a knowledge of earth moving equipment and.to a limited extent, 


drilling and blasting. He works in a pulp mill and in adtion operates his 


farm.


Description of Property 


Exploration work done on this property consists of one small pit 


approximately 214 x 10 x 3 feet deep. This opening was made in l9S3 by the

applicant in a pegmatite outcrop wlñ..ch occurs on a hilltop in a pasture 


about 250 yards north of the fannhouse. Several other pegmatite outcrops, 


occur about 290 feet northeasterly as well as one about 130 feet southwesterly 


from the exploratory pit. (Fig. 2). 


Geo10	 Production aixi Ore Reserves 


The outcrop that Mr. Tessier has opened up contains a high proportion 


of excellent perthite, and an interesting showing of sub-gennir beryl crystals. 


The pegmatite in this outcrop cuts across the schistosity and the bedding of 


the wall rock. The outer 2 to 6 inches of the pegmatite adjacent to the !waU 


rock are fairly fine grained in that the average grain size is about one half 


inch. The size of the ntneral grains is increasingly larger toward the 


quartz-perthLte pegmatite core, and at a distance of 5 or 6 feet in from the 


wall rock contact, perthite crystals as much as Lj. feet across are exposed. 


Biot4ite laths as much as 2 feet long although only 2 inches wide are common 


throughout the exposure, and appear to be haphazardly oriented. Garnet and 


black tourmaline are common accessory minerals. In general, the pegmatite 


appears to be well_zoned and abnoxmally coarse in grain size. 


The aquamarine to bluish-green bezyl crystals seen iere all in the 


margin of the quartz-'perthite pegmatite core, especially where it is muscovite-


rich. The beryl content, based on the poundage recovered by Mr. Tessier, is 


very low, about 0.03 percent, and would not be commercially significant except 


for the fact that a large percentage of readily salable perthite is assoiated 


with the beryl. Although the pegmatite is not well enough exposed for its 


7 thickness to be known, it appears to be thin enough so that it will have to be 


mined as a whole. Consequently, both the beryl and the perthite would be 


recovered together, and the perthite should carry the cost of all nning 


operations.

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The neaxby outcrops of pegmatite appear to have similar ITtLnera]. 


composition even though beryl was not obserred in any of them. Several cf 


these outcrops show intricate interfingering of the pegmatite aril the wall 


rock, and this feature, in addition to the crosscutting relationship seen in 


Mr. Tessier's workings, suggest that the pegmatite outcrops may represent a 


series of disconnected peginatite pods along a plane of weakness in the wall 


rock. On the other hand, the outcrops may represent an irregularly shaped 


but continuous pegmatite dike. The continuity between adjacent pegmatite 


outcrops cannot be determined, because glacial debris covers most of the 


area around the group of peginatite outcrops. 


Due to lack of exploration it is not possible to e stiznate reserves. 


Supplies, Equipment, Wage Scale 


Supplies and equipment necessary for an exploration program on 


this property are available in Livermore Falls, Maine, Drillers and laborers 


can be employed at the respective hourly rates of $l.SO and $l.2.
