Geology

The map shows the location of o0ld caved shafts and drill holes
as determined from inspection of the land surface.

The tract is located on the Springfield Plain, and the land
is literally a prairie. Most of the region is covered with soil or
residual cherts. It is difficult to depict areal geology without
adequate mine openings, drill holes, or trenches. Many a successful
mine has operated in the district under pastures and flat cornfields
where no outcrops exist.

On the Applicant's leasehold chert and residual chert gravels
of the Bomne formation of Mississippian age form an oval-shaped knob or
prominence which projects a few feet above the surrounding prairie. On
the crest of the small ridge an old pit has uncovered sandstone and shale
of Pennsylvanian age.

Early production in the Granby district was mainly from
shallow horizons ranging from 65 to 125 feet deep. Two miles south
of the Applicant's property the Dale Mining Co., DMEA Docket No. 2485,
is producing zinc ore from a depth of 240-260 feet. O0ld drill hole
records show that a fairly well-defined brecciated chert horizon is
located under the Granby district at a depth of 200-250 feet below the
surface. The proposed drilling on the Applicant's property should be
deep enough to test this possible ore horizon.

Evidence on the old dumps around the caved shafts indicated
that some ore was produced from the property -- probably in the early
1900's. Zinc sulphide and zinc silicate can be found on some of the
dumps.

Proposed Exploration

I should like to point out that the applicant proposes to do
churn drilling for a total price of £3.00 per foot which is divided
in the proportions of $2.25 for drilling and $0.75 for supervision,
sampling, enginsering, etc. This drilling price is higher than the
rete at which the Dale Mining Company operated 3 miles to the south
of the moposed site under DMEA Contract TdneE325. The drilling
rate in the Dale contract was $2.00 for drilling and $0.L0 for
supervision, sampling, etc. for a total price of $2.L0 per fook.

Mr. Perking, Mining Engineer, U. S. Burea: of Mines ,attached
to this office, is familiar with the site of the proposed drilling
and is of the opinion that drilling conditions may be somewhat
more difficult then on the Dale property. Thus, a reasansble increase
in contract price may be warranted., The Shelton Mining Company also
did DMEA drilling in Tri-State District for $2.L40 per foot.

You will note that the applicant proposes to spend only $2,000
at the outset to determine whether more drilling is indicated. The
applicant, provided the initial drilling is succemsful, proposse to
drill s total of 20 holes with approximate depths of 175 feet which
makes a total footage of 3,500 feet. This total footage at $3.00
per foot would amount to a total project cost of $10,500.
