In connection with the proposed excavation for a channel 
from the mouth of the cave to a point approximately 1000 feet in 
the existing stream bed: 


We propose to excavate and dispose of material as follows: 


Approximately 4400 cubic yards from the mouth of the cave, 
east 200 feet, including necessary work on slides and present stock 
piles, approximately 4700 cubic yards from the above described 
location to the low point inthe stream bed, including all necessary 
clearing - for the sum of $1.00 per cubic yard.
