Recommendations

On the basis of & former report, smelter returns, and the field examina-
tion it is recommended that the application for an exploration loan be
approvede.

‘Basis of report

None of the workings were accessible when the examination was made on
June 27, 1951. For this reason most of this report is based upon one mede
by .G. S. Kearney on the Ariadne-Minnesota mine group for the Associated
Motals Corporatién (now defunct) in 1929. The remainder is based on informa-
- tion furnished by the applicant and which could be observed at the time of
the examination. The report of Kearney's is comprehensive and in general
is conservative, and from what checking that could be done it is believed
that it is competent.

Location and Accessibility

The Ariadne mine is 4%- miles by road from Corbin, Montana, which is on
a brench line of G.N.R.R., and lies within the NWy sec. 4 and NEF sec. 5, T.
7 N., Re 4 W., Montana Principal Meridian. - -

History and Production

The Ariadne claim was originally located between 1870-75 and mining
operations have been carried on sporadically since then, mostly by lessees.

Geological Setting and Reserves

The deposit is a fissure-filling quartz vein in quartz monzonite and
andesite trending N. 80° - 85° W. and dipping 85° north. According to the
epplicant, it has a maximum thickness of 4 feet and averages about 1 foot.
Quartz with minor amounts of country rook make up the major part of the vein
with varying amounts of pyrite, galena, and sphalerite, plus small emounts
of ocopper, silver, and gold-bearing minerals. The vein is similar in both the
monzonite and andesite; but in the workings ends abruptly against dacite on the
east. Kearney believed the dacite to be a later flow that covered the eastward
extension of the vein.

Mine Workings

The original workings consisted of an adit driven southeast to intersect the
Ariadne vein and then along the vein for a total distance of about 650 feet
(see map). A 70-foot shaft was later sunk sometime between 1900 and 1929 on the
vein from the surface, and 350 feet of drift driven along the vein at the 65-foot
level. In the period from 1934 to 1937, the shaft was deepened to 170 feet,
and enother 350 to 375 feet of drift was driven on the vein at the 165=f00t level.
Also during this period, a 400-foot adit, located 800 feet N. 78 E. from the
shaft, was driven SW to explore an andesite-dacite contact; no ore was encountered
in the adit. All workings are now inaccessible.






According to Ge. S. Kearney total development work on the Ariadne
property in 1929 consisted of 70 feet of shaft and 1,100 linear feet of adit,
drift, and crossout. Total development work at present consists of 170 féet
of shaft and about 1,450 feet of adit, drift, and orossout, excluding the 400
feet exploration adite. The portal of the discovery adit is now completely
covered by dump material and its looation is uncertain; it was inaccessible
in 1929. The shaft is filled with lagging and caved earth at about the 40-£3at
level and is probably flooded below that level. There are no indiocations of
the condition of the shaft below the 40-=fcot level mnor of the condition of the
drifts from the shaft. It is the opinion of the examining geologist that all the
workings which the applicant proposes to reopen will require extensive rehabilita-
tion.

Prqposed Exploration Program

The applicant proposes to reopen and rehabilitate the Ariadne mine by clean-
ing out, and retimbering the present shaft and by cleaning out and repairing
the 65-fdot and 165-fdot level drifts. He also proposes to reopen the explora-
tion adit located 800 feet N. 78 E. from the shaft and to drive about 250 feet

of new exploratlan crosscut S. 40 E. from a p01nt about 150 feet frOm the portal.

Although the lower 100 feet of shaft is reported to be a full size two
compartment shaft, the upper 70 feet is undersize and will require extensive
enlarging and retlmberlng. The present head frame is improperly constructed
and too small; it will have to be replaced before any work in the shaft can be
started.

Nothing is known of the condition of the drifts, but they will probably
requlre extensive repairs, particularly the 65=-foot level drift.

In the opinion of the examining geologist, no further exploration is
warranted on the exploration adit, and that part of the applicant's exploration
program should be abandoned.

The Applicant

The applicant, Mr. A. W. Berge, has had very limited mining experience, and
is not partioularly familiar with the Ariadne mine or with any of the surrounding
mines. In the opinion of the examining geologist, Mr. Berge is not capable of
carrying out the proposed exploration program unless he obtains the services
of a competent mine foreman or supervisor. It is understood that a competent
foreman is to be hired,
