7. Title to and disposition of erty. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipgt, or other items costing more than $50%
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and 3
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the
parties in proportion to their respective interests. .

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Metallic Minerals

GOLD—Native gold is found in placer deposits and is mined with gold
pans, sluice boxes, and large floating dredges which handle several
thousand cubic yards of gravel a day. .The greatest gold production for
many years has been as a by-product of copper ores, al gh many small
and medium-sized gold mines add substantially to the total production. Gold
production in Montana amounts to several million dollars each year. A
fortune in gold remains in the gravel under Helena's Main street.

SILVER—Most of the silver produced in Montana is mined as a by-product
of copper or lead ores. The smelters at Anaconda ond Helena recover
several million dollars worth of silver each year. The rich' silver ore near
the surface led to the discovery of the fabulous copper deposits of Butte.

COPPER—The Butte hill produces almost all of the copper in Montana,
although smaller mines are scattered throughout the western part of the
state. Butte has produced more wedalth than any other mining camp in
the world. These mines have thousands of miles of underground workings

much of the ore is mined almost a mile below the surface. To date,
Montana mines have produced nearly 13,000,000,000 pounds of copper.

LEAD—Lead deposits are widely scattered throughout the western half
of Montana, in most cases associated with silver and gzinc. The develo,
ment of selective flotation has made it possible to separate these miner
from the crude ore, thus making low grade deposits commercial. Galena
(lead sulfide) and cerussite (lead carbonate) are the most common lead
minerals.

ZINC—Many zinc deposits are known throughout the western part of
Montana, although few of them were exploited until the war stimulated de-
mands for zinc. The ue of zinc produced in Montana increased 1,000
per cent between the ye 1938 and 1942. Sphalerite (zinc sulfide) is the
only important zinc mineral, and is usually found in complex ores con-
taining lead, gold, and silver.

MANGANESE—About 70 gler cent of the total metallurgical manganese

ore and 75 per cent of the high grade battery manganese ore produced in

the United States comes from Montana mines. The Philipsburg district has

been noted for many years as the greatest producer of battery manganesé

in the world. Pyrolusite (manganese oxide) is found in the Philipsburg

giratcx:idwhxle rhodochrosite (manganese carbonate) is common in the Butte
S .

CHROMIUM—Diamond drilling the U. S. Bureau of Mines and sub-
sequent development has indicat more than 5,000,000 tons of chromite
ore in Sweetgrass and Stillwater counties. This is the largest single
reserve of chxomx_te in the United States. During the war, the government
bu:ilt two large mills on these deposits, capable of treating 3,000 tons of ore
a day.

MOLYBDENUM—In Cascade County, diamond drilling by the U. S. Bureau
of Mines has indicated more than 3,000,000 tons of low grade material. It is
probable that additional drilling would greatly increase this reserve. The
deposit could be mined by open pit methods, but will probably require higher
metal prices to be successfully exploited.

IRON—Recent exploration has indicated reserves of iron in several de-
posits throughout the state of Montana. Great interest is being shown in
the possibility of producing ferro-alloys, thus utilizing the iron, chromite,
tungsten, mcnganese and nickel deposits.

TIN—Cassiterite (tin ore) has been found in several streams in western
Montana, but the deposits have not proven to be of commercial grade under
present conditions.

ANTIMONY—Stibnite is the most common ore of antimony. This mineral
has been found in several localities throughout the western part of Montana.

NICKEL AND COBALT—A deposit in Stillwater County is estimated to
contain 2,500,000 tons of low grade nickel-cobalt bearing sulfides.

PLATINUM—PIcﬁqum is found in several placer deposits and lode mines,
but at the present time is produced only as a by-product from the smelting
of copper ores.

TUNGSTEN—Tungsten minerals are widely scattered throughout the west-
ern counties. One gold dredge in Granmite County produces scheelite (a
tungsten ore) as a by-product of gold. The Jardine mine near Gardiner pro-
duces tungsten as well as gold and arsenic.

BERYLLIUM—Beryl has been found in Montana, but to date no commercial
deposits are known.

