This report states that 730 ft. of drifting at
different levels on the vein (or possibly 2 veins) has revealed vein
widths of 3 inches to over 2 feet, but has produced only 443 tons of
shipping ore from one smell ore shoote The applicent proposes to
extend an adit which has explored 194 feet of a vein averaging 1.5
feet in width. The last 70 feet of this vein contained mineral over

view of the narrow vein structure and the limited occurrence and width
of the ore, the field team concludes that the geologic probability of
finding & commercial ore deposit is limited and that the application
for Government assistence should be denied.

RECOMMENDATIONS

The examiner recommends that Mr. Taylort's application
for exploration assistance on the No. 1 adit level be denied as the
narrow vein structure and limited occurrence and width of the ore
observed does not iridicate that a commercial ore body will be found
by an extension of this adit.

SUMMARY OF FIELD INVESTIGATION

The examiner was directed to the property by the owner;
Mr. W. C. Zollars, who assisted in a survey of the adits.

The property is reached by a good gravel'road to the
Snowshoe mine via Snowshoe Creek. Wbrkinés are present on the
Fern, Faith, and Topsy claims of the St. Paul Group. The adit
on.the Topsy claim was not visited as the vein and fgult gouge 1is
barren of ore. VThe workings on the Fern and Faith claims lie on a
heavily forested slope and outcrops are limited. The country rock is
Ravalli quartzite.

Four adits have been driven on vein and fault






gouge in a southeésterly direction on fissures apparently related

to the prominent Snowshoe fault. (See composite plan map attached.)
This property is described in U.S.G.S. Bulletin 956, pp. 117-118.

A total of 730 feet of drifting has been done in the adits on
persistent vein structure varying in widti from 3 inches to over
2 feét. About 3 inches of gouge followg the footwall of the
veins. The upper three adits are on the same fault fissure, .whereas
the ldwest adit (No. 3) appears to lie on a parallel fissure or a
faulted segment of the upper structure. The ore minerals are principally
galena, sphalerite, and pyrite with a little manganese oxidé, chalcopyrite,
and sheelite locaily. Gange minerals are quartz and carbonate. Adit
No. 3 was driven 200 feet on a vein averaging 1.5 feet in width. The
ore along the vein is discontinuous and varies from 4 inches to 2
feet in width. 43 tons of ore wefe shipbed ffom a stope averaging 2
feet of ore near the portal of this tunnel. Adit No. 2 was driven 230
feet on a vein averaging 2 feet in width. The only ore observed was
along three shears at the end of this adit. Adit No. 1 was driven

19l feet on a vein averaging 1.5 feet in width. Good ore ranging in
width from 1 inch to 2 feet occurs in the last 70 feet of this adit.
The uppermost adit is on a 5arren &ein.

The applicant proposes to extend No. 1 adit to explore an

extension of the ore exposed toward the end of this adit. Considering

the narrow width of the veihs and the limited‘améunt of visible ore





in the adits of this property, it is unlikely that any commercial
ore shoot would be encountered by extending No. 1 adit. Even
though the entire vein should make ore, the average width would
still fall short of a feasible stoping width. Furthermore, a
continuous shoot of ore of reasonable width and linear extent is
not indicated. Although the structure is continuous, the small
percentage of ore observed within the véins suggests that no
cormercial ore shoots will be found on this property.

The applicant claims that the veins on this property are
on the same structure as the Snowshoe fault and the Snowshoe mine,
the veins of which are up to 12 feet in width. The examiner believes
that the St. Paul veins are subsidiary to the Snowshoe fault, but
being very much weaker structures, vein and ore widths similar to

those at the Snowshoe mine are unlikely.
