RECOMMENDATIONS

The DMA Field Examiner recommends that the exploration 1oan applioca~-
tion of N. A. Whittaker on the Yogo Psak mine be denied.

The lead-zino deposit is small and the values appear to be very
erratioc. :

The magnetite~copper ore body as exposed in the Yogo Cabin shaft
is 0.9 to 1.8 feet wide. Two ocut samples across this zone assayed 2.97
percent zinc and 1.66 psrcent coppere. There is a possibility that wider
magnetite-copper ore bodiss exist; however, it is doubtful if any such bodies
were found that they could support an economic mining opsration.

APPLICANT

The appljcant is HMr. N. A. Whittaker, P. O. Box 4064, Seattle,
Washington. Mr. Whittaker is the owmer of a small manufacturing business
(ultra violet lamps, parking meters) in Seattle. He has had about ten years
mining experience as & laborer and operator of small mining ventures.

STATUS OF APPLICATION

The Yogo Peak mine was visited by M. R. Klepper and Val Freeman of
the UeS.GeSe during the latter part of June. Snow conditions made a complete
examination impossible at that time. As the property appeared to have soms
possibilities, M. R. Xlepper recommended that it be re-examined later in the

LOCATION

The Yogo Peak mine is on the north slope of Yogo Peak, in the
oentral part of the Little Belt Range. The property is about 23 miles by
road southwest of Stanford, Montana, and about 19 miles by road east of Neihart,
Montana.

The property cansists of 17 unpatented quartz lode mining claims

in seos. 24, 25, 34, 35, and 36, T. 14 N., Re 9 E., M.P.M,, Yogo mining district,

Judith Basin County, Montana.

The Yogo group of claims extends along the contact between the Yogo
stock and the Madison limestone into which the stock has been intruded. The
claims are contiguous along the contact for a distance of approximately 25,000
feets Most of the olaims are 600 feet wide and 1500 feet long. The claims
are from northeast to southwest Yogo Return, Yogo W, Yogo Cabin, Yogo No. 1
to 14 inclusivee. :

HISTORY AND PAST PRODUCTION

The Yogo group of claims was originally loocated in 1899 by F. Ce.
Whittaker, father of the applicant. For the last fifty years members of the

Whittaker family have periodisally relocated the olaims after having relinquished

their rights to them. The present owmer, N. A. Whittaker, located the Yogo
"group in 1949 and 1950,

There is mo recorded past production from the property. However,
Neo A. Whittaker stated that his father shipped two cars of argentiferous galena
ore from the property in 1905 and 1907,

PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The exploration program as delineated in the application is not clear.
At the time of the DMA examination, the applicant did not have a definite
exploration program to offer. However, he stated that a definite exploration
program be planned by the field examiner, depending on the results of the
examination,

GEOLOGY AND MINE WORKINGS

The Yogo group of claims extends along the contact between the Yogo
Peak stook (post-Cretaceous) which forms the summit of Yogo Peak, and the
Madison (Mississippian) limestone into which the stook has been intruded. The
stock is oomposed of three types of igneous rocks; the eastern portion is

syenite; the ocentral portion is monzonite, and the western portion is shonkinite.

Pits, short adits, and shallow shafts explore tactite zones at or
near the intrusive contact. Unfortunately, most of the adits and shafts are
now inacocessible.

Near the east end of the property, on the Yogo Return claim is a
woak vein structure containing sphalerite with sporadic bunches of argentiferous
galena in white marble near the syenite-limestone contact. The vein strikes
N. 80° W., and dips 60° S. A 3.6 foot cut sample across the vein exposed at
the surface assayed no lead and 1.2 percent zinc. A small shaft, inaccessible
August 1951, has been sunk on this vein. Mr. Whittaker stated that it was
from this shaft that the high-grade lead-silver ore was shipped in 1905 or
1907. The high-grade portion of the vein is reported to have been 6 inohes
to 2 feet wide with a strike length of 10 to 20 feet for a distance of at
least 40 feet down the dip. There are several tons of sphalerite ore containing
minor amounts of argentiferous galena on the dumpe.

Near the oenter of the Yogo W claim is a 300 foot adit driven
through the tactite zone and into the syenite. The only ore mineralization
geen in this adit was a few specks of disseminated chalcopyrite in the syenite.

The applicant opened a small shaft on the Yogo Cabin claim 100 feet
from the east end line. The shaft prospects a small body of magnitite ore
containing minor amounts of chalcopyrite and malachite on the syenite~limestone
contact. The contact in the vioinity of the shaft strikes N. 83° E., and dips
60° south. A 0.9 foot cut-sample across the magnetite body exposed in the
southwest wall of the shaft assayed 2.97 perocent copper and no zinc, A 1.8
foot out sample aoross the magnetite body exposed in the northeast wall of the
shaft assayed 1.66 percent copper and no zince. <

A small adit, inaccessible gusf/@> is driven S. 31° E., to
interseot the vein exposed in the sha The-adit dump is mostly limestonse
and marble and a small amount of magnetite-copper ore.

The dumps of several inaccessible shallow shafts and adits on
the Yogo No. 7 claim contain magnetite-copper ore.

Molybdenite and scheelite are reported to occur as minor constituents
in some of the magnetite bodies in the vicinity of Yogo Peak. l/ No
molybdenite or scheelite was seen in the ore of the Yogo Peak mine. An
ultraviolet light was not used during the examination. However, speocimens
colleoted during the examination were tested with the ultraviolet light upon
return to Spokane. No fluorescent minerals were noted in these specimens.

In accordance with your verbal request, Val Freeman and
I visited the Yogo Peak Property in Judith Basin County, Montana,
in company with Mr. N. A, Whittaker, P.O. Box 4064, Seattle, Wash-
ington. Mr. Whittaker, owner of the property, has applied for DMA
assistance in an exploration’ project. : ‘

The Yogo Group, comprising socme 20 claims, extends along
a contact between monzonite (Weed, Little Belt Mountains, U.S.G.S.
Folio 56), which forms the sumit of Yogo Peak, and limestone into
which the monzonite has been intruded.

Pits, short adits, and shallow shafts explore copper-
bearing magnetite-rich skarn zZones at or near the intrusive. contact
for a length of between one and two miles, Near the east end of the
property a bedded replacement of limestone by sphalerite with sporadic
‘bunches of argentiferous galena has been prospected by an inclined
shaft. This deposit is said to have averaged 6 inches to 2 feet in
thickness for a length of 10 to 20 feet and an inclined distance of
at least 40 feet.

Unfortunately all adits are now caved and all surface pits
and inclines and many of the dumps were snow-covered at the time of
this examination.

Several tons of sphalerite-rich ore were seen on the dump
from the incline on the replacement zinc-lead body and cupriferous
magnetite containing specks of chalcopyrite and films of malchite
is common on several dumps.

The writer recommends that a re-exemination of this property
be made later in the summer when the surface is free of snow so that
a fairer appraisal of the property can be given.
