Recommendations:

The examiner recommends that Messrs. Woods and Lownds application for
exploration assistance on the Noe. 1 Bonus claim be denied as the occurrence
of sulfide ore is very limited and no feasible objective would be gained by
the proposed exploration progreme.

Summary of Field Investigation:

The examiner was directed to the property by Mre. E. A. Woods.

The property is reached by 17 miles of good gravel road via the Yaak
River road and Seventeen Mile Creek road to the North Fork of Seventeen
Mile Creek; thence by trail up the North Fork, a distance of about 2 miles.
The country is covered with second growth and exposures are limited to a
number of prominent, resistant ledges of quartzites and limestones of the
Belt seriese The strike of the country rocks averages N. 5 degrees east
and the dip 35 degrees east. The property consists of four claims, the Bonus
No. 1, No. 2, No. 3, and No. 4, which are located along the south slope of
" the North Fork of Seventeen Mile Creeke. The Belt series are ocut by a quartz
vein which strikes south 45 degrees west.

The workings are situated on the most easterly claim, the No. 1 Bonus,
about one~quarter mile from the North Fork of Seventeen Mile Creek. They
consist of an adit, two trenches,and several prospect pits westward along
the vein. The adit is a crosscut 100 feet lower than the vein outcrop and
driven 130 feet to intersect the vein of which 30 feet is exposed in a drift
at the end of this adit. The quartz vein is 3 feet thiock and dips 57 degrees
north. Along the hanging wall of the vein is a 6 inch ban carrying magnetite,

hematite and limonite above which lies 9 inches of fault gouge. No copper
or lead sulfides were noted in this adit. The vein is partially exposed
in the trenches above the adit and & few samples were observed with a
little galena and malachite. The ore on the dump is largely iron oxides.

The applicant proposes to drive a crosscut from the creek level below
to interseot the vein in depth. Considering the very poor showing of galena
in the vein outcrop and the lack of any ore-body indicated, further explora-
tion in depth is unwarranted.
