1. Authority for contract.. • This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 1950, pur-


suant to Mineral Order 5, entitled "Regulations Governing Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects." 
2. Orat r's roperty rights. The exploration prgect shall be conducted on that certain property situated in the State of

3. Exploration project. The Operator, within days from the date of this contract shall commence 


work on a project of exploration for' -------------------------------; shall prosecute the work efficiently, expertly, in a 
workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable anddQquate euipment, materials, and labor, all 
properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of 6 tL1! from the date 
of this contract. The exploration project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit "A" attached hereto, 
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract. 


4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided, 
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may 
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Goveriiment shall have the right 
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instal-
lations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, 
depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Any additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to 
be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the estimated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute 
currently its agreed pro rata share, are listed in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. The difference between the cost of such additional 
facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged as a cost of the 
project to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share. 


6. Operating equipment. Any operating equipment to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allow-
able rental, purchase price, or depreciation, as the case may be, is listed under appropriate headings in Exhibit "A" attached 
hereto. As to equipment purchased for the project, the Government will contribute its agreed pro rata share of the cost thereof, 
and the difference between the cost and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged as a cost of the project 
to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share.

7. Title to and disposition of prtyH facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipi, Wher items costing inoi than $50 
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Gernment, shall belong to the Operator and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint.accóunt of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes (miners, muckers, milimen, etc.) , and of 
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the 
project is set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto.	 . 


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. A statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put existing facilities, 
buildings, installations, and fixtures into useful and operable condition and which are to be allowed as costs of the project is 
included in Exhibit "A."	 . 


10. Allowab'e costs of the project. The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited to the 
necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineering, 
power, water, analytical work, accounting, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each ; and the costs 
referred to in Articles 5, 6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in this contract. Although the Government may 
pay part of the cost of new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, 
computed as indicated in Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate 
management, interest, taxes, or any other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these provisions, or work performed or costs 
incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. 


11. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit ofthe Qpei'ator's records and accounts by a 
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. 


12. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of work performed under the con-
tract upon forms to be provided by the Government. Each monthly progress report shall' bear the certification of the Operator 
and shall constitute the Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report. 


13. Payment to the Operator. The monthly progress report (invoice) , to the extent approved by the Government, shall be 
processed for payment by the Government. Payment shall be made in the amount of percent of the approved costs incurred; 
Provided, That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Government under this agreement shall not exceed $36,495j35--- -
which is ---- - - percent of the agreed estimated total cost of this project,	 ------- .	 ., 


14. Final.reportà by Operator. Upon completion of the project or termination of this contract, the'Operator shall provide 
the Government with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his 
ability. Four copies of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. . 	 '	 . 


15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator, particularly. describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in' interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:	 ' 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight 'dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half 
(1) percent.	 . 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (11/a) 
percent, plus one-half ('A) percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of' eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of 
ore, but not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent............................................-. 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the mineral deposit which is the 
subject of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Gov-
ernment, until fully paid, or . until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repay-
ment shall survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article 
is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery 
or development.	 ,	 .	 .	 . . 


16. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall 'not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 	 . 


17. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con -
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified.' Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.

I am enclosing a report submitted by Mr. Meirose on behalf of the 
company. This report does not describe the project as completely as 
I believe that a report of this type should; however, I recommend that 
we accept it for two reasons: 


1. Contract Idm-Ea27.has been superseded by a new contract, 
---4	 Idm-E2Li.7. Work is now in progress on this contract. Inasmuch 


as this is essentially one exploration job even though there 
are two (or as a matter of fact, three) . contracts involved, I 
think that we could accept this and t hen insist on a complete 
and thorough report when the whole job is terminated. 


2. As stated above, we are terminati Idm-E127 in favor of 
Jim214Z. Unless a discovery can be certifie from the work of 
Idm-E127, it would appear to me that the Operator would have no 
responsibility for making any repayment on Idxn-L27 even though 
subsequent work on his new contract made a commercial discovery 
of ore. However, in his report, Mr. Nelrose has claimed a 
disctery both in the main bed and in the two upper beds which 
he mentions. There is actually some question in my mind as to 
whether a discovery "from which a commercial production of ore 
may be made" can actually be claimed in this case. However, 
since inasmuch as the Operator is himself claiming the discovery 
I think we should accept his report arid make a certification on 
this basis. 


