MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly RepOrt and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-. 
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-1 04A-----Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and, assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in wOrkings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following.	 - 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly 1eport 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. DO not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials; etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tatiqn and repair pf existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payçoll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includesany unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of orm MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursa6le expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copie of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive• Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "sn-site" audit,, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original 'or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher.

"Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two co1umns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operatorif such information is found in the contiact. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract., A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The low grade of the samples from the winze and the large 
expense of rehabilitation of the winze resulted in the termina-
tion of the project by agreement on July 2)4, 1953. 


Comments - 


Operations under the contract were generally inefficient, largely 
due to incompetence of the Operator.- The major part of the work was 
subcontracted and disagreements between the Operator and subcontractor 
resulted in the inefficient operation. 


The predominant rock exposed in the Sylvan Nine is biotite-hornblende 
quartz monzonite, the cairn-non rock type of the Boulder batholith.

A routine inspection of the Sylvan mine, Contract Idm-E238, 
was made on June 9, 1953 in the company of Mr. D. A. McNabb, Operator. 


At the time of my visit the exploration winze was flooded. 
to the collar. Consequently, it was necessary to rely upon Mr. D. A 
McNabb t s description of existing conditions in order to determine 
the present status of the winze. Previous to my visit Mr • McNabb 
had dewatered the winze to a depth of 51'. At that point a cave 
was encountered. The caved debris was mostly fine-grained silty 
material with a small number of slabs and bculders, Mr. McNabb 
succeeded in pushing a 20 ? section of 1" pipe down into the cave 
by hand. Consequently, it can be assumed that the cave is loose 
and composed mostly of fine-grained material, with most of the 
coarse material hung up above the 65' bulkhead. Caved debris is 
too coarse to be amenable to remOval by sandpuinping. 


At the time of my inspection Mr. McNabb intended to 
rehabilitate the winze to a depth of 80 1 , the last 10' to serve 
as a suinp. Lateral work to the east and west off the winze would 
have been performed on the 70' level rather than the 100' level 
as originally outlined in the contract. This rehabilitation and 
change in the level work would only have been undertaken if the 
contract could have been amended permitting the change and provid-
ing payment for rehabilitation of the winze. 


Mr. NcNabb stated that it would be virtually impossible 
for him to get a contractor to bid on the winze rehabilitation. 
The cost of 30 of winze rehabilitation performed on a day t s pay 
basis at this mine is quite difficult to estimate. However, 
available information indicates that the job could be performed 
f or approximately l,50O.
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At a later date I discussed the Sylvan project with Mr. L. 
D. Jarrard, Chief of the Bu.tte sub-office, A.E.C. Mr. Jarrardts 
engineers have been actively interested in exploration at the Sylvan 
rnins under Contract Idin-E238.' LE.C. personnel have sampled the 
winze and the DMEk Field Team has been provided with copies of .the 
sample map. No samples cut in the winze over a significant width 
approached commercial grade. Mr. Jarrard stated that the extreme 
low grade of the sampled vein material cut in the winze is convincing 
evidence that the property does not warrant additional exploration. 


Mr. Jarrard t s appraisal of the project appears well founded 
and the writer concur$ in that further exploration is not warranted. 


On June 15, 1953 I informed Mr. D. A.. McNabb that the 
results of my inspection and evaluation of existingjconditions at 
the Sylvan mine and Mr. L. D. Jarrard t s recommendations indicate 
that further work is not warranted at the property. Mr. McNabb 
was quite willing to accept our appraisal and stated that he would 
be pleased to terminate the contract if the Government so desired. 


With. a view to the termination of the contract, I have in-
ventoried supplies and equipment of which the Government owns an 
equity. Work under the contract was performed by a sub-contractor 
who furnished most of the necessary supplies. Pipe was:.purchased 
under the contrnct; however, all bu.t 3 lengths are installed in the 
mine at the present time, and the expense of reclaiming it would be 
prohibitive. Therefore, it is recommended that the Government claim 
no equity in supplies purchased under Contract Idm-E238.

Mr. D. A. McNabb, mine owner, was seen in Basin, Montana on 
January 15, 1953. The Sylvan Mine was not inspected because the winze 
was flooded by about 30 feet of water which would require a day or more 
to pump out. 


Mr. McNabb informed me that he has suspended operations until 
the early part of this spring. He said that operations ceased on 
December 23, 1952, because of the very heavy ground encountered at a 
depth of 92 feet in the winze. During December, Mr. McNabb and the sub-. 
contractor were unable to sink beyond the 92 foot depth. Spiling was 
attempted in the heavy ground which was reported to be sandy; it proved 
unsuccessful. Mr. ?Nabb has had a number of disinterested mining 
personnel look over the winze in hopes that they could offer some 
constructive criticism for holding the ground. 


Pumping has also presented quite a problem. Because of the 
sandy nature of the sloughed ground, several different station and sump 
pumps were used in an attempt to pump out aU of the water in the winze. 


Mr. McNabb stated that the high operational costs incurred 
during December forced him to suspend operations. He figures that he 
lost $1800 during the month In attempting to hold the ground. This 
is a personal loss to Mr. McNabb as he is backing his subcontractor's 
payroll and other costs. 


