The applicant, The Butte Mines Merger Corporation, operates the 


Minnie Jane mine in the western edge of the Butte district, Montana. 


This property i one of those active during World War II in supplying 


ivanganese carbonate ore to the Butte stockpile. During that period 


they produced almost 50,000 tons of material that averaged about ]6% Mn. 


The property was oriinaily deteloped iny years ago for silver and gold, 


ani manganese was encorntered in the course of these operations, but was 


not removed becaupe there was no rket for it. 


The World War II operations in'.olvd reopening the old workings 


and removing t'e shoots of manganese carbonate ore, most of which were 


between areas that had been mined earlier.. This rk did not reqdr. 


extensive deYeloRent because the shafts and varioms levels were already 


in existence and only needed 5 a moderate amotint of rehabilitation. During 


that time the most readily acceesible and the highest grade mangaise 


carbonate ores were mined out, The first 30,000 tons produced during 


this period averaged' better than 20% Mn. The last 15,000 tons averaged 


less than 14% Mn. This decrease in grade was due to their attempt to 


maintain production without undertaking development from new orebodies 


In the fall of 1950 the operator of this mine and. others from 


Butte came to Washizgton to request assistance to reopen and develop 


their properties. Until recently they have had hope of obtaining a 


production làan on the basis of reserves still believed to exist in the 


mine.. It is clear that the reserves known are not sufficient to warrant

a production loan but the prospects for discorering ore appear to be 


reasonable, and the operators therefore have been encouraged to apply 


for exploration assistance. 	 .. 


The present application is inadequate in that it does not 


Ltt clearly the objeètives of the proposed exploration, nor does it 


detail sufficiently the estimated costs to attain those objectives. 


These defects will have to be corrected by the applicant. The parts 


of the iine involved are not open now., Therefore, t is not likely, that 


a field team investigation would be of value.. 


The Geological Survey mapped completely all the accessible 


workings of this property just before it closed down in 1944. In addition, 


a few check samples were taken at various places. Earlier In 1941 the 


Bureau of Mines did some extensive sampling and a liriited amound of 


diamorsl drilling below the deepest leYels., The records of this m'k are 


available in this office, and are believed to be as complete a picture as 


can be obtained now. 


The results this work are summarized in a brief report whinh 


was prepared., for DI4PA in November 1951. Two copies of this report are 


attached. Extra copies of the rnaps are not now ávailabLe but can be 


obtained if you wish to have Th€z. 


I infer from the present application, and from. the earlier 


applications to DNPA that the principal proJects the applicant poposes 
the 


to undertake are (I) rehabilitate shaft, (2) drive z 200' level 'north 
about 150', (3) rehabilitate the 400' level and the 406 raise, (and (4) 


rehabilitate the wiuze and 60G sub-level to allow inspection and . sampling

We thank you for your letter dated March 5 
which caine to hand a few days ago. It is fine of you to try 
to ease the situation for us., We have been mining the Minnie 
Jane for around thirty years, and during that period also did 
a lot of underground work in connection with litigation. We 
know where the carbonate ore is situated and our present job 
is to clean up and equip old workings. There is enough ore 
between the 400 level and the grass roots to keep us employed 
for several years.


In Washington it seems that not much credit 
is given to our reports, but we wish to verify at least one of 
them to seine extent. Mr. S. H. Lorain was in charge of the 
Bureau of Mines, with headquarters in Idaho, when he visited 
the Minnie Jane. He is now, we believe, in charge of Bureau 
operations in Alaska. A copy of his assay map was sent with our 
application. Please refer to it and note his statement in the 
upper right hand end of the map in reference to one ore body 
which he saw. Also note the assays on the 400 sill jut below 
which are around 35 to 36%. This ore ' body is large and extend's 
from the 400 level to within 50 feet of the surface of shaft 
No. 2. There were other phases to show Mr. Lora.in, but the 
entries to reach them were closed. 


Why Mr. Lyon and Mr. Parsons should BLUE 
PENCIL all of our ground between the 200 and 400 levels and 
jump down from the 200 to a winze below the 400, we cannot under-
stand. That area so ignored by them is 1100 feet in length by 
300 feet on the incline and is pregnant with manganese carbonate 
ore. All talk about the winze has come from Washington. We 
have said nothing about it and will not consider it until the 
ore above the 400 level is cleaned up.' 


Now as to our application for an explora-
tion loan. We have concluded that we were ill-advised and 
hasty in filing the application. We have nothing to explore

If, after reviewing the proposed program, we had no objections 
to the work outlined or not other ideas with regards to the program, it 
was requested that the letter be forwarded to Mr. W. McC. White. 


At your request, I reviewed the information available on the 
Minnie Jane mine in the Spokane files of the UBM and. USGS. The USGS 
file contains an excelLent set of maps of the Minnie Jane inineaccom-
panying a.xeport by Sherman K. Neuschel and. Max D. Crittenden, Jr. 


/ Sherman K. Neuschel and Max D. Crittend.en, Jr.; Report on the 
Rhod.ochrosite Reserves in West Butte and Philipsburg Districts, Silver

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The maps show that the 200 level east drift extends 780 
feet east of the No. 1 vertical shaft. The first 195 feet of drift 
was accessible at the time of Neuschel and. Crittenden's examination, 
the remaining 385 feet of drift was inaccessible and plotted from an 
existing map. The mass show that by extending the east drift face 14.5 
feet, workings from the east incline shaft will be encountered. The 
workings from the east incline shaft extend along the Minnie Jane 
vein into ground controlled by the Anaconda Copper Mining Company. 
Therefore, the program to extend the east face 150 feet did. not 
appear justified. 


