logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, howewer, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a.particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Qperator, since such distribution might well oversta,tp the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Time Schedule: O - 12 months

1. Widen, rebuild and extend to the extent necessary
to accomplish the proposed exploration work, approximately
four miles of the present bulldozer truck trail, locatedc
on the north side of the canyon, to the portal sites of the
two adits that are to be driven as noted below,

2. Starting in the vicinlty of the H Cut, drive a
1000-foot adit, approximately 8' x 9' in the clear, south-
ward to explore the H-I ore zone along its strike (see
attached map). The adit is to be driven at or near the
east or hanging wall side of the ore zone and is not to
extend beyond the south property line.
