Justification of Amendment No. 1

This amendment is necessary in order to provide time for '
the project to be completed. The contract states that the work
shall be brought to completion within a period of 12 months.

This date would be May 12, 1953. The operation was suspended

from October 1952 to the present because of winter conditions,

and the indecisiveness of the Operator in doing exploratory work
under the contract. The Operator appears to have decided on a
definite course of action. It is in the best interest of the
Government that an extension of time be granted for the completion
of the work. '

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(b) The Government’s payments in all cases will be based on actual, necessary costs (including contract unit prices) s,
incurred not in excess of any “allowable maximum,” and not in excess of the fixed percentage of the total aggregate estimated cost.
Costs will be considered to be incurred only as they are or become due and payable. . :

(¢) No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes) or any other
indirect costs, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in
which the Government will participate.

ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Progress reports. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies),
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the
Operator’s invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground.

(b) Final report.—Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore
reserves resulting from the exploration work. : .

ARTICLE 9. Repayment by Operator— (a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, thé Government, at any time not later than 6 months after
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
‘tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total

ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator’s interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator’s rights in the land described in Article 2,
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government’s right to a percentage royalty on production and
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator’s rights in the land, without
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute
such a transfer or conveyance.

Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In -
the case -of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;.
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

Four bulldozer trenches across a vein and altered zone in
the vicinity of the prospect shaft where lead-zinc minerals were ex-
posed failed to disclose an ore deposit. Six diamond drill holes,
drilled by a Canadian mining company in the same area, also gave negative
results (the work of this company had nothing to do with the project.)

The property is underlain by slightly to intensely re-
crystallized andesitic volcanic rocks apparently near the contact
of the volcanic rocks with the intrusive quartz monzonite of the
Boulder batholith. Only the volcanic rocks are exposed in the
trenches; however, the quartz monzonite outcrops at same distance
(several thousand feet).

The volcanic rocks have been moderately to intensely
sheared. Veins consisting of quartz and small amounts of galena,
pyrite, sphalerite, and rhodochrosite are present locally along
this shear zone.

The Operator, Mr. A. F. Carlson, has not
prosecuted the contract diligently, and to date a large part of
the work still remains to be done. This is one of those contracts
for which there is some doubt on the part of the Field Team that
the Operator is competent to accomplish the exploration work, but
the possibilities for a successful exploration are such that the
Field Team has hoped that a competent operator would succeed to
the contract by lease and assignment. This possibility has been
discouraged by the unreasonable payments required by Mr. Carlson
in several negotiations for leases.

The enclosed routine inspection report dated October 5,
1953, by John D. Bardill, Bureau of Mines, gives late developments
at this property. The new lessee, a Canadian firm, apparently -
intends to undertake a diamond drilling project to be completed
at an early date and to make a decision as to purchase on the basis
of this drilling or upon subsequent shaft exploration. It is doubt-
ful if the proposed 2000 feet of drilling can be completed in the
45 days set up in the agreement for this work. '

Mr. Carlson wants to have the DMEA contract extended. Of
the total Government obligation for $12,450 under this contract
there has been paid to date $960.84, and a voucher in the amount of
$183.84, payable to Mr. Carlson, is being held pending final settle-
ment of the contract or continuation of it.

The Field Team considers the entrance of the Canadian
company into the situation a favorable development and will follow
the results of the diamond drilling work with interest. We are
inclined to recommend a short extension of the contract, say of
three months, to adequately cover the drilling program and give
time for an evaluation as to whether it will then be worthwhile
to extend the contract further.

On the other hand, if the Operating Committee believes
that the contract should be allowed to expire without renewal, we
will not object to this decision. The amount of Government funds
involved is very small, as stated above. The principal reason for
further extension of the contract after the diamond drilling would
be to encourage a significant exploration.

The only
work done during June, and since the last inspection, has been to
bulldoze one trench across the sheared and mineralized zone about
250 feet west of the shaft collar. The trench trends north and is
about 150 feet long and, in the shear zone, about 20 feet deep. The
shear zone appears to have thinned to about 10-15 feet in thickness
in this trench, and trends East-West, dipping 55° North. Mineraliza-
tion appears limited to moderate limonite staining in moderately
sheared andesitic volcanic rocks. Mr. Carlson had not sampled the
trench at the time of my visit, but stated that he would sample it
and would submit the assays and sketch map later.

Mr. A. Carlson, owner, was seen January 15, 1953. The Operator
said he has suspended operations for the winter. Work under the contract
being discontinued sometime near the close of October, 1952. No inspection
was made of the property. Time was spent in discussing with Mr. Carlson
his plans for future work under the DMEA contract.

I have not made any DMEA inspections of the North Boulder
prospect, consequently, all factual data incorporated in this report are
the result of gathering such data from various sources, such as: Operatorfs
monthly narratives, invoices, etc.

