This would result in a cost of $80.00 per
foot of drift. In the letter of transmittal, the Field Team com-
mented that essential information was lacking, the data submitted
inconsistant and that they believe it impossible to obtain additional
data from the Applicant. .

The Field Team visited the project- property and reported
under date of June 26, 1952, that they were able to inspect only
500 feet of the reported 1800 feet of the main tunnel level. It
also developed that the property ownership was divided between
Mr. Miller and the Anaconda Mining Company and it was believed
that the latter would not agree to entering into a contract with
the Government in this instance.

The Field Team further reported that the project was geo-
logically typical of deposits which have never produced significant
amounts of ore in that region and that a large segment of the veln
structure had already been explored unsuccessfully.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The J. W. Miller property is located approximastely 10 miles
airline west southwest of Plains, Montana, in Sanders County, Montana.
The adits are on the northwest side of, and near the head of Swamp
Creek, a large stream tributary to the Clark Fork River. The property

~ is located in sec. 31, T. 20 N., R. 27 W., shown on the U. S. Geological
Survey topographic map of the St. Regis quadrangle.

The property can be reached by roed from the railhead at Plains,
Montana, where a bridge across the Clark Fork River gives access to roads
on the south side of the river. For a distance of about 14 miles the -
road from Plains to the property is good gravel or dirt, and for the last
two miles the road is very poor but passable to the property.

WORKINGS

The workings consist of about 1,800 feet of tunnel, but the
Field Team was able to examine only about 500 feet of this because of
bad air.

GEOLOGY

Rapid reconnaissance along the roed to the prospect showed
evidence that.the Miller property lies near the axis of a very lerge
asymuetrical anticline, the north limb of which is composed of over-
turned beds aggregating 15,000 feet of strate and dipping 70° south.
The workings appear to be on the southwestern flank of the anticline
where beds dip about 45° southwest. The workings are in Prichard ar-
gillite of pre-Cambrian, Beltian age.

The vein is massive quartz with some siderite, and in a few
Places contains sulfide minerals. Galena and chalcopyrite have been
reported but were not seen by the Field Team. Where seen, the vein was
as much as 8 feet wide and is reported to be 4O feet wide elsewhere in
the tunnel. The vein follows the hanging wall of a diorite-gabbro sill
which is at least 20 feet and probably wider. The sill is typical of
the meny large sills that are prominent in the Belt rock of northern
Idaho and western Montana.

This or a similar diorite sill almost along strike to the
northwest is reported associated with the Eddy Creek mining district
vhich lies approximately 3 miles northwest of Miller's property. A
little lead-copper-silver ore has been shipped from the Eddy Creek
district, but no large mine has been developed there.

A large fault, believed to be the southeastern extension of
the combined Snowshoe and Hope faults which join near Thompson Falls,
Montana, lies about l% miles southwest of the Miller property. These
faults are of the order of 100 or more miles long and may represent
major structural controls for ore deposits in this region.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION

Mr. Miller proposed to extend the main tunnel by about 300
feet although the amount of money planned to be expended should suffice
to drive a tunnel almost twice that length.

CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION

This area, which geologically is part of the Eddy Creek district,
has some promise of containing economically significant deposits, but if
those already found are an indication, most of the deposits probably
would be marginal or sub-marginal at present metal prices. Associated

with diorite sills, throughout northern Idaho and western Montana,

are numerous small mineral deposits, principally copper, but few have
produced any ore. Massive quartz veins are also common in these sills
but seldom carry appreciable amounts of ore minerals.

Inasmuch as the Miller property is geologically typical of
deposits which have not produced significant amounts of ore in this
region, and as a large segment of the vein structure has already been
explored unsuccessfully, it is felt that a few hundred more feet of
prospect tunnel would have an exceedingly slim chence of exposing
minable ore. The situation of divided ownership would probably pose
complications.

It is recommended that the application for DMEA assistance be
denied.
