"We would not feel Insulted f they find the Cobalt ore Is not what 
they anticipated but we shou]4 lI1 to know If it Is worthwhile we 
plan to continue and develope \he same. It Is for the best iftereet 
of the State of Montana. If woh1ese, it would be only decent to 
inform us that way. We will be very grateful if you can obtain for 
us any. true inforat ion on . this •" \

In the technical sense, our field team di not find any "cobalt ore" on the 
Chicken Hawk and Cabin claims, aixi it is o	 through a misapprehension 
that anyone could say we anticipated find.In ore. Our purpose was to deter (t 
mine whether there was a geologic probability, of making a significant d.is- 	 1. 
covery, and. we made no attempt to anticipate t e results of our examination, 
Our problem In each case is to determine whethe Government assistance for 
an exploration program Is warranted, and. on Septe ber 10, 1952, we advised. 
Mr. Scott specifically that the information availa le to us, although noting 
a small amount of cobalt- .bearing arsenopyrite on hi property, indicated. to 
us that the probability of disclosing minable ore re ervea of cobalt o,-e--
pxoeby was not sufficiently promising to justify Go erument partIcipation 
In an exploration program.

Dear Mike:


Walter VIolz and CIa ries W. Scott, President of the Montana 
Cobalt Silver Crest Co. talked with. Jimmy Sullivan, your Secretary, 
shortly after the election regarding what we feel is an improper 
action by the Defense Minerals xp1oration Administration. 


Enclosed herewith you will find correspondence with the 
DMEA 1egarding a Government Survey Team to make an exploration for 
the purpose of a Government loan for the development of Cobalt ore 
in the Dry Cotton Wood area near Bitte. At the instigation of the 
exploration and all during the work the Geological Field Team, head-
ed by a Mr. Vhay of the Spokane office, were making a study of the 
ground with the idea in mind of giving the Company and operators a 
recommendation on how to best approach the property for production. 


- The management of the Company gave full cooperation and awaited the 
final reports which they had been promised. However, as you will 
note the letter of September 10, 1952, stated the application was 
denied by DMEA and subsequent correspondence wherein the reports of the 
Geological Field. Team were refueed to the Company on the grounds that 
they were confidential Goverrunent records; this was in direct opposi-
tion to what the Field Team and, all parties concerned had discussed 
and plans were made, etc. 


We feel that we are entitled to at least a copy of the report 
or a reasonable report and not be confined to such secretive methods. 


Considerable work and effort were gone to obtaining the DMEA 
to show what we had and the use of our facilities, our cabin, etc., was 
made by their team for a period of approximately six wee1 and accord-
ing to the application which we had made for the loan, we indicated
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we were awaiting the recommendations from the Geological Team and they 
had promised us a full report on their findings. Now we get the refusal 
of a loan and the refusal of any information which certainly handicaps 
the Conrpany. It has wasted a whole year and you are undoubtedly aware 
that Cobalt is one of the most strategic metals. At least we feel that 
we have been wrongfully treated and. ignored in this matter by the DMEA 
officials.


Mr. Scott and. I chartered a plane and flew to Spokane to see 
him about this matter in about September of last year. I have never liked 
to complain of any officer but Mr. Vhay did not extend to us the courtesy 
of even asking\xs to sit down or into his private office. We talked in a 
báflway to an evasive, incoherent discussion by Mr. Vhay to whom we went 
in good faith with no reservation as being one who would give us some 
honest help. Mr. S cott and I both feel that we were very rudely treated 
aside from the fact that he was so evasive and uncooperative in giving us 
any information as to his findings on our own mining claim. It was 
shortly after this that we received notice that the loan had. been dis-
allowed and that the showing of Cobalt was insufficient. 


Senator, we do not like to impose on you in this manner but for 
the benefit and development of our mining claim and Montana, we feel that 
the information contained. in that report wou].4 be beneficial and helpful 
if we could have the same for insDection. We would. not feel insulted if 
they find, the Cobalt ore is not what they anticipated but we should like 
to know if it is worth while, we plan to continue and. develoe the same. 
It is for the best interest of the State of Montana. If worthless, it 
would be only decent to inform us that way. Vie will he very grateful if 
you can obtain for us any true information on this.

On my return from my trip I found. a letter from the Chairman 
of the Operating Committee, 1)MEA, and your application, referred to me 
for answering. 


Specifically the letter says to advise you 8 to send in the 
place of organization of the company, ownership of claims and transfers, 
book and. page number and date of recording of claims.0 


In general the application is very incomplete, as might be 
expected from G. W. Richardsonhs letter of transmittal in which he 
Stated that amended applications would be submitted later giving more 
adequate information, which would be supplied br a Geological Examining 
Team. The so-.clled "Geological Examining Team' probably refers to a 
Geological Survey party, in other words Mr.Roberts and myself. As I 
Indicated to you when we met the second. afternoon, I saw Insufficient 
evidence of cobalt mineralization to be able to indicate a target for 
an exploration program, which target is the important item lacking in 
your application. Therefore,, I am unableat the present time to suggest 
how you should make out an amended application on the revised MF-103 
forms which Washington sent 'bo you. 


Mr. Roberts will make a study of the geology of the general 
area in which your property Lies, starting probably late in June. 
When he completes this study, we may be able to assist you in defining 
a target and. planning an exploration program, if you desire this 
assistance and. if you have not already sent in the revised form. 


Incidentally, I do not recall that you showed. me where you 
found. erythrite on your property while we were there. lso, I did. not 
see any diabase on the prope:rty.

CONCLUSIONS FROM REPORT ON CHICKENHAWK GROUP 


On the Chickenhawk group of claims of the Montana Cobalt 


Silver Company some suLfides occur disseminated and in small, randomly 


oriented veinlets in dnclusions of metamorphosed volcanic rocks in the 


Boulder batholith. No definite vein structure could be seen. The 


sulfides are mostly pyrite, a little chalcopyrite, and probably some 


cobaltian arsenopyrite, which latter presumably accounts for the cobalt 


assays obtainable here. The arsenopyrite is scarce, however, having 


been seen only on the dimip of one pit on the property. The amount of 


cobalt in the arsenopyrite is so low that a pure concentrate would 


probably not contain as much as 3 percent cobalt. it is recommended 


that an application for a Dk eioration contract be denied, 


Mr. Se]iridge: This is sent along for whatever 


use you wish to make of it.

This property was examined May 7.-s, 1952 by J. S. Vhay 
and W. A. Roberts of the Geolo4ca]. Survey, and was mapped June 11 
to July 12 by Roberts ath J. R. Jensen. The memorandum report by 
Vhay and Roberts, dated August 15, recommends that the application 
be denied, a recommendation with which I concur. 


The examination included geochemical soil sampling, with 
50 determinations that indicated no abnormal concentration of cobalt. 
Six samples of su]iides showed that the arsenopyrite contained a 
little cobalt, but that concentrates probably would not contain 
more than 3 percent.
