In reply to your letter of February 16, 1953, the two samples 
taken by Weeks were to determine thether or not the tactite contained 


(tungsten, and if so, in what quantity. One sample of the most 
fluorescent material and a composite sample of 6 feet of typical tactite 
beds were thought adequate to demonstrate the presence or absence of 
tungsten assumed to be present but not heretofore demonstrated by the 
applicants, and to provide a comparison for any future assays submitted 
by the applicants. 


Systematic sampling was not thought necessary or desirable 
on the part of the field examiners, since the applicants had no specific 
exploration plans laid out, but were agreeable that they should go ahead 
with preliminary assaying on their own account and, depending on the 
results of their own assays, either file a new application setting up 
a specific exploration program, or else withdraw the application. 


Assay results on Weeks' samples showed no tungsten, no 
' molybdenum and a trace of gold. in both samples 


In view of the assay results of Mr. Weeks' samples, denial 
of the present application se	 ranted. It is suggested., however, 
that the Operating Coxmnirequesadd.itional assay information from 
the applicant and that un1es this information indicates the presence 
of tungsten in commercial quantity, that the application be denied.

On December 19, in company with D. N. Pinckney of the 
Geological Survey, I conferred with Messrs. E. B. Dittmer and H. X. 
Smith on their recent application for assistance in exploring a reported 
tungsten deposit near Winston, Montana. Their original application 
needed clarification for it was stated in very general terms and 
contained no definite proposals on methods of exploration. 


During September and October 19S2., as a part of the U. S. 
Geological Survey Boulder batholith mapping project, E. J. Lyons and 
I mapped the geology in the vicinity of the applicants' claims at 
a scale of 1:2Li.,O00. We observed several occurrences of quartz-
garnet-epidote rocks adjacent to a diorite stock, and determined that 
some of these tactite zones carried a smaLl amount of fluorescent 
mineral tentatively believed to be scheelite. Several small prospect 
pits, tunnels and shafts explore the tactite bodies, and Dittmer aid 
Smith's claims cover the most accessible tactite area. The claims 
are located on a small segment of Cretaceous andesitic tuffs and 
sandstohe that are locally metamorphosed to a hard, medium-grained 
tactite; these rocks are separated from less metamorphosed andesitic 
tuffs and tuffaceous sandstones to the north by a N. 7Q0 W. trending 
fault. The tactite was apparently produced by the intrusion of a 
hornblende-biotite diorite stock. On the east side of Weasel Creek, 
on the Iron Mass claim, there is a sloughed pit adjoined by a 30 foot 
partly caved adit with two headings, the easterly one exposing a 
N. 70° W. trending iron-stained steep fault, and the soi.therly one 
entering, by an incline, a small (maximum dimensions lSxlS'x6T) 
stope in the tactite.
