IITRODUCTION


The examination resul.ted :tram a DMEA application submitted
by the Wy-Mont Mining and Engineering Company, powell, .Wyoming on a
thorium and rare earth prospect, Madison County, Montana. The
examination was conducted on April 11 and 18, 19". During the first
day the writer was accompanied by Mr. sam Egbert, President of the
Wy-Mont company, Who asaiatea. in the cutting ot three pegmatite
samples; the second day was devoted to mapping and to study ot the
~eposlt.


RECOMMENDATIONS


It is recamnended that the Wy-Mont application tor DMEA
assistance be denied. The pegmatite to be explored is small and
analytical data obtained trom samples taken indicate the material is
too low grade to be economically recovered. Officials ot the Atomic
Energy COIIIDlis8ioD ha've also mapped and sampled the deposit and have
stated that they are Dot particularly interested in further exploration
ot the deposit.


LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY


The Wy-Mont property is in the SE t sec. 15, T. 5 s.,
R~ 4 w., Madi80n County, M~ntaDa. It may b8reached by following
highway. ,... south trail Sheridan tor 5.2 miles, thence eut 0.9 ot ·a·· .
mile to Copper Mountain road, thence east 0.5 of a mile to an irrigation
ditch, thence southeast 0.3 of a mile to an old corral, thence 2.2 miles
east across country to the property. The lack of an adequate rOad
makes the property inaccessible during the Winter; however, snowfall .is

not too great in the region and if a road were built accessibility to
the property could be maintained with a minimum amount of maintenance.


PROPERTY


The Wy-Mont property is on a section owned by the Northern
Pacific Railroad. The applicant reports that he has a lease trom the
railroad campany for a year' s duration Which Will permit him to stake
up to 8 claims; however, no' claims have been staked to date. The
lease agreement calls for a ~oyalty payment to the railroad company ot
10 percent of the net smelter returns tran ore produced. According to
the applicant, renewal of the lease and staking of the claims will await
outcome of the subject application. The railroad campany is reported to
have informed the. applicant that they will sign a Consent to Lien
Agreement it one is needed.


The property between the railroad section and the nearest road
is owned by a rancher who is reported to· have informed the applicant that
he would permit the cODStructioD ot a road ·to the property across his
land. .


Exploration work on the Wy-Mont property to date consists ot
one bulldozer trench that has been dug along the strike of the pegmatite
for a distance of 70 teet. The trenching vas done d.uring the past
winter and.· at the conclusion o~ work Wy-Mont workers blasted most ot the
trench wall thereby obscuring moat ot the trench floor With broken
rock. The partially tilled cODdition ot the treneh greatly h8DJ.pered
detailed geologic mapping. .f


GEOLOGY


The geologic teature of chief interest to the applicant is a
radioactive pegmatite dike. '!he pegmatite trends northeast follOW1Dg the
cr~st of a rather prominent ridge; it is enclosed by schists and gneisses
of the Cherry Creek aeries ot pre-Cambrian age. The country rock 1s
not well exposed, 1t veathers easily torming rather mature topogr8~b.y.


Where exposed in the trench the pegmatite ranges tran 2.5 to
4 teet in thickness and is composed mostly ot quartz, orthoclase, and
same altered epidote. ID three distinct areas there are noticeable
occurrences of black allanite and browni8h-orange-st&iDed feldspar.
Theee darker areas are radioactive, presumably because of the allanite ~


In two of the areas (the east and vest end ot the trench) the allanite
occurs &s rather sparsely disseminated, indistinct, small crystals.
The central area .contains much more allaDite and stained feldspar (see
sample location 60; OD attached map). The central area.. however ..
appears to be only' to 4 teet thick and at the' most 5 feet 10ng1 the
allanite content diminishes towards both the east and west ends of this
area. Analytical data fran the three samples that were taken a~. shown on
the attached. map.


pegmatltes crop out in surrounding areas but they are comprised
chiefly of mas8ive quartz and feldspar and do not appear to be radioactive.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION WORK •
Exploration work proposed by the applicant includes the
