I have reviewed the above-named spplication and recommend
referral to the Field Team for consideration end recommendation.
Although the application is defective in many respects, I doubt that
it can be improved much by corfespond.ence and an examination of the
property probably will be necessary in view of the applicant's
positive statement that he has good showings of lead and copper ore
in the workings.

The Latest Out claim is recorded in Minerals Yéarboc_:k’ as
having produced sma.ll tonnages of gold ore in 1949 and 1950. I can
find no other reference to it iﬁ our files. The Sheriden district
is one of many small mines, chiefly shippers of_gold ore. However,
one of these properties ,. the Buckeye, became a substantial producer
of lead and zinc in the period 1943 to 1948, milling 30,000 to 40,000

tons of ore each year.

Forwarded herewith are three copies of an application sub-
mitted by the Wy-Mont Mining and Engineering Company, Powell, Wyoming,
for DMEA assistance to explore a lead-copper vein situated in the foot-
hills of the Tobacco Root Mountains near Sheridan, Montsna. One copy
of the application has been retained in our files.

Apvil Officials of the Wy-Mont Mining Company were contacted on

4;:; 17, 1953, during the field examination of a thorium and rare-esrth
prospect for which the Company has epplied for DMEA exploration assist-
ance. (See Docket No. DMEA 2915). During the discussion of that deposit
the applicants expressed their desire to apply for assistance on the
subject lead-copper deposit. The subject property was inaccessible at
that time, having been inoperative since the previous fall. The infor-
mation given the DMEA examiner is essentially the same as is given in the
epplication. A lead-copper vein, which also contains gold and silver,
had been cut in a ventilation raise and the applicant wished to crosscut
to the downward projection of the vein at the adit level.

The sketch msp accompanying the application shows the completed
work and the proposed work. However, if this sketch is accurate, the
vein cut 22 feet above the adit level in the ventilation raise at the end
of the 60 foot crosscut to the east should also have been cut in the
60 foot crosscut. The lead content of the vein does not appear exceptional.
No indication is given of the copper and precious metal content of the
vein nor is the width of the vein indicated. During the discussion with
the applicants no mention was made of the size of the vein but it was
assumed by the examiner that the vein was small, probably 1 to 1.5 feet
in width, and that the aspplicants were interested chiefly in the gold and
silver content of the vein.

Through correspondence with the applicants concerning their
previous application, in discussions during the field examination, and by
letter forwarding forms for the subject application, an effort was made
to impress upon the applicants the necessity of submitting an adequately
clear application. It can be seen from the subject application, however,
that those efforts were not entirely successful.





In the opinion of the Field Team, the information included in
the application plus the information supplied by the Field Team
examiner indicates that the property has little merit. Therefore, no
field exsmination will be scheduled unless requested by the Operating
Committee.
