(a) I sank a shaft approxametly twenty five feét deep
on a fissure veln which carries gols, sllver, and copper .
This shaft was bricked with good used crossties . It measures
4 feet X 6 feet on the inside, This shaft is in excellent
condition . It follows the vein and it is exposed at the ends of
the shaft and on the bottom . ,

Another shaft was sunk on another vein that is located
higher on the mountain . This Shaft’s dump has copper ore on the
surface . I had nothlng to do with the digging of this shaft .,
At the present time it has completly caved in as the walls were

shale and the shaft was not timbered ,

No ore was ever shipped from fhis mine as the o0ld timers

wvere only interested in gold , and it had to be high grade .
The property was very inacessable until only a few years ago
The forest service spent $5000.00 in constructing a road which
runs wlthin 100 feet of the shaft on the lower vein.

(b) The mine has never produced any ore as it is
virgin property . The copper assays approxametly 124 and the
tilver is 2-3 times this amount in oz. The gold cont.is only
g few hundreds .

All the mine workings and surface geology can be readily examined,

(c) The fissure veilns are found in flat beds of shale
The velns cut the shale almost at right angles . The dip is
approxametly 75° end to the north,
The reason I wlsh to mine this property . The Anaconda @Gopper
Company had a large copper mine within 2 miles of this property .,
This property employed from 2-300 men and they mined copper
for a number of years ., Their property was approxametly 1000 feet
lower this . At the three hundred foot level they had to
discontinue operations due to water . The mine was not electrified
as electric power was not avallable at that time .
The ore is sulphides and 1t could be readily mllled .,

Montana (Soap Gulch) , Thils town is located on the Unlon Pacifiec
Rallroad and U.S,Highway 91 . The forest Ranger road comes within
100 feet of the lower shaft.

It is
within three miles distant (High Line), Water is available within
one half mile at the bottom of the canyon (Nigger Mountain) .
