2. Manganese mineralization on the William Hendrix property 
appears to be confined to one or more favorable beds that 
have been more or less completely replaced by very 
fine-'grained chalcedony, opal, and manganite. Sons 
pyrolusite &fter manganite is present. The size. of individual 
ore bodies may be indicated by the body exposed in the 
main pIt. This body has a strike length of 130 feet, a 
breadth of 20 to 30 feet, and a thickness ranging from a 
few inches to over 6 feet.

There is no specific information in the U. S. Geological

It is believed that the applicant's property is currently 
covered with snow and, therefore, no field examination will be 
scheduled unless requested by the Operating Conznittee. If such a 
request is made, it will probably not be possible to make the 
examination until late May or June.
