: The small isolated manganese showings on the property are
of no oconcmic importancs, Although some choice mangansse oxide
specimens can be obtained, the lenses in which the mangansse occurs
are amall and extremely low grade, For these reasons it is recome
mended that the Rock Cresk Mines® application for Government assist-
ance to explore the Rock Creek property for manganese be denied.

This application is primarily designed to explore and
" develop a gold prospect, using 2 manganese analyses of L2.52 and ll.22
percent Mn as the excuse for'a loan in the amount of #125,340. This
one can, and should be stopped in the office without involving a
Field Team examination.

Specifically, the two analyzed samples appear to have been
collected from "float" from the same place, in the same “rench at 2
different times and my guess is that they represent analyses of hand
picked "mineral specimen" type material rather than true representative
samples. I would venture that the manganese assays of 1.3l to 2.68
percent Mn of samples 21 and 22 are of equal validity in appraising
the, grade of this deposit.

Without discussing the application in detail, it is clear
that the applicant, despite the imposing list of civil engineering
accomplishments he has submitted, has a naive understanding of mining
and geology. Likewise he appears to be misinformed on the exploration
assistance program, believing that the Government will do drilling,
"absolutely free of charge." The proposed extensive program includes
and confuses development and exploration and is completely out of
line with the potential of the deposit. ‘

There is nothing in the Survey files on this property, but
the information furnished by the applicant does not indicate signifi-
cant manganese mineralization as being present to warrant any

exploration loan.

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ADDENDA

Recent additional exploration has uncovered the following highly im-
por tant information:

1. The intrusive outcrop at the top of the ridge, which strikes ap-
proximately N-45°_E, vassing a point at approximately the center of Section 1,
seems to give every indication of being the main lead. Samples of float a short
distance below this outecrop show excellenty manganese content, including Hausmannite,
Mn304’ which in the pure form contains 72k, or the highest percentage of all mangan-
ese ores. Three horizontal core drill holes should be driven as indicated on Plate
I: two at the level shown, and a third at higher or lower elevation in order to
establish the dip and strike of this vein, as well as the width and assay values.
Vertical drilling at the outcrop can then be started to establish depth and values.
(See layout map.)

2. An examination of the tunnels driven during the gold operation showed
manganese stains in almost all of them, and Manganese ore itself in the "Ollie!
tunnel. On the dump, Jjust outside the entrance to the Ollie tunnel was found a
pile of Manganese ore, "Black Mag", that had been removed from the gold ore-back
in 1939 and 1940, as it was trammed to the ore bin for grinding. This pile contained
Manganese ore up to 8" and 10" maximum dimension, and was some 5' wide, by 2 or 3'
high, and 10' long.

3. Exhibit B in the original report, showed Sample No. 7 as 42.52% Mn.
This grade of Manganese ore is now being purchased by the GSA at approximately $96.00
to $98,00 wer ton on board RR cars, Philipsburg, govermment paying all freight and
refining charges in addition. Hausmannite in the pure sample would probably bring
about $150.00 per ton.

Sample No. 7 was taken in the South trench, about 500' North of the South
boundary of Section No. 1, on June 20, 1953. Sample No. 24, taken on October 5, 1953,
was dug from the bottom of this trench, and appeared to be the same as the former
sample No, 7 of June 20th. Present, and doing the sampling, was Mr. Ray Kallestad,
a shift boss, who has been employed on the True Fissure Mine about l% miles EBast of
Philipsburg, from the start of that operation. The True Fissure is the highest
producer in the Philipsburg area. They are now down about 550' below the surface,
and the ore is changing at that point from black mag to pink mag, or Rhodocrosite,
which runs even higher in Mn. Mr. Kallestad told me and the others present, that
this ore was exactly like the start of the True Fissure, in form, size and shape.
It was encrusted with a white talc or white lime, so soft that it (the encrustation)
could be scraped from the sample with a fingernail. ‘

Samples are now in process of analysis. With almost 3,000' of Manganese
showing, as above, on the East slope of the ridge, this property could easily

develope into an excellent producer.
