The applicant proposes to sink a 300-foot, two-compartment
shaft and to drive 1500 feet of drift. All of this work, according
to the applicént, would be in ore. As described by the apollcant
this project is development rather than exploration.

From the 1imited data submitted, it is impossible to make
a firm recommendation on this application.

' The results of the geological examination by T. S. Lovering
in 1922 23 were published in 1930 in USGS Bulletin 811-A, The New World
or Cooke City mining district, Park County, Montana. A brief descrlptlon
of the Copper Glance claim is included in the report. The following
information was excerpted from Lovering's report:

Two adits have been driven in pre-Cambrian granite,
exposing a quartz-sulfide vein. “

The vein is about 10 feet.thick where the lower adit
cuts it.

No ore was shipped as concentration will probably be
needed to provide shipping grade ore.

Galena and sphalerite are disseminated in a quartz gangue.

Four 20-inch holes gave the following reported results -
0.61 oz. gold, 1.62 oz. silver and 0.3% lead.

The argentite reported to be on the dumps by the applicant is
not mentioned by Lovering.

I recommend the application be referred to the fizld team.
However, they should determine the competence and financial resources of
the applicant before making an actual property examination. If further
exploration appears to be warranted, a more realistic and appropriate
project should be discussed with the operator.

I have reviewed the above-named application. The ap-
plication is so incomplete as to furnish no basis for appraisal,
but it probably would be useless to endeavor to obtain any further
worthwhile information from the applicant. There is some un-
certainty about the precise ground that is covered by the applicae-
tion, but it is probably, in part, that described as the Copper
Glance claim in Geological Survey Bulletin 8114, "The New World or
Cooke City Mining District, Park County, Montena", by T. S. Lovering.
That report was based on studies made in 1922-1925. At that time,
the owner was 0. B. Hart and the claim was sald to lie on the south-
west shore of Goose Lake. Pertinent parts of the report on this
claim follow: "Two adits have been driven close together in the
pre-Cambrian granite, exposing a quartz sulphide vein striking a-
bout north 50~ €8St cveveveeceennnn.. The vein, which crops out
very inconspicuously if at all, is about 10 feet thick where the
lower adit cuts it. No ore has been shipped and indeed it is prob-
able that concentration will be needed to provide ore of shipping
Brade seveeneccenccnns Meny inclusions of granite penetrated by
small veins of quartz indicate that the deposit might be regarded
as a sheeted zone rather than s single vein. Medium-grained galena
and sphalerite are disseminated through the lead but assays of the
cuttings from feur 20 inch drill holes - two on the hanging wall
and (two) on the foot wall side of the vein - gave the following
results: Gold, 0.6l ounce to the ton, silver, 1.62 ounces to the
ton, lead, 0.3 percent."






It is perhaps worth noting that a Bureau of Mines re- -
port on another copper property at the north end of Goose Lake,
owned by W. Hart and known as the Copper King, which was examined
by a Bureau of Mines Engineer in August, 1948, states that snow-

free access into the area is limited to not more than six weeks
during the year. :

- My inclination would be to recommend field-team refer-
ral with discretion whether or not to make an actual field ex-
amination. If the applicant is consulted, an endeavor should be
made to ascertain clearly just what ground he has in mind, how
~ good his title is, what his capabilities are and how he expects
to get money, as he has little or no equipment of any consequence
to contribute. T note that the application says he expects to ‘
sell ore in order to finance part of his share of the cost.

The application is returned herewith.
