However, my masin interest is mining, and I would very much like to
prove or disprove this tungsten property, as coarse scheelite of very
good quality is there.

My plan was to get two weeks off from my work in early May
for doing this exploration work. It now appears that snow will delay
us until the last half of May or later. By that time, due to our.
commitments to highway contracts, I may be unable to spend full time
supervising the mine exploration work as I had hoped to do. But I
would be there on week-ends, possibly some more than that, and I have
a couple of plans in mind, which we could discuss, for providing
supervision and inspection of the dozer cuts. Or it would be more
than satisfactory to me if your orgenization could provide this

supervision, with my assistance whenever and as much of the time as
| I could be there.

Please let me know if I can be of any assistance whatever.
