" Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. :

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. , :

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph “(b) ” is in addition to any other remedy
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law. may provide for breach of contract.

(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production. '

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to.make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts.

ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from.the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. '

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development,
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such -
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid,
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development,
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Basis for computation—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not

-the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds”
as that term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or
manufacturing. ’ :

This letter is a reply to points discussed in a phone con-
versation between Mr. Keating and Mr. Nickelson on August k4.

Mr. Nickelson has outlined a dozing program as shown on the
enclosed map. Inasmuch as much of the outcrop is under rather shallow
overburden, it is suggested that the overburden be stripped from the
outcrop wherever possible. If the overburden is too deep, the ° ‘*vein,"
or more properly the ore-bed, should be exposed by cross trenches at i
least every 50 feet. B

It is estlmated that 100 hours of doz1ng and 10 days labor
of an additional man will be sufficient to expose the "vein" for mapping
and sampling. Supervisory time should be increased by.1lO days to en-
sure that dozing is done to the best advantage; this time would also
include mapping and sampling. The time required for each trench is
estimated on the enclosed sketch; the total estimated time is §8 hours.

The overburden is shallow over most of the outcrop except
near the creek, and the "veins" are generally harder than the argil-
lite and schist country rock. .Some trouble is expected in trenching
from a point on the gneiss-schist contact to a point 200 to 300 feet
east because the gneiss_occurs in outcrops and 1arge boulders. Hand
pits may be the best method for exposing the "vein" in this area. '
The dozing should be started near the proposed drift and work eastward
so that the field men can examine the first L00 feet of exposed 'vein"
in order to make their recommendation for the proposed drifting..

As Mr. Keating suggested, the dozing should be set up as
Stage I. Stage II and Stage III will correspond to Stage I and
Stage II of Mr. Nickelson's original recormendation.

The exploration program as proposed by the applicant and
recommended by the Field Team apparently will not determine the full
potential of the property. Inasmuch as the one bed that it is pro-
posed to explore is small and relatively low grade there doesn't
seem to be much chance that the property could be economically ex=-
ploited for that one bed alone, However, a parallel bed (it may be
the same bed displaced) about 300 feet east of the bed on which the
applicant has started an adit as shown on the examination report
map, and mention made in the report of several columbite bearing beds
in the general area indicate that other columbium bearing beds might
be present,

It is questionable that the deposit is extensive enough
to warrant an expenditure as large as anticipated in the proposal.
Only 12,000 tons of inferred ore, assaying less than 0.2 percent
Cb205, is estimated by the examiner. The existance of rare-earth
minérals in the deposit is of interest, but little or no value can
be attached to these minerals under existing conditions, The data
available concerning the rare-earths indicate that they are present
as monazite, allanite, and bastnaesite and as such are not in great
demand. Rare-earth minerals of the pyrochlore or euxenite type
have not been identified in the deposit, and the monazite is reported
to contain very little thorium, Thus the economic value of the
deposit must be based entlrely on the Cb205 content of the ore,

Although the deposit is low grade = probably below 0,2 =
percent CbgOggggr ton - a reserve large enough to support instal=
lation of a simple mill could probably be worked profitably because
gravity separation would produce a good grade of heavy-mineral
concentrate that could be separated into the mineral components at
a small cost, and the market price for domestic columbium will -
probably be maintained at about $3.40 per pound of contained CbgOg.f

It is recommended that the Field Team be asked to review
the project to determine if 2 or 3 trenches about 600 feet long
and crosscutting the beds are applicable as the first stage of a
project to explore the property. If so, the second stage of the
project could be the proposed 500 1in. feet of undergroud work but
located from the results of the trenching. Diamond drilling is
not applicable.

The Field has recommended the acceptance of a staged
contract calling for, principally, 500 feet of drifting on a
narrow columbite-bearing marble bed, the work to be divided into
Stage I, 300 feet and Stage II,"EOO feet.

Perhaps justifiable curiosity as to the behavior of this
unique deposit rather than its apparent probable worth prompted
the recommendatlon. “Too few samples can as yet be cut to enable
an estimate to be made of the average grade of the bed. Samples
of the vein (bed) assayed from 0.01% Nb for 3.4 feet, to 0.25% ==
for 2.2 feet. Very little if any tantaTum is assoc1ated with
the columbium. :

As estimated by the examiner there would be 12,000 tons
or inferred ore in the vein if it is continuous for 500 feet and
maintains an average width of 2 feet. Comparatively, such a
reserve would be of little significance, but in view of the lack
of information concerning that type of dep051t at least some “work
is Warranted

I concur with the 2-stage program recommendation of the
Field Team. Perhaps the well qualified operators will find time
to keep better than average progress notes especially where

timbering is required. ,

Pegmatitesdikes are also a relatively common accurance.
Granite which is presumed to be of the age of the Idaho
Batholith has been observed within 20 miles of the project
and it may occur much closer than that. The general geology
that is available on the area does not differentiate between
the granite of Tertiary age and the foliated granite of pre-
Cambrian age. Future work may show the above types of struc-
tures to be of'importance in the control of valuable mineral-
ization within the lime veins. To date no columbium br rare-
earth minerals have been detected in either the pegmatites
or the quartz veins.
Faulting of two types has been observed on the Dark
Star claim. A low-angle thrust fault dipping 15 degrees to
the northeast and striking 25 degrees NW-SE gives the over-
thrust portion of the vein an apparent horizontal offset of
approximately 100 feet to the southeast. The portal of the
adit is located at the junction of this féult and the over-
thrust portion of the vein. Minor, near-vertical, normal
faulting has been observed to occur mostly parallel to the
vein.

Denver, Colorado visited the ﬁroject in September of 1954 and
collected specimens of vein material. Mineral identifications
of this material are being made by Mr. Howard Joffe in Wash-
ington D. C. Mr. Howard Nickelson of the U, S. Geological
Survey in Spokane, Washington visited the project in May of
1955 and cut samples of many of the outcrops and the dumps.
The analytical results of these examinations are not avail-
able‘at this writing.

We desire to further explore for columbite and rare-
earth minerals because they are of strategic importance to
our countrys defense program. Because of the absence of
production of these minerals in our country, adequate metal-
lurgical facilities do not exist; therefore, we have no mar-
ket for the product we can mine. If, in the course of an ex-
ploration project, we were to develop a reasonable large
tonnage of probable ore that would indicate a much larger
tonnage of pessible ore, then suitable metallurgical facil-
ities could be arranged. We intend to continue with our
exploration project until our resources are.exhausted. If
we are able to obtain help through an exploration contract,
we will be able to complete much more work than if we were to

carry the entire burden ourselves.

It is planned to continue drifting on the vein for a
distance of 500 feet from the face as of the date of the
contract, if a contract is approved. If, in the course of
drifting, the vein is faulted off, a portion of the 500 feet
may be used to go thru the fault and cross-cut to piék up
the vein.

By far the greater expenditure on this project will be
drifting on the vein. To eliminate the inconvenience and cost
of keeping cértified records on purchases and inventories of
the many items that will be needed to coﬁplete the proposed
project, and as we intend to use our own mining equipment,
it would be very desirable on our part to receive reimburse-
ment for work compleﬁed on the Unit Cost Plan.

Our drifting operation calls for a three-man set-up,
two miners and a utility man to attend to work that is neces-
sgry other than drilling, blasting, mucking, timbering and
standing rail.
