The application with no definite program outlined 
requested assistance in exploring a pegmatite from which specimens 
of black radioactive material had been taken and submitted to the 
field office. An examination was recommended in case the samples 
justified same. 


The examiner found. that the radioactive material came 
from narrow 1-foot wide gouge zones and two samples chemically 
analyzed returned:--
