Subject: Evaluation of applications and field examination report. 


Denialof applications is recommended0 


The applicant's proposal presents no definite target but 
hopes by scattered drilling to find a commercial mineralization. 


Applicant's proposal: The applicant proposes to diamond drill and 
churn drill three partially contiguous tracts in Hardin County., 
Illinois. The three applications are considered as a single project. 
The applicant proposes to explore 4,700 acres for 15,6l.00. 


A-Docket DMFA4359 (2 stage project) Total cost 69,9la0 Approx.l,60 acres. 
Stage I: 16 holes on approximately 660 centers for a total of 12,000 
feet of drilling to test the structural relations between the Wolrab 
and the Goose Creek faults. 
Stage II: Unspecified number of churn drill holes totaling 10,000 feet 
to test the favorable areas developed in Stage .1. 


B-Docket DMEA-435 Approx. 2,060 acres. Estimated cost $70,093 
Churn drill 20,000 feet of holes on 660 foot pattern to prospect for 
bedded replacements between the Lee and Woirab faults. Diamond drill 
unspecified number of holes totaling 3,500 to explore the Wolrab fault 
for vein type deposits. 


C-Docket DMEA-4360 960 acres. Estimated Cost 45,50. 
Diamond drill five holes on a 660 foot pattern for a total of 4,000 
feet to explore for vein type deposits on the Lee structure and churn 
drill 9,000 feet of churn drilling on a widely spaced pattern to locate 
bedded replacement deposits. 


The applicant holds the property under options to purchase 
from a large number of property owners. Prospecting permits have 
been applied for on parcels of Federal Re-Foreststation land. No 
consents to lien have been received. The prospecting permits have 
been denied and the land will be subject to competitive bidding.







Justification for denial: 


The Field Team reports: "Several operating companies 
have done exploratory drilling in and near the subject area and 
have made the results available to the writers, None of the 
results were encouraging." 


2. "Those areas to be explored for vein deposits 
contain only faults which have been relatively unproductive and 
about which little is known". The applicant does not appear to 
have any specific targets in mind but rather desires to blanket 
the area with drill holes with the hope of encountering commercial 
mineralization0 


The New Jersey Zinc proposal is in the same general 
area and has the same general geology as DMEA-424 (D.G.Gibson,Jr.) 
according to the Field Team. This application which is being held 
in abeyance until the applicant completes additional drilling for 
his own account, with the thought of qualifying for DMEA explora-
tion. 


Recommendations: 


The examining engineers recommend denial of the subject 
application for the foregoing reasons. Mr. Laurence of the Field 
Team recommended the applicant submit the detailed geological map 
and additional justification. The applicant submitted the detailed 
geologic map requested by Mr. Laurence and in a letter from the 
New Jersey ,Zinc Geologist, Jack Hague, he points out that the 
Federal land upon which they requested a prospecting permit had 
been classified as mineral bearing. I do not think the fact that 
the land had been classified by the Conservation Division of the 
Survey as mineral bearing should qualify i for DMEA assistance. 


The Bureau of Mines, Branch ofonstruction and Chemical 
Materials, on September 26, 1956, stated that the applicant should 
be requested to furnish additional information. Base Metals, 
Bureau of Mines, concurs. 


The Geological Survey Commodity Member, on September 20, 
1956, recommends that the geologic map be evaluated by the Field 
Team. In a telephone conversation with Me, Trace, Field Examining 
Geologist, he indicated that he had knowledge of the detailed 
geologic map referred to and that he did not believe it added any 
new information. It is, therefore, recommended that the subject 
application , be denied.

Subject: Review of Application DMEA Nos. Ii.358 and. 11.360, Projects 
1-B and. 1-C respectively, Fluorspar-Lead-Zinc, New 
Jersey Zinc Co., Hardin Co., Illinois, Estimated cost 
$70,093 and. $li.5,850 respectively. 


Subject applications have been reviewed. and. referral to 
the field team is recommended.. 


In Project 1-B, it is proposed. by the applicant to diamond. 
drill the area along the Wolrab fault with several holes - approxi-
mately 3,500 feet of drilling - to determine if vein-type mineral-
ization exists in the fault. About 10,000 feet of churn drill holes 
are proposed for exploring the area along both sides of the fault, 
with an additional 10,000 feet if mineralization is found. with the 
first drilling. The exploration aims at locating a replacement 
deposit in this area similar to those found south in the Cave-in-Rock 
district.