TITANIUM—A large deposit of titaniferous iron in Teton County has at-
tracted considerable attention as a possible source of titanium oxide and
metallic titanium, 4

ALUM]’NUM—}K_ great deal of metallurgical work in recent years has
proven the feasibility of extracting aluminum from certain clays. One de-
posit in central Montana was recently investigated and proved to be ex-
ceptionally high grade, but not large enough to support an aluminium in-
dustry at the present time.

MAGNESIUM—One source of magnesium is dolomite, a calcium-magnesium
gdarb:)nate. Almost unlimited reserves of this mineral are found in Western
ontana.

MERCURY—The ore of mercury (cinnabar) has been found in Montana,
but not in commercial amounts.

Non-Metallic Minerals

COAL—The tern i of M na have reserves of lignile and
sub-bituminous coal estimated at over 400 billion (400,000,000,000) tons.
Research is now being carried on to determine the feasibility of extracting
fuel from coal. Montana’s coal reserves, if converted to liquid fuel, could
supply the United States with gasoline for over 400 years at the present
rate of consumption.

PETROLEUM—Production of petroleum in Montana has increased steadily
since 1916, In recent years, an intensive search for new sources of
petroleum has added considerably to Montana’s reserves.

NATURAL GAS—Most of the larger cities and towns in Montana are
plied with 1 gas prod within the state. The supply seems
assured for many years to come.

OIL SHALE—A large deposit of oil shale is known to exist in Beaverhead
County, Montana. terest in oil shale as a source of petroleum and
petroleum products has been recently revived.

VERMICULITE—Montana has pioneered the production and fabrication
of vermiculite and is the largest producer in the world. In recent years
many new uses have been developed. New home construction will con-
sume great quantities of this material for insulation and plaster. Montana
has several large deposits of vermiculite, but Mt. Zonolite, near Libby is the
only one which is being exploited.

PHOSPHATE ROCK—Reservés of about 400,000,000 tons of phosphate rock
are estimated in several large deposits in Montana. An ever-increasing de-
mand for fertilizer forecasts an expanding phosphate industry.

BENTONITE—The eastern counties of Montana are underlain with reserves
of bentonite which are estimated in billions of tons. Many of the deposits
occur along main railxpcxd lines and could be cheaply exploited.

ARSENIOUS OXIDE—Arsenic is produced at Jardine as a by-product of a
low grade gold ore. It is also saved from the gases at the smelters at
Anaconda and East Helena, Montana.

CORUNDUM-—Workable deposits of corundum are found in only two areas
in the United States. Montana corundum, found in Gallatin County, is of
exceptionally good quality.

GRAPHITE—A deposit of high-quality graphite in Beaverhead County,
Montana, has been exploited. The product compares well with the best
Ceylon graphite. S

PRECIOUS STONES—Sapphires, garnets, agate and other semi-precious
stones are produced in Montana. The Yogo sapphires from Judith Basin
County are famous throughout the world.

BUILDING STONES — Granite, marble, travertine, and other building
stones are found in abundance in Montana. Montana travertine is con-
sidered the most beautiful in the world.

DIATOMITE—At least two occurrences of this material have been re-
ported, but no production has been made.

FLUORITE—Several fluorite deposits are known. Deposits in Mineral and
Silver Bow Counties have been investigated in recent years.

GYPSUM—Deposits containing many million tons of high grade gypsum are
located in Montana. Two deposits are being exploited at the present time.

. LIMESTONE—Limestone is found in Montana in unlimited amounts. A
lime plant near Elliston has been in steady production for many years.

CEMENT—The materials for producing cement are found in several lo-
calities in the state. An operation in Gallatin County has been producing
Portland Cement for many years from natural cement rock.

ASBESTOS—This mineral is found in several localities, but more work
will be needed to determine the extent of the deposits. The Karst's Kamp
deposit has attracted considerable attention.

BARITE—Several deposits of high grade barite are known in Montana,
but none are being worked at the present time.

CLAY—Common clay for making tile, brick, etc., is being exploited in
several localities. A large deposit of kaolin near Lewistown has been tested
and found suitable for making high-quality china and whiteware.

PUMICITE—Several large deposits of pumicite, none of which is being ex-
ploited, are known in Montana,

TALC—Montana produces the highest grade block talc in the world. This
material was in great demand during the war. Montana also produces ap-
preciable tonnages of ceramic and cosmetic talcs. Many new uses for
these talcs have been found during recent years.