Mr. Hull has now returned from the field and we will make an audit 
of the books of Idm-El27 so that the account can be closed.

Numer)us tatite bodies are exposed along the va'ley. walls and vary 'in 
thickness from a foot to as much as 62 feet. The largest exposure explored to 
date i5 on the Ivanhoe Claim. Here it averages about 	 feet and may be 'followed 
along the cliffs for 1,200 feet. It is bounded, on the west by granite, but the' 
east end extension on the Lost Copper' Claim is uiknown, as it" disappears' under a 
cover of glacial debris.
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The extent of the tactite bthS on the north side are for the ino3t part 
unknown. Several pits and one underground working inaicate they areextensive, 
but early snows on the higher elevations precluded stripping operations this 
year. A previously unknown body was uncovered on Star No. 3 during construction 
of the urfinished north side road. The largest visible deposit occurs on the 
east end of the High Boy Claim and the west end of the Mamtnoth Claim. Here it 
is 20 feet thick in a draw near the mouth of an old 80-foot tunnel th'iven on 
the hanging wall Two old pits on the High Boy indicate it may have a thickness 
of ItO feet. 


The term tactite" here is used to include both garnet rock and hornfels. 


In each occurrence of bactite both materials are found usually in alternating 
bedS, but, soAnetimes the hornfels occurs in pods or lenses. An occasional lens 
or pod of crystalline limestone remains in the ctite. 


The predominate minerals are garnet and epidote, with lesser amounts of 
other contact metamorphic nanrals. In addition to the scheelite, chalcop,rrite, 
bornite, pyrite and pyrrhotite are found for the most part sparingly, but in 
places chalcopyrite and bornite ocOur in appreciable amou vits near the hanging 
wall There appears to be a relationship between the copper mineralization and 
higher WO content This has been found to be true on the Ivanhoe Claim. The 
old tunne] on the Mainnioth was drven on copper mineralization and the tactite 
orebody lanps exceptionally well. 


avorable horizons in the Arnsden formation were apparently responsible for 
th6 tactite bodies, but it will be noted from the drill hole logs these horizons 
may or may not be continuous over great distances and underground drilling in 
conjunction with minin3 should be in order It is of interest that the hard, 
tough hornfels members usually carry but little WO whereas the softer pulver-
ulent members often contain large crystals of scheelite and assay higher. 


Lower grade of ore was encountered in the west end of the Ivanhoe, although 
one assay of eight feet-nine inches in No 5 Hole returned 0.50 W03 . For the	 r

mast part, the assays in Holes No. 1, 2 and S were 0.10 W03 or le3s. No. 1 Hole f, 
was 50 feet back from the oubcrop, No. 2, 100 feet; and No. 5, 150 feet. No. 3, 
250 feet back, and No. b, 200 feet back, did not encounter tactite. Two channel 
samples were taken across the face of the outcrop on the west end and showed 
better values. An average of 55 feet went 0.19 w03. 


Assays of surface croppns and underground workings of the large east tac-
tite body showed it to contain o.50 W03 or better, so the drills were moved to 
this area as rapidly as possible to probe the tactite iSO feet down dip before 
cold weather set in The race was lost and Holes o. 10 ana. 11 lacked about 
10 feet on a projection of reaching the main tactite bed. Hole No. 10 passed. 
through 16 feet of tactite, which crops on the surface above the man bed. This 
checks closely with a projection on its dip. The core assayed 0 59 WO.,. No. 11 
Hole, which is l00feéteast of No. 10 and 7.5feetlower in elevatior?did riot1 
penetrate the 16-foot bed. In its place was a qLartz-eoidote rock containing 
apper mineralization but no scheelite However, this hole encountered two 
horizons of high-grade tactito. One was high stratigraphically and concealed 
on the surface.

even better, with 2.21 W0 3 . Although the main tactte. horizon was not pene-
trated, these assays support the belief of higher W0 3 content to the east and 
with associated copper minerals.
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All assajing waS done by Union Assay Office, Salt Lake City, and it is 
interesting to observe how much lower their assays are than the Bureau of Mines. 
In sampling by the Bux'eau and U. S G S. last spring, Union was 0.13 lower on 
underground samples and O.OS on surface 