Mr. Thurlow, Atomic Energy Commisaion at Salt Lake City, Utah, 
who has examined the winze recommended to the Operator that the winze 
be rehabilitated and that crosscutting under the DI€A contract should be 
undertaken from the 80 foot level rather than the 100 foot level as

allowed under the contract. It is understood by the inspection team 
that the A.E.G. is to geological map properties containing radioactive 
minerals, which has been done by the i.E .G. at the Sylvan Mine. It is 
not clear, however, to the team what Mr. Thurlowts status is in making 	 / 
recommendations on DI4EA contracts. 


The Field Team has approved a recommendation that an examination 
be made by the Bureau of Mines to determine if it is feasible to attempt 
sinking to the 100 feet of depth as called for in the contract or to 
crosscut from the 0 foot level. 


Mr. George Todd, Bureau of Mines mine foreman, and myself 
have notified the Operator that we will examine his property in 2 or 
3 weeks. The purpose of this examination is for the recommendation of 
a suitable program which will allow continuance of the work under the 
contract.

The Sylvan mine was visited December 8, 1952. Mr. 
N. Leritz, the subcontractor, accompanied the examining engineer. 
The work progress could not be examined. The mine was not operat-
ing because the impeller on the pump was broken. At the time of 
the inspection there were 10-15 feet of water in the winze. 


Progress was temporarily halted during the work period 
because of caving of a portion of the winze. The rate of advance 
is slow owing to heavy ground which requires benching of the two 
compartment winze during sinking and the drilling and timbering 
of one compartment at a time. Drilling consists of 2-4 foot rounds. 


The subcontractor was employing two shifts, comprising 
2 shaftmen and 1 hoistman per shift, for a period of two weeks. 
Only 1 shift is currently operating. 


A sump pump was purchased by Mr. McNabb independent of 
the Government contract. This pump will not be installed until 
the winze is completed. 


A correction is to be noted on the sketch map accompany-
ing last month t s inspection report. Change width of winze to 
read 5 feet instead of 10 feet as seen in "Section Looking West". 
A corrected sketch accompanies this report. 


Mr. D. A. McNabb was contacted in Basin, Montana, on 
the day of the inspection. I was informed that most of the 
supplies needed for the operation are in camp and that the work 
will continue throught the winter, if at all possible.

Routine inspection was made on October 28, 1952, accompanied 
by Mr. D. A. McNabb. Since the last Bureau of Mines inspection, 
July 24, 1952, the winze was advanced 53 feet with a 5 to 6 foot round 
left for mucking. The winze was sunk on a 750 incline for 31 feet. Be-
low the 31-foot mark the raise is almost vertical. The shaft is un-
timbered except for several stulls placed for the hoisting operation. 


The Operator requested an amendment because of the change in 
dip of the vein. The winze was sunk on the vein in a southwesterly 
direction. At a depth of 60 feet the vein dips 550 N.E. A continuance 
of the winze along the moderately dipping vein would not permit hoisting 
operations in the winze. An amendment would permit the winze to be 
continued vertically, and crosscutting from the bottom of the winze 
would permit intersection of the northeasterly dipping vein.

Background 


Radioactivity was discovered in the Sylvan vein material by D. A. 
McNabb, the present lessee. A sample submitted to the Atomic 
Energy Commission assayed 2.0% u 8 equivalent but only 0. 02% 
U3 0 8 chemically. The radioactivity was found to be due to the 
presence of radium in the amount of 9x10 9 gramsper gram of 
sample. It is assumed that vein material containing appreciable 
amounts of uranium has been leached by ground waters with the re-
môval of uranium and other daughter products leaving most of the 
relatively insoluble radium behind. A number of other samples have 
indicated fair radioactivity for a length of about 60 feet along the 
vein structure. (See Preliminary Reconnaissance Report M-110 
dated 7/27/51 and Supplement to Mu.110 dated 9/7/51.) Water 
courses in other parts of the vein may also have contained similar 
material. The radioactive vein material consists Of a black earthy 
material presumed to be principally hydrocarbon with abundant 
euhedral crystals of pyrite. 


Method of exploration 


A topographic map of the immediate vicinity of the mine was made 
by the Spokane Exploration Branch to determine the best means of 
exploration. The topography is not suited for a lower adit level 
and drilling would be difficult with the expectation of poor results 
on this type of structure. The best means of exploring the potentiali-
ties of this vein is by sinking a winze on the structure. Mr. Ira B. 
Joralemon, consultant for Raw Materials Division, concurs in this 
conclusion. 


Expected results 


It is hoped that the bottom of the zone of 1 eaching will be reached at 
less than 100 feet below the adit level. Little is known of what to 
expect in the primary zone in this type of deposit, but it is presumed

that prior to leaching, the material at the adit level would have been 
commercial uranium ore. In view of this, it is expected that uranium 
ore will be encountered in the winze, the extent of which should be 
explored by drifting. Because of the uncertainty of some of the factors 
Involved, any estimation of the amount and grade of ore that might 
reasonably be expected 'would be highly speculative Frequent examina-
tions and close sampling of the vein material as exploration progresses 
should result in valuable information regarding leaching and possibly 
enrichment in uranium-bearing veins.