I called Mr. George Selfridge, Acting Chief, Iron and Ferro-
Alloy Division, DMEA, on March 11, 1952, to determine whether Washington 
was aware of Neuschel and Crittenden's maps. Mr. Seifridge informed 
me that Washington was aware of the maps and that Max D. Crittenden, 
Jr. aided in formulating the proposed program. Crittenden was not 
sure as to the accuracy of the map from which the inaccessible workings 
were plotted; therefore, 150 feet of drifting was allowed in section 
(3) of the proposed program to allow ample funds to make the connection 
with the east incline working. Since we were in agreement with the 
general program as outlined in the letter, it was decided that action 
on the application would be speeded by forwarding the letter to Mr. 
W. McC. White and by sending a memorandum to Washington concerning 
matters this office believed should be considered in the preparation 
of a contract. Therefore, the following suggestions are made: 


Sections (1), (2), and (14.) of the proposed program are 
satisfactory. I believe matters may be clarified by changing section 
(3) to read: Extend the 200 level east drift from the No. 1 vertical 
shaft by drifting a maximum distance of 150 feet to connect with work-
ings from the east incline shaft. Funds should be made available to 
rehabilitate the 200 level in the vicinity of the east incline shaft 
to the extent necessary for inspection, sampling, and tramming. Allow-
ances should be made for geologic mapping, sampling, and. assaying of 
the rehabilitated areas and areas of new work.

Permit me to congratulate you upon being 
in Washington. I hope you will like it there. 


We have answered yo.ir letter of February 
8th, but if you will bear with me, I will go further into the 
situation.


The Minnie Jane vein and the strike fault 
are about 30 t. wide between walls where the vein crosses the 
shaft. In l99 a portion of the vein broke away and destroyed (jy( 
the shaft down to the 200 level where the shaft was bulkheaded. 
We retimbered the shaft from the 6th set down, after con-
structing a strong bulkhead where the vein had slipped and then 
backfilling the ground. The top 6 sets are soft and will 
require immediate renewal. We have always been a little un-
certain about this part of the shaft and it was for this reason 
and the further reason that the vein is departing from the 
shaft about 80 feet to the 100, that we wrote you in July, 1951, 
about sinking a footwall incline shaft which could be extended 
from. time to time. Later, in making a survey of the situation, 
we discovered that if this should be done, our surface workings 
would partially overlap ground that we do not own and cannot 
acquire, and, of course, this fact changed the situation. On 
the hanging wail side there is plenty of room, but the material 
is unsatisfactory.


Should MO-S be strictly adhered to, I am not 
clear as to how far we could use it on the 200 level, as we 
expect to begin production at an early day, which will'naturally 
slow down the repair work. It would perhaps be ideal on the 400 
level if it should be decided to put ona swing shift to clean 
it up and equip it to the east portion where we have a lot of 
high grade carbonate ore. It would be important in the matter

The applicant, The Butte Mines Merger Corporation, operates the 


Minnie Jane mine in the western edge of the Butte district, Montana. 


This property is one of those active during World War II in supplying 


manganese carbonate ore to the Butte stockpile.	 During that period 


they produced almost 50,000 tons of material that averaged about 16% Mn. 


The property was originally developed many years ago for silver and gold, 


ath manganese was encountered in the course of these operations, but was 


not removed because there was no market for it.


The World War II operations involved reopening the old workings 


and removing the shoots of manganese carbonate ore, most of 'which were 


between areas that had been mined earlier. This work' did not require 


extensive development because the shafts and various levels were already 


in existence and only needed a moderate amount of rehabilitation. During 


that time the most readily accessible and the highest grade manganese 


carbonate ores were mined out. The first 30,000 tons produced during 


this period averaged better than 20% Mn. The last. 15,000 tons averaged 


less than 14% Mn. This decrease in' grade was due to their attempt to 


maintain production without undertaking development - 	 new orebodies. 


In the fail of 1950 the operator of this mine and others from 


Butte came to Washington to request assistance to reopen and develop 


their properties. Until recently they have had hope of obtaining a 


production loan on the basis of reserves still believed to exist in the 


mine. It is clear that the reserves known are not sufficient to warrant 







.
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a production loan but the prospects for discovering ore appear to be 


reasonable, and the operators therefore have been encouraged to apply. 


for exploration assistance. 


The present application is inadequate in that it does not 


list clearly the objectives of the proposed exploration, nor does it 


detail sufficiently the estimated costs to attain those objectives. 


These defects will have to be corrected by the applicant. The parts 


of the mine involved are not open now.L Therefore, it is not likely that 


a field team investigation would be of value. 


The Geological Survey mapped completely all the accessible 


workings of this property just before it closed down in 1944. In addition, 


a few check samples were taken at various places. Earlier in 1941 the 


Bureau of Mines did some extensive sampling and a limited amount. of 


dianior1 drilling below the deepest levels • The records of this work are 


available in this office, and are believed to be as complete a picture as 


can be obtained now.

We have examined your latest proposal in your letter dated 
December 7, 1951. It appears that an expen4iture of 96,OOO is not 
justified based upon the information.available on ore reserves. The 
ore remaining in the vicinity of your. World War II workings and above 
the 400-foot level would not warrant a loan of this size. The ore 
below the 400-foot level could probably not be mined profitably due 
to the double handling necessary through the winze from the 400 to 
600-foot level. Sinking the vertical shaft to the 600-foot level is 
not warranted from present information on the reserves. 


The development of sufficient ore in the unstoped parts of 
the vein east of the No. 1 shaft and mostly above the 200-foot level 
could materially change the picture. However, this is an' exploration 
proposition and will have to be handled as such.