Work under the DMEA project was begun July 7, 1952. From August
to October, 1952, inclusive, 74-1/2 hours of bulldozing was completed.
Total units of bulldozing expended amount to 138-1/2 hours with 101-1/2
hours left under Stage I of the contract.

Work done during July and August has been described in J. S.
McNabb's, Bureau of Mines, inspection report dated August 12, 1952, and
G. Becraft, Geological Survey, inspection reported dated September 17,
1952, respectively.

A trench about 275 feet in a southeasterly direction from the
Bureau of Mines shaft in Trench #4 (see map) was dozed during September,
1952. The trench exposed a mineralized zone that appears to parallel
another vein structure, approximately 200 feet northward, which is cut
by Trench #5. The new trench is 14 feet wide, 130 feet long, and reaches
a maximum depth of 20 feet. Samples taken across 20 feet of the mineralized
zone by Mr. Carlson, assayed as follows:

Work during October, 1952, consisted of dozing a trench approxi-
mately 420 feet east from the Bureau of Mines shaft. The trench measures
11 feet wide, 160 feet long, and 20 feet deep in the lowest part. Mr.
Carlson stated that a flow of water encountered in the trench prevented
him from deepening the trench or sempling. The trench, according to the
Operator, shows an altered zone 75 feet in width containing one small -
galena stringer. ' :

During November and December, the Operator was loaned mining
equipment by a major Montana mining company. This equipment was used in
driving a short dog hole with a length of 4 - 5 feet in the oxidized
footwall from the shaft (see McNabb!s map), and in taking out ore deline-
ated by sampled areas S-1 and S-2. This ore has been stockpiled by the
Operator. It is divided into about 20 tons of primary ore and 5 tons
of oxidized ore. It is estimated that the primary ore will run about l
10 percent combined lead and zinec. Mr. Carlson thinks the oxidized ore
will agsay close to 6 percent lead.

The Operator asked that time under the contract be extended.
He intends to do some further bulldozing in the kewly-eequimeé placer
ground west of the Bureau of Mines shaft.

Upon completion of the trenching, the Operator inmtends to sink
a 100 foot vertical shaft from the bottom of the Bureau of Mines shaft.
He also requested an amendment to the contract which will allow cross-
cutting to be performed from the 50 foot level(exclusive of 18 feet in
Bureau of Mines shaft, therefore its actually the 68 foot level).
Contingent upon the results of crosscutting from the 50 foot level the
shaft would be sunk to the 100 foot level with attendant crosscutting and
drifting.

It is recommended that an extension of time be granted and that
further consultations with the Field Team and Operator should be made re-
garding the feasibility of an incline shaft vs. vertical shaft and cross-
cutting on the 50 and 100 foot levels. :

I. McNabb reports that following conversation with Mr.
Carlson,ﬁﬁéfaag one more bulldozer trench on the property in
October. Following this, the Anaconda Copper Mining Company pumped
out the Bureau of Mines' shaft which has énly a depth of around

20 feet and'did a small amount of drifting at the bottom. This

was not done as part of the DMEA contract. It has been mapped and
sampled by McNabb and shows that the mineralized zone is about

20 feet in width, Assay results are as follows:

This is encouraging for a working so close to the surface.

McNabb and Becraft believe that about three diamond drill
holes would be of some value. The Operator, although at first
favorably disposed to diamond drilling, has changed his mind and now

wishes to sink the shaft. Inasmuch as the contract provides for
sinking of a shaft, the findings to date have been encouraging, and
there is no reason to terminate the contract on the basis of
improbability of a discovery, it appears that the Government is
obligated to support the shaft-sinking program if the Operator so
desires. There is some discussion as to whether the shaft should

be sunk on the incline following the ore or should be sunk vertically
in the footwall. The Field Team would prefer to follow the ore
because of the additional information that might be obtained; the
Operator prefers a vertical shaft because of bad ground in the ore
zone. The existing Bureau of Mines' shaft could be converted to an
inclined shaft with very little trouble., However, because of the
heavy ground in the ore zone, it may be necessary to sink a vertical.
rather than an inclined shaft. Further investigation and discussion
with the Operator will ensue.

A field team report recommends that a two stage project
should be approved. - Stege I consists of preliminary trenching and
stripping, and Stege II, which is contingent on the Stage I results,
involves sinking a 110-foot shaft and 170 feet of crosscutting end
drifting from the 100 level of the new shaft.

‘ The deposit is in diorite near & contact with andesite. The
zone of mineralization strikes east-west and dips north, end has been
traced by trenching about 2800 feet. The gzone of mineralization is
characterized as a silicified fissure vein, or veins, composed of
oxidized and sulfide-carbonate orebodies. The sulfide carbonate zone
is made up of reticulated veinlets, which often form small pockets of
ore where veinlets intersect.