In Project 1-C, it is planned. to explore the Lee fault 
with 5 diamond drill holes to test for vein type mineralization in 
the fault. Widely spaced churn drill holes (approximately 11,500 
feet of drilling) are proposed. to explore for replacement type de-
posits on both sides of Lee fault and to determine if Hemp fault 
continues across these properties to the Lee fault. An additional 
14 ,500 feet of churn drilling may be necessary if the first drilling 
is successful in locating mineralization. 


Earlier prospecting in this area was done at the Renfro 
Prospect and at the Lee mine to the north on the Lee fault. Traces 
of fluorite were reported at both prospects. The Bureau of Mines 
drilled. 5 holes at the Lee mine in 191414, and. the work Is described 
in Report of Investigations 3996, January 1911.7. It is felt that 
Project 1-B will explore the Wolrab fault and the area between two 
previous prospects for replacements type deposits. Similarly, 
Project 1-C would explore the Lee fault and. the possibility of a

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replacement type deposit between the Lee mine to the east and. the 
Hamp fault to the west. Production from a mineralized vein is 


knOwn in the west portion of. the Hamp fault, with some banded re-
placement ore having been reported.. 


The estimated drilling costs do not appear to be ex-
cessive.


These two projects have been combined for writing this 
report, as it is felt that they are very similar and appear to 
represent favorable areas for exploration to extend. the fluorspar 
district.

All three of the cited Nv Jersey Zinc applications are 
reviewed in this	 andusi, such action being taken because the 
three proposed projects are in cloas proximity to each other, are 
in the saute geologic environment, and have similar objectives0 All 
three could have been combined. into one atmlication. 


The proposed projects will explore for two types of 
f1uorpar ore bodies: i) veins of luorspar along prominent faults, 
ind 2) replacement bodies in favorable liiest.oes. The area to be 
explored Is a heretofore unproduct:ve part of a productive 
flu9rapar district. As shcn on the	 geologic map, the 
area is roughly four miles west of the Cave . In41ock replacement 
hodlea of fluorspar but separated from that area by the Peter° s 
Creek graben (see Geologic yap, The Fluorpar District of Southern 
Illinois, Bulletin No. 76, flhinoii Geological Survey). Southwest 
of the area about seven miles lies the Roiclare district, notable 
or its veintype fluorspar deposits. 


OCT l4 (Docket 4359) 


This project is to be the first; work done of that proposed 
by the applicant. The work is to be In two stages, the first stage 
consisting of 12,000 feet of diamond drilling, the second etae to 
be 10,000 feet of churn drilling. Cost of the project is estited. 
at $69,918.00.
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Stage I diamond drilling is to be done as rows of holes, 
the holes 660 feet asart The purpose is to test the tructura1 
relations of the country between the Woirab and. Goose Creek faults0 
Stage II churn drilling is not shoti on the map but would. be  laid 
cut to test favorable areas found in stage I work0 


There are no fluorspar outcrops within the Project lA 
area.	 et of the area, in the southern part of section 17, the 
GOose Creek mine	 along the Goose Creek fault was described

by Newman and. Trace (DA Docket 3321) as having a 10,000 ton 
fluorspar ore bOdy.. Largely on the basis of this ore body, Newman 
and. Trace recommended. approval for DA e1oration on the Thurston 
Patton tract in section 16 northeast of the Goose Creek mine but 
along the Goose Creek fault0 This contract was terminated before 
copletion, presumably because the holes that were drilled failed 
to find significant amounts of fluorspar. While there may be other 
mineralized fu1t in the area none are shown on either the app1i 
cant o s map nor the Illinois Survey map; hence the chance of findIng 
a veiu4ype deposit nast be considered as remote0 This remoteness 
is eimhasized by the absence of fluorspar float	 the socal1ed

gravel spar of that area0 Elsewhere in the district, gravel spar, 
because of it insolubility and resistance to erosion, baa been 
found overlying or near to vein.type deposits0 


The applicant 8 s proposal to drill the area for replacement 
in the underlying limestone is speculation based on geologic 


similarity with Cave .In.Rock deposits.. It should. be noted, however, 
that to date no workable replacement bodies of the CaveIn4ock 
tyse have been reported west of the Peter a Creek graham.. 