CALCITE—Large veins of massive calcite occur in south central Montana.
Some of these veins have produced optical grade calcite for special uses.

QUARTZ CRYSTALS—Several deposits of quartz crystals occur in Montana
but only a few crystals of optical grade have been found.

PURPOSE

~ The purpose of this issue is to secure the sum. of

The ore consists of malachite, cuprite and chryso-

The mining claims on'which I hold a mining Lease on Allotted Indian
Lands is known as Revais Creek Mining District, near Dixon, Sanders
County, Montana. This property was first discovered in 1910 by the
Drake Brothers, who worked this property until about 1930. From
1930 to 1937 this property was operated by various Lessees. The
writer, J. E. Hall and his brother, A. B, Hall, leased this property
from the Drake Brothers Estate (Mrs. Mabel Ashcraft) under date of
May 15, 1937. It was then known as the Dixon Mine and consisted of
three mining claims, Trade Dollar, Dixon and Eagle.

The Field Team's representatives recommended that Mr, M. W.
Rankin's report in the form of a letter dated February 13, 1953,

I have reviewed this final report. It is an excellent
account of what was done.

The question of certification or no certification is up
to DMEA, but from one viewpoint, at least, it would seem as if the
Government might certify even a gold discovery, in order to re-
cover some of its investment from possible future royalties.

It is unfortunate that the high gold showing in Hole 2
was not explored by further drilling, for it would seem that an
ore occurrence with substantial copper content might have been in- ,
dicated. I disagree with the recommendation that no consideration
be given té possible further exploration. I also question the
statement in the Recommendations, page 2, that a negative result
at the Green Mountain mine, which adjoins the Revais Creek, would
in effect condemn the entire district. This is just & little too
sweeping.

perhaps in & most unsatisfactory manner because the cperators were not versed,
skilled ¢or experienced and above all were nct careful in their cbligsation to
.the government or operator who was paying theam their fees.

. In hole $1 the drill runner drilled south 70° in place of 75 as he
was instructed to do and st 619 angle in plsce of 60. This, of course, was no
doubt due to carelessness in, first, proper setting his drilling mschine and,
second, in not having the mmchins tied down to a staticnary position., The
drilling was s0 loose that the core racovery vas very poorly ¢dotained. The
driliing machine was never solid down to the ground as it should have been and
consequently broke up the core in very small pleces and a big part of the sludge
vas casing filings that wvas worn off rods and casing.

, 8o inssmuch as hole §1 could not be put down any further than
201 feet because they had lost one string of casing, one string of rods and a
small and large Dismond Drill bit (ell left in the Diamond Drill hole #1) and
because they could not go any further, this hole was abandoned with permission
of Engineer Quinlin, lhiowever, this was a long way from Deing & fair test.

_ I have studied Mr. Weissenborn's letter to you dated
April 9, together with attached material submitted by Operator.

Under the circumstances, I would not recommend sinking
a shaft to explore the supposed ore occurrence. The evidence of
a sludge sample is unreliable at best; the conflicting statements
about core recovery indicate that the core was mishandled in somg}aay;
the high gold value hardly justifies the expense of exploring an
occurrence of low grade copper (0.5 percent) of unknown thickness
by sinking a 150-foot shaft.

. My recommendation would be to let the operator drill
another hole to hit about the same spot, but this time see that

he gets the core. If he cuts good ore, thus confirming the previous

hole, try one or two more a little deeper. Then there might be

something to justify a shaft-sinking project with IMEA support.

If results are negative, he and the Govermment each will have

Enclosed are four copies of a letter from the Operator
requesting additional funds for a proposed third stage to Exploration
Project Contract Idm-E162. Also enclosed are four copies of a report
by M. W. Rankin, Consulting Geologist for the Operator, supporting the
nev proposal.