Sanpies were taken underground at various workings The 16 .foot bed was 
saanpled in four places in Ios. 1 and 2 workings, but the average was low. It 
was th,ffioult to got much thickness, as little is exposed. The upper six feet 
of the main bed was sampled ixi No. 1 working and returned 0.57 WO. Eleven 
samples of the top of the main bed in No. Ii. world.ng , which is thelargest area 
exposed underground, average O.S3 903• 


A 2,2OO-pound bulk saip1e was taken at the point on the outcrop channel 
sampled by the Government field tea3n earlier in the year. The channel sample 
returned O,O W03 by U S. Bureau Qf Mines assay and 0 ) WO- by Union Assay 
The bulk sample was assayed by the U S Bureau of Mines at their Albany, Oregon 
station and the returns are as follows: 0.39 W03 , .00S Au; .O Ag; .037 Cu, 
.05 Mo; 0.1 Pb; and i.b CaCO3. 


CONCLUSION 


The granting of loans for exploration of these properties was made about 
one month too late in the year for this type of country. The rough, rugged, 
precipitous terrain was too much to conquer for access in a short time The 
road to drilling sites, which took a month to complete, was of no use, for the 
first holes and the rigs had to negotiate the mountain under their own power. 
For la1er drilliiig, it proved invaluable. Although we encountered couisider-
able tactite down dip from the outcrop on the west end, only one eight-foot, 
nine-inch bed showed coiinercial ore. We cinnot say the drilling as of no 
value, we now know our ore is on the east side of the claim and a possibility 
of it extending 1,000 feet from the granitic dike to the east end of the claim. 
Because of the Lake Agnes morains there is no way of telling what happens to 
the eastern extension, but niall pits have exposed tactite on the Lost Copper 
Claim about 1,200 feet to the east. 


On the north side the best area to date is believed to be on the Mammoth 
aid High 13o> Claims, although with further work, additional large bodies may 
be found on the Star, Lone Eagle and Lonesome Claims. 


In regard to' tonnage on the east side orebody, we can compute to date 
more than the 70,000 tons esti*ated by the U. S. Geological Survey, .thich 
was based on an average thickness of SO feet over a length of 1,000 feet and 
down dip 150 feet as exposed in No. l working. The bed is .60 feet thick, and 
now we can compute additional tonnage as shown by beds encountered in No.10 
and 11 Holes. In No. 11 the 16-foot bed is 120 feet down dip, and if continu-
ous for 1,000 feet would give an additional 192,000 tons In No. 10 the two 
seven-foot are an unknown quantity, as they were not found in No. 11. On a 
30 dip, the upper seven-foot bed is 25 feet down the dip and the lower seven-
foot bed 90 feet down dip. These beds are covered on the surface and their 
lateral extent is not known. A striking thins about these newly found upper 
beth is their high W03 content. 


In any event, we can raise our estimate to 900,000 bons without consider-
ing the west orebody, but we must assume the grade wtll hold throughout

NARRATIVE STATEMENT 


Early in the month we started Hole No. 6, but could see that because of 
the difficult terrain we would not reach the east end of the orebody before 
winter set in, so stopped drilling on No. 6 and moved to the east end as 
rapidly as possible. Our object was to probe the orebody at depth, down 
dip form outcrops and underground workings which sampling showed O.SO WO3. 


We set up three rigs on Holes No. 10, 11' and lL, but, for lack of water 
supply could only drill Nos. 10 and 11 at one time. No. 10 encountered 
tactite from l5S-17l feet, which corresponded very closely with a 16-foot 
bed on the outcrop and lying above the main bed. No. 11 Hole encountered 
tactite from 36-L3 feet. This bed was unknown to us and obscured on the 
surface. The same hole again passed through tactite from 119-126 feet. 
All of the tactite appeared good under the lamp, but as of this date we 
do not have the assay returns. 


Both holes continued down and were within 10 feet of where they should have 
encountered the main tactite bed when extreme cold weather set in, making 
it impossible to do further drilling this year. It was just not possible 
to keep the long water lines open. 


'Although the drilling necessarily had to stop, we will continue as long 
as weather premits, to do certain mapping and sampling preparatory to 
finishing our drilling next spring. 


A 2,000-pound plus sample was taken on the precipitous cliffs of the west 
end orebody and back packed to the end of the road. This sample was taken 
for metallurgical tests by the U. S. Bureau of Nines and shipped to Albany, 
Oregon.