Conclusions 


The proposed. work is prospecting and as such does not 
warrant DMA assistance.. The applicant should initiate the program 
at his om expense and. find targets worthy of exploration. With 
such targets in hand. and with definite proposed drilling programs 


A assistance might be justified. As it Is, the proposed work is 
simply blind drilling in an unproductive area with no outcrops and 
with a dearth of auportthg geologic evidence. The only supporting 
feature Is that favorable limestones underlIe the area, but this 
may be said of a good part of IllinoIs and surrounding states..
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PROJEcT.1B (Docket 14358) 


This proposal consists of 3,500 feet of dianond drilling 
and 10,000 feet of churn drilling, to be followed by an additional 
10,000 feet of churn drilling if initial drilling results prove 
favorable0 Cost of the project is estimated at $70,093O0 


From a geologic standpoint this project would appear to 
be more justifiable than Project 1A In the central part of the 
project area there is the Renfro prospect, described in the Illinois 
$urvey bulletin as having been ep1ored by a 22o$OOt shaft, and 
showing weathered gravel spar and bedding replacement by fluorspar0 
The Fredonla limestone, the district more favorable limestone for 
replacement ore bodIes, also craps out around the Renfro prospect 
As the rocks have relatively flat dips, the Fredonia limestone could 
be tested some distances away from the prospect with shallow churn 
drill holes0 


A short distance noxotliwast of the project, in the north 
west corner of section 114, a fluorspar vein deposit was formerly 
mined from along the Lee fault, the westernmost cf the faults shown 
on the applicant 0 a map This property was subsequently diamond 
drili.ed by the U0 S Bureau of lnes the results of their work are 
described liz R0 10 3996	 iring the period the Lee mine was active 
it prothzced about 12..,000 tone of fi.uorspar concentrate0 Bureau 
drilling, however, gave discouraging results, as did earlier 
drilling on the property by U0 S Steel Company0 The Lee fault is 
west of the project area and would not be tested by any of the 
proposed drilling; howaver, it is described as a complex shear zone 
and perhaps strands of it may pass into the project area0 


The Wolrab fault crosses the eastern side of. the project 
erea; the proposed diamond. drilling is to test this structure0 
The fault is described as a complex fault, more as a zone of shearing 
than a sile fracture0 No outcrops of fluorapar or gravel spar are 
reported along its outcrop0


Conclusions 


From the information subzltted the Project 1B area would 
appear to warrant DA assistance more than Project 1A0 This would 
be particularly so if the fluorspar outcrop at the Renfro prospect 
proved to be a replacement deposit of the type that could. be extensive0 
Jian%ond drilling along the Wolrab fault would appear to be prospecting0
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lc (Docket .36o)

ConclusIons 


On the basis of iork d.one to date along the Lee fault, 
the applicant U proposed diamond. drilling of the fault would not 
be warranted0 Perhaps the applicant could do so work along the 
fault on his own account, and if this disproved the negative z'esu1t 
of earlier work arid established. a definite target, some DA 
assistance mrt be warranted.0 The proposed. churn drilling appears 
to be entirely prospecting0 


t reconmend that all three applications be sent to the 
field for further review0 To expedite the processing of the applic 
catioris end simplify field. review, it is suggested that the Field 
Team prepare one report to cover all three applications 
field reviewers produce edeçuate reasons to support the applicant 0 a 
proposals it would. seem to me that Projects lA and 1cC should. be  
denied., with a possible re limited program approved for Project 1cB. rIi

Nominesare known to' exist on the properties under 
option. The Lee mine in the 1W*'I'1W-'Section 14 has produced 
a small tonnage of fluorspar from an eight foot vein along the 
Lee fault. The Bureau of Mines drilled five holes to test the 
property in 1944. Their exploration work is described in Bureau 
of Mines Report of Investigations 3996, January, 1947. 


(b.) No past production is known. for the properties in the 
project.. The Lee mine is reported to have produced 14,000 tons 
of fluorspar concentrates. 


(c.) Project 1-C lies In the northern, part of the Southern 
Illinois fluorspar district, northwest of Project 1-B. The local 
geology is shown on map AX-Ill-l8.

Fluorspar mineralization in the vein type of deposit may 
exist along the Lee fault.'

Other local ràads are gravel and passable most 
of the year. The major sources of supply for the area are 
Rosiclare and Harrisburg, Illinois.

5.	 (b.), The New Jersey Zinô Company proposes to explore the 
property covered by this project by means of diamond drilling 
and churn drilling. Diamond drill holes will be used to test 
for vein type mineralization in the Lee fault. Five holes are 
proposed to test the fault on the Bailey, Hale and Moore 
properties, as shown on Map AX-Ill-l7. 


Churn drill holes spaced 660' apart, in rows 2640' apart, 
are proposed to test for structures parallel to the Lee fault, 
which may contain bedding replacement type deposits. Locations 
for these holes are shown on Map AX-Ill-l7.