The Revais Creek Copper exploration project is designed to
prospect for commercial copper ore bodies similar to those found at
the neighboring Green Mountain mine, Kootenay Copper Mines, Inc.,
DMEA Docket 1175. At the Green Mountain mine, ore occurs in narrow
veins, chiefly in a fault along the hanging-wall contact of a gabbro
dike with quartzite, forming what is known as the Contact vein or
Contact fault. Ore shoots along the Contact fault are controlled by
the intersection of subsidiary faults with the Contact fault and by
changes in strike or dip of the Contact fault. The average grade of
ore mined at the Green Mountain mine is approximately 18 percent
copper, 1 oz. silver, 0.18 oz. gold, and 0.13 oz. platinum.

A two-stage exploration program was planned for the Revais
Creek Copper Property: Stage A, 400 feet of dozer trenching to obtain
evidence of structural control similar to the Green Mountain; Stage e B,
(upon the completion of Stage A to the satisfaction of the government)
sink 150 feet on the vein. The estimated cost of Stage A, $885.00
and of Stage B, $13,200.00

Owing to the steep nature of the terrain, thickness of talus,
and limitation of the dozer employed, the program outlined in Stage A
was not completed. The evidence obtained by the partial completion
of Stage A was inconclusive; therefore, it was deemed advisable to
obtain the further evidence by a small diamond drilling program. The
contract was amended to allow two diamond drill holes, the total length
not to exceed 500 feet. The diamond drilling program has now been
completed presenting an interesting problem for DMEA.

The first hole, drilled 800 feet north of the Green Mountain
mine, proved a complete blank. The second hole, drilled 1,200 feet
north of the Green Mountain mine, encountered high-grade gold at the
contact. The sludge sample taken at the contact from a 8-foot drill
run was assayed by the Operator and a part of the reject sent to this
office. The sludge sample assayed by the Operator ran 40.6L ozs. gold,
4.6 ozs. silver, 0.085 ozs. platinum, and O.L5 percent copper; the
reject sent to this office assayed 0.7 percent copper and 92.80 ozs.
gold, of which 84.8 ozs. was free gold that did not pass a 100-mesh
screen. A report by Mason W. Rankin, Geologist for the Operator,
states that no core was recovered from this section. However, when the
core was logged by this office, 5.7 feet of core was observed for this
section. The core was poorly stored by the Operator, being placed on
narrow shelves and separated by twigs in an old shack. This office
placed the core in core boxes before attempting to log it. The 5.7
feet of core shown for this section was split and assayed. The assay
results showed no eitfver-and 0.l percent copper.

The Operator now requests funds to sink a 1l47-foot vertical
shaft and drive an 85-foot crosscut to intersect the diamond drill
hole at the point of the high-grade gold showing. This is the most
practical amf—eeccmomiesd program to reach this point. The estimated
cost of this program is $25,770.00. The Operator has approximately
$17,000 remaining under the present contract. An amendment could
therefore be required to increase the contract by about $9,000.

From the Operator's viewpoint, additional diamond drilling could
be done; however, in the event the results were disappointing or inconclusive,
the high-grade gold encountered in the second drill hole would merit
investigation by mine opening.

It may be pointed out that because of the lack of structural
data in the vicinity of the property, further drilling will, for the
most part, be blind.





It is apparent that the second drill hole encountered a
mineralized zone containing high gold values with minor amounts of
copper, silver, and platinum. The spectacular gold values probably
can be discounted, but the position of the ore and the presence of
gold, copper, and platinum shows that there is a similarity between
the Green Mountain and the Revais Creek Copper deposits. Rankin
describes the situation as follows: "It is apparent that the drill
hole encountered a sizeable and well mineralized vein zone containing
excellent gold values in association with some residual sulphides,
but principally with fairly abundant oxidation products. Considering '
the extent of oxidation with consequent leaching, it is not surprising
that the copper content (o0.45 percent) is rather low. The presence
of rather high grade gold ore shoots in near association, with copper
ores in the nearby Drake mine is an established fact. Consequently ’
it may be considered probable that copper will be found in considerably
greater quantity at other points within the zone. The presence of
platinum in the sample presents an additional similarity to the Drake
mine mineralization."

It is recognized that Rankin's contention may be correct.
However, because of the unusually high gold valueg it is felt that
the DMEA might be criticized if it approved the éz%bﬁé phase of the
work and therefore refer the matter to the Operating Committee for
advice as to policy. Please advise by phone or teletype if possible.

INTRODUCTION

The subject property was examined for Green Mountain Mining Co., at the request
of Mr, Earl F. Elstons, Manager. The period April 19-23 was spent at the mins, and
all accessible workings were examined and mapped in detail. Mr. Herbert C. Fisher
kindly assisted with the fidd work. ‘ : .

This report is concermsd solely with present end future development possibilities
at the property and as the History, Location, Development, Claims and Ownership, etc.,
are well known to those concernmed, mo description of these matters is included. A
rather full discussion of geologic features is presented as having a direct bearing
upon the development possibilities.

GEOLOGY AND ORE OCCURREMNCE

The mine is situated in an area of ancient sedimentary rocks, these being the
Ravalli series of Pre Cambrian age. The formation is composed mainly of impure guart-
zites which are buff to grey in color. Occasional thin shaly layers ere also present.
The formation is typically very hard and resistant to erosion and frequently forms
talus slopes composed of massive boulders which effectively conceel bedrock structures.
Regiondly the formation strikes N.E. and dips at varying angles to the S.E.

A sizeable dike of medium to fine grained, dark gebbro has been intruded into the
quartzites. Regionally this dike strikes N.S. to a little east of north and dips to
the west at angles ranging 40° to vertical. The dike renges up to 500 feet or more in
thickness and may be traced on its strike for over one mile. Its extent south of the
mine workings is not definitely kmown as it is coveé by gravel in the valley floor.
Other similar dikes occur in the surrounding area, but are not included within the
present study. The dike intrusion probably follows an ancient line of weakness (a
fault)within the quartzite. However, this structure was largely healed by the intru-
sion and in many places the contact between gabbro and quartzite 1s very tight and shows
no evidence of movement., Contact metemophism of the quartzite is minor end unimportent,
elthough it is somewhat darkened and on ococasion shows recrystallization of argillaceous
material on and within a few feet of the contact.

The age of the gabbro cannot be definitely determined. It is, of course, younger
than the enclosing Ravalli quartzites. Probably it is associated with the late Cretaceous
or early Te tiary igneous action with whieh most of the Montena igneous rocks may be
correlated, An early phase of this activity consisted of the formation of thick flows
of andesite end other basic extrusives and the gabbro dike under consideration may well
merk a conduit through which molten material at one time arose to0 form such a surface

flows.
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- The distribution of mineralization, always occurring within or in near proximity
to the gabbro marks an association too obvious to overlook, end the solutions respon-
sible for the mineral depositions may be regarded as an end stage effeot of the intrusion.

Earth movements accompanying and following the gabbro intrusion are marked by a
number of faults. These, in genmsral, appear to be of small to moderate displacement, but
some may have a sizeable movement., Faulting tends mainly N.S. along and near the hanging-
wall contact between gabbro and quartzite, forming the so-called contact fault. Other
fault structures tend northeasterly with dips at moderate to steep angles southeasterly.
Feulting is meinly a pre-minsral but some movement persisted in post mineral times, and
minor adjustments even to recent times, as shown by striations on cépper:égrbénates aml other
secondary minerals of ecomparatively recent formation. Although post mineral movement is
present, the dislocations of ore are minor and no serious development problem is presented.

The localization of commercial ore todies is direotiy controlled by the local strue-
ture pattern formed by the feulting end efficient mine development is dependent upon an
understending of the basiec elements of this struoture pattern and its significance,

Mineralization is bslieved to have been the result of deposition from ascending
solutions whioh transvered various faults and fractures and were largely concentrated
in and along zones of maximum rock brecciation. Where the roeck fractures were small,
the mineralization is confined to narrow stringers and week deseminations which are econ-
omically unimportents The mein chammels are present along and mear fault intersections
and along rather abrupt changes in dip and/or strike of fault structures. Early miner-
alization consisted of white quartz with a very greasy luster, and accompanying this was
a small amount of specular iron (specularite -Fe203)e This mineraliszation thoroughly
healed some channelways and is present today at highly irregular outcropping bodies along
N.E. faults and occasionally along or near the contact batween gabbro and quartzite.
Quartz ocourring as agangue mineral in the ore is of identical appearance,

Eposition of the quartz took place as an early phase of mineralization and at rather
high tempsratures. As later phase of mineralization sulphides were deposited, and between
the deposition of quartz end sulphides there may have been a period of renswed movement
along certain of the fault structures. The sulphides, consisting of pyrite, chalcopyrite,
bornite and possibly others, were then deposited by replacement, end also filling
brecciated areas, in the enclosing rocks and in the earlier quartz. A later quartz
accompanied and follows the sulphide deposition., Minor amounts of the precious metals,
gold, silver and platinum accompanied the sulphides. The presence of platinum is note-
worthy and its occurrence here conforms with its world wide association with basic and
ultirabasio igneous rock types. Following the deposition of the sulphides the primary
orebodies were substantially as they are todey, although perheps somewhat later modified
by minor post faulting., The primary orebodies a¥e nowhere exposed within the limits of
the present development, their makeup being observed only through smell remnenmts
remeining within the presently exposed bodies, The grade and extent of the primary ores
are of the utmost importance to the future of the property. It is encouraging that
pyrite is only moderately present, and that bornite is present in some quantity as this
mineral is associated with manmy of the major deep seated copper ore bodies throughout the
world. Platinum also is typiocally of deep seated origin. The evidence at hand therefore
supports the belief that the primary mineraligation may persist to considerable depth
without appreciable change in composition., The size and grade of the primary bodies
cannot be accurately predicted, but it is likely that small bodies of good grade are
present. There is no indication, however, that the primary zone will contain individual
ore bodies of large size.
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Following the deposition of sulphide (primary) ores ths ore bodies were subjected
tb pronounced erosion and to modifiecation, with impoverishments and enrichment by the
action of descending meteoric waters, Through the decompositon of pyrite end other sul-
phides forming acid solutions the near surface oreswere "leached" and copper oarried
downward to be redeposited at and near the water table by reaction between the descending
acid waters and the normal alkaline waters below. This copper was largely deposited as
sooty chaleocite although some covellite was also formed. The leaching action although
prolonged was incomplete end as a result secondary copper minerels are present in the
gone of oxidation. These are malachite, azurite, ehryscolla, cuprite and temorits, the
last two being red and black ozides & copper respectively. These mimerals carry ap-
preciable values in gold end platinum, and constitute the ores previously mined on the
upper levels. :

The degree of leaching and enrichment is again closely associated with certain
structurally favorable faulted areas, mainly along end near fault intersections, further
intensifying the lantioular to pipe-~like nature of the commercial ore occurences. The
degree of secondary action may also be observed by bleaching and koolinization (forma-
tion of olay) both of the gabbro and quartzite, and this action is most prominent near
and within commercial ore concentrations,

DEVELOPMENT POSSIBILITIES

"Present limitations meke full development of the property impossible, However, &
complete outline of development is herewith presented, the entire program being recom=-
mended as a worthwhile development venture.

1. Development to the south from the No, 3 level is being pursued at the present time.
This development is being donme to test the intersection between the quartzite-gabbro con-
tact and a strong N.E. fault zone which appears at surface as shearing in gabbro, with
the deposition of irregular bodies of early guartz and very minor amounts of copper.

Due to the rock cover the exact altitude of this structure (or structures) cannot be
determined, but the least evidence has been used in projecting to the No. 3 level and
indications are that the critical area for development lies from 30 to 250 feet ahead of
the present face, and this area is shown on the accompanying meps. There is a reasonable
expectation that an ore body may be present inthis area, end the amall pod of mineraliza=
‘tion encountered into or near the present face is encouraging.

This development has much to recommend it, end the disoovery of a new ore body in
this seotion might conclusively establish a profitable operation. The risk, however, is
considerable with probably no better than a 50-50 chance for success.

2, Development Nork of the shaft on the 3rd level has been very disappointing to date,
with only a small amount of ore discovered, and that has been mined out. Much of the work
howsver, follows a steep fault which is also exposed on the upper levels and is barren
there as well. An almost immdiate improvement should be expected ahead of the north
fece, and it is recommended that at least 50 feet of work be dome in this heading. This
work would encounter the downmward extension--extension of the cross vein contact fault
intersection which was the locus of a fair sized ore body on the upper levels. Unfor-
tunately that body has been stopped nearly to the No. 3 level through an 0old winze, and
this work has never been accessible for exemination by the water. It is believed, how-
ever, that sufficient ore ehould be present in this section to fully defray for thga
expenses of the recommended developmsnt and possibilities for the considerable ore to
the North of the intersection ore at least fair, and certainly worth investigatinge.

. o
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3o 4An excellent development possibility remains untested in the section below thé ore

body exposed on anﬂ above the tunrel level, North of the vertical shaft. It is sur-
prising that no work was done to test this section when development opsrations on the
2nd level were under way. Two faces on this level may be in fairly close proximity

to the downward extension of these ores. These being the North foot-wall drift which
is entirely in grabbo, and the 2nd being the main drift at the point where the grabbo=-
quart;ite contact was encountered. Approximately 150 feet of work to the North from
either of these headings should encounter the down dip continuation of themineraliza=-
tion exposed on the tunnel level., Additional work is favored from the North footwall
drift as this heading mey effectively be used to develop both the contact fault
section and an east dipping structure which is well minerelized @abdve. This heading
should be directed on e Northwesterly course, to the grabbo-quartzite contact, with
the further details of development to be dependant upon the structures and minsraliza-
tion encountered. Where exposed on an above the tunnel level the area shows a high
degree of breciation along and near the fault intersections and locally shows a strong
koolinization which indicated a very active leaching section by descending waters.

The writer tekes a very optimistic view of possibilities in this section, and while
recognizing that no large todies are indicated, nevertheless considers the presence
of comme recial ore a probability.

 An operating mroblem is posed by the recommendation just above set fourth and
perhaps if the outcome of work to the North from the No. 3 level was unusually success=-
ful it might be desired to continue this heading to develop the bodies North of vertical
shaft at additional depth. However, the distance is much greater being approximately
450 feet. No final determination of the proper site for this dewelopment is there=-
fore contingent upon the results obtained by the minimum of 50 feet of developmsnt and
presently recommended for the 3rd level heading.

4. The long range future of the property is dependent upon the results of additional
development in depth, and if the lateral developmsnt previously outlined should be
wholly unsuccessful, no further development in depth could be recommended. However,

- 1t is not considered at all likely that this situation will exist. Ore is kmown to
occur over a strike length of 800 feet, and the principal ore shoots now developed rake

to the South at moderate angles. The present inclined shaft is rather well situated
for the immediate down dip developm nt objectives. The primary ors zone may be

expected at a moderate depth below the 3rd level, and, within this zone there will

be none of the sooty chacocite enrichments encountered above. However, it is reasonable
to expect that ore of fair to good quality will be present. MNorsover, the lower grade
portions of the ore bodies, which have been oxidized and non-commercial on the upper
lovels, will be entirely sulphide and emendable to concentration.

Another poor development possibility is that some ore will occur along "Major
Fault Zone" exposed on the 3rd lewvel south drift and at sometims a few rounds to the
southeast should be driven along the weak mineralization here exposed. If the minerali-

.zation fails to improve in a short distance, no further work should be done.

Exploration possibilities are believed to be good in the area north of the present
holdings., A weakly dissemination mineralization is wide spread in grabbo, and fault
structures similar to those which produce ore in this property are known. Developmsnt
has been extensive, although haphagardly conducted and not in accordance with geological
factors responsible for ore localization in one mine to a district as a whole, with
good success and this may be the bodies, if present, will be similar in size and grade
td those previously mined, however, the possibility that larger bodies may be present
should not be overlooked and there is some field evidence in support of this possibility.
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CONCLUSIONS

0

The devalopmént heretofore outlined i§ believed to have a good chance for success

‘and available evidence strongly suggests that sufficient ore should be disclosed to

sustain a profitable operation.

Mineraligation within the primary zone is expected to be deep seated and locally
at least of fair to good grade. Low grade ores with in the zone will be amendable to

concentration, thus adding to the. potential ore supply.

It is not likely that the minsralization at this mine is an isolated occurrence,
an an_intelligemtly directed exploration at othsr msarby properties should have a fair
to good chance for success. It would be highly desirable to develop moderate ore
tonnages in advance of actual mining as substantial operating ecomomics could be
realiged through near capacity operations of the present mins and mill plant, thus
enhanoing the possibilities for success.
